Chiayi City Government is pleased to announce the 24th Chiayi City International Band Festival & Competition will be held from December 10, 2016 to December 25, 2016 in Chiayi City, Taiwan.  There are three divisions for applicants of different ages at this competition; and two rounds (preliminary and Final Round) for Division A and Division B, and three rounds (preliminary, semi-final and Final Round) for Division C.
Eligibility
The competition is open to bands that consist of no more than 60 musicians (excluding conductors).  There are three divisions for the competition (as below).  Each musician (excluding conductors) can only join one band that will be the competitor of the competition.
Divisions and Age Limit 
	Division A
	The competition is open to musicians of all nationalities who were born after 2003.

	Division B
	The competition is open to musicians of all nationalities who were born between 1997 and 2003. 

	Division C
	There is no age limitation for musicians.


Registration Deadlines
The applicants need to register online ONLY.

‧Preliminary Round: before October 12, 2016
‧Semi-Final Round (Division C) & Final Round (Division A&B): after the announcement of the bands that qualify to move on to the next round, but before November 11, 2016.  The bands of Division C that qualify to move on to the Final Round are the finalists for the Final Round.

Preliminary Round
Only online application is accepted.  Please complete the application form.  Payment is made online, too.  The application fee (non-refundable), NT$ 3000, may be paid by credit card.  After the organizer receives your payment, the receipt will be sent. Please pay close attention if there is any mistake when using credit card online, there is no refund.  After paying the application fee, applicants can upload the recording files (a maximum of 20MB) of the repertoire assigned in MP3 format to the official conference website.

Final Round

The bands that qualify to move on to the Semi-final Round (Division C) or the Final Round (Division A& B) will compete at the Chiayi City Concert Hall during the period of the 25th International Chiayi City Band Festival (December 10, 2016 to December 25, 2016).  The Award Ceremony will be held right after the competition and the result will be announced.  (Date and venue will be announced in the future). 

The order of the competition for each band to come on the stage will be made by drawing lots.  The drawing will be made before the Semi-final Round (Division C) or the Final Round (Division A& B).  The organizer will draw for the absent bands and the result will be non-negotiable.

The bands must check in before the stipulated time.  The qualification will be cancelled after the roll call for three times.  No changes in repertoire will be allowed once the application forms are received.  Repertoire submitted on the application must be identical to your performance in the Semi-final Round or Final Round.  The playing time will be counted from tuning to the end of the repertoire played, and the limitation is in (under) 20 minutes.

Judging Criteria
Each band will be graded according to the following criteria:

‧Sound: Intonation, Tone Quality, Balance
‧Technique: Articulation, Ensemble Musicianship, Rhythm

‧Musical Performance: Phrasing, Dynamics, Interpretation

No changes in repertoire will be allowed once the application forms are received. Repertoire submitted on the application must be identical to your recordings. 

The final results are counted in average points given by all adjudicators and rounded up to the second digit after the decimal point.  If the results of bands are the same, the adjudicators will vote for the winners.
The final score will be reduced by 5% of final points if the competitor exceeds the allotted time.
If the quality or quantity of the competitors in one particular division is not qualified to the international level, the organizer will cancel the Semi-final Round or the Final Round according to the adjudicators’ decision.

According to the tax rules and regulations of Taiwan, the winners of Taiwanese will need to pay for the income tax of 10% and the Second Generation National Health Insurance.  The winners of all other countries will need to pay for the income tax of 20%.  The organizer will deduct the income tax and the Second Generation National Health Insurance before paying the awards.  The currency is New Taiwan Dollar (NTD).
Note
1. If the participants have won 3 consecutive year championships, they can’t take part in the competition again; instead, they will be assigned to the demonstration performances, and the performance fee will be paid by the organizer.
2. The organizer owns all the copyright of the competition and concert’s recording. Performers cannot ask for any reward for this. 

3. No photo taking and Video/ Audio recording is allowed without the permission of the organizer.

4. The organizer will provide the stage diagram and a list of large instrument specifications.  Performers must bring their own instruments if they are not included in the list.

5. The piano tuning will be 442.
6. No tuner is allowed for bands on stage during the competition.  If any bands are found using any tuners, they will lose 2% of the total points.
7. Performers must pay for their own expenses of accommodations, meals and transportation.  The organizer will pay NT 10,000 dollars in subsidy to each competitor that attends the Semi-final Round (Division C) or the Final Round (Division A& B).
