	CALIFORNIA 

California is the third largest state in the USA but has the largest population. It also has the distinction of being the most multicultural state in the USA, having attracted people from all over the world. The customs and languages of the immigrants live on in their new home. This diversity of culture is not surprising when you know the history of California.

NATIVE AMERICANS 

Exactly when the first people arrived in what we now know as California, no one really knows. However, it is likely that Native Americans were living in California at least fifteen thousand years ago. Scientists believe that these settlers crossed the Bering Strait in the Arctic to America by means of a land bridge which existed in prehistoric times. In the 16th century, after the arrival of the Europeans, the native people suffered greatly. Thousands were killed or forced into slavery. In addition, many died from the diseases brought by the Europeans. However, some survived these terrible times, and today there are more Native Americans living in California than in any other state. 

THE SPANISH

In the 18th century California was ruled by Spain. Spanish soldiers first arrived in South America in the early 16th century, when they fought against the native people and took their land. Two centuries later, the Spanish had settled in most parts of South America and along the northwest coast of what we now call the United States. Of the first Spanish to go to California, the majority were religious men, whose ministry was to teach the Catholic religion to the natives, in 1821, the people of Mexico gained their independence from Spain. California then became part of Mexico. In 1846 the United States declared war on Mexico, and after the war won by the USA, Mexico had to give California to the USA. However, there is still a strong Spanish influence in the state. That is why today over 40% of Californians speak Spanish as a first or second language.

RUSSIANS 

In the early 1800s, Russian hunters, who had originally gone to Alaska, began settling in California. Today there are about 25,000 Russian-Americans living in and around San Francisco.

GOLD MINERS

In 1848, not long after the American-Mexican war, gold was discovered in California. The dream of becoming rich quickly attracted people from all over the world. The nearest, and therefore the first to arrive, were South Americans and people from the United States. Then adventurers from Europe and Asia soon followed. In fact, few achieved their dream of becoming rich. Some died or returned home, but most remained in California to make a life for themselves despite great hardship. They settled in the new towns or on farms. By the time California elected to become the thirty-first federal state of the USA in 1850, it was already a multicultural society.

LATER ARRIVALS

Although Chinese immigrants began to arrive during the Gold Rush Period, it was the building of the rail network from the west to the east coast that brought even larger numbers to California in the 1860s. Today, Chinese-Americans live in all parts of California, although a large percentage have chosen to stay in the "Chinatowns" of Los Angeles and San Francisco.

Other immigrants such as Italians, mainly fishermen but also wine makers, arrived in California in the late 19th century. In 1911 immigrants from Denmark established a town of their own, which today still keeps up their Danish culture. By the 1920s the film industry was well established in Hollywood, California. The industry boom attracted Europeans including many Jewish people. Today California has the second largest Jewish population in the United States.

   Japanese farmers began arriving in California at the beginning of the 20th century, and since the 1980s a lot more have settled there. People from Africa have been living in California since the 1800s, when they moved north from Mexico. However, even more arrived between 1942 and 1945 to work in the ship and aircraft industries.

MOST RECENT ARRIVALS 

In more recent decades, California has become home to more people from Asia, including Koreans, Cambodians, Vietnamese and Laotians. Since its beginning in the 1970s, the computer industry has attracted Indians and Pakistanis to California.

THE FUTURE 

People from different parts of the world, attracted by the climate and the lifestyle, still immigrate to California. It is believed that before long the mix of nationalities will be so great that there will be no distinct major racial or cultural groups, but simply a mixture of many races and cultures.

西班牙人

   在18世纪的时候，加利福尼亚是由西班牙统治的。西班牙士兵最早是在16世纪初期来到南美洲的，他们同土著人打仗，夺去了他们的土地。两个世纪以后，西班牙人在南美洲的大部分地区定居下来，而且还在我们现在称之为美国的西北沿海地区住下来。在首批移居加州的西班牙人中，大部分是宗教人士，他们的职责是向原住民传授天主教。1821年，墨西哥人从西班牙获得了独立。加利福尼亚于是成了墨西哥的一部分。1846年美国向墨西哥宣战，美国赢得战争的胜利之后，墨西哥被迫把加利福尼亚割让给美国。但是，这个州至今仍然保留着很强的西班牙的影响。这就是为什么今天还有40％的加利福尼亚人仍然把西班牙语作为第一或第二语言的缘故。

俄罗斯人

   在19世纪初期，一批最初到阿拉斯加的俄罗斯猎人开始在加利福尼亚定居下来。今天，住在圣弗朗西斯科(旧金山)及其周边地区的美籍俄罗斯人约有25，000人。    

金矿工
   1848年，在美国同墨西哥战争之后不久，在加利福尼亚发现厂金矿。发财梦很快就吸引了世界各地的人。距离最近因而来得最早的是南美洲人和美国人，随后跟着来的有欧洲和亚洲的探险家。事实上很少有人圆了发财梦。许多人死了或回家了，但是尽管条件十分艰苦，多数人仍然留在了加利福尼亚劳作谋生，在新的城镇或农场里定居下来。到1850年加利福尼亚成为美国第31个州的时候，它已经是一个有着多种文化的社会了。

后来的移民

    虽然中国移民在淘金热时期就开始来到(美国)，但是更大批量的中国移民却是在19世纪60年代为了修建贯穿美国东西海岸的铁路而来的。今天，加利福尼亚州各地都有美籍华人居住，尽管有很大比例的华人还是选择住在洛杉矶和圣弗朗西斯科(旧金山)的“中国城”里。

   19世纪后期，其他国家的移民，比如意大利人来到加利福尼亚，他们主要是渔民，也有些是制酒工人。1911年，丹麦移民建立了自己的城镇，至今仍然保留着丹麦文化。20世纪20年代，电影业在加利福尼亚州的好莱坞建立了起来。这个新兴的行业吸引了欧洲人，包括许多犹太人。今天，加利福尼亚的犹太人口在美国占第二位。

    日本农民是在20世纪初期开始到加利福尼亚来的，而从20世纪80年代以来有更多的日本人在加利福尼亚定居了。非洲人从19世纪就在加利福尼亚住下来，他们是从墨西哥向北迁来的。然而，更多的非洲人是在1942年至1945年期间来到加利福尼亚的，当时他们是到船厂和飞机厂工作的。

最近期的移民
   在最近的几十年里，加利福尼亚成了亚洲人的家，包括柬埔寨人、朝鲜人、越南人和老挝人。从20世纪70年代开始发展计算机工业以来，加利福尼亚又吸引了印度人和巴基斯坦人的到来。

未来展望

   世界各地的人，由于受气候条件和生活方式的吸引，仍然在继续迁入加利福尼亚。人们认为，要不了多久，多种国籍的混合将会非常之大，以至于不可能存在一种主要的种族或文化群体，而只是多种族、多文化的混合体。

Monday 12th, June

Arrived early this morning by bus. Went straight to hotel to drop my luggage, shower and shave. Then went exploring. First thing was a ride on a cable car. From top of the hill got a spectacular view of San Francisco Bay and the city. Built in 1873, the cable car system was invented by Andrew Hallidie, who wanted to find a better form of transport than horse-drawn trams. Apparently he'd been shocked when he saw a terrible accident in which a train's brakes failed, the conductor could not control the situation and the tram slipped down the hill dragging the horses with it.

   Had a late lunch at Fisherman's Wharf. This is the district where Italian fishermen first came to San Francisco in the late 19th century and began the fishing industry. Now it's a tourist area with lots of shops, sea food restaurants and bakeries. It's also the place to catch the ferry to Angel Island and other places in the Bay.

   Did so much exploring at Fisherman's Wharf. Am exhausted and don't feel like doing anything else. Early bed tonight!

Tuesday 13th, June

Teamed up with a couple from my hotel (Peter and Terri) and hired a car. Spent all day driving around the city. There's a fascinating drive marked out for tourists. It has blue and white signs with seagulls on them to show the way to go. It's a 79kin round-trip that takes in all the famous tourist spots. Stopped many times to admire the view of the city from different angles and take photographs. Now have a really good idea of what the city's like.

In evening, went to Chinatown with Peter and Terri. Chinese immigrants settled in this area in the 1850s. The fronts of the buildings are decorated to look like old buildings in southern China. Saw some interesting temples here, a number of markets and a great many restaurants. Also art galleries and a museum containing documents, photographs and all sorts of objects about the history of Chinese immigration, but it is closed in the evening. Will go back during the day. Had a delicious meal and then walked down the hill to our hotel.

