INTRODUCTION

1. This Application Form is to be used by an individual (“Applicant”) who, by way of business, wishes to carry on a single class of financial service business, which meets the definition of trust company business as defined by Article 2 (b)(c)(e) and (h) of the FS(J)L. 

2. This Application Form comprises six Sections, a Consent and Declaration form and a Checklist.

3. For the purpose of completing this Application Form:

“Applicant” shall be taken to mean the individual applying to be registered under Article 8 of the FS(J)L.

“Codes” means Codes of Practice for Trust Company Business issued under Article 19 of the FS(J)L.

“Commission” shall mean the Jersey Financial Services Commission.

“FS(J)L” shall mean the Financial Services (Jersey) Law 1998, as amended.

“financial service business” shall have the meaning assigned to it in Article 2 of the FS(J)L.

“relevant supervisory authority” shall have the meaning assigned to it in Article 1 of the FS(J)L.

POLICY AND GUIDANCE

4. The Jersey Financial Services Commission (the “Commission”) has published a FS(J)L Licensing Policy which is applicable to persons wishing to make an application to undertake financial service business.  

5. The FS(J)L Licensing Policy includes reference to relevant Guidance Notes which are:

· Trust Company Business Natural Persons undertaking the activity of acting as a Director under the FS(J)L;

· Trust  Company Business Natural Persons carrying on a Single Class of Trust Company Business; and

· Guidance on the Commission’s Decision-Making Process.

6. Under powers granted to it by Article 19 of the FS(J)L the Commission has issued Codes of Practice (“Codes”) for the purpose of establishing sound principles for the conduct of trust company business.  The Codes can be found on the Commission Website and should be considered by individuals wishing to make an application to undertake financial service business.  The Codes can be found as follows:

HOW TO USE THIS FORM

7. The Commission has determined that application by an individual for registration to conduct a single class of trust company business under Article 8 of the FS(J)L must be made on this Application Form; any deviation from the prescribed Application Form may invalidate the application.

8. All questions in this Application Form must be answered; where a question is not applicable this should be clearly stated.  

9. The provision of email addresses for contact purposes is optional as the Commission recognises that email is not a secure method of communication and some of the information may be of a private and confidential nature. 

10. This Application Form should either be:

completed online and printed; or

a blank form should be printed and completed in black ink using block capitals.

11. This Application Form should be completed on the basis of information that is known by the Applicant.  Where information is not available, or matters are unknown, the Applicant should say so.

12. The Applicant must consider the full effect of the FS(J)L and its associated subordinate legislation and Codes in completing this Application Form.

13. All terms not specifically referred to in 3 above are to be interpreted as in the FS(J)L.  Applicants are reminded that "companies" includes companies incorporated in or outside the Island of Jersey unless the context requires otherwise.

14. All signatures must be original.

15. Where the Applicant is required to give a value it should be in sterling or the sterling equivalent unless this Application Form provides otherwise.

16. Any additional information required is to be provided on the “Other Information” page at Section G of this Application Form.

17. Details of fees for trust company businesses may be found on the Commission’s website
.

18. The Applicant must keep a copy of the submitted Application Form and any supporting documents for their own records.

19. The Applicant must disclose the details of any significant events that have occurred in the past that may be relevant to the Commission’s determination of this application for registration.  If in any doubt as to the relevance of any event the Commission recommends that the Applicant provides detail and leaves it to the consideration of the Commission. 

20. Under Article 28(2) of the FS(J)L, any person who knowingly or recklessly provides the Commission or any other person entitled to information which is false or misleading in a material particular shall be guilty of an offence if the information is provided in connection with an application for registration under the FS(J)L.  A person guilty of such an offence shall be liable under Article 28(5) to imprisonment for a term not exceeding five years or a fine, or both. 

21. Under Article 8(6) of the FS(J)L, an Applicant who, while this application is awaiting determination by the Commission under Article 9, determines to bring about any alteration in, or becomes aware of any event which may affect in any material respect, any information or documents supplied by the Applicant to the Commission in connection with this application for registration shall forthwith give written notice of that matter to the Commission. 

22. The Commission reserves the right to make such requests for additional information as it thinks fit under its general powers.

23. ALL Applicants must submit the following:

the completed Application Form in “paper” format, together with any supporting documents; 

a cheque for the application fee and the registration fee; and

a certified copy of their passport (if not previously submitted to the Commission). 

24. Cheques should be made payable to the “Jersey Financial Services Commission”.  The Commission has published a Trust Company Business Fees Notice that indicates the required application and registration fee for a natural person carrying on a single class of trust company business.

25. Please note that it is not necessary to also submit a Personal Questionnaire.
