3. Public Comment: No comment from the public at this time.
4. Approval of Agenda: Jonathan Molnar moved to approve the agenda as printed. Eric Robins seconded. Unanimously approved.
5. Officer Election: A new Chair of the Council is needed, as Shana Stratton resigned prior to this meeting. Winslow Rogers nominated Eric Robins for the position effective of the Council’s June meeting. Julie Morse seconded. Eric Robins accepted the nomination. Jonathan Molnar nominated Celine Negrete. Eric Robins seconded the nomination. Celine Negrete accepted the nomination. A vote was taken resulting in a 4 to 4 tie. Julie Morse moved to nominate both Celine Negrete and Eric Robins as Co-Chairs effective June. Vanessa Cristdahl seconded the nomination. They accepted. Unanimously approved. Bylaws prevent serving as Secretary and Chair simultaneously, so a Secretary will have to be elected at the June meeting.
6. Kudos: Celine Negrete gave kudos to Russ Jones for his history of service and dedication to Bitney Prep. Julie Morse gave kudos to Daniel Elkin for his dedication to his craft. Jonathan Molnar gave kudos to Julie Morse for her passion and commitment to her students. Russ Jones gave kudos to Tosh Roberts Brockway for his courage and leadership of the student body. Russ additionally gave kudos to Valerie Goulding for her work on the Parent Council and her dedication to the community.
7. End of Year Budget Update: Kathy Davidson presented an update on the Budget for the end of the academic year. The numbers will not be finalized until after the close of the school year, however it appears that the increased teacher salaries will not impact the school’s financial situation as much as initially projected.
8. Director Purchasing Authorization: Jonathan Molnar moved to close the credit card used by Russ Jones as Director, and to open a credit card to be used by Kristin Mayville as Director, effective July 1st. Winslow Rogers seconded. Unanimously approved.
9. 2018-2019 School Year Budget Proposal: Kathy Davidson presented on items of note in the 18-19 Budget. The projections result in a minor budget surplus. Eric Robins to accept the budget as presented. Tosh Roberts Brockway seconded. Unanimously approved.
10. Approval of Minutes: Winslow Rogers moved to accept the minutes from April 17th. Vanessa Cristdahl seconded. Celine Negrete abstained, all others in favor. Winslow Rogers moved to approve the minutes from the Special Charter Council meeting on May 21st. Julie Morse seconded. Eric Robins abstained, all others in favor.
11. Consent Agenda: Eric Robins moved to accept the consent agenda. Julie Morse seconded. Unanimously approved.
a. Directors Report: The Director’s Report contained details on recent developments.
b. Warrants: The Warrants contain details of funding and expenses in the most recent reporting period.
12. Director’s Update and Committee Reports: Russ Jones addressed recent developments. Lisa Stratton Kincaid has taken over the Makers Space, and is assisting the school with its technology, hardware, and software needs. Russ addressed the County Board of Education regarding the school’s WASC Accreditation, as well as Kristin Mayville’s upcoming tenure. 
13. Leadership Retreat: Kwong Chew and Winslow Rogers have met with Heather Furby in preparation for a Council Leadership Retreat in August to address various issues that merit more attention than a standard Council meeting can provide.
14. Funding Committee: Follow up on pledges to the Annual Giving Campaign is the only remaining fundraising activity in the school year. The rummage sale was a success. 
15. Faculty Council Report: John Melia presented from the Faculty Council. The teachers are very excited for Wilderness Week and Exhibitions. Staffing changes aside, there is a lot of excitement and energy. John again gave kudos to Julie Morse and extended the appreciation of the entire faculty. Interviews for the positions of English, PE, and Advisor 10 have been scheduled.
16. Parent Council Report: Valerie Goulding was present from the Parent Council and presented on their activities. The Parent Council would like to see a clearer effort made to involve the incoming Freshman community in support and volunteerism. The Parent Council will be having a retreat on June 9th.
17. Dean’s Report: CAASP testing is almost complete. Enrollment for next year is looking good so far, with strong 9th grade recruitment for this time of year. More students are taking advantage of classes at Sierra College. Jonathan Molnar and Daniel Elkin took a group of students on a tour of college campuses including UC Santa Cruz, Sierra College’s Rocklin campus, and CSU Sacramento. Jonathan will also be working to clarify certain elements of our early graduation policy moving forward.
18. Student Government Report: Tosh Roberts Brockway is working on finding a replacement for himself from the student body, as well as new leadership for the student council.
19. Future Agenda Items: Council Member Recognition, Officer Election
20. Next Meeting: Eric Robins moved that the Council next meet on June 19th at 6pm. Winslow Rogers seconded. Unanimously approved.
