First Time Campers
We firmly believe that the gift of camp is one of the most wonderful gifts that a child can receive. It is important to remind yourself that this is something that you are doing for your child, and not to your child. If you feel that your child is having extreme anxiety about going away, or if your child has any concerns we should know about, please get in touch with us so that we may discuss ways in which we may accommodate  these needs and assist in the transition.

Camp is a place for a positive experience for campers; yet, it is natural that the first time away from home can sometimes result in feelings of homesickness. Our staff are here to support your camper throughout this important developmental step towards independence. Some letters sent home may reflect the natural adjustment and re-adjustment for campers. Usually, by the time you receive the letter, your child’s homesickness has long passed and they are happily enjoying camp! Regardless of how your child is adjusting, we will contact every new family within 72 hours of their camper’s arrival. We will communicate with all parents as often as necessary according to each individual’s needs.

Also, if we notice any concerning adjustment issues at any time throughout the summer, we will let you know right away. If you are concerned, please don’t hesitate to contact us.

Tips for First Time Campers!
1.  Remind your child how much you believe in them and that you know they can do this!
2. Let your child know that coming home is not an option, and that he/she must complete what they set out to achieve, if they decide they don’t want to return the following year, that is fine. 

3. Remind them how great you feel about the camp itself and know this is a safe and incredibly nurturing place that takes great care of children.   

4. Let your child know how much you love them and that you really will miss them too.  Then let them know that you will also be having a fun time while they are away.  Very often, children feel worried about their parents while they are gone.  
5. Don’t make a “Pickup Deal”.  Promising “If you feel homesick, I’ll come and get you” undermines children’s confidence and dramatically intensifies homesickness.  Instead normalize their anxiety and talk positively about camp.  If your child believes that coming home early is an option, they will constantly be revisiting if they should stay or go.  This can be too much pressure for a young child.  It often inhibits them from getting fully involved and committing 100% to making friends, and becoming comfortable away from home.  

We are here to support you through every step of this process.  
Please don’t hesitate to reach out to us now or at any time during the summer.


Fees / Refunds / Discounts
Camp Fees

The cost of camp is $525.00 per week.  All fees are due by June 1st.   No checks accepted after June 1st. 
Credit Card Fees

ALL payments made online will automatically be charged a processing fee.  Registration fees are required to be paid online.  The balance can be paid with a check to avoid paying these fees.  Any purchases and deposits in the camp store will be subject to a credit card processing fee.
Late Fees

All applications received after May 1st will be charged a $25.00 late fee.   
Extension Fees

If a family decides to extend a child’s stay at camp there will be a $25.00 fee for each extension.
Registration Fee
The registration fee is $100.00 and is non-refundable and non-transferable.  
Refunds
No refunds for homesickness, early pick up of campers, illness or injury at camp, behavior issues, arrival at camp without completed medical information.  

Any fees paid over the $100.00 registration fee are fully refundable up til May 1st.  

Refunds after May 1st will be issued in the following circumstances:  death of an immediate family (parent, grandparent, sibling) or illness prior to camp with a doctor’s note.  The $100.00 registration fee is non-refundable.    

Returned Checks 

Since the bank levies a service charge on us for any checks returned, it will be necessary for us to pass this expense on to the person submitting such a check.  This charge is $35.00.  

Train pick up or drop off

There is a $25.00 fee to pick up your child at the train station in Utica, NY.  There is also a fee of $25.00 to drop them off at the train station in Utica, NY.  

Memory Packet

We will be producing a “Memory Packet” which will consist of a cabin photo, staff photo and a DVD  that includes photos and video clips of campers and staff from the 2019 season.  The DVD will be approximately 30 minutes long.  This is a great way to preserve the memories from the summer.  The cost will be $30.00 and you can pay for this when you register (credit card fees apply) or you can pay cash for this on registration day.  The packet can be picked up on the last day of camp. If you are a one or two week camper or have to leave early, this will be mailed to you.  

Sibling Discounts

When registering for camp the application will ask if you have a sibling attending camp.  You will be required to fill in that information.  The first child will pay full price, each sibling will receive a $50.00 flat discount.

For safety reasons, we do not allow multi-plug power strips or extension cords.  

