Important read: I, Dale Wolf have been in the bee business for 48 + years and have hauled package bees for 25+ years. I have gotten bees from California, Mississippi, Louisiana, and Texas. I have received the best comments from customers on the bees I sell now from Baxley, Georgia, Spell Bee Co. Owner Mike Gardner, who is visited regularly by Penn State U to find out about the ways he keeps his bees healthy and mites under control.
Spell Bee operates around 35,000 hives of bees, growing the bees to sell for packages, raising queens and producing a honey crop. Their bees are not sent to California and they use Minnesota Hygenic characteristics for selecting breeder queens. They breed Italian crossed with Buckfast resulting in a gentle, easy to work with, hardy and good honey producer. Some of their breeder stock comes from their home place in Michigan.

 Our package bees are a cross of Buckfast with Italian using Minnesota Hygienic behavior. We’ve had many good comments in the last 10 years from our customers with these bees.

Again we offer a sturdy one gallon feeder pail with a screen hole that can be inverted over the inner cover hole, enclose with an empty hive body.
