 ROBBED MOBILE PHONE AND CASH RECOVERED

 
South District Police has arrested two desperate robbers, who were wanted in several cases of robberies in Delhi and recovered one robbed mobile phone and cash from them. 

ACCUSED ARRESTED:

1. Deepak age 20 years S/O Sh. Raj Kumar R/O HN-S-146/69, Village- Mhomaadpur, Delhi

2. Raju age 22 years S/O Sh. Malkhan R/O HN- D-102, Village Mohammadpur, Delhi

INCIDENT, TEAM & ARREST:
On 25.05.2010, Sh. Navin Kumar s/o Gopal Ram R/O C-1043, Netaji Nagar, Delhi reported at Police Station R.K. Puram that today he withdrew cash from the ATM at Bhikaji Cama Place around 8.30 p.m. While he was coming out from ATM, three boys who were in drunken condition stopped him and asked him to hand over the money and when he refused to do so they started hitting him with fists and blows and robbed his cash and mobile phone and ran away from the spot. On his complaint,  a case of robbery vide FIR no. 158/10 u/s 327/379 IPC was registered in police station R.K.Puram, Delhi and investigation taken up. 


Several similar incidents were also reported near the ATM booths in the night which created fear in the minds of card holders who used to withdraw cash from ATM in the night.  To solve these incidents several teams in South District were constituted.  A team of Special Staff of South District consisting of SI Balbir Mann, ASIs Phool Singh, Roop Singh, Shiv Kumar, Ashok Kumar, Ramphal HCs Shyamvir, Rajinder, Ram Kishan, Vinod Kumar, Hawa Singh, Sheo Ram, Bir Singh, Shailesh Cts Raghubir, Vivek, Vikas and ASI (Drv) Mahinder Singh was also formed under the supervision of Inspector Vijay Singh, I/C Special Staff and Sh. Rishi Pal Singh Addl. DCP-II South District to identify and apprehend the criminals involved in these cases. 

The team so formed worked relentlessly to collect the information and deployed their informers. The hard work of team bore fruit and on 15.06.2010 specific information was received through reliable source that two accused involved in such type of incidents of robberies would come at Bhika ji Cama place around 3.30 PM to meet one of their associates. The team laid a trap near Bhika ji Cama Place alongwith the informer. At about 3.15 PM, two persons were noticed near Punjab National Bank, Bhika Ji Cama Place.  After getting identified by the informer, the team acted swiftly and nabbed both above mentioned accused after a little chase. On cursory search, one robbed mobile phone was recovered from the possession of Deepak.
INTERROGATION:


During sustained interrogation, it was revealed that on 25.05.2010 Deepak alongwith his associates namely Raju and Rahul were drinking liquor at Bhika Ji Cama Place near PNB, ATM Booth. Around 8.30/9.00 PM when they saw a person withdrawing money from ATM machine they all planned to rob him. When the victim came out from ATM Booth, they asked him to hand over the money and on his refusal, they started hitting him with fists and blows and snatched his mobile phone and cash and ran away from the spot.

PROFILE 


Deepak  was born in 1990 in Sarai Kale Khan Delhi, but after the murder of his father his family shifted to Village Mohamadpur. He has studied upto class 6th in a Govt. School at Safdarjung Enclave, New Delhi. He left his study and started doing private jobs. 

Raju was born in 1985 in Modi Nagar UP. He has studied up to class 9th from a reputed College of Modi Nagar UP and after that he started doing his own business of readymade garments. He suffered huge loss in business and came to Delhi at his aunt’s house where he came in contact with Deepak. 


In order to meet their expenses on various indulgences, they got involved in incidents of snatching. 


Investigation of the case is in progress and efforts are being made to ascertain their other involvements and to effect more recoveries.

GANG OF CHEATS BUSTED : MASTERMIND ALONGWITH TWO ASSOCIATES ARRESTED FOR CHEATING BY USING CLONED CREDIT CARDS OF DIFFERENT BANKS : CREDIT AND DEBIT CARDS OF SEVERAL BANKS RECOVERED

 
With the arrest of three accused, the South District Police has busted the gang of cheats involved in cheating by using cloned/forged credit cards of different banks at various outlets of Bharat Petroleum Corporation Limited in Delhi and NCR.  Several cloned credit and debits cards of various Banks and data of credit cards have been recovered from their possession. 

It is worthwhile to mention here that this gang has planned to collect the data of international cards during the forthcoming Common Wealth Games and for that purpose they were in contact with several persons who working in five star hotels and other places where foreigners as well as players would stay during their stay in India.  

