
Dear Mrs Geva

Patricia (Baby Sake, Canada) has referred to me your enquiry about BabeSafe
cot mattress covers.

I commenced researching cot death in about 1982, and arrived at what is now
known as the toxic gas explanation for cot death in 1986.  In 1989 a British
scientist came to the same conclusion (independently) and also carried out
some ground-breaking research.

I invented BabeSafe covers and since 1994 have maintained in New Zealand
nation-wide public information campaign about mattress-wrapping.  The
results have been outstanding, 100% successful when parents have followed my
advice.  Put another way, there has never been a report of cot death on a
mattress wrapped to my specification, and the NZ cot death rate has
plummeted.  Sadly, some NZ parents did not follow my advice, and since 1994
they have collectively lost about 540 babies to cot death.

I invented BabeSafe cot mattress covers, am responsible for international
distribution of them. Baby Sake is a BabeSafe distributor in Canada.  (Baby
Sake is a very effective distributor.)

For more information on the cause of cot death and how to prevent it, I
would refer you in the first instance to www.cotlife2000.co.nz  This site
provides a good overview of BabeSafe.

With regard to marketing Baby Sake products (apart from BabeSafe covers)
that is a matter between you and Patricia.

However we have considerable interest in establishing a BabeSafe distributor
in Israel, because we have
received a number of enquiries from your country and have supplied a few
covers.

We have found that the most effective means of distribution is for the
distributor in a country or region to sell to clients and receive payment,
either by credit card or other means as agreed between ther distributor and
the client.

The distributor then e-mails the orders to me, and we airmail the cover/s
(first class airmail) direct to your client. Orders are normally airmailed
on the day the order is received, but certainly within 24 hours of receipt
of order, except for orders received on Friday afternoons.  These cannot be
mailed until the following Monday.

The target delivery time of the New Zealand Post Office for all countries is
7 days, but delivery locally in Israel would depend on local practice.
Delivery times have not been a problem.

This method overcomes the need for the distributor to maintain stock of
covers, and there are no Customs entry expenses in any of the countries we
distribute to at present.

The quotes below are in GB Pounds, and we would prefer to sell in this
currency and receive payment in GB Pounds.

Size A     bassinet   GBP   8
Sizes B thru F          GBP 10

You could set your own selling prices, but we would make suggestions based
on prices charged by other distributors.  The mark-up for the distributor is
quite attractive..

We would maintain an account of sales to you on an Excel spreadsheet.  We
would then e-mail an account to you from time to time, depending on the
number of covers sold, say when your debit reaches GBP200, or greater as the
business gets better established.

 We would request prompt payment, either by cheque drawn on a UK bank or by
direct credit to our account in UK.  Cheques would be airmailed to New
Zealand.

We also supply promotional material, and answer technical questions.

If you would like to consider this proposal please advise and I shall send
you a copy of a book which I wrote on the topic "The Cot Death Cover-up" and
other printed material.  The book was published by Penguin Environmental, in
New Zealand (1996) and Britain (1997).

BEDDING INSTRUCTIONS FOR A WRAPPED MATTRESS
THESE INSTRUCTIONS MUST BE FOLLOWED EXACTLY

It is imperative to use the correct bedding on top of a
BabeSafe-wrapped mattress:

(a)  On top of the wrapped mattress place a 100% pure cotton
underblanket and tuck this in securely.

(b)  On top of the underblanket place two cot sheets.  (The baby
sleeps between these sheets.)

(c)  On top of the upper cot sheet place 100% pure woollen or
100% pure cotton overblanket/s.

(d)  Do not use any of the following items in your baby's cot:

Sheepskin
Sheepfleece underlay
Any form of moisture-resistant cot mattress protector
Any underblanket which is not made of pure cotton
Acrylic blanket
Any blanket containing polyester
Any bedding item which is quilted/padded/filled
Sleeping bag
Duvet
Pillows or cushions

BabeSafe products carry the Campaign Against Cot Death logo.
This guarantees that they contain no detectable phosphorus,
arsenic or antimony (lower limit of detection 0.001% = 10mg/kg =
10ppm).

RISK OF COT DEATH (A COROLLARY OF THE TOXIC GAS THEORY):

PROOF THAT THE RISK OF COT DEATH RISES FROM FIRST TO SECOND
BABIES; AND FROM SECOND TO THIRD BABIES; AND FROM THIRD TO
FOURTH AND LATER BABIES; AND THAT BABIES OF SOLO PARENTS ARE AT
HIGHER RISK AGAIN (A COROLLARY OF THE FACT THAT RE-USE OF
MATTRESSES INCREASES THE RISK OF COT DEATH):

*    Analysis of official British statistics

     The finding of the rising risk of cot death from one
     sibling to the next refutes every proposition that cot
     death has a medical cause.

     The more times an unwrapped mattress is used from one baby
     to the next, the greater is the risk of cot death.  This
     accounts for the higher cot death rate among poorer
     families, who are more likely to sleep their babies on
     previously used mattresses.

     If a mattress contains any of the elements phosphorus,
     arsenic or antimony, and if certain common household
     fungi have become established in the mattress during
     prior use, any generation of toxic gas commences sooner
     and in greater volume.

PUBLICATION OF PROOF THAT LATER BABIES IN A FAMILY ARE MORE AT
RISK OF COT DEATH THAN FIRST BABIES (A COROLLARY OF THE FACT
THAT RE-USE OF MATTRESSES INCREASES THE RISK OF COT DEATH):

PUBLICATION OF PROOF THAT FACE-UP SLEEPING REDUCES THE RISK OF
COT DEATH:

*    All studies which show that face-up sleeping reduces the
     risk of cot death support the toxic gas theory.  Face-up
     sleeping reduces the risk because the gases concerned are
     more dense than air; they diffuse away from a baby's
     mattress towards the floor, so a baby sleeping face-up is
     less likely to ingest them.

PUBLICATION OF PROOF THAT THE COT DEATH RISK IN BRITAIN IS LESS
ON PVC-COVERED MATTRESSES:

*   CESDI study, reported in Lancet 1995;345:720

     Any part of a baby's mattress which contains the chemicals
     phosphorus, arsenic and/or antimony is capable of the gas
     generation which causes cot death.

     If, therefore, a mattress is covered with a gas-impermeable
     diaphragm which does not contain those chemicals, the risk
     of cot death is eliminated.

     Accordingly, following removal of those chemicals from UK
     plastic-covered mattresses from 1989 onwards, the risk of
     cot death in Britain is less on PVC-covered mattresses
     (which are very frequently used in Britain).

     Thus the finding by the CESDI study that babies are less at
     risk on PVC-covered mattresses supports the toxic gas
     theory for cot death.
