Father of the accused is employed in Govt. service.  

Criminal background
He took to crime only in December 2007 with a view to help his friends sister.  He got booty to meet his day-to-day expenses.

The Crime Branch has busted a gang of Santro Car born snatchers headed by a young lady, who happened to be an executive in an International Firm, with the help of her teenage brother and his friends.  They were operating in South Distt. Under the overall supervision of Sh. Jasvir Singh Malik, ACP/Anti Extortion Cell and led by Inspr. B.S.Jakhar a team comprising SI Naresh Solanki, HCs Virender Dalal, Raj Kumar, Yashpal, Ramesh Dahiya & W/HC Neeru Rani, Cts. Rajeev Sahrawat, Narender Malik and Vinod detected and busted the gang.

THE OPERATION

Since last December, there was a spurt in snatching incidents in busy market places like Central Market, Lajpat Nagar, South Ex. Market, Cannaught Place, Karol Bagh, etc. A black Santro car born gang comprising one young lady and three teen aged boys was suspected behind the snatching incidents.  The incidents were meticulously analyzed to find out the common features.  Sources were deployed.  After painstaking efforts Ct. Rajeev received information that a gang operates in the area of Lajpat Nagar after sunset.  The information was further developed. 

Acting on a specific information, a trap was laid near ‘Haldiram Sweet Shop’ on Ring Road and team members camouflaged themselves as shoppers on 22.1.2008.  At around 05:30 pm, a black Santro car stopped outside ‘Haldiram Sweet Shop’.  One lady and two teenagers were inside the car. At the signal of informer SI Naresh Solanki along with Ct. Rajeev intercepted them and questioned. They were identified as Ms. Ekta Munshani @ Nua Didi, Ashok (name changed) and Prem Singh Chouhan @ Guddu. Meanwhile other members of the team also reached there. After a mild resistance, the trio broke down and admitted their guilt.  On cursory search of the vehicle, one sticker with four digits (5555) and another with one digit (3) were found in the dask board of the vehicle.  One digital camera, mobile make Nokia 6270, one credit card of American Express in the name of Penelope Jane Wilson and 29 coins of foreign currency admittedly snatched were recovered from the purse of the lady.  

PROCEEDING OF INVESTIGATION AND DISCLOSURE:

The accused persons were subjected to sustained interrogation at Anti Extortion Cell, Crime Branch. After a thorough probe and individual and group interrogation of the accused persons, it was found that the lady Ekta Munshani @ Nua Didi had been working with an International Firm as executive.  She was earlier employed in NOIDA where she fell in love with one boy working there and they decided to enter into wedlock. Her father was against this marriage and he refused to spend any money on the propose marriage.  She tried through friend circle to get a loan from any bank but failed. She took her younger brother Ashok (name changed) into confidence and approached one Punit, who had previously indulged in snatching. They also persuaded another friend Prem Chouhan @ Guddu to join them. Thus they formed a gang and started operating from 8/9.12.2007 onwards. For operation Ekta provided the car and used to change the number of the car before commission of the crime to avoid identification.  During interrogation, they admitted more than two dozen snatching from the busy market places like Central Market, Lajpat Nagar, South Ex. Market, Cannaught Place, Karol Bagh, INA, Yusuf Sarai etc. They further disclosed that a lot of Credit Cards were found in the purses snatched mostly from ladies and foreigners. They misused these credit cards for shopping, filling of petrol and paying bills of hotels etc.   

The trio have been arrested and investigation is in progress.
