A team of Special Cell under the supervision of Sh Bhisham Singh ACP led by Insp Subhash Vats has apprehended a notorious and desperate criminal of western UP namely Mange Ram@ Harender ( aged 35 years) r/o Buland Sahar UP.  He is involved in 15 cases of murder, attempt to murder of  PS BB Nagar Buland Sahar, UP and Delhi. He was also arrested under Gangster’s Act and National Security Act by U.P. Police. 

An information was received that Mange Ram involved in several murders and other criminal cases would come to meet his associates near Gopal Dass building in Connaught place to chalk out strategy to eliminate his opponent in the village Bah Pur, Bulandshar,UP. It was further learnt that Mange Ram attacked and injured one of his opponent in the village on that day. A trap was laid and Mange Ram was arrested u/s 41.1 Cr.P.C.
Profile of Arrestee

     Mange Ram started his criminal life while he was in the school. He has a longstanding dispute with his political rival Budh Singh of his native village. Both of them are from affluent families. Mange Ram’s wife Jyoti is Pradhan of the village at present and Mange Ram was involved in murder of Budh Singh’s father and two brothers. Budh Singh retaliated and murdered Mange Ram’s cousin Ajay. Thereafter Mange Ram formed his own gang which included  Parwinder of Lad Pur, Kuldeep  Bagwala, Krishan, and Shokender.  In view of forthcoming Local bodies elections in UP, Mange Ram wanted to contest elections and his gang members decided to fix Budh Singh so that he could not contest the local body elections. 
  On 21/07/2010 Mange Ram along with Sandeep r/o Khair Pur allegedly attacked Madan reportedly a close associate of Budh Singh of Bah Pur. Madan sustained gunshot injuries  in this attack and a case FIR No 121/10 u/s 307/506 IPC was registered at PS BB Nagar Buland Sahar UP. 

 Earlier , on 22.6.2010, Parwinder, Kuldeep, Arvind along with Krishan Pal the other members of Mange Ram murdered one Sandeep in the area of PS Kankerkheda Meerut as Anil Fauzi (a gang member of Mange Ram ) had illicit relations with Monica, the wife of Sandeep. Anil conspired with Monica to eliminate Sandeep with the help of his other gang members. Parwinder, Kuldeep, Krishan Pal. Accordingly they killed Sandeep. Monica was later arrested by police in this case.  Mange Ram has reportedly organized the murder. Local Police is probing this allegation. 

  Again, on 27.6.2010, Jitender a sharp shooter of Mange Ram gang was killed and it is suspected that he has been eliminated on the directions of Mange Ram. A case FIR No. 107/10 u/s 302 IPC  PS B.B. Nagar has been registered in this regard. 

 U.P. Police has been given the custody of Mange Ram by court.

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ORDER


Whereas a large number of complaints are being received that people purchasing liquor from liquor vends often start consuming the same it in front of the liquor vend and at other public places. Vendors selling eatables and juices, at time, also station themselves unauthorized outside liquor vends which further facilitates this undesirable activity. At times, Baratis accompany Barat also openly drink liquor etc. on the roads while the Barats are moving. Drinking in public is a nuisance with a serious potential to result in brawls and quarrels causing serious injuries/death and damage to public and private property. This affects the peace and tranquility of the area and creates problems in maintaining law and order. It is also a punishable offence under section 68 of The Punjab Excise Act, 1914 (as extended to Delhi).

And whereas it is necessary to take speedy measures in this regard to prevent danger to human life or safety and to thwart/prevent untoward incidents which may affect the peace and tranquility of the area.

Now, therefore, in excise of the powers conferred upon me by Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/1/2008 UTL, dated 26.11.2008, I, N.S. Bundela, Dy. Commissioner of Police, North-West District, Delhi do hereby make this written order for strict compliance by the owners of such liquor vends in the area of North-West District, Delhi :-

(a) Install CCTV with sufficient number of cameras and recording system to cover upto 50 meters area in front of the shop. The CCTV should monitor anyone consuming liquor or facilitating consumption of liquor or any unauthorized vendor stationed in the coverage area.

(b) This CCTV system should become operational within 45 days from the date of issue of this order.

(c) The recording system shall preserve a digital record of CCTV coverage for not less than 10 days. 

(d) The vend owner or his agent shall cause to copy the CCTV coverage on a CD on a daily basis which shall then be handed over to the Beat Constable of the area, against proper receipt in a register to be maintained at the liquor vend.

