1. Apologies
Apologies were received from Henry Connor, Michael Connor, Kurt Deutsch, Trevor Hunter, Nigel Jones, Christi Mitchell, Alastair Neill, Martin Sandford, Raja 
Sengupta, Mary Swords and Michael Waggett.

2. Minutes of the 233rd Council Meeting held on Wednesday 11th April 2001.

The President signed the minutes.

3.
Matters arising
At the last meeting Trevor Hunter questioned the high cost of the flyer for the Oxford Conference.  The reason was the high quality of paper used by Kudos.  

Simmonds and Simmonds have suggested a half-day Health Care meeting to be run in conjunction with the LES.  Simmonds and Simmonds have offered their offices as the venue for the meeting.  Stephen Powell commented that it was international policy not to have overt legal sponsorship of LES meetings.  Renate Siebrasse reminded Council that Linklaters hosted a Council Meeting when the Royal Over-Seas League was not available, but there was not co- branding.  Council was generally in favour of holding meetings in conjunction with professional Law firms as long as their speakers did not dominate proceedings, that there are no leaflets or other similar materials distributed to attendees.  In addition each Law firm should not host more than one meeting per year.  Fiona Nicholson will draft a guideline and future decisions will be taken by the Meetings Committee. 

4.   Finance
The Treasurer presented the income and expenditure account for the first four months of the year (attachment 1), which shows a deficit of £5,122.  However, the deficit is less than for the same period in 2000.  

The Oxford Conference will break even if we have eighty attendees.  David Veasey commented on the losses on the London meetings, which are due to the cost of the Royal Over-Seas League.  Barry Quest commented that in the North West, meetings are held at a restaurant with a speaker followed by dinner.  This has found to be very successful and people stayed, which is different in London because people tend to leave around 7pm in order to get home.  

The cheques requiring ratification were proposed by Stephen Powell, seconded by Barry Quest and approved.

The bank balances for May are shown in attachment 2.  

5. 2002 Membership Fees 

The membership fee was frozen for 2001 and so the Treasurer proposed a 7% increase to be taken to the AGM.  The new fee would be £145 and £125 for early payment.

Barry Quest requested that payment by credit card should be accepted by the Society.  Barry Quest agreed to work with Raja Sengupta on providing credit card payment facilities on the website.  Ben Goodger will provide legal input.  There will be a cost implication and Renate Siebrasse will report on this.

6. Committees 

The President explained his ideas for the various new Committees.  The most important Committee would be the Nominations Committee and would consist of the President, the Vice President, the Immediate Past President, Fiona Nicholson, Ben Goodger and Barry Quest.  The membership of the Nominations Committee was proposed by the President, seconded by the Treasurer and agreed by Council.

7. Kudos Agreement and Fee

The agreement is in the final stages and the Treasurer will be in contact with Sue Ireland.  The fee for News Exchange is now structured on the number of pages and the number of copies printed.

8. Oxford Conference

Stephen Powell reported that Jenny Pierce is in contact with the Law Society regarding CPD points and various documents have been submitted.

Barry Quest agreed to put a text version of the flier onto the website and the Secretary will circulate the file to all Council Members so they can email it to their contacts.

9. Cambridge Conference

There was nothing to report on Cambridge, other than the need to start planning immediately after the Oxford Conference.

10. Membership 

All applications were admitted to the membership.

11.  Committee Reports

There were no Committee Reports although Stephen Powell informed Council that LES (USA and Canada) had been requested to supply copies of all four of the Licensing presentation modules and Jenny Pierce was working on Trade Secrets

12.  Correspondence

The President has received a letter of resignation from Nigel Jones, which was accepted by Council.  The President and Council thanked Nigel for his contribution to LES (Britain and Ireland) and wished him well with his assignment to Cologne with Linklaters.  

13.  Other Business

The Treasurer will be giving up his position after 9 years in office and he was thanked by the President.  A new Treasurer is required.

Stephen Powell proposed and Fiona Nicholson seconded, that the Officers of Council should remain unchanged for the coming year.  The proposal was agreed.

It was suggested that Richard Binns, Jenny Pierce, Hayley French and Dawn Osborne should be co-opted onto Council at the AGM.  The President was pleased to announce the appointment of Barry Quest as Secretary to LESI and Council expressed their congratulations.
