Case vide FIR No. 137/2008  U/S 394/34 IPC was registered at P.S. Greater Kailash on 13.10.2008 on the statement of  Smt. Subhadra Sharma W/O Late Sh. J.C. Sharma who reported that she is living at R-8, Greater Kailash-I, New Delhi as tenant and her daughter is staying in Bombay. Earlier she was staying at M-48, Greater Kailash  from where she came to Ramesh who was working as Chowkidar at M-4 . She employed one domestic help namely Vijay @ Ajay in June 2008 who was introduced to her by Ramesh. He worked for 5-6 days at her residence and left the job. On 13.10.2008, Ajay @ Vijay again came to her house in noon and brought another domestic help. She told Vijay to come in the evening alongwith the domestic help.   At about 3.30 PM Vijay @ Ajay came along with the domestic help and one more person and entered her house and asked her for water to drink. They shut the door & followed her while she was going to fetch water. They tied her, beat her and looted her belongings i.e. Rs. 1.25 to 1.50 lakhs, 4 gold chains, diamond earrings, 4 Diamond bangles, 20 gold bangles and other jewellery articles. 

INVESTIGATION



Special team was constituted and several raids were conducted in Delhi and native places of accused persons. After sustained efforts Ajay @ Vijay S/O Sh. Prasad Paswan R/O Vill. Hathori Kothi, PS Biraul, Distt. Darbhanga (Bihar) was arrested from Ranchi and Rs. 1000/- were recovered from him (part of his share in booty). He disclosed that they were 5 persons including a lady, Kajal. The names of the other accused were revealed as identified as Kajal, Sanjay @ Mohammed, Subhash, Mohd. Alam @ Vakil. Mohd. Alam @ Vakil S/O Mohd. Halim R/O O-444, Saurav Vihar, Jait Pur, Badar Pur, New Delhi was arrested and  one Debit Card of Mrs. Subhadra Sharma was recovered from him. The arrested persons revealed that Subhash was mastermind and chief conspirator.  He planned the loot and involved all the accused in the plan. Md. Halim is a TSR driver and he lost Rs. 50,000/- in gambling. He was in dire need of money top pay off the debt. 


 
During investigation with lot of ground work it was established that Kajal  was working at S-30, GK-I (house of Mr. Amit Kumar). She had left her job at S-30, GK-I, only two days ago (on 11.11.08).   She was friendly with many servants and other domestic helps in S Block, GK-I including one Gaurav working at S-48, GK-I and Bajrangi at S-23, GK-I.   All communications were watched and monitored with proper briefing to beat officers and to other servants & domestic helps under eyes & ears scheme.  She had gone underground after the incident.

A secret information was received that said Kajal, whose full identity was established as Kajal @ Sania Topo D/O Habin Topo R/O Village Harmo Tola, PS Kanta Tola, Distt. Ranchi, Jharkhand aged about 22 years, has come to Delhi & shall come to see Bajrangi (domestic help) at S-23, GK-I, ND for job somewhere in Delhi. A trap was   laid in S Block, GK-I specially near S-23, GK-I, ND. At the instance of secret informer she was apprehended & has been arrested in this case. She has confessed her involvement in the commission of crime along Ajay @ Vijay, Wakeel @ Mohd Alam, Sanjay & Subhash and sharing of the booty. Two golden chains (one with beads) and chain  white beads (Artificial), one omega wrist  watch and Rs. 2000/- have been recovered from her possession (out of all she shared the booty). She is being produced in the court in muffled face and will be taken on remand for more recoveries and for ascertaining the whereabouts of other two accused persons.

                    DELHI ASSEMBLY ELECTIONS PREPARATION BY SOUTH EAST DISTT POLICE



Election is to be held in eleven assembly constituencies in South East police district. 130 candidates are in the fray. The South East Distt. police has made elaborate arrangements to make campaigning incident free and ensure free and fair election.

