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     Dr. Aditya Arya, :- He is presently posted as Joint C. P. / R.P. Bhawan. He is an IPS (AGMUT cadre) Officer of 1981 batch. He remained posted as SP/Armed Police, Bush Police, Special Armed Police and Distt. SP in Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Addl. DCP/ South Distt., DCP/IGI Airport, New Delhi, DCP/Vigilance, DCP/HQ(I), Principal/PTC, and Addl. CP/PM, Genl. Admn, Jt C.P./Operation. As DCP/ New Delhi has to his credit the solving of sensational Naina Sahni Murder Case, known as Tandoor Murder Case.   As Jt/CP Operation he was instrumental in the modernization and up-gradation of Central Police Control Room and installation of GIS/ GPS based automatic vehicle tracking system.  He ensured completion of modernization schemes in Communication Unit particularly the preparation for the POLNET and up-gradation of Beat Patrolling Nets in record time.  He motivated the volunteers of Bharat Scouts & Guides to work together in close liaison with Delhi Police to fight terrorism and natural calamities. He was awarded Police (Spl. Duty)Medal +1st & 2nd Bars for A&N Islands, Police (Spl. Duty)Medal 1st Bar for Arunachal Pradesh, Police ( Antrik Suraksha Seva) Padak, Arunachal Pradesh and  Police Medal for Meritorious Service in 1997.  
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Inspector(Exe.) Vijender Singh Pundir :- He is presently posted as S.O. to Joint C.P./NR. He joined Delhi Police as Sub-Inspector in the year 1975. He has worked in various branches of Delhi Police i.e. Security, Traffic, Crime Branch, SHO/Chanakya Puri, SHO/Karol Bagh and SHO/Connaught Place and Staff Officer with the Joint Commissioners of Police in all three Ranges. He has solved many sensational murder, robbery, kidnapping cases and arrested notorious criminals while posted as SHO in various Police Stations. He was awarded Police Medal for Meritorious Service in 2001 & Asadharan Karya Puraskar in the year 1998. He earned 185 commendations with cash reward. 
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Shri Satyendra Garg :-  He is presently posted as Addl.CP/Crime.  He is 1987 IPS Officer of AGMUT Cadre.  As S.P. Bomdila, Arunachal Pradesh in 1993,  he saved lives of women and children by personally leading a rescue mission at a great risk to his own life.  Again, he saved single handedly an Engineer from certain death in 1995 when attacked by assailants with deadly weapons when their extortion demands had failed.


As DCP/North-West, he was instrumental in arrest of desperate gangsters who had kidnapped Model Town businessman for ransom.  The victim was rescued within 24 hours.  All gangsters of Sonu gang were arrested and later on convicted for life-imprisonment.  He also excellently handled a hostage situation where a child and old lady were trapped inside their house by rescuing the victims and arresting the criminal.


As Addl.CP/Armed Police, he supervised ceremonial parade including the best marching contingent on Republic Day 2006 and introduced technological and operational changes in recruitment process in Delhi Police which got ISO 9001 : 2000 Certification for Delhi Police recruitment process. 


As Addl.CP/Crime, he has supervised investigation of sensational cases and arrests of interstate, dangerous and desperate criminals by Delhi Police Crime Branch. 
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Shri Rajender Pal Upadhyaya :- He is presently posted as Addl.C.P./Vigilance. He joined Delhi Police as an IPS (AGMUT) officer of 1991 batch. He remained posted as DCP/Vigilance, DCP/Security, North-West Distt., South-West Distt., Principal Police Training College, Assistant Superintendent of Police  and Superintendent of Police in districts of Tirap and East Kameng, Arunachal Pradesh. He was awarded President’s Medal for Gallantry(PMG) in 2006 for handling a large violent mob and saving many precious lives and property in Daman in 2003.He also took participation in security arrangements in various high profile international and national conferences etc.