Wednesday 14th, June

In morning, took ferry to Angel Island from the port in San Francisco Bay. On the way had a good view of the Golden Gate Bridge. From 1882 to 1940 Angel Island was a famous immigration station where many Chinese people applied for right to live in USA. The cells in the station were very small, cold and damp; some did not even have light but the immigrants had nowhere else to go. Their miserable stay seemed to be punishment rather than justice and freedom to them. They wrote poems on the walls about their loneliness and mourned their former life in China. In 1940 the civil authorities reformed the system so that many more Chinese people were able to grasp the opportunity of settling in the USA. Made me very thoughtful and thankful for my life today.

	LOUIS ARMSTRONG: THE GRANDFATHER OF JAZZ 

Some people are considered great, not just because of their achievements but also because of their personalities. One such person is Louis Armstrong, who is without a doubt the most influential (有影响的) jazz musician of all time.

    Born in New Orleans in 1901, Louis was so poor that he often went "shopping" in rubbish bins outside fancy restaurants. Although some boys in his situation might have turned to crime to get money for food and clothing, Louis never did. Instead he and several other boys sang on the streets of New Orleans to earn a few cents from passers-by.

  At the age of 12, Louis was arrested by the police for firing a gun into the air at a New Year's Eve party. He was sent to a school for problem boys where the music teacher taught him to play drums and the trumpet. When he left the school two years later, Louis found work wherever he could and in the evenings went to listen and learn at clubs where jazz musicians played. He was noticed by a well-known musician called Joe "King" Oliver who began to teach him about jazz and to find him jobs in bands. When Joe Oliver left New Orleans in 1917, Louis took over his job in one of the best bands in town.

   Over the next few years, Louis improved as a musician and in 1922 he began travelling to other cities in the United States where he introduced his particular style of jazz to enthusiastic audiences. In 1924, he began recording his music and from that time on musicians from everywhere would listen to him. Before long, he had become a very big jazz star, as popular as major rock stars are today. Louis loved entertaining people and toured all over the United States before travelling to Europe in 1932.

    As well as playing with his band and recording his music for almost 50 years, Louis Armstrong acted in over 50 movies and wrote two autobiographies. He was able to communicate with people from many different backgrounds, rich and poor, famous and ordinary, educated and uneducated, musicians and non-musicians. For this reason the government encouraged him to travel to foreign countries, especially Europe and Africa, as an unofficial goodwill ambassador (非官方亲善大使) for the United States. He spoke publicly about the rights of black people in America, using his fame to help in the fight for equal rights for all American citizens.

  Although he became rich and famous, Louis Armstrong continued to live a simple life in a working-class neighbourhood. Although his health was not good in the last three years of his life, he continued playing and recording until July 6th, 1971, when he died in his sleep at his home in New York. Louis Armstrong is still remembered today as the most important person in the early history of jazz. His music is as popular today as it ever was and most of the music he recorded from 1924 to 1971 is still available.

看图作文是近年来高考书面表达的热点考查题材之一。它是指根据某幅图画所提供的图像信息写一篇短文，或叙述一个故事；或通过几幅相关的图画说明某个问题或得出某个结论。看图作文要求考生将画面所包含的有效信息直接运用英语思维转换生成英语言文字，旨在避免考生运用汉语思维布局谋篇。

一、看图作文的考查特点

1. 看图作文的主要考查特点是生动、形象、直观、图文并茂、一目了然。它要求行文时做到：主题明确，即文章能概括图画所反映的中心思想；图文一致，即文章能体现图画中所反映的主要内容。

2. 看图作文要求考生具有敏锐的观察力，丰富的想象力，严谨的逻辑，冷静的分析，以及最终将以上诸方面素质综合体现出来的良好的书面表达能力。细致的观察是看图作文写作的基础。想象力是看图作文写作时不可或缺的一种能力。它可以把看似相互独立的几个画面联系起来，当然，我们所说的想象并非天马行空，而应当受到逻辑的约束。

3. 表达准确，过渡自然。看图作文行文时要注意词汇与句型的精心选择，准确表达。表达过程中要注意图画信息的连接方式，尤其要注意句与句、段与段之间的意思连贯。为此，考生应学会灵活地使用连接词、指示代词等，适当地根据自己的需要和文章的进展调整信息出现的顺序。

4. 规范书写，符合词数要求。书写规范才能保证文章准确地“传神”，反之，如果书写较差，以至影响交际，会“降一档”判分(即扣除5分)，这也是评分标准中明文规定的。另外“词数符合要求”也值得考生注意。通常题目在提及词数要求时，有两种阐释方式，一是给出词数允许区间，如100-120词，二是给出模糊数字，如100左右。根据以往的评分细则，给出词数允许区间的题目应将词数限制在这一区间之内。给出模糊数字的题目，通常允许考生的短文长度在此数字上下浮动20个单词，过多或过少都要扣分(一般要扣除2分)。这就要求考生在保证表达方式、文体方式正确、格式规范、语句通顺的前提下，补充或删除部分细节。删减的细节必须保证不能损害文章大意；补充或增添的细节或者要和文章内容有紧密的联系

二、看图作文的写作步骤
1. 仔细审题，确定要点

对于这类试题，考生首先应仔细审题，看懂图画所表达的意思，根据图画内容整理出几个要点，再根据这些要点决定要采用的语言形式。

2. 紧扣要点，组句成篇

看图作文或看图写话时要选用自己最熟悉，最有把握的词语和句型将题中所规定的内容要点加以表达，进而串联成文。在表达时句子宜短不宜长，应慎用分词或复合句，对拿不准的表达，可采用“迂回”或“回避”的方法，即在不改变原有意思的前提下，改换另一种表达方式，但切忌中文式的英语，或根据英语语法人为地编造一些不规范、不地道的语言材料。

3. 表达准确，过渡自然

“看图作文或看图写话”所提供的图画内容要点，通常是分幅叙述，相互之间没有逻辑联系。这就要求考生按照合理的顺序，将句子连珠成串。在连贯时，可适当使用一些过渡性的连接词，如and, then , however, besides, thus 等，这样，会使文章脉络清晰，层次分明，文理通顺，意思连贯。    

4. 规范书写，检查润色

详读全文，检查是否遗漏要点；是否有明显的语法和结构错误；单词拼写是否有误；标点符号是否遗漏或用错；词数是否符合要求等。

名词性从句包括主语从句、宾语从句、表语从句、同位语从句。

A few years ago, I took a sightseeing trip to Washington, D.C. Standing outside the Ronald Reagan Center, I heard a voice say, "Can you help me?" When I turned around, I saw an elderly blind woman with her hand extended (伸展). In a natural reflex (反射), I reached into my pocket, pulled out all of my loose change and placed it on her hand without even looking at her. I was annoyed at being bothered by a beggar. But the blind woman smiled and said, "I don't want your money. I just need help finding the post office."

   In an instant, I realized what I ,had done. I judged another person simply for what I assumed she had to be. I hated what I saw in myself. This incident re-awakened my belief in humility (谦恭), even though I'd lost it for a moment.

   The thing I had forgotten about myself is that I am an immigrant (移民). I left Honduras and arrived in the U.S. at the age of 15. I started my new life with two suitcases, my brother and Sister, and a strong, serious-minded mother. Through the years, I have been a dishwasher, mechanic and pizza delivery driver among many other humble (卑微的) jobs, and eventually I became a network engineer.

In my own life, I have experienced many open acts of prejudice. I remember a time, at age 17 – I worked as a waiter, and I heard a father tell his little boy that if he did' not do well in school, he would end up like me. I have also witnessed the same treatment of my family and friends, so I know what it's like, and I should have known better.

   But now, living in my American middle-class lifestyle, it is too easy to forget my past, to forget who I am and where I have been, and to lose sight of where I want to be going. That blind woman on the streets of Washington, D.C., cured me of my blindness. She reminded me of my belief in humility and to always keep my eyes and heart open. By the way, I helped that lady to the post office. And in writing this essay, I hope to thank her for the priceless lesson.

Everyone wants their child to be a good reader. But, many parents worry that if their child is struggling with reading; he or she will lose confidence and, as a result, will fall behind in other areas of schooling. There is often also the concern that he or she will encounter educational difficulties later on, having missed out on critical literacy development. 