Inappropriate             Use  of    the  Internet  During  the  School  Year
A camper that singles out another person or group in a negative way, either verbally or in writing (via email, instant messaging or online social networking sites) will not be allowed to attend camp. It is against camp policy for campers and staff to speak or write disparaging comments about other campers, staff, directors, programs or policies, either in paper or electronically, especially on any social networking sites, including ones that are password protected. As we all know, the internet is much more public than people often realize. We encourage you to monitor your child’s social networking sites and help identify and remove inappropriate pictures, language and/or any hurtful comments. Furthermore, out of respect for the privacy of all members in our camp community, campers and staff may not take videos at camp.

Food Policy
Campers and staff are not allowed to have food in their cabins.  Due to the increasing number of campers with food allergies, we are asking that no food be brought to camp.  Food also attracts wildlife and we don’t want any critters in the cabins and there is very limited storage space for campers personal items.  Campers will be allowed to buy food in the candy store but it must be eaten prior to returning to their cabin.  Please do not mail food in care packages.  Any food found will be collected and donated.  

We are NOT a peanut free camp. 


Inappropriate Behavior
We reserve the right to immediately send home any camper who engages in fighting, taunting, bullying or who is emotionally, verbally or physically threatening to another camper or staff member. Any camper found in possession of alcohol, tobacco products, weapons and/or any illegal drugs including prescription and over the counter medications not turned over to the health center upon arrival to camp, will immediately be sent home. In these above situations, the camper will be isolated from their group until parents pick up their child.  There will be no warnings, second chances, or refunds of any kind.  
Gratuities & Gifts

Counselors are not to be tipped or given gifts under any circumstances. There is much that is undesirable about the practice of tipping. Our policy states that no member of our staff is permitted to accept tips. Please help us adhere to this policy.
Late Arrivals

Immediately after each registration, orientation begins.  Campers MUST be at orientation, therefore, no late arrivals are allowed.  

Pets

Please do not bring your pet when dropping off or picking up your children, they are NOT allowed at camp.      
Visiting

A large part of the camp learning experience is about independence.  Camp is an opportunity for 
young people to see that they can do well on their own.  No visiting will be allowed.  

Medical Information
We take every precaution to ensure the health of our campers. Our staff includes NY State licensed RNs who are on camp 24 hours a day.  Our nurses will treat campers according to standard protocol procedures under the direction of your physician. In the unlikely event there should be a medical emergency, parents will be notified as quickly as possible.  Parents will also be notified if a camper needs to be brought to a local doctor or dentist, or needs to stay overnight in our health center. If you have any questions for our nurses, you can reach our Health Care Director directly at (315) 392-2421.
Urgent Care – Faxton Urgent Care, 1675 Bennett Street, Utica, NY, 13502,  phone (315) 624-5226 for routine medical visits.

Hospital Visits – Mohawk Valley Health System - St. Luke’s Campus, 1656 Champlin Ave, New Hartford, NY, 13417, telephone (315) 624-6000 for any emergency visits.
Your insurance company information will be given and if it is not accepted, you may be required to pay with your credit card.  If medication is prescribed, our driver will pick it up and you will be called for your credit card information.  
Forms

The medical forms are all part of our new online registration process.  Please cooperate by making sure ALL forms are properly filled out and uploaded by June 1st.  

The physical can NOT be any older than 12 months.  Please keep in mind that most insurance companies only allow one physical a year and you may have to pay for a physical out of pocket to meet this deadline. 
When filling out your health history information, the more we know about  your child’s medical, social and emotional history, the better care we can provide. Please indicate any information about your child’s personality or personal needs that would be helpful. Having prior knowledge about your child’s medical needs, psychological development (including any counseling), learning difficulties, bedwetting problems, attention issues, anxiety about new situations, recent losses, or major changes in the family/child’s life will help us better care for your child. Any and all information pertaining to your child is enormously helpful as we work to maximize your child’s experience at camp. If we are aware of certain needs or problems in advance, we can train our staff to help your child. Be assured that this information is kept confidential. 
If you will be traveling while your child is at camp make sure you include this information on the medical forms you fill out online.   
You cannot use medical information from a previous year.  If a camper arrives without all required medical information they will be sent home and no refunds issued.