ACCUSED ARRESTED:

1. Kamal (Mastermind) age 24 years s/o Late Nem Chand R/O HN- 371, Dungar Mohalla, Fersh Bazar, Shadhara, Delhi

2. Bobby Verma age 35 years s/o Sh. Bhim Sen Verma R/O HN-856, gali no.2, Jawala Nagar, Shadhara, Delhi

3. Vijay Soni age 32 years s/o Late Daya Ram R/O HN-D11/291, Laxmi Nagar, Delhi

INCIDENT & TEAM:

On 26.03.2010 one Javed Chouhan an Assistant  Manager of Standard Chartered Bank filed a complaint regarding cheating committed by some unknown persons with the help of  cloned Credit Cards/Debit Cards in the names of various customers of the bank namely Parshant Dutta, Sandeep Abuja, Sumedh Tandon, R.K. Aggarwal etc. These cheating incidents came into the notice of Bank officials after the objection raised by the concerned customers. In the complaint, bank officials alleged that all the cards were used at BPCL outlets of NDSE-I, before they were fraudulently used somewhereelse. On this complaint, a case of cheating vide FIR No. 177/09 u/s 419/420 IPC was registered at Police Station Hauz Khas, Delhi and investigation taken up. 


Several similar incidents were also reported in various parts of Delhi and NCR. To solve these incidents and to apprehend the culprits involved in these incidents, a team of Special Staff of South District consisting of SIs Sanjeev Kumar, Jeet Singh, Chander Sekhar HCs Ram Kishan, Shyamvir, Vinod, Vijay, Rajinder, Satish, Shailesh, Kishor, Cts. Raghubir, Vijay, Vivek, Vikas, Vinod Tiwari and Subash was formed under the supervision of Inspector Vijay Singh, I/c Special Staff and Sh Rishi Pal Singh Addl. DCP-II South District. 
ARREST, INTERROGATION & MODUS-OPERANDI:

The team so formed worked relentlessly to collect the information and deployed sources in the area. The hard work of team bore fruit and it was established that a gang led by accused Kamal presently residing in Farsh Bazar area might be involved in these cheating incidents. A raid at Dungar Mohalla, Farsh Bazar, Shahdara was conducted and accused Kamal was arrested.  


Subsequently raids were conducted at the hideouts of co-accused Vipin and Zahid, but it was learnt that both the suspects had already left their hideouts after knowing about police complaint by the bank officials.


During sustained interrogation, it was revealed that accused Kamal came in contact with absconding accused persons Vipin and Zahid through one of their common friends and they became fast friends. Kamal was earlier doing private job, but he left the job and started his own business of travel agency. He suffered a huge loss in business and after that he planned to prepare clone of credit cards and debit cards and shared his evil-designs with Vipin and Zahid. They all agreed to earn quick and easy money. 

Vipin possesses very good knowledge of computer and he purchased credit/debit cards reader and writer. Accused Kamal lured various sales boys working at different petrol pumps and other outlets to swipe the cards of customers to the data reader provided by accused persons and for that they used to pay 200 rupees per data.   After getting the desired data, they attached the data reader to computer and got all the data transferred to their computer and after that with the help of data writer prepared clone of credit/ debit cards.  Once they prepared the clone of the cards, they purchased expensive items like gold ornaments and mobile phones from the shops and sold them and took the cash. They also involved some shopkeepers especially goldsmiths in their gang and swiped the fake cards at their shops without purchasing any articles but they used to pay 20% of the total amount swiped to the shopkeepers. They had cheated several banks for several lakhs. 
PROFILE:- 

Kamal was born in 1985 in Shadhara Delhi. He has studied up to 10th standard. After that he left the study and started taking blue line buses on contract basis. He came in contact with Vipin and Zahid who were involved in debit/credit cards fraud. They lured him to earn quick and easy money by making clones of debit and credit cards. Kamal developed close contacts with workers of some petrol pumps in Delhi as he used to take diesel from there in his buses. He lured them and asked for providing the data of cards and he gave 200/- per data to them. 
 
Bobby Verma and Vijay Soni are jewellers who swiped the clone credit/debit cards after taking 20% commission of total purchase. 

RECOVERY:-

1. Several cloned debit and credit cards

2. One card swipe machine. .


Investigation of the case is in progress and efforts are being made to arrest the absconding accused and to ascertain their other involvements.