(e) Before starting sales for the day, the Manager of the liquor vend should ensure that the CCTV system is in proper working order and in case any defect is noticed, immediate action to get it rectified should be taken. An entry should be made in the register and intimation in writing should be sent to the Police Station simultaneously to be got duly received from the Duty Officer of the Police Station mentioning Daily Diary Number on the intimation. 

(f) During the course of monitoring of the CCTV System, the Manager or anyone specifically designated by the Manager for real time monitoring of the CCTV shall immediately inform the Police Control Room at telephone No. 100 and also the nearest Police Station in case any illegal drinking in public or unauthorized vendor is noticed in the CCTV coverage area.

(g) The vend owner shall display prominently at least two bilingual sign boards mentioning that drinking in public places is an offence and standing of unauthorized vendors outside the liquor shop is strictly prohibited. Telephone number of nearest Police Station shall also be mentioned on the sign boards.

4.
The order shall come into force with effect from 14.07.2010 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 11.11.2010 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

5.
Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

6. As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte. It shall be published for the information of public through the Press and by affixing copies on the Notice Boards of the office of all District DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil Offices, all Police Station concerned and the offices of the NDMC and MCD.

W
ith the arrest of accused Satish @ Bittoo S/o Om Prakash R/o Shani Bazar Road, Sultan Puri, New Delhi (31yrs.), officials of PS Pul Prahlad Pur apprehended a notorious crime syndicate indulged in the illegal activities of  snatching of valuables on stolen bikes.  He along with his associate used to stole motorcycles and conduct extensive survey of potential vulnerable target and snatched chain or purse of the victim when the victim used to be alone. 
 
TEAM & OPERATION

Of late, some incidents of snatching were reported in the C.R.Park and Kalkaji areas. The Modus Operandi in these cases were strikingly similar. From the available clues, dedicated teams were detailed to zero down the suspect. To check the menace of snatching, intensive criminal intelligence collection was made. After painstaking efforts, activities of one suspect was zeroed down. On 22/07/2010 secret tip off was received about the involvement of the suspect in the area of PS Pul Prahladpur. Immediately, special raid team was constituted in the leadership of Inspector Harish Kukreti, SHO/Pul Prahladpur, comprising of SI Dharampal, ASI Dilbagh Singh, HC Harvir, Ct. Parveen, Ct. Randeep and Ct. Prasant under the close supervision of Sh. Mahipal singh, ACP/Ambedkar Nagar, South East District. The team was finally succeeded in apprehending the suspect along with motorcycle No. DL-3S AX-0425.  During sustained interrogation and enquiry it was found that the recovered motorcycle was stolen. 
INVESTIGATION & MODUS OPRENDI       

During preliminary examination it was revealed that the accused is habitual criminal and earning on the proceeds of criminal activities only. He started his criminal carrier in the year 1997 and is involved in about 12 cases of robbery and theft. He further disclosed that one of his associate Vikram @ Vicky @ Mota S/o Balraj Singh R/o Sangam Vihar is also working with him. At his instance two more motorcycles were also recovered. During further interrogation he confessed of snatching Gold Chains / purse of the victims in as much as seven cases in South-East District.
Efforts are on to apprehend the co-accused and receiver of stolen property. Investigation of the case is in progress.

notorious GANG OF cheatS involved in  SWAPPING CREDIT CARDS apprehended
 
 
With the arrest of accused Mohd. Yasin, S/o Mohd. Iliyas, r/o 2609 Bara Dari, Ballimaran, Salim @ Babli s/o Mohd. Ashwaq, r/o H. No. 1921 Kucha Challan, Darya Ganj, the local police of PS H.N. Din (PP Jung Pura) of South-East district has been able to crack a racket of forged credit cards run by notorious cheaters.
 
A complaint was received in the PP Jungpura that Sh. Rajan Suri, complainant received a phone call regarding increasing of limit of his Credit Card of ABN Amro Bank. Accordingly he gave his consent for the same and was agreed to hand it over to the representative of ABN Amro Bank after cutting the same into 4 pieces. Lateron he came to know that a shopping of Rs. 54,214/- has been made by someone through his Credit Card. Keeping in view the sensivity of the matter and the modus-operandi of the cheats, a team was constituted comprising of SI Yogeshwar, ICPP Jungpura, PSI Sanjay, ASI Nanak Chand and Ct. Vijay under the supervision of Inspr. Ram Kumar, SHO/H.N. Din. 
 