· 
Eleven ACsP have been nominated as nodal police officers in each constituency. Since the district share borders with Faridabad and Noida, two coordination meeting have already with the officers of these districts to make joint arrangements to ensure peaceful election

· The staff of the district has been briefed about the election process and their duties. Physical checking of the polling premises has been done and shortcomings noticed have been intimated to the concerned election office.

· Hyper sensitive system of allotment of campaigning venues has been worked out and the local police is covering all the programmes. No untoward incident has come to notice so far and no complaint of serious nature received.

· Gyms, Akharas, disruptive elements, musclemen etc. have been identified and their activities are being monitored. Preventive action has been taken against 143 persons so far under the preventive sections.

· The fire arm holders have been asked to deposit their weapons with the local police . 82 fire arms have been deposited so far. The drive is continuing.

· 11 Vehicles have been seized for violation of Model Code  of Conduct during Electioneering.

· Dumping and smuggling of illicit liquor was apprehended. Local intelligence was developed and in the 36 cases registered so far after declaration of election 38 persons have been arrested and more that    5000 liters of illicit liquor have been recovered.

· 58 cases have been registered under the Provision of WB Defacement Act against various political Parties.

· Certain Areas and some incidents have been identified which could be the potential fuel to the mischief mongers and disruptive elements to hamper election process. Ground level intelligence has been emphasized  upon to ward off any such possibility during election.

STUDENT OF GYAN BHARTI SCHOOL, SAKET KIDNAPPED FOR RANSOM OF 80 LACS RECOVERED: SIX  ACCUSED ARRESTED, VEHICLE USED IN CRIME SEIZED. 

The South District Police has arrested six accused involved in the sensational case of kidnapping for ransom of Rs. 80 Lacs of a fifteen Year old boy Arjun Verma , a class ninth student of Gyan Bharti School, Saket, New Delhi within 72 Hrs. and  successfully recovered the kidnapped boy.  The Hyundai Getz car No. HR-26AL-1928 used in commission of crime has also been recovered.

INCIDENT


On 20.11.2008, Mr. Rohit Khandelwal s/o Mr. Rajender Khandelwal r/o D-144, IIIrd Floor Saket, Delhi reported that his brother-in-law Arjun who had left for school at 7.45 AM alongwith his friend Ankit has not reached the school.   When enquired, his friend Ankit has stated that four persons driving a silver colour Hyundai Getz car had taken him with them in the car on the pretext of asking way to his house when he did not reach home even after a long time, the family suspected kidnapping of Arjun.  Following the information, a case vide FIR No. 76/08 u/s 363/364-A/34 IPC PS Saket was registered on his statement and investigation taken up.


Special teams under the supervision of Sh. K.S. Bhatnagar ACP/Operations and Sh. Mehar Singh, ACP/Hauz Khas headed by Inspr. Vijay Singh, I/c Special Staff and Inspr. Pankaj Singh, SHO/Saket assisted by Inspr. Ishwar Singh, 
SIs Aishvir singh, Jeet Singh, Surender Dahiya, Gagan Bhaskar, Praveen Kumar, Dilip Kumar, ASIs Ashok and Gyanender, and other staff was constituted to apprehend the accused and workout the case.