Many sensational murder, robbery, kidnapping cases were solved and arrested notorious criminals under his close supervision while posted as Addl.DCP/North-East & DCP/West Distt. Delhi.  He was awarded Police (Spl.Duty) Medal for serving in Mizoram.
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Shri Amarjeet Singh Cheema :- He is presently posted as DCP/N&CP. He is an DANIPS Officer of 1985 batch. He was adjudged the Best Overall and Best Outdoor officer of the batch.   He remained posted as ACP/Traffic, ACP/IV Bn. DAP, ACP/Sultanpuri, ACP/Diplomatic Security, Addl.DCP/DSF, Addl.DCP./North-East District.,                        DCP/Traffic(New Delhi Range) etc.  He has proved himself as a very effective and thinking police officer and a community policing initiative icon in Delhi Police. He has earned 167 Commendations with cash reward.    
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Inspector(Exe.) Ashok Kumar Sharma :- He is presently on deployment  to U.N. Mission Sudan.  He joined Delhi Police as Sub-Inspector in 1979.  He remained in various units especially to assist Legal Assistant to the Commissioner of police as In charge Civil Litigation Branch in day to day legal matters viz. Civil Criminal and departmental matters keeping liaison with Govt. Counsels/Lawyers in Supreme Court, High Court and CAT and proved him to be very useful. He has also performed Security Officer Duty to foreign delegates during CHOGHM, UNIDO and Non-Aligned Meet (NAM).  He has earned 180 commendations with cash reward.
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SI(Exe.) (now Inspector) Prabhu Ram  :-  He is presently posted in Traffic Unit.  He joined Delhi Police as Constable in 1968. He has served in DAP, New Delhi District, Central Distt., PCR, Security etc.  He investigated many cases of murder, theft, NDPS Act, Gambling Act and Accident. Sh. Ajay Kumar has won a lot of laurels and accolades as an ace investigator during his postings in Crime Branch, West Distt., Central Distt., New Delhi Distt., Economics Offence Wing, Railways Police, Special Cell and Police Control Room.  He supervised Abdul Karim Telgi case and busted fake stamp racket. Under his supervision terrorists, involved in Liberty and Satyam Cinemas’ blasts, were arrested.  Some terrorists attacked on Red Fort.  Sh. Ajay Kumar played a pivotal role in apprehending culprits.  He is an officer of extra ordinary caliber, versatility and inspirational skills.   

Achievements in Special Cell

GALLANT ACT 

  
 
On 08/05/2006 a specific information was received in Special Cell/NDR, Lodhi Colony, Delhi that two LeT militants namely Firoz @ Abdullah and Mohd. Ali, who had recently acquired a consignment of explosives sent by Azam Cheema @ Baba (LeT operational chief for India) through the Gujarat border, would be coming to Delhi in Golden Temple Express train and would alight at Hazrat Nizamuddin Railway station. On the basis of this information, the team of Special Cell/NDR laid a trap at Nizamuddin Railway station and apprehended Feroz Abdul Latif Ghaswala @ Abdullah and Mohammed Ali Chhipa @ Ubedullah alongwith 4 kgs of RDX, 4 detonators and cash Rs. 50,000/-. During interrogation, the arrested militants disclosed that they had to deliver the recovered consignment to their Pak national associate namely Mohd Iqbal @ Abu Hamza r/o Bahawalpur, Pakistan. They had to meet Abu Hamza near main gate, Jawahar Lal Nehru stadium, Delhi at about 9 pm wherein he would come there in a white Santro car bearing No. 4457. Immediately, a team led by Mr. Ajay Kumar, DCP/Spl Cell and consisting of Inspector Mohan Chand Sharma, Sub-Inspector Ravinder Tyagi, Sub-Inspector Dalip Kumar and staff was deployed. At about 9.15 pm, one White Santro car came from CGO complex side and stopped near the round about, closed to the main gate of stadium.  A man came out from the car and stood on the pavement near the car. The arrested accused identified him as his associate Mohd Iqbal @ Abu Hamza. Immediately the team was alerted and the desperado Mohd Iqbal @ Abu Hamza was warned to surrender before the police party. On this, Abu Hamza, immediately whipped out fire arm and ran towards the pump house side, firing indiscriminately towards the police party.