Children with reading or reading comprehension problems often feel stupid and inadequate, and lose self-confidence as a result. This in turn creates a vicious circle, and they can develop a complex about learning to read. Reading becomes a chore, and something they resist, as whenever they are made to read they are reminded of their limitations.

How can I get my child motivated to read?

Almost 40 percent of children have problems learning to read and struggle with reading comprehension. However, with early detection, help and encouragement this can be resolved. To our disappointed, many parents leave it too late though. It is vital that parents get involved in their child’s reading activities at an early age. 

The older the child, the harder it will be to teach them to read. If children can't read well by the time they are 9 years old, it’s highly unlikely that they will ever catch up. And the effects of falling behind in literacy development and feeling like a failure can be devastating. 

The difficulty is that as a parent, when you force your child to read, he or she is usually not “open” to learning. 

Reading with and to your child allows them to get to know the sound of words, and enables them to understand the relationship between words and pictures on the page. 

Our solution provides the ideal medium for children to improve their basic reading and reading comprehension skills.

Teaching unmotivated and uninterested children to read is hard. It is so much easier to teach children to learn to read and improve their literacy in a play environment.

Cloning has always been with us and is here to stay. It is a way of making an exact copy of another animal or plant. It happens in plants when gardeners take cuttings from growing plants to make new ones. It also happens in animals when twins identical in sex and appearance are produced from the same original egg. The fact is that these are both examples of natural clones.

  Cloning has two major uses. Firstly, gardeners use it all the time to produce commercial quantities of plants. Secondly, it is valuable for research on new plant species and for medical research on animals. Cloning plants is straightforward while cloning animals is very complicated. It is a difficult task to undertake. Many attempts to clone mammals failed. But at last the determination and patience of the scientists paid off in 1996 with a breakthrough - the cloning of Dolly the sheep. The procedure works like this:

1 Female sheep A provides an egg cell.

2 The nucleus is removed from the egg cell.

3 The egg cell is ready for a new nucleus.

4 Female sheep B provides a somatic cell for the clone. The nucleus of this cell contains all the genes needed to produce a new sheep.

5 The nucleus is taken but of the somatic cell.

6 The nucleus from sheep B and the egg cell from sheep A are joined using electricity.

7 The cell divides and grows into an embryo.

8 The embryo is put into female sheep C, who becomes the carrier of the clone.

9 The lamb is the clone of the donated cell from Sheep B which provided the nucleus.

  On the one hand, the whole scientific world followed the progress of the first successful clone, Dolly the sheep. The fact that she seemed to develop normally was very encouraging. Then came the disturbing news that Dolly had become seriously ill. Cloning scientists were cast down to find that Dolly's illnesses were more appropriate to a much older animal. Altogether Dolly lived six and a half years, half the length of the life of the original sheep. Sadly the same arbitrary fate affected other species, such as cloned mice. The questions that concerned all scientists were: "Would this be a major difficulty for all cloned animals? Would it happen forever? Could it be solved if corrections were made in their research procedure?"

   On the other hand, Dolly's appearance raised a storm of objections and had a great impact on the media and public imagination. It became controversial. It suddenly opened everybody's eyes

to the possibility of using cloning to cure serious illnesses and even to produce human beings.

  Although at present human egg cells and embryos needed for cloning research are difficult to obtain, newspapers wrote of evil leaders hoping to clone themselves to attain their ambitions. Religious leaders also raised moral questions. Governments became nervous and more conservative. Some began to reform theft legal systems and forbade research into human cloning, but other countries like China and the UK, continued to accumulate evidence of the abundant medical aid that cloning could provide. However, scientists still wonder whether cloning will help or harm us and where it is leading us.

The possibility of cloning fierce and extinct wild animals has always excited film makers. And they are not the only ones! The popularity of films such as Jurassic Park, in which a scientist clones several kinds of extinct dinosaurs, proves how the idea struck a mixture of fear and excitement into people's hearts. But in fact we are a long way from being able to clone extinct animals. Scientists are still experimenting with cloning mammals. This is because the cloning of mammals is still a new science and its story only began seriously in the 1950s as this list shows:

  From time to time people suggest that extinct animals like dinosaurs, can possibly be brought back to life through cloning. Unfortunately, with what we know now, this is either impossible or unsuitable. There are many reasons.

• The initial requirement is that you need perfect DNA (which gives information for how cells are to grow).

• All efforts of cloning an animal will be in vain if there is not enough diversity in the group to overcome illnesses. Diversity in a group means having animals with their genes arranged in different ways. The advantage is that if there is a new illness some of these animals may die, but others will survive and pass on the ability to resist that disease to the next generation. The great drawback to cloning a group of animals is that they would all have the same arrangement of genes and so might die of the same illness. Then none of them would be left to continue the species.

• It would be unfair to clone any extinct animals if they were to live in a zoo. A suitable habitat would be needed for them to lead a natural life.

Based on what we know now, you cannot clone animals that have been extinct longer than 10,000 years. Actually, dinosaurs disappeared 65,000,000 years ago. So the chance of dinosaurs ever returning to the earth is merely a dream.

•the chairperson will stop anyone who repeats arguments that have already been made

Towards the end of the debate, the chairperson will ask the last speaker of one side to summarize the arguments that have been made to support their point of view. Then the other side will do the same. Finally everyone in the room will vote and we can see who has won the debate. So let's start now.
Topic:

 Should medical cloning be allowed?

Team A: They support the idea that there should be medical cloning.

Hello, chairperson and everyone else here today. I suggest that medical cloning is very important for curing serious illnesses that at present have no cure; for example, to replace nerve cells in someone who has suffered a stroke. Most profitably they can be used to help with diseases that gradually cause people to lose their ability to move easily or to think (such as Parkinson's Disease).

With the help of special cloning techniques, such people can be restored to perfect health and be able to live a normal life again. This is a wonderful thing for them because it improves their quality of life.

 But first we need to be clear about the advantages of the procedure.

  • There is no danger of the body refusing to accept the new cells.

  • Nobody needs to donate their own organs for someone else's benefit.

  • Patients can be treated immediately.

    It seems the benefits are so obvious that we hope you will be able to support our side's point of view. Thank you.

Team B: They disagree that there should be medical cloning.

Hello, chairperson and everyone in the room. I would like to suggest that medical cloning is not as simple an issue as my colleague claims. First of all, where do these stem cells come from? Well, from human cells of course. If you believe that human life comes into existence as soon as the cells start to grow, then the practice of removing human stem cells from an embryo kills it. This embryo, if it was allowed to continue to grow and develop, would eventually become another human being. So by using stem cells to save one person, we are actually killing another. Is this ethically justified (正当的)? We feel that the answer must be "no".

At the moment medical cloning research is a very new science. It has been most successful in cloning some animals but not all. The scientists are also worried about the efficiency of the system. Steve Stice of the University of Georgia said:

 "We can make thousands of embryos. The real cost and real problem for us is when we transfer(转变) that embryo and we don't produce a (successful) pregnancy. That costs us time and money."

It took 29 embryos to produce Dolly the sheep and that was nearly ten years ago. But the situation has not got better for mammal cloning. It seems that the problems for human cloning will be even more serious as no human has yet been cloned. It is obvious that we must be very cautious about medical cloning until these problems are solved.

With the functions of inserting, deleting, moving and copying, it enables us to edit test, browse web page and download what we want. It can even bring us a flood of music, movies and PC games. Just imagine, all this can be done with a cute mouse. 