Medications
Be sure that your child’s medications, both prescription and over-the-counter are in pharmacy labeled bottles and/or original packages or they will not be accepted.   All medications including over-the-counter medicine must be dropped off on opening day at the Infirmary, NO medications are allowed in the cabins.  Do not pack medications in your child’s luggage.  Certain over the counter medications are stocked in the camp infirmary and require your child’s physician written permission (a list of these will be provided on our medical forms).    

Campers are expected to show up at their assigned time to get their medication. Please make sure your child has enough medication to last for THREE weeks at camp (in case they extend).  Reminder, you are responsible for coming to the Infirmary to pick up your child’s medication on pick up day, it will not be mailed back.  Any medications left behind will be destroyed within 5 days (we cannot mail medications back). It is important that you note any allergies and restrictions on your child’s health history.  If your child has a history of asthma, it is wise to include ALL medications that he/she may need in case of an acute episode.  
To further help us, we ask you to adhere to the following guidelines:
1. We strongly recommend that you thoroughly check your child’s head for lice and/or eggs. If you find lice and/or eggs, please notify camp. In addition, you must wash or boil all items such as hats, stuffed animals, and hairbrushes. While lice is not uncommon at camp, we do our best to normalize the situation, any child that needs to be treated for lice will be removed from regular programming for 24-48 hours.
2. Dental and orthodontic work must be completed before camp. 
3. If your child wears eyeglasses, please send a second pair along.  Children who wear contact lenses should bring adequate cleaning fluid and additional lenses.
4. If your child should require a special diet (vegetarian, etc.) and/or have a food allergy, please make sure to include that on your medical forms and visit the camp cooks on registration day.  
5. We are NOT a peanut free camp.
6. Advise the camp of any contact your child has had with any contagious diseases or if they have traveled outside of North America after June 1st
7. If your child is not feeling well on opening day, please contact the Health Care Director before coming to camp, it may be better to keep them home until they are feeling better.  
If a camper gets injured or sick during their stay at camp including but not limited to:  broken  bone, sprains requiring crutches, fever of 101.5 lasting over 24 hours, transportation to a hospital and cannot participate in ALL regular scheduled camp activities for more than 24 hours, campers will be sent home.  Campers must be able to participate in regular scheduled activities.    

The state code stipulates that the following information be included in your information package:  (1) that such camp is required to be permitted to operate by the New York State Department of Health / Oneida County Health Department; (2) that such camp is required to be inspected twice yearly; and(3) the address where inspection reports concerning such camps are filed:  Oneida County Health Department, Adirondack Bank Building, 185 Genesee Street – 4th Floor, Utica, NY 13501

Camper Communcation
Mail

Please be sure to provide your child with an ample supply of stamps, stationery, envelopes and pens. For younger campers, it may be helpful for parents to pre-stamp and pre-address envelopes, especially to grandparents, aunts, uncles, etc.  
Care packages can be mailed but PLEASE NO FOOD.  Suggested care package items could be puzzle books, small toys, decks of cards, etc.

One-way email from parents to campers is provided by CampDoc at a small fee - log into your CampDoc account.  Please do not send faxes or emails to campers using the camp email address or fax number. Emails directed to campers should only be sent via CampDoc.  

Campers will be allowed to email you during their stay at camp during their free time.  The computer lab is open each day from 3:00 to 5:00 pm during open activity.   Keep in mind there are A LOT of campers at camp and sometimes they chose not to wait in line or they would rather do other activities with their friends.

Phone

Telephone calls are not encouraged to or from the camper.  Often a call to a camper may result in homesickness or a desire to leave earlier than scheduled.  Camp is a great place for a child to grow as an individual.  

Campers will be able to use the camp phones or their cell phones to make calls home on THURSDAY evenings from 6:30 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. each week.  Campers who do not bring a cell phone can call from the camp office but will be limited to TEN MINUTES.  Campers are not required to call.  
If you are bringing a cell phone for your child to call home, please bring phone and charger in a zip lock baggie with your child’s name on both the phone and the charger or bring the phone already charged (make sure phones are turned OFF).  It is difficult to charge everyone’s phones and chargers sometimes get lost.  Phones will be collected in the Recreation Hall during registration and kept in the camp office.  Campers cannot hold on to their phones or have counselors hold their phones NO  MATTER WHAT THEY TELL YOU & NO TURNING IN “FAKE PHONE” SO THEY CAN KEEP THEIR PHONE. If a camper is caught with a cell phone other than at the above time they may be sent home.  Camp is not responsible for lost phones and chargers if you choose to bring them.   
A camp staff member will contact the parents of each new camper within 72 hours of their arrival. Should you feel anxious about how your child is adjusting, please call or email us.
If you have any questions, please call our office at (315) 392-2081. Our office is open from 7:30 AM to 7:30 PM to receive your calls. Since we are frequently out of the office working with our campers, please leave a message and we will make sure to return your call later that day or the following day.  Many of our returned phone calls are made in the late evening, so we apologize in advance in case we disturb you.
Extensions