The team started developing local level intelligence through sources and people of similar modus-operandi were thoroughly interrogated. The team first visited MSK Enterprises, Laxmi Nagar where the alleged transaction of Rs. 49,715/- was made but the premises was found locked. After developing intelligence, Yasin (MSK Enterprises) was arrested who disclosed that these transaction were made by Salim and his associate Noman.
 
During sustained interrogation it was learnt that these accused used to lure the innocent persons over phone for increasing of their Credit Card limit. Once he/she is agreed and hand over his credit card to them, they instantly make fake shopping after pasting the pieces of Credit Card and swapping through MSK Enterprises. 
 

Further investigation is being conducted to ascertain the number of persons and the amount they have been cheated.

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Main Aide to ISI agent and rewardee of Rs. 25000/- arrested.


A team of Special Cell, Delhi Police under the supervision of Sh. L. N. Rao, ACP led by Inspector A. K. Singh has arrested Nafees Ahmed  (aged- 60 years) r/o  Lucknow, U.P and recovered incriminating documents used by him in helping a Pak national allegedly to be an ISI agent in acquiring an Indian passport.  Nafees managed to hoodwink the police for last 8 months and a reward of Rs. 25000/- has been declared for his arrest.


Earlier. on 12.11.09, during the emmigration clearance of Air India Flight No. 813, one person having Indian Passport No. F-3776115, in the name of Saiyyad Aamir Ali R/o Lucknow,U.P. was apprehended at IGI Airport Delhi, while trying to flee to Dammam (UAE).  On interrogation he revealed  his actual name as Abdul Jabbar @ Saiyyed Aamir Ali R/o Mustfabad, (Dharampura) Lahore, Pakistan. On his search, sensitive documents pertaining to Indian Air Force were also recovered from his possession. 
During investigation of the case it came light that Abdul Jabbar is a Pak national had come into India on the direction of his mentors for the purpose of espionage and subversive activities. He was imparted training in Pakistan for this purpose. Abdul Jabbar entered into India through Nepal border on the basis of forged document of Indian Identity (Ration Card of Rajasthan in the name Ram Prasad) provided to him by of his mentors. Initially he visited Delhi and then went to Lucknow,U.P.

During investigation, it was revealed that later on accused Abdul Jabbar @ Saiyyed Aamir Ali managed to obtain an Indian passport with the help of other co-accused persons namely Amman Waris,  Mohd. Arshad, Khalil Ahmed and Nafees Ahmed, all residents of Lucknow. The interrogation of accused persons revealed that the forged documents i.e.  Ration card, Mark sheets, School Leaving Certificate etc were arranged by accused Nafees Ahmed. Abdul Jabbar @ Saiyyed Aamir Ali was also allegedly provided shelter in Lucknow by  accused Nafees Ahmed. The accused persons Amman Waris Mohd. Arshad and  Khalil were arrested earlier in this case. 

Further investigations revealed that accused Nafees Ahmed is involved in facilitating and harboring spy and providing logistics to operate in India. He is main aid to the resident agent and provided forged documents for procuring Indian Passport.  He managed to evade arrest since last 8 months. 

On 19.7.2010 a secret information was received by Insp. A K Singh that Nafees Ahmed would come near Patiala House Court to meet some one. On this information a trap was laid and he was arrested. His interrogation revealed that he is school dropout and initially started  business of Building material. During this time he came in contact with Aman Waris and some other travel agents operating in Lucknow and Gorakh Pur. In the association of these travel agents he cheated several persons by providing fake Visa. In 2007 two persons namely Shambhoo Nath Ram and Ramdhani were arrested by FRRO, Delhi while trying to fly abroad on the basis of fake travel documents. Two cases Vide FIR No. 119/2007 and 125/2007 were got registered at PS IGI Airport and accused Nafees Ahmed and his other associates were arrested. 

In 2005, he was approached by accused Arshad and Khalil Ahmed for providing fake documents for the Pak National Abdul Jabbar and to assist him in procuring the Indian Passport. Accordingly he provided fake documents and assisted Abdul Jabbar in procuring the passport in the name of Saiyyed Aamir Ali from RPO Lucknow.  

Further investigation is in progress.