Repeated ransom call of Rs. 80 Lacs were received and the kidnappers were insistent on their demand of Rs. 80 lacs as they cited business losses in stock market to the tune of amount demanded.  A thorough enquiry was made about the business, business connections and other near and distant relations of the family at Gurgaon.  Several teams were deployed at Gurgaon, Faridabad, Noida etc. for development of intelligence at Gurgaon.  Extensive information was gathered about the criminals earlier involved in such crimes and recently released from jail and they were thoroughly interrogated.  On checking the records of the silver colour Hyundai Getz car, the number was found to be that of a TATA Safari.  Records of all silver colour Hyundai Getz car registered at Gurgaon Authority were thoroughly scanned.  During investigation, an intelligence input was developed that one such car with four youths and a 14-15 years old school boy was seen in the area of Sector-17, Gurgaon.  Following the information the team members made house to house enquiries and it was found that the vehicle was parked in a secluded plot near village Sukhrali.  The ownership of the plot was traced to one Suresh Ahlawat.  On enquiry from landlord and the description of the accused as given by Ankit, one of the accused was identified as close friend of Bharat, first cousin of Arjun - the kidnapped boy.  Raids were conducted and accused Bharat was apprehended.  He was put through thorough interrogation after which he disclosed that he had masterminded the kidnapping alongwith his associates Piyush Jain and Rohit Chopra. They further engaged Dilip, Parveen and Ramesh etc. for Rs. one lac for kidnapping the boy for ransom.  A sum of Rs. 40,000/- was paid as advance by Bharat to Dilip and his gang members and Rs. 15,000/- was paid by Rohit as advance rent to Suresh Ahlawat where the kidnapped boy was kept during their ransom demands.  He also disclosed that on the day of kidnapping Rohit, Piyush, Dilip and Ramesh executed the task of kidnapping.  Following the disclosure, raids were conducted at different hideouts of the accused and they were arrested. 

MOTIVE


During investigation, it was revealed that Bharat who was the first cousin of Arjun had a property dispute over the property distribution among the family members which was his reason of grudge.  Rohit and Piyush Jain incurred heavy losses due to their investment in share markets and property and wanted to earn a quick buck.  Therefore, the above three accused hatched a conspiracy to kidnap the child for huge ransom.  They further engaged Dilip, Parveen and Ramesh etc. in furtherance of their motive.


Further investigation of the case is in progress.

(1) Sonu S/o Shri Jageshwer R/o C/o Dinesh, Kondli, New Delhi, Age- 25 yrs Permanent Address- Village- Mandal Bhaso, P.S- Bagra, Distt- Allahabad, U.P., studied upto VIIIth class.

(2) Sunil @ Gulenda S/o Shri Videshi Lal R/o H.No. O/24, T- Camp, Block No.-6, Khirchri Pur, Delhi, Age-30 yrs, studied upto  VI class. Permanent Address-  Village – Dhighi, PO- Ismile Ganj, PS-Therwai, Distt.-  Allahabad, U.P.   

INFORMATION & OPERATION

Insp. Rajkumar had received information that two robbers namely, Sonu and Sunil @ Gulenda are committing robberies in different area of Delhi. On this information, sources were deployed and the information was gathered about their probable hideouts. On 23.11.08, specific information was received  by the team of Insp Rajkumar that Sonu and Sunil @ Gulenda will come at about 7.00 pm at Bus Stop, Rajouri Garden Ring Road near Mayapuri Fly over, Delhi for committing crime. On this information at about 07.00 P.M., a raiding party   under the supervision of ACP Shri S.S. Yadav consisting of Insp. Rajkumar, SI Manoj Kumar, ASI Balvinder,  ASI Birpal , Ct Pawan, Ct Satpal, Ct Narender, Ct Dharmender and Ct. Surender was constituted  and deployed at Bus Stop, Rajouri Garden Ring Road near Mayapuri Fly over, Delhi.  Sonu and Sunil @ Gulenda were apprehended, interrogated and arrested in appropriate section of law. 

INTERROGATION

 During interrogation, they disclosed that 14-15 days back, they had robbed and seriously injured a person in the area of PS-Kalyan Puri. They robbed his Rs. 15,000/- and other valuable items. Robbed mobile phone has been recovered from their possession. Regarding this incident, FIR No. 355/08 dated 10.11.08 u/s 394/397/34 IPC, PS- Kalyan Puri,Delhi has been registered.  Beside this, they had committed similar incidents of robberies in the area of PSs. Darya Garnj, Naraina and Uttam Nagar.   

MODUS OPERANDI

In evening time, they used to carry daggers and hide themselves at deserted place and wait there for someone to come.  When any person passes from there, they used to overpower him and rob him by showing daggers. If person resists, they used to injure him. After committing crime in a particular area, they use to leave that area and move to another area and then commit crime there so that local police can not trace them.

Staff involved in the good work is being rewarded suitably.