DCP/Ajay Kumar, Inspector Mohan Chand Sharma, Sub-Inspector Ravinder Tyagi, Sub-Inspector Dalip Kumar had their position at vulnerable point. They warned the militant to surrender before police party but the militant did not respond to the warning of surrender and immediately moved around, noticed the movement of DCP/Ajay Kumar, Inspector Mohan Chand Sharma, Sub-Inspector Ravinder Tyagi, Sub-Inspector Dalip Kumar near Round-about and started firing towards them. The bullets fired by the militant passed close to these officers. The desperado continued firing upon police party to escape and cause casualty. DCP/Ajay Kumar, Inspector Mohan Chand Sharma, Sub-Inspector Ravinder Tyagi, Sub-Inspector Dalip Kumar also continued replying to the fire of desperado. The injured militant continued indiscriminate firing upon raiding party members. DCP/Ajay Kumar, Inspector Mohan Chand Sharma, Sub-Inspector Ravinder Tyagi, Sub-Inspector Dalip Kumar and other raiding party members again fired upon this terrorist and after long exchange of fire for over 20 minutes, the firing from militant’s side stopped. When the firing from militant side stopped, the advanced party approached towards the Pak militant who was found lying injured. The injured militant was removed to AIIMS hospital wherein he was declared brought dead.
 
 
During personal search of slain militant at AIIMS hospital, a document having address  Rajesh 441/9, Jagdish Colony, Ballabhgarh, Haryana was recovered. A team immediately rushed to Ballabgarh and traced the address with the help of local police. The team of special cell with the help of Haryana Police conducted raid/search in the above house at Ballabgarh and recovered 2 AK-56 rifles, 6 magazines and 180 live cartridges, 10 handgrenades, 5-Kilograms of PETN explosive, 3 litres of Nitric Acid, 1 litre- glycerine, 3 kgms of Urea, 1-Thuraya Satellite phone and one computer set from rented house. 

 
 
The slain militant Mohd Iqbal @ Abu Hamza r/o Bahawalpur, Pakistan was found working in India as Operational Chief. He was found involved in many terrorist activities in J&K and other parts of India. He had made his base in Ballabgarh, Haryana to do a chain of terrorist activities in many parts of India including Delhi and NCR.

             
For the above gallant act of DCP/Ajay Kumar, Inspector Mohan Chand Sharma, Sub-Inspector Ravinder Tyagi and Sub-Inspector Dalip Kumar, the President of India has awarded them with President’s Medal for Gallantry on January 26, 2008.

Republic Day Celebrations –2008.

1. Republic Day-2008 will be celebrated with a heightened security environment at the events and all over the city.  Recent incidents of attacks by militants and the bomb blasts that have been perpetrated are well known.  Some intelligence inputs have also indicated security threats.


2.
Accordingly, Delhi Police has made elaborate law & order, security and traffic arrangements for the year’s Republic Day Celebrations, the Beating of the Retreat and Martyrs Day.  200 companies of the Delhi Police/para-military/Home Guards force would be involved in the massive security and policing arrangements in the Capital.  Besides, policemen in Districts and other specialized units like Traffic, Spl.Branch, Spl.Cell, Crime & Railways etc. functioning in full alert and  strength.  

3.
Counter terrorism measures including special drives have been launched in all the Districts to check possible the hideouts of terrorists.  An intensive drive for verification of tenants has been initiated.  Regular checking of all guest-houses, hotels and cyber-cafes is being conducted to ensure that the guidelines issued to them are being scrupulously followed.  An appeal has been made to the public to become eyes and ears of the Delhi Police.  A special helpline No. 1090 has been opened to receive information from alert citizens.