A convenient tool can certainly make our work easier, but it doesn’t always help in a positive way. Too much ready information on our fingertips leaves little room for knowledge pursuing. Too many ready answers make us less excited in finding truth. Relying too much on mouse clicking makes us lazier and less creative both mentally and physically. （153 words）

图表作文是近十年高考书面表达常用的考查形式之一，它要求学生通过对数据、文字内容进行分析，系统准确地表达出图表含义与内容，并得出令人信服的结论。

一、图表作文的命题形式

1. 表格形式，将统计的数据或被说明的事物直接用表格体现出来，即统计表。这类题型一般以说明文和议论文居多，往往是介绍、说明某种情况或辩论某种观点、看法，但有时也可能是记叙文；

2. 图形形式，可分为以曲线形式表示数据变化的线形图、以条形形式表示数据大小或数量之间差异的条形图、以圆内扇形面积的大小表示总体中部分结构变化的圆形图等。这类题型一般以说明文居多，是一些关于生产、销售、发展进程等各种项目统计的示意图。

二、图表作文的应试策略
1. 审读图表前的文字说明，弄清图表性质，做到“四确定”首先，确定文章体裁；其次，确定文章的结构；再次，确定文章的时态。动词是句子的核心，时态是句子的灵魂。最后，确定文章的人称。

2. 审读图表后的要求，寻找做题规律，要注意以下几个方面：

⑴字数100左右。

⑵ 开头或结尾已给。这就要求考生首先不能另行开头或结尾，其次要细读所给语句的人称、时态和语言表达风格与口吻，力求前后一致；

⑶内容完整。即要点齐全，图表中的内容要注意详略得当和准确全面；

⑷ 行文连贯。行文要必须做到形连和意连。形连要力求自我特色词汇的使用，以增加得分“亮点”。意连要求能涵盖高考书面表达各种文体常用的几个特色词汇，如however; besides; instead; in the mean while; for instance; on the contrary; worse still; in conclusion; all of a sudden; as a matter of fact等，只有这样才能写出好文章；

⑸注意句式的变化，力求在语言表达正确性的基础上追求句式变换，确保语言表达的高级性。常见写作技巧主要包括：简单句与复合句的交错使用；主动语态为主，适度穿插被动语态；大胆使用平行结构；适当调整句中定语、状语的位置，使句子表达多样性；三大从句与三种非谓语动词灵活互换；特殊句式(如强调句、感叹句、疑问句、省略句)点缀其间等。

总之，图表作文写作要坚持“慢审快写”的原则，必须牢记：审读提示，弄清结构与题材，时态、人称要当心，开头、结尾要呼应；再读图表，句子结构要搭配，语言习惯莫违背；文章誊写要规范，显眼之处别出错；文章写好要检查，点滴错误别略过。

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 With petroleum reserves (石油储量) decreasing, the search is on to replace gas with a cleaner, greener alternative. Though much eco-talk has centered on biofuels from corn and soybeans, the

biofuel that looks more likely to replace petroleum comes from a most unlikely source: algae (藻类).

   Algae, like corn, soybeans, and other crops, grow via photosynthesis (光合作用) and can be processed into fuel oil. However, they yield 30 times more energy than land crops such as soybeans, according to the U.S. Department of Energy. Many algae species also can grow in saltwater and polluted water— while corn and soy require arable land and fresh water that will be in short supply as the world's population balloons.

   "If you replaced all the diesel (柴油) in the U.S. with soy biodiesel, it would take half the land mass of the U.S. to grow those soybeans," says Matt Caspari, chief executive of Aurora Biofuels, a Berkeley, Calif- based private firm that specializes in algae oil technology. On the other hand, the Energy Department says that if algae fuel replaced all the petroleum fuel in the United States, it would require 15,000 square miles,  which is a few thousand miles larger than Maryland (12,407 square miles), the 42nd state in land area.

   Another bonus: Because algae can be grown just about anywhere in a closed 'space, they're being tested at several power plants across the nation as a carbon absorber, Smokestack emissions (烟囱排防物) can be pumped directly into the ponds, feeding the algae while keeping greenhouse gases out of the atmosphere.

   Although processing technology for algae fuel—also known as "oilgae" in some environmentalist circles —  is improving, it's still years away from reaching your local gas pump. "It's just a question of cost, because no large-scale facilities have been built yet," Caspari says.

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Prince Charles yesterday, promised to reduce the royal impact on the environment through sweeping changes to his personal lifestyle and official schedule. The prince will replace carbon-heavy private jets and helicopters with scheduled flights and train services.

The move came as Prince Charles urged business leaders to publish the environmental impact of their activities, He said, "Few accountants and business decision-makers ask, 'How much of our critical natural resource is left? When I called up my mother in the countryside on the telephone she was very upset. "There are some snakes in our courtyard," she told me. "Snakes come near the house now and then, and they seem to have made their home here, not far from the walnut tree. Can you get rid of them please?" I felt very proud. Here was a chance for me to distinguish myself by inventing something merciful that would catch snakes but not harm them. I knew my parents would not like me to hurt these living creatures!

    The first thing I did was to see if there were any products that might help me, but there only seemed to be powders designed to kill snakes. A new approach was clearly needed. I set about researching the habits of snakes to find the easiest way to trap them. Luckily these reptiles are small and that made the solution easier.

   Prepared with some research findings, I decided on three possible approaches: firstly, removing their habitat; secondly, attracting them into a trap using male or female perfume or food; and thirdly cooling them so that they would become sleepy and could be easily caught. I decided to use the last one. I bought an ice-cream maker which was made of stainless steel. Between the outside and the inside walls of the bowl there is some jelly, which freezes when cooled. I put the bowl into the fridge and waited for 24 hours. At the same time I prepared some ice-cubes.

   The next morning I got up early before the sun was hot. I placed the frozen bowl over the snakes' habitat and the ice-cubes on top of the bowl to keep it cool. Finally I covered the whole thing with a large bucket. Then I waited. After two hours I removed the bucket and the bowl. The snakes were less active but they were still too fast for me. They abruptly disappeared into a convenient hole in the wall. So I had to adjust my plan.

For the second attempt I froze the bowl and the ice-cubes again but placed them over the snakes' habitat in the evening, as the temperature was starting to cool. Then as before, I covered the bowl with the bucket and left everything overnight. Early the next morning I returned to see the result. This time with great caution I bent down to examine the snakes and I found them very sleepy. But once picked up, they tried to bite me. As they were poisonous snakes, I clearly needed to improve my design again.

My third attempt repeated the second procedure. The next morning I carded in my hand a small net used for catching fish. This was in the expectation that the snakes would bite again. But monitored carefully, the snakes proved to be no trouble and all went according to plan. I collected the passive snakes and the next day we merrily released them all back into the wild.

   Pressed by my friends and relations, I decided to seize the opportunity to get recognition for my successful idea by sending my invention to the patent office. Only after you have had that recognition can you say that you are truly an inventor. The criteria are so strict that it is difficult to get new ideas accepted unless they are truly novel. In addition, no invention will get a patent if it is:

Alexander Graham Bell was born in 1847 in Scotland, but when he was young his family moved to Boston, USA. His mother was almost entirely deaf, so Alexander became interested in helping deaf people communicate and in deaf education. This interest led him to invent the microphone. He found that by pressing his lips against his mother's forehead, he could make his mother understand what he was saying.

  He believed that one should always be curious and his most famous saying was:

  "Leave the beaten track occasionally and dive into the woods. Every time you do you will be certain to find something that you have never seen before. Follow it up, explore all around it, and before you know it, you will have something worth thinking about to occupy your mind. All really big discoveries are the result of thought."

   It was this exploring around problems and his dynamic spirit that led to his most famous invention - the telephone in 1876. Bell never set out to invent the telephone and what he was trying to design was a multiple telegraph. This original telegraph sent a message over distances using Morse code (a series of dots tapped out along a wire in a particular order). But only one message could go at a time. Bell wanted to improve it so that it could send several messages at the same time. He designed a machine that would separate different sound waves and allow different conversations to be held at the same time. But he found the problem difficult to solve. One day as he was experimenting with one end of a straw joined to a deaf man's ear dram and the other to a piece of smoked glass, Bell noticed that when he spoke into the ear, the straw drew sound waves on the glass. Suddenly he had a flash of inspiration. If sound waves could be reproduced in a moving electrical current, they could be sent along a wire. In searching to improve the telegraph, Bell had invented the first telephone!

Bell was fully aware of the importance of his invention and wrote to his father:

  "The day is coming when telegraph wires will be lam on to houses just like water or gas-and friends will talk to each other without leaving home."

The patent was given in 1876, but it was not until five days later that Bell sent his first telephone message to his assistant Watson. The words have now become famous:

   "Mr Watson - come here - I want to see you."

Alexander Graham Bell was not a man to rest and he interested himself in many other areas of invention. He experimented with helicopter designs and flying machines. While searching for a kite strong enough to carry a man into the air, Bell experimented putting triangles together and discovered the tetrahedron shape. Being very stable, it has proved invaluable in the design of bridges.

Bell was an inventor all his life. He made his first invention at eleven and his last at seventy-five. Although he is most often associated with the invention of the telephone, he was indeed a continuing searcher after practical solutions to improve the quality of everybody's life.