Campers who sign up for one or two weeks may have the opportunity to extend their stay at camp providing there are beds available.  ALL campers will be allowed to make a phone call home on THURSDAY between 6:30 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  At this time we ask that your talk with your child to see if they would like to extend their stay at camp.  If you both agree to extend, YOU MUST CALL THE CAMP OFFICE BY NOON ON FRIDAY to make sure there is availability and to complete the extension process.  

Camp Store
The camp store sells t-shirts, sweatshirts, candy, stamps, pens, post cards, 
stuffed animals, jewelry, batteries, water, soda, slushies, popcorn, etc.  (Sweatshirts & sweatpants cost approx. $30.00 each).

Campers spend an average of $30.00 per week in the store, NOT including trip money (see Field Trips) and clothing purchases.  Campers are not allowed to withdraw cash unless it is for the trip.  

Canteen deposits can be made through the new online application process, you will be able to add funds to your child’s account when applying for camp, you cannot log back on at a later time to add funds.  Please note that credit card fees will apply.  To avoid these fees you can deposit cash on registration day.   

The store will be open on registration days and pick up days.  Any unused monies can be picked up at the store on the last day of camp.
Camp Trips
The oldest cabin of campers (Topping - 16 and possibly some 15 year olds) will be going on a field trip.  Campers must have $30 to cover admission costs and busing to the Enchanted Forest, Water Safari in Old Forge, NY.  Trip money should be deposited in their canteen accounts.  We will withdraw this money prior to their first visit to the store and keep it in a separate account so they don’t accidentally spend it at the store.  
Permission slips must be signed by parents in order to attend this trip.  The permission slips will be signed on Registration Day.  If someone else is dropping off your child you will need to contact the office to get this form signed within the first week of camp.  The camp trip will most likely be scheduled for the third week of each session.    

The maximum cash withdrawal amount for the Enchanted Forest trip for spending money is $20.00.  


Food Service
Three appetizing, nutritious meals are prepared by a professional food service company.  Meals are served buffet style and are designed to be popular with children.  
Housing
Campers are housed in cabins with twin beds & bunk beds.  All cabins are solid wood and stone construction with their own showers & storage space (limited for each camper).  Our weekly capacity is 188 campers and there are anywhere from 14 to 20 campers per cabin.  Campers are bunked by age.  On the camp application they may request to room with ONE friend that is the same age.  Room requests are not guaranteed, but we will do our best to meet your request.  

Scholarship Program
Financial aid is available for those families who need assistance for camp.  Scholarship Applications will be available after January 1st and the deadline to apply is May 1st. Scholarship Applications are only available by calling or emailing the camp office.

The benefit of signing your child up for more than one or two weeks means your child will have the opportunity to participate in more activities.  Because we offer so many different activities and we schedule morning activities there is not enough time to get all activities in but we will do our best to schedule a variety of activities for those campers who are only attending for one or two weeks.         


CIT Program
Our Counselor-In-Training program is open to campers with 2 years previous camp experience and a min. of 17 years of age.  There is no cost for this program.  We will reach out to campers who age out of camp in the spring to see who is interested in this position.  CIT’s are not employees, they are campers.  CIT’s will be supervised by counselors who are older staff/mentors.  They will learn how to become a staff member and will assist with activities and campers.  

Staff

Camp Turk staff have been selected based on their background, experience, training, and interest in children.  They have completed a comprehensive one week training session in their activity area as well as in counseling.  The health and welfare of the campers is a primary consideration, therefore, issues such as contagious diseases, child abuse,  homesickness, and specific safety concerns are a part of the educational  program for staff.  Many of our staff are also certified in First Aid and CPR.  