4. A close coordination is being maintained with the neighbouring districts of UP and Haryana.  The arrangements at border check-posts are being further strengthened in coordination with neighbouring States to check the entry of undesirable elements into the city.  

5. There has been substantial security upgradation throughout Delhi.  Patrolling in crowded market areas, roads etc. has been intensified.  Checking in Metro, Railway Stations and Interstate Bus Terminals has also been intensified. The district police is coordinating with cinema houses to ensure that proper searching frisking of cinema goers is conducted by the cinema staff.  Security at the IGI Airport has also been strengthened in coordination with the CISF.

6.
A special emphasis is being laid on anti-sabotage checks, access control and intelligence coordination.  The entire route of the parade from Vijay Chowk to Red Fort will be covered by special security and anti-terrorist arrangements. Coordination with the Army, Intelligence Bureau and the CPMFs Police has been instituted much in advance and regular checks are being carried out.  

7.
Elaborate air defence measures have also been undertaken to check any intrusion of air space during the Celebrations.  Besides the air defence measures, three helicopters will maintain air surveillance all along the route of the Parade.  

8. A large number of Commandos have been mobilized from the Delhi Police and the ITBP and a number of Mobile Hit Teams as well as Sniper Teams of the NSG will be deployed.  There has also been extra deployment of PCR Vans manned by commandos all along the route of the Parade.         

9. A number of special training courses have been organized for personnel of the Security unit and local police.  Photographs of known terrorists have been widely circulated. Contingency schemes have also been drawn up and rehearsed along with other Agencies.   

10.
The success of security arrangements of such a magnitude depends on the co-operation of public.  The Delhi Police seeks co-operation  in enforcing these sensitive security measures and the required traffic regulations.  The Public and Invitees who wish to witness the Republic Day Celebrations should not bring any cellular phones, cameras, bags, water bottles, flasks, transistors, remote control car lock-keys, toys, etc.  These items would not be permitted into the Ticketed/Invitees Enclosures.  Citizens are also requested to familiarize themselves with the traffic arrangements and the traffic restrictions enforced along the route of the Parade on 26th Jan. and for the ‘Beating of the Retreat’ to avoid any inconvenience. Citizens should carry their Invitation Cards with them and display the Parking Labels on their vehicles to facilitate their journey to their respective enclosures and parking areas. As the Invitation Cards are not transferable, the invitees are also requested to carry some proof of identity.

The Delhi Police also appeals to the citizens in Delhi to be on the look out for suspicious persons or objects and communicate any suspicious activity to the Police Control Room helpline No. 1090.  Their identity will be kept secret.

The cross traffic on route of the Parade shall remain closed depending upon the progressive movement of the Parade. ILLICIT LIQUOR SEIZED IN BULK: TWO PERSONS ARRESTED
 
 
INTRODUCTION
 

            With the arrest of two person namely I) Farooq, aged 25 years, S/o Saraf, r/o Distt. Bharatpur, Rjasthan and ii) Dinesh Sharma, aged 22 years s/o Prem Nath Sharma, r/o Old Faridabad, Haryana, the South District  Police has seized illicit liquor in large quantity.  The Police Team recovered 79 cartons of illicit liquor containing 732 bottles  of marc ( MC DOWELLS, Celebration Matured  XXX Rum of Haryana made. 
 