正是这种对问题的探索和富有活力的精神和力量造就了他那最著名的发明— 1876年的电话。贝尔并非一开始就想要发明电话的，他本来想设计的东西是多路电报。这种原始的电报是在一段距离中用莫尔斯电码传递信息(莫尔斯电码是通过电线发出的以特定的次序敲击出的一连串点划)，但是这样只能一次发一个信息。贝尔想改进电报通讯方式，以便同时能发出好几个信息。他设计了一种机器，以使声波分成不同的音调，从而有可能在同一时间里进行不同的通话。但是他发现这个问题很难解决。有一天做实验，他把一根干草的一端和一个聋子的耳鼓膜连接起来，另一端连接一块被烟熏过的玻璃。贝尔发现，当他对这耳朵说话的时候，这根干草就把声波画在玻璃上。突然间他灵机一动，灵感来了。如果声波能够以连续运动的电流形式复制的话，那么声波就可以沿着导线传送出去了。在探求改进电报的过程中，贝尔发明了第一台电话机!

贝尔完全懂得这项发明的重要性，他写信告诉他的父亲说：

“这样的一天即将到来。到那时，电报线将会铺到各家各户，就像水和煤气通到各家各户一样。朋友之间不必离开家就可以彼此通话了。”

这项专利是1876年发布的，但是贝尔是在五天以后才跟他的助手华生通了第一次电话。他说的话现在已成名言了。

“华生先生——到这儿来——我想见到你。”

    亚历山大·格雷厄姆·贝尔是个闲不住的人，他对许多其它领域的发明都感兴趣。他试验直升飞机和飞行器。他寻找一种强度足以把人带上天空的风筝，与此同时，他又试着把三角形拼装在一起，因而发现了四面体。这种四面体非常稳定，被证明是在桥梁设计中的无价之宝。

    贝尔的一生都在发明创造。他11岁时就有了第一项发明，而他的最后一项发明则是在他75岁高龄的时候。虽然人们常把他与电话的发明联系在一起，但是他的确是一名永不停息的探索家，不断寻求着改善人们生活质量的途径。

	WAS LEONARDO DA VINCI JUST A PAINTER? 

In 1452 one of the greatest painters and inventors, Leonardo da Vinci, was born. His family was very poor and he grew up in the Italian countryside. But his drawing ability allowed him to study under the famous painter from Florence, called Verrochio. Leonardo gradually learned the skills needed to be a great artist and by the 1480s he had begun to produce paintings of his own. Unfortunately at this time painting did not always provide a steady income, so the young Leonardo developed his drawing skills to earn money in other ways. He learned to design whatever his employer wanted: cities, canals, bridges or weapons.

  Leonardo probably became interested in machines when he was a boy. Some of his early drawings showed clearly how various machine parts worked. While he was studying under Verrochio, Leonardo observed and used a variety of machines. By studying and drawing them, Leonardo gained knowledge about their design and structure. Artists in Leonardo's time knew how to build and repair many familiar kinds of machines, but nobody seemed to have thought about inventing new ones.

  However, Leonardo was different. He developed a new attitude towards machines. He realized that by understanding how each separate machine part worked, he could improve them and combine them in different ways to improve existing machines. In this way he began to design machines no one had ever seen before. He set out to write the first systematic explanation of how machines work and how the parts of a machine are combined in the whole. His drawing skills enabled him to produce clear drawings of his mechanical ideas easily. Even more than five hundred years later, many of his designs can still be used to create perfect working machines.

  For him, the most interesting part was the use of mechanical gears (齿轮). Based on the gear, he came up with numerous designs, including the bicycle, a helicopter, an "automobile" and some weapons of course.

  While making inventions Leonardo was also painting. One of those who knew him best recognized his special abilities and described him in these words:

ain human beings. Sometimes, marvellously, they can all be found in one individual .... This was seen and acknowledged by all men in the case of Leonardo da Vinci, who demonstrated.., a special grace in everything he did. His talent was so rare that he mastered any subject to which he turned his attention  ....  He might have been a scientist if he had not been so skilled in other areas."

  Today we think of Leonardo da Vinci as one of the greatest painters, but if he had never been a painter, we would still appreciate him as one of the greatest inventors of his time.

[答题技巧与策略]
热点诠释

提纲作文也是近十年高考书面表达的热点与特色之一，同时又是最常用的考查形式之一。另外，近年来高考命题的发展趋势已经开始把提纲作文与其它形式结合起来进行考查，从而使其综合性会更强。

一、提纲作文的特点

1. 提纲作文出题的形式就是把材料分割成信息块，列成独立的文字信息或给出某种情景和内容要求，请考生根据相关信息或这些情景及要求写出自己的思想。实际上就规定了考生表述的思路，对考生的写作范围作了明确的限定，试题中规定的要点一个也不能回避与遗漏。因此，这类试题容易改变书面表达的性质，使作文变成了“按点翻译”。

2. 另一方面，考生在保证内容要点全部囊括的基础上也可以充分发挥自己的思维想象能力，进而组织自己的语言来表达某种思想，从而也使得该题型写作具有一定的灵活性，也能较好地体现考生的英语思维想象能力。

二、提纲作文的写作步骤

一、审题。拿到题目后，要对提纲所提供的信息进行综合分析，把握素材，明确体裁，确定内容、人称、时态和语态，从宏观上把握试题要求，保证不跑题。但同时还要切忌无限发挥，以免“言多必失”。

二、归纳要点。在审好题的基础上，根据提纲所给素材，精心组织材料，归纳、提炼要点。具体行文时要分清主次，敢于取舍。

三、起草。根据要点，依照逻辑顺序重新组织编排材料，一气呵成，力求通篇连贯，语言地道规范，语法结构正确，拼写正确无误。表达时要切记简明扼要，多用简单句，慎用长句。虽然《评分标准》鼓励考生写作时适当使用一定数量的长句(复合句)，以显示考生扎实的英语基础知识，但另一方面，由于复合句成分多，结构复杂，所以出错的机会也多。

四、修改。检查所写内容是否符合题意、格式是否符合要求、要点是否完整无缺、有无语法及拼写错误、有无大小写和标点符号错误等。

五、誊写。将草稿誊写到试卷上时要认真、规范，力求做到10行左右收尾，每行写10个左右的词汇，每行中间部位要确保没有任何明显错误，拿不准的词汇尽量不用，非用不可时要尽量将其安排在视线死角部位，即每行的最前或最后1 – 3个单词处。

语法精讲
过去分词
一、作用与用法

过去分词(表示和被动的动作) 是有形容词、副词的作用，在句中可以用作定语，表语，宾语补足语和状语。

１. 定语

　过去分词作定语，表示分词的动作与所修饰的名词之间存在被动关系，过去分词及过去分词短语作定语均可以转换为一个定语从句。

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How can you find out what is going on inside a person's body without opening the patient's body up? Regular X rays can show a lot. CAT scans can show even more. They can give a complete view of body organs.

   What is a CAT scan? CAT stands for a kind of machine. It is a special X-ray machine that gets a 360-degree picture of a small area of a patient's body.

   Doctors use X rays to study and determine diseases and injuries within the body; X rays can

find a foreign object inside the body or take pictures of some inside organs to be X-rayed.

   A CAT scanner, however, uses a group of X rays to give a cross-sectional view of a specific part of the body. A fine group of X rays is scanned across the body and around the patient from many different directions. A computer studies the information from each direction and produces a clear cross-sectional picture on a screen. This picture is then photographed for later use. Several cross sections, taken one after another, can give clear "photos" of the entire body or of any body organs. The newest CAT scanners can even give clear pictures of active, moving organs, just as a fast-action camera can "stop the action", giving clear pictures of what appears unclear to the eye. And because of the 360-degree pictures, CAT scans show clear and complete views of organs in a manner that was once only shown during operation or examination of a dead patient.

   Frequent appearance before X rays can cause skin bums, cancer or other damage to the body. Yet CAT scans actually don’t cause the patient to more radiation than regular X rays do. CAT scans can also be done without getting something harmful into the patient, so they are less risky than regular X rays.

CAT scans provide exact, detailed information. They can quickly find such a thing as bleeding inside the brain. They are helping to save lives.

Picture 1: An abacus

The abacus was and is used to solve complicated mathematical problems. Ancient Chinese people used small pieces of bamboo before the abacus was invented. By the 14th century, the abacus was used all over China. There are many rows of beads used as numbers. There are some abacuses that have 5 rows, 7 rows, and 9 rows of beads, etc.