We search for staff through colleges and educational institutions, as well as local advertisements.  Many staff use camp as a beginning step toward a degree in education or child care.  Some of our staff have evolved from campers to CIT’s to counselors.  Their backgrounds are checked through the New York State Criminal Justice Services prior to the camper’s arrival.
We also employ international counselors through Camp Leaders.  This organization is dedicated to providing camps with highly qualified staff from countries around the globe.  In past seasons, we have had staff from England, Scotland, Holland, Germany, Russia, Poland, Australia, Czech Republic, etc.  These staff members provide campers with exposure to a variety of cultures.  They provide camp with a 
fresh and unique perspective about the world around us.  

Laundry Facilities

No soap is needed from home unless your child has a specific allergy.  Your child must bring a laundry bag with his/her name on it and also make sure their clothes are all labeled.  Do not bring delicate clothing because their  laundry will all be washed in one load.  Our staff do the laundry for the campers.  

Campers attending for one week will not have their laundry done at camp.  Please make sure they bring enough clothing to last the entire week.  
Campers attending for two weeks will have their laundry done once at camp.  Please make sure they bring enough clothing to last 10 days.

Campers attending for three weeks will have their laundry done twice at camp.  Please make sure they bring enough clothing to last 10 days.

Campers must bring a sleeping bag or blanket to put on their bed (sheets will be provided if needed).  Sleeping bags and blankets will NOT be laundered at camp.


Lost & Found

Articles of clothing and any found items will be kept in our office.  Make sure you check to see if your child has brought everything home as no one will be at the camp after August 14th, please call prior to this date.  Parents will be responsible for payment for any items that need to be mailed home.  All unclaimed items will be donated to a local charity at the end of the 
camping season.

The camp is not responsible for lost personal property.  PUT YOUR CHILD’S NAME ON EVERYTHING!  

Packing Suggestions

From East or West, take New York Thruway to Exit 31, Utica, New York.  Travel North on NYS Route 12 to Alder Creek.  Bear right at Alder Creek on Route 28 North to Woodgate (blinking caution light.)   Continue one mile North on Route 28 and bear off to the left on to Round Lake Road.  Continue 2 1/2 miles to the camp; follow the signs.

Approximate travel time from Albany - 2 1/2 hours, from NYC – 5 hours, from Rochester - 4 hours.

Transportation Option
Amtrak Train

You are responsible for making all arrangements for your child if they will be arriving or 
departing the camp by train.  The camp must be notified at least one week in advance if your child plans 
to arrive or depart by train so we can make arrangements to pick them up and / or return them to the station.  No one will be there to pick up your child if you do not notify us they are arriving by train.  The cost for picking up a camper at the train station is $25.00 and the cost to take them back to train station is $25.00.  This fee can be paid when you register for camp online.        
The train arrives and departs from Utica, New York.  Camp provides transportation from Utica to Camp 
upon arrivals and Camp to Utica for departures for those who notify camp in advance.  Confirm all reservations and prices with the train station and camp.  Plan to arrive in Utica around 12:00 NOON and depart around 10:00 am.  DO NOT book an earlier or later train without calling us first!  Call the camp prior to booking any tickets since we have limited space in our vans.  We DO NOT have room to pick up parents and bring them to camp and return them to the train station.  If you plan on coming by train with your child and want to come to camp you will need to arrange for a Uber or other transportation.  
Notice: Amtrak fills up quickly so please try to make your reservations a few weeks before camp.  Also, many times there are delays on the train.  On arrivals please call the train station and let us know of any delays.  On departures, please call the train station to make sure they will be arriving at their destination on time so you do not have to wait.  Amtrak (800) 872-7245.  Check with Amtrak on the age limit for minors traveling alone before booking tickets..   

Amtrak has a MAXIMUM luggage weight of 50 lbs. and does not allow trunks.

Departure Information

Pick up is on Saturdays at 10 a.m.   The camp gate will remain closed until 10 a.m.  so please wait outside the gate.  On-time pick up of campers is extremely important.  

The safety of our campers is very important to us.  For any child to be picked up from camp, we need to have an authorized adult name on camper application (including parents) and that person must show a PHOTO ID when picking up the camper.  ALL campers must be signed out at the office.  Campers CANNOT be released to anyone under the age of 18.