INCIDENT & TEAM
 

            In the early morning of 25.1.08 a secret information was received in the Police Post Govind Puri, PS Kalkaji that two person will come in a closed body container with illicit liquor will come from Faridabad Haryana to Tilak Nagar, Delhi and the container will pass through the Okhla round-about.  To nab the criminals, a Police team of consisting of SI Upender Kumar, HC Desh Raj, Cts. Kishan and Dharm Singh led by Inspr. Joginder  Singh, SHO/Kalkaji was constituted.  The Police team gathered more intelligence regarding the information and deployed a picket near Okhla Round-about and intensive checking of vehicles was conducted.  At about 4.45 a.m. a TATA-709 closed body container was noticed coming towards the Okhla round-about.  The Police team signaled the container to stop.  But instead of stopping the vehicle the driver tried to escape from the spot by accelerating the speed.  But alert Police team apprehended the container, giving him no chance to flee away from the spot. The above mentioned two persons were apprehended and on checking of container the Police team found that cavity were constructed inside the closed body to hide the illicit liquor.  On opening of these cavity the Police team found 79 container containing 480 Quarters of Old Monk XXX Rum, “For Sale in Haryana only”, 384 Quarters of MC Dowells Celebration XXX Rum “For Sale in Haryana Only” Accordingly both the accused were arrested under Excise Act and the TATA-709 used for the transportation of this illicit liquor is also seized by the Police team. 
 
 
INTERROGATION
 

            During the course of sustained interrogation it was revealed by both the accused that they have been indulged in this  illegal trafficking of illicit liquor for the last 3 years.  They used to get the illicit liquor from Faridabad, Haryana and used to sale it in the  different parts of Delhi.  They have also brought this consignment for sale in different parts of Delhi during the dry days on the occasion of Republic Day, on high prices. They have made special cavities inside the closed body of the container to hide the cartons of illicit liquors.  There other involvement in such other crime are also being verified.

BLIND MURDER CASE SOLVED .

INCIDENT
On 19.1.08, a  dead body was found at Road No.52, near Akshardham Temple in the area P.S. Pandav Nagar. The dead body was found lying on the slope of the road facing downwards. A gun shot wound was found on the cheek of the deceased. A case vide FIR No. 20 u/s 302 IPC was registered at PS Pandav Nagar and investigation taken up by Inspr. Mohan Lal Sharma SHO/Pandav Nagar. 

 

INVESTIGATION
A team headed by SHO/Pandav Nagar comprising of SI Abhishek, HC Yash Pal, Ct. Sanjay and Ct. Harender was constituted. After relentless efforts the team managed to identify the deceased. The deceased was identified as Hariom Giri @ Sonu s/o Kirpal Giri r/o Vill. Opali Navada, PS Miranpur Katra, Shahjahanpur UP. It was also revealed he was driving a TSR No.DL-1RK-3438 which is also missing. The team members were directed to look out for the missing TSR. They were also directed to check TSRs similar numbers. A massive hunt for the missing TSR was launched. Ultimately on 24.1.08 the team noticed a TSR with No.DL-1RK-3488. The number plate was thoroughly checked and it was found tempered. The TSR driver Amit s/o Vedprakash r/o Village Jalalabad, Kannauj U.P  was thoroughly interrogated. The details of the TSR were also checked from the record and it was found that it was the missing TSR.

INTERROGATION
Amit revealed that he is a dismissed constable from the UP police. After his dismissal in 1998 he got addicted with smack. His wife deserted him. His only son is now living with his father in Samaspur village, Delhi. He took up TSR driving for livelihood. His addiction to smack led him to poverty. He decided to own a TSR by hook or crook. On the day of incident he hired above TSR from Noida T point and forced the driver to stop the TSR near Akshardham temple on a lonely stretch. He forced the driver to get down from the TSR and then he shot the TSR driver in his face with a Deshi Katta. 

 

The weapon of offence i.e. Deshi Katta, one live round and 2 empty cartridges have also been recovered from the accused. 

 

PROFILE OF THE ARRESTED PERSON
Amit s/o Vedprakash r/o Village Jalalabad, PS Gurusahai Ganj,  Kannauj U.P, aged 43-years, Dismissed UP Police Constable, married-now separated, smack addict, seldom goes to his residence and lives vagabond’s life. His previous involvements are being ascertained.