The abacus never went to the West, but it is similar to a modem calculator although it does not actually work out the answers as today's calculators do. However, it helps people keep track of the numbers as they do the calculations. People who are good at using an abacus can often do calculations as quickly as a person who is using a calculator.
Picture 2: A printing press

Around 700 AD the Chinese invented block printing.

"Before printing was used in China, many techniques for making reproductions existed. At first, of course, texts were copied by hand, but later mechanical devices were devised. These included seals for stamping on clay and in due course, on silk and paper; the casting and engraving of inscriptions on metal and stone, the taking of inked impressions from stone inscriptions and, finally, using stencils to duplicate designs on textiles and paper. All these processes paved the way for the use of woodblock printing and later printing from moveable type.

The first moveable printing machine was invented by a commoner, Bi Sheng (? - about 1051), in the Song Dynasty (960 - 1279). Each piece of type was made of wet clay upon which was carved one Chinese character. The part that formed the character was as thin as the edge of a small coin. The type was hardened and then made permanent. This allowed for faster printing and the faster spread of ideas.

Block printing did not reach the West for approximately 400 years.
Picture 3: A sough pointer

It is widely accepted that the Chinese were the first to discover and make use of the magnetic qualities of iron. In the picture shown here the magnetised spoon is placed on a copper board always pointing to the south. This property of magnetism is thought to have been used as early as the rule of Emperor Qin Shihuang. However, at that time it was used for feng shui and fortune telling rather than navigation.

Later compasses became more accurate. They were very simply a magnetised needle attached to a float in a bowl of water. Navigational compasses seem to have come into use in the 12th or 13th centuries. The Italian Peter Peregrinus in 1259 AD describes the properties of magnetism and two designs for navigational compasses. Zheng He (1351 - 1435) is recorded as using them on his voyages to Africa. It is not known if this technology developed independently or if the Europeans made use of the Chinese discovery. One indication that they were independently discovered is that Chinese compasses point south and European ones point north.

一、开放作文这一命题形式的特点：

1. 开放性作文不同于传统的书面表达。传统的书面表达是一种控制性写作，即通过要点提示、图画、表格等命题形式来限定书面表达的内容、人称、时态、字数、文体等。自由发挥的空间不大，在一定程度上限制了考生的思维、想象等能力的发挥空间。而开放作文只给出主题或两三点提示或一段素材，然后由考生在此基础上充分发挥想象力，自由发挥，自由创作。

    2. 开放性作文对考生的能力要求更高，考查也更全面。它不仅考查考生的书面语言表达能力、语言组织能力，而且考查考生的逻辑思维能力、发散思维能力、丰富的想象力以及多角度考虑问题的创新思维能力。

    3. 与控制性作文相比，开放性作文不仅扩大了教师命题和考生写作的范围，提高了考生的写作兴趣，而且把对考生能力的考查提高到更高、更新的层面上来。

二、开放作文的写作步骤

1. 认真审题，把握要求，找准提示语中的关键句

开放作文需要考生根据试题提示的要求进行立意，确定文章的中心思想。立意的基础是审题。因此，考生在着手写作之前，要认真审题，确实把握命题要求，找准提示语中的关键句。

2. 依据关键句，草拟提纲，梳理文章脉络

通过认真审题，找准关键句以后，下一步的任务就是如何安排已选定的这些材料，要将自己心中所设想的材料草拟一个提纲，梳理清楚先后顺序。这样写起来就会有条不紊、条理清楚、详略得当，使得所写的文章中心突出。

3. 准确定位人称、时态，遣词造句扬长避短

⑴开放作文通常以提供一个故事材料片段为主。大部分情况下，文中所使用的动词时态以一般过去时为主，但人称的使用较为灵活，考生应该依据文章提示准确定位人称。

⑵在人称、时态准确定位以后，考生应将重点放在文章的遣词造句上。考生应尽可能运用自己熟悉的单词、短语或句型来灵活表达，避免单词、短语或句型的重复使用。

简而言之，开放作文的写作思路和汉语作文非常想象。首先要明确主题，然后根据主题搭建文章的主题结构，即写作提纲，最后在写作过程中要突出主题、层次分明。
语法精讲

过去分词作状语
作状语的动词的过去分词通常来自及物动词，因此一般都有被动含义。

1. 与句子主语的关系

当过去分词(短语)作状语时，要与句子的主语有关系，而且一般是被动关系。

2. 在句子中的位置

过去分词作状语，修饰的是句子中的位于，多放在句首，也可以放在后面，后者插在句子的中间。

Seen from the hill, the city looks magnificent. 从山上看这座城市非常壮观。

They came in, followed by their wives. 他们进来了，妻子们跟随在后。

Tom, horrified at what he had done, could at first say nothing. Tom对他做的事感到恐惧，一时说不出话来。

3. 过去分词作状语的基本用法 

过去分词作状语主要是说明谓语动作发生的背景或条件；表示原因、时间、条件、让步、方式或伴随情况等。过去分词可置于主句前，也可置于主句后，用逗号与主句隔开。

1) 原因状语

Choked by the heavy smoke, he could hardly breathe. 他被浓烟呛了，几乎不能呼吸了。

Caught in a heavy rain, he was all wet. 因为淋了一场大雨，所以他全身湿透了。

Frightened by the noise in the night, the girl didn’t dare to sleep in her room. 受到夜晚响声的惊吓，那姑娘不敢睡在她的房间。

Defeated again, he didn’t lose heart. 尽管再次被击败，但他没有灰心。

Waited by others for over half an hour, he didn’t turn up at the meeting. 尽管别人等了他半个多小时，他还是没有到会。

6)插入语

Given good weather, our ship will reach Shanghai on Monday evening. 假如天气好，我们的船将于星期一晚上到达上海。

4. 现在分词与过去分词作状语的区别

1)逻辑关系

现在分词作状语与过去分词作状语的最主要区别在于：两者与所修饰的主句的主语的逻辑关系的区别。

(1）现在分词作状语时，现在分词所表示的动作与句子主语之间构成逻辑上的主动关系。

He went out, shutting the door behind him. 他出去后将门随手关上。

Not knowing what to do, he went to his parents for help. 由于不知如何办是好，他去找父母帮忙。

(2）过去分词作状语时，过去分词所表示的动作与句子主语之间构成逻辑上的被动关系。

Given more encouragement, the boy could have behaved better. 如果多给这个孩子一些鼓励，他本来会表现得更好。

Faced with difficulties, we must try to overcome them. 在遇到困难时，我们必须设法克服。

(3）部分过去分词来源于系表结构，作状语时不表示“被动关系”，其前不用being。这样的

过去分词及短语常见的有：lost in（陷入某种状态）、seated（坐着的）、hidden（躲着）、stationed（驻扎）、lost/absorbed（沉溺于）、 born in（出身于）、dressed in（穿着）、tired of（厌烦了）等。

Lost/Absorbed in deep thought, he didn’t hear the sound. 因为沉溺于思考中，所以他没有听到那个声音。

Born in this beautiful town, he hates to leave it. 出生于这个美丽的小镇，他不愿离开它。

5. 时间概念

过去分词所表示的动作发生在谓语动作之前，或表示“一种状态”，与谓语动作同时发生或存在。

现在分词的一般式(doing)表示的动作与谓语动作同时发生或在说话时正在进行；现在分词的完成式(having done)表示发生在谓语动作之前的一个“主动”动作；现在分词的完成式的被动式(having been done)常和表示次数的短语及时间段(for+一段时间)连用，表示发生在谓语动作之前的一个“被动动作”，这种情况下不能用过去分词替换，其它情况下通常被过去分词所替换，使句式更简洁。

Written in a hurry, this article was not so good. 因为写得匆忙，这篇文章不是很好。

Reading carefully, he found something he hadn’t known before. 他仔细读书时，发现了一些从前不知道的东西。

Having finished his homework, he went home. 完成了作业，他就回家了。

Having been discussed several times, the decision was finally made. 进行了几次讨论后，终于做出了决定。

6. 所需注意的问题

(1)过去分词有时可以和连词一起使用。(实际上就是我们上一期讲到的状语从句的省略现象)

He will come if asked. (if后面省略了he is)若受到邀请，他会来得。

Whenever asked about it, he could hardly hold back his feelings.(Whenever后面省略了he was) 每当有人问及此事，他就难以控制自己的感情。

(2)在分析“与句子主语的关系”的关系时，提到“当过去分词(短语)作状语时，要与句子的主语有关系，而且一般是被动关系。”但是，在语言的发展过程中，有一些过去分词短语在使用的过程中成为了固定结构，当使用这些固定结构时不需要分析它们与主语的关系，就直接使用。常见的有以下几种：
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假如，如果，倘若……，在……条件下，后面常加that引导的从句，that可以省略。

 (providing也可以有这种用法，也就是说provided与providing做连词使用，用法及含义是一样的。)given…倘若...[假定……]

Given good weather, our ship will reach Shanghai Monday evening. 假如天气好，我们的船将于星期一晚上到达上海。

You may keep the book a further week provided/providing (that) no one else requires it. 倘若这本书没有其他人想借的话，你可以再续借一个礼拜。

A: They didn't have material like we have today. Can you guess what they used?

A: Our evidence suggests that they did wear clothes made from animal skins. We continue discovering tools that were sharpeners for other tools. It seems that they used the sharpened stone tools to cut up animals and remove their skin. Then smaller scrapers were probably used to remove the fat and meat from the skin. After that they would rub an ample amount of salt onto the skin to make it soft. Finally, they would cut it and sew the pieces together. Quite a difficult and messy task! Now look at this. S 2: Why, it's a primitive necklace. Did early people really care about their appearance like we do? It's lovely!

A: Yes, and so well preserved. What do you think it's made of'?

        DISCOVERY IN THE 20TH CENTURY
This was one of the most important archaeological discoveries of the 20th century. Its find was as dramatic and exciting as the discovery itself. Here is the story.

The first hint

The first hint that led to the discovery of the tomb of King Tutankhamun was on November 4th, 1922. Howard Carter, the excavator, noted in his diary:

 "At about 10 am I discovered underneath the first hut the first step of the entrance to the tomb ... It seemed like a staircase (楼梯) to a tomb of the type of the 18th Dynasty, but nothing more could be discovered till the rubbish was cleared away."

  The next day Carter and his team removed the rubbish from the staircase to find the remains of a doorway that was still fastened. This was very significant as it was clearly a tomb of somebody important, and it had not been robbed. He noticed some of the wall had fallen away and when he looked inside, he saw a corridor completely filled with stones and rubbish.

On November 26th, 1922 Carter's colleagues from England came to see what he had found. They started to remove the rubbish from the corridor.

The find

When Carter got to the second sealed doorway, he made a small hole to see what was inside that room or passageway (antechamber- a room in front of an important room) and put a candle inside to get a better view. Everyone with him waited eagerly. He widened the hole and let the others look inside too. In his diary he describes their astonishment at the marvellous (绝妙的) collection of treasures. They included: two strange black statues of the king, wearing gold shoes and carrying royal insignia (徽章); gold chairs decorated with the heads of animals and gods; beautifully painted boxes; flowers; vases decorated with some beautiful flower designs; strange black boxes; white chests; a golden seat for the Pharaoh (法老) and lastly a cart made[image: image38.png]Sk B 2 FL (ZXXK.COM)




 of gold.

   Their first impression was of a room filled with treasure from another civilization. They felt amazement, shock and surprise, and they couldn't help asking themselves, "Was it a collection hidden from thieves or the doorway to a Pharaoh's tomb?"

The tomb

On February 17th of the next year they eventually came to what all archaeologists dream of an unopened tomb of an Egyptian Pharaoh. The room or burial chamber with the king's body contained boxes of all shapes and sizes. One held the king's body and had his name on it, so they knew whose tomb it was. When it was examined, it was found that the body had been turned into a mummy (木乃伊) and placed within three boxes, one inside the other. One of the boxes was made of pure gold. Another smaller box beside the Pharaoh's body held the four jars containing the liver, lungs, stomach and intestines (肠) of the Pharaoh. In all there were more than 6,000 objects found in the tomb. Carter described the sight as "one that was greater than any other and one we never dreamed of seeing. We were astonished by the beauty and refinement of the art displayed by the objects, which was greater than we could have imagined"

第一次线索

他们的第一印象是一个充满了另一文明的宝物的房间。他们感到惊讶、震惊和惊奇，他们不禁问自己， “这是一个躲藏在盗贼身后宝物的集中地还是通往法老的陵墓的入口啊？ ”

墓穴

第二年的2月17日，他们终于来到了所有考古学家都梦想的地方，一个从未拆封过的埃及法老的陵墓。这个房间装满了各种各样的箱子，箱子里则盛放法老身体的各个部分。其中一个箱子装有法老的身体，并且上面刻着他的名字，由此我们知道了这是谁的墓穴。通过检查发现，尸体已经变成了木乃伊并且放在三个箱子里，一个套着一个。其中的一个箱子是纯金做的。另一旁的有一个稍小一点的箱子里放着四个罐子，分别存放着法老的肝，肺，胃和肠。在陵墓里发现了6000多件物品。卡特描述当时的情景：“那是一幅比其它任何东西都要伟大并且是我们做梦也想不到的情景。我们惊讶于这些物品的美丽和他们所展现出来的艺术魅力，比我们想到的任何东西都要伟大。”

   本文较准确、恰当地使用了高级词汇及复杂的句式。这样一篇文章我们读起来感觉上档次，符合高考选拔人才的要求。句式结构的复杂不仅仅显示了作者较强的语言功底，也体现了文章良好的思路与逻辑性。我们来盘点一下文章的复杂句式：第一句用了现在进行时，给人以生动的感觉，第二分句的as也体现了语言的逻辑。第二句巧妙地使用了宾语从句和不定式作定语，there is no need也是非常不错的句型。第三句的不定式作目的状语以及make sure后的宾语从句的使用都是可圈可点之处。提出的建议也清楚明了，不拖泥带水。高级词汇有：look into, fully, check, horrible, do it all wrong, trust, leave it lying around, be bound to等。

[答题技巧与策略]

一、高级词汇的使用

高级词汇的选择和应用，不仅可以令作文鹤立鸡群，而且可以反映出作者的整体英语水平。历年高考的许多满分作文，都得益于能自然贴切地运用高级词汇。如access，annoyed，confused，cute，essential，fascinated，participate，stuff，terrific等目前中学英语大纲里没有却又在阅读时经常碰上的单词，均可视作高级词汇。

1.注意使用词组、习语来代替一些单词，以增加文采。如:

A new railway is being built in my hometown.改为A new railways is under construction in my hometown. 

2. 使用一些很有“洋味”的单词。如:

Thank you for sharing the time with us./ The way he views the world is very practical. 

3. 避免重复使用某一单词或短语。如:

I like reading while my brother （likes）is fond of  watching television.  

4. 注意使用中学英语大纲里没有却又在阅读时经常碰上的单词。

体会黑体部分被括号中的高级词汇替代后的效果：

（1）That is a difficult job.（challenge）

（2）So far we haven’t figured out any trip plans.（schedules）

5. 注意尽可能独辟蹊径，而非人云亦云。

set off for home（起程回家）与head back home相比，虽然各有千秋，但前者用词略显刻板，而后者能用人所不常用之词，在表达上就稍胜一筹。体会黑体部分被替换后的效果：

（1）Suddenly I had an idea。（came up with）

二、连贯性的使用

1. 适当使用副词性连接词。

像additlonal1y，meanwhile，on the other hand，as a result，for this purpose，speciflcal1y，basical1y等副词性连接词，可以表达并列、原因、目的、观点等不同意义。它们的使用，能够承上启下，令读者对后续的句子产生心理上的期待和准备。在写作中，除了具体情节的表达外，一定要注意发掘要点或句子间的逻辑联系，从而找到适当的连接词，使不同的句子间建立有机的联系。请体会例句a（不含副词性连接词）和例句b（含副词性连接词）的差别：

a．We have many things to do。We believe we can finish before the day is over.

b. We have quite a lot to do. Hopefully, we will be able to finish before the day is over.

语法精讲

★★★现在完成进行时
一、基本概念

现在完成进行时，是一个综合性的时态。顾名思义，它是由完成时和进行时两个时态合并而成的。那么，它也就具有了完成时与进行时两个时态的特点。

完成时侧重强调的是，从过去一直持续到现在的某个动作或状态，目前已经结束；进行时强调的是，目前这件事正在进行中。我们把这两个时态合起来，就是：某个动作从过去开始，一直持续到现在，而且目前正在进行中。

把上面这句话拆开来讲，就是：现在完成进行时有两个特点：

1. 某个动作从过去开始，一直持续到现在；

2. 这个动作目前仍在进行中，并没有结束。

除此之外，现在完成进行时还带有某种情感色彩。

二、现在完成进行时的用法

    完成进行时态，英文中用得不是很普遍，但毕竟有这样的句子。我们在使用的时候，特别要注意它与现在完成时的区别。一般情况下，现在完成进行时与现在完成时的用法大致相同，但是，如果你想强调这个动作“一直在进行状态中”的含义，就可以使用现在完成进行时。如果这个动作目前已经结束了，就可以用现在完成时。下面，我们按照目前通常的分类，作一个简要介绍。

1. 表示从过去某时开始一直持续到现在的动作，并且目前还将持续下去。

The Chinese have been making paper for two thousand years. 中国造纸的历史长达2000年了。（目前还在制造）

I have been learning English since three years ago. 自从三年前以来我一直在学英语。（目前正在学）

It has been raining for two hours. 雨已经下了两个小时还没停。(现在还在下) 

2. 表达某种情感色彩

We have been waiting for you for half an hour. 我们已经等你半个钟头了。（有一点抱怨的情绪）

  Jack hasn’t been feeling very well recently. Jack 最近一直感觉不好。(表示同情)

She has always been working like that. 她一贯是这样工作的。 (或许是在夸奖)

  She has been singing all the day. 她都唱了一整天了。（抱怨、厌烦）

三、与现在完成时的区别

    现在完成进行的意义和用法，并不是很复杂。但难点在于它与现在完成时的区别。下面再结合示例，着重分析一下它们之间的区别。

1. 现在完成时有三个含义，其中有一个含义就是说某个动作目前已经完成了，或者说某个阶段的任务已经完成了。但是现在完成进行时没有这个意思，它强调的是这个动作目前还在进行中。例如，下面是两个典型的例子 ：

I have been writing a book. 我一直在写一本书。(这本书还没有写完，目前正在写。)

I have written a book. 我已经写了一本书。(这本书已写完)

The students have been preparing for the exam. 学生们一直在准备考试。（还在进行） 

The students have prepared for the exam. 学生们为考试作了准备。（已经结束）

2. 完成时侧重于说明事物的状态是否已经结束，而完成进行时强调本身的动作是否正在进行中。所以，这涉及到谓语动词的用法。像know, love, like, hate 等表示状态的动词，就不能用现在完成进行时。例如：

  [正确] I have known him for years. 我认识他已经好几年了。

[错误]  I have been knowing...

但是，现在完成进行时可以用来表示反复发生的事情：

We’ve been seeing quite a lot of each other recently. 最近我们经常见面。 

3. 与第2点非常相似，完成进行时强调动作本身，读的时候要加重语气；完成时强调的是动作的结果。例如：

Tom’s hands are very dirty. He has been repairing the car. Tom 的手非常脏，他一直在修车子。(强调“修车”)

The car is going wrong again now. Tom has repaired it. 那辆车又要坏了，Tom 把它修好了。(强调结果)

I have been looking for my lost book for three days, but I still haven’t found it. 三天了，我一直在找我丢失的书，(强调“找”)，但我仍然没有找到。(强调结果)

他们在这个城市已经住了10年了。

They have been living in this city for ten years. (强调have been living)

They have lived in this city for ten years. (强调 for ten years)

四、与一般过去时、过去完成时的区别

   应该说，现在完成进行时与它的区别是非常明显的。一般过去时讲的是过去发生的事，与现在没什么联系；过去完成时主要用于比较过去两件事发生的先后顺序。例如：

Why are your clothes so dirty? What did you do just now? 你的衣服怎么这么脏？你刚才干了什么？(只讲过去)

Why are your clothes so dirty? What have you been doing? 你的衣服怎么这么脏？你到现在一直做什么？(包括现在)

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 Speeding off in a stolen car, the thief thinks he has got a great catch. But he is in for an unwelcome surprise. The car is fitted with a remote immobilizer (锁止器), and a radio signal from a control centre miles away will ensure that once the thief switches the engine off, he will not be able to start it again.

   The idea goes like this. A control box fitted to the car contains a mini-cellphone, a micro-processor and memory, and a GPS (全球定位系统) satellite positioning receiver. If the car is stolen, a coded cellphone signal will tell the control centre to block the vehicle's engine management system and prevent the engine being restarted.

   In the UK, a set of technical fixes is already making life harder for car thieves. "The pattern of vehicle crime has changed," says Martyn Randall, a security expert. He says it would only take him a few minutes to teach a person how to steal a car, using a bare minimum of tools. But only if the car is more than 10 years old.

    Modern cars are far tougher to steal, as their engine management computer won't allow them to start unless they receive a unique ID code beamed out by the ignition (点火) key. In the UK, technologies like this have helped achieve a 31% in vehicle-related crime since 1997.

But determined criminals are still managing to find other ways to steal cars, often by getting hold of the owner's keys. And key theft is responsible for 40% of the thefts of vehicles fitted with a tracking system.

  If the car travels 100 metres without the driver confirming their ID, the system will send a signal to an operations centre that it has been stolen. The hundred metres minimum avoids false alarms due to inaccuracies in the GPS signal.

Staff at the centre will then contact the owner to confirm that the car really is missing, and keep police informed of the vehicle's movements via the car's GPS unit.

 This is a man-face mask with two eyes, two ears and hair. It fits over an adult face. You can see the teeth, and they look as if the man was smiling. The eyebrows grow into the hair. The nose is very flat. This mask may have represented a god so that the person who wore it would have acted the role of the god.

3 Bronze bird

 This is a very realistic and lively bronze statue of a bird. Its wing is not realistic but shows some feathers pointing to the sky. It represented the idea that ail animals have spirits and birds were especially important. It may have been used for religious purposes.

4 The fourth picture is a clay pot. This clay pot was found with the bronze objects already described. It rests on three thick legs which make it very sturdy. It has a long straight body ending in a dome at the top of the lid. There is also an open mouth-like part to pour the liquid in or out. The handle reaches from below the open hole to the beginning of the three thick legs. It could have been used to hold and pour wine or other liquid. It is elegant enough to be used by rich people at parties. The owners of this object clearly wanted a functional jug but one that had style and elegance. They were clearly people with artistic taste. It must have come from an old but sophisticated civilization.

ZL: Well, the first problem is how to keep their colours. Chinese archaeologists have discovered that the statues were painted before they were buried. But temperature changed and sunlight soon faded the colours after the statues were uncovered.

Second, the damp in the tomb also affected the colours badly. But now luckily the scientists have discovered a new chemical protection, which will keep the colours shining brightly.

FP:  I suppose it was an accident really. When I went there most people were looking for new tombs of the pharaohs. I decided to investigate the life of poorer people as nobody else seemed interested in them!

WW: What sorts of things did you find out?

FP:  What I found was that poorer people built their houses with mud bricks. They used pottery for their cooking and storing things. I also found that poor people as well as rich people believed in a life after death. They buried their dead family members in the sand with pots full of food ready to take on the journey to the afterlife.

WW: They also wanted to preserve the bodies very well. Why's that?

FP:  Because they believed the spirit of one's body went on the journey to the afterlife. So it was important to look after the body carefully after one was dead.

WW: Did you find out anything about this journey?

FP:  Not from the poorer people's graves. But we found the journey painted on the walls of the pyramids of the pharaohs and the inside of the coffins of rich Egyptians. Later rich people described this journey in books they left in corns. They are called "The Book of the Dead", and although they were written in rolls of paper, you can still see them today. WRITING TASK

Sample writing: 


The first to be built was Pyramid No B. it has steps up the side, and it looks as if it was an attempt to build something that we now call a pyramid shape. The steps were a way of organizing the building and making sure that it was safe. The steps look as if smaller and smaller boxes were placed one on top of the other to make the step design. I think the second to be built was Pyramid No C, which bends at the top. It has smooth sides which the architects could have learned from building the step pyramid. But the design is clearly not finished as the curve at the top of the pyramid is not smooth. The Egyptian architects have not yet completely mastered the art of building pyramids with smoothly sloping sides. I think the third to be built was Pyramid No A, which has smooth and evenly sloping sides. It is the shape that we call "a pyramid shape" today, so it must be the final one in this series of buildings.

From the pictures we can see that the three pyramids all come to a point at the top. It is reasonable to assume that the pharaoh/god was close to the other gods. The pharaoh's spirit could escape from the top of the pyramid and fly up to the sky, where the gods were thought to live.
