BRUTAL KILLER ARRESTED 
 

  
 With the arrest of Gaijaomei George Kamei s/o Charingan Kamei r/o Distt. Noney Tamenglong, Manipur (North East Region), North District police has worked out a sensational murder case of one lady namely Lili Kamei (name changed) d/o Athui Kamei r/o Distt. Noney Tamenglong, Manipur (North East Region) whose dead body was found in Kamla Nehru Ridge forest.

Incident and Team 

            In the evening of 14-05-2009, dead body of an unknown female with slit throat was found in the forests of Kamla Nehru Ridge (North). As no eyewitness was found, a case vide FIR No.72/09 u/s 302/201 IPC, PS Civil Lines was registered and the investigation was taken up.  A team consisting Insp.Suraj Bhan (Inspr. Investigation), SI Narender, SI Manish, ASI Ramthirath, ASI Omprakash,  HC Harender,Ct Mahesh and Ct Dushyant under the leadership of Insp Bishan Mohan, SHO Civil Lines under the overall supervision of Smt Vimlesh Yadav, ACP/Civil Lines was formed to identify the deceased and apprehend the culprit.  Sincere efforts were made in the areas inhabited by people of North-East region, Tibetan and Nepalese in Delhi. The photographs of the deceased were shown in these areas.  During investigation, Ms. Easter Kamei, the sister of deceased, informed that the photograph  of unidentified dead body is of Lili Kamei who was missing since 13-5-2009.  No missing report was lodged by Ms. Easter as she was of the view that her sister was safe with Roshan, known to the deceased through her boy friend George. It was also revealed that the deceased was last seen by Ms. Easter when she left for Kamla Nagar Market with Roshan.

Investigation
          During investigation, efforts were made to trace Roshan and George and finally George was nabbed by police team. Initially the accused George tried to distract the police team but after sustained interrogation, he broke-up and confessed of his involvement in the crime.  He told the police that he was in love with the deceased Lili but some misunderstandings arose between them.  He along with Roshan (his nephew) planned to murder his girlfriend Lili. On 13-05-2009, they took Lili to Ridge Forests where they all consumed bear. He asked Langailiu to mend her ways but she did not agree and refused to follow his dictates. Heated arguments took place between them and finding no other option, Roshan clutched her by her mouth and hair and George slit her neck with a sharp-edged knife. Leaving the dead body behind, the duo went home. Next day, Roshan left Delhi evading his arrest. Efforts are afoot to arrest the other accused Roshan.
Profile of Accused Person 

Gaijaomei George Kamei s/o Sh. Charingam Kamei r/o Village Lukhambi P.S Nomey Distt Tamenglong, Manipur is a graduate and is preparing for Civil services (U.P.S.C).  He is having three brothers and four sisters.

CREDIT CARD FRAUD SOLVED – SIX ARRESTED


 
With the arrest of accused persons (1)  Rajeev Talwar R/o Khichri Pur, Delhi (2) Amit Kumar Chikara R/o Vill Karewdi, Haryana (3) Gulshan Kumar R/o Khichri Pur,Delhi (4) Sunil Kumar R/o Khichri Pur (5) Aditya Kumar R/o Mandawali Enclave, Delhi and (6) Hashim Jafarbaxi R/o Joshi Colony, I.P. Extension, Patpar Ganj, Delhi, Amar Colony police of South-East District has solved the Credit Card Fraud vide FIR No. 254/09 U/s 379/419/420 IPC PS Amar Colony 

  
An information was received on 07.04.2009 that one Vijay Kumar Garg R/o Punjabi Bagh had gone for purchases in C-Block Market, East of Kailash from where his ICICI and SBI Credit Cards were missing. Later he came to know that somebody had fraudulently made purchases worth  Rs. One lakh using his credit cards. On his complaint a case was registered vide FIR No. 254/09 U/s 379/419/420 IPC PS Amar Colony in this regard and investigation taken up.

 

In order to apprehend the accused, a team of police personnel headed by Inspr. S.P. Gupta SHO/ Amar Colony, SI Nitin Kumar, SI K.P. Shah, HC Virender, Ct. Krishnan and Ct. Vinod was constituted under the close  supervision of Sh. Ranbir Singh ACP/Lajpat Nagar started investigations.  The team analyzed the records of Electronic Swap Machines of an Electronic Goods Shop at Khichri Pur where stolen ICICI Bank card of the complainant was used and came to know that the bill amount differed to swapped amount and Fake ID was accepted by the shopkeeper.  On further investigation it was revealed that shop owner Rajeev Talwar used to swap already destroyed Credit Cards in complicity with three boys and  used to pay 50 percent of the swapped amount to them. Subsequent to arrest and disclosure of Rajeev Talwar on 24.5.2009 other accused Amit Kumar Chikara and Gulshan Kumar of Khichri Pur area who procured and managed such cards were also  arrested near Ghazi Pur Mandi on 24.5.2009. All the three accused further disclosed that they used other stolen  Credit Card of SBI for fraudulent swap through one Aditya Kumar at Lamya Enterprises at Laxmi Nagar. The owner of the shop was Hashim Jafarbaxi also used to swap fraudulently obtained credit cards of the accused persons and used to pay 50 percent of the swapped amount. Both Aditya Kumar and Hashim Jafarbaxi were arrested on 25.5.2009. 



The accused Amit Kumar Chikara and Sunil Kumar earlier worked for ICICI and ABN AMRO Bank Credit Card Unit and were conversant with the process of  issuance of Credit Cards and its limits. Both used to contact field employees of leading Banks and offer them money in exchange for personal data and Mobile numbers of their Credit Card customers.  Later they call up Card holders and lured them to offer Gold and Platinum Category of Credit Cards with increased Credit limits on their cards. On approaching them they used to obtain their Credit Cards, cut the cards in front of them horizontally  leaving  the  magnetic  strip intact and seek photocopy of their ID and make them believe that new cards with increased credit limit would be dispatched at their residence. Later they used cut pieces of Credit Cards with intact Magnetic Strip for swapping at both the shops. Police has recovered 22 such Credit Cards, Two Swapping Machines, fake IDs and personal details of Credit Card holders of different banks.

Further investigation is in progress.

ROBBERS ARRESTED BY VIGILANT COPS  



Shri Bharat s/o Ram Sijor r/o T-18, Kishan Kunj, Pushta Laxmi Nagar, Delhi who is a TSR driver was waiting for passengers at DTC Bus Stand, near round about Pusa Road towards South Patel Nagar, Delhi on 25.05.09 at about 4 AM.  Meanwhile, 2 boys hired his TSR for Anand Vihar Bus Terminus.  On the way, they asked the TSR driver to take them to Todapur Dashghara first.  After some time, they asked for his mobile phone on the pretext that they had to make an urgent call.  As he gave his mobile phone, they asked him to stop the TSR and asked him to handover all the valuables at knife point.  They robbed him of Rs. 540/- and his mobile phone and went away.  

The complainant rushed to Pusa Road round-about and informed the police staff present there namely ASI Khajan Singh and Ct. Chand.  The police staff along with two public persons namely Hardeep Singh r/o H.No. 3084, Gali No.7, Ranjit Nagar, Delhi (TSR driver) and Naresh Kumar r/o Vill. Shimla, Distt. Jhunjhunu, Rajasthan (driver of Inova Car) reached Todapur Road where the accused boys were going on foot.  At the instance of complainant, both were apprehended.  Their identity was revealed as (1) Ram Bahadur s/o Dil Bahadur r/o T-625, Near Baba Ram Dev Mandir, Baljeet Nagar, Delhi and (2) Vipin s/o Kamal Singh r/o T-695, Gali No.21, Baljeet Nagar, Delhi.  On their search, the looted mobile phone and cash Rs. 540/- were recovered. Two knives used for slaughtering animals were also recovered from their possession.  Subsequently, a case vide FIR No. 206/09 u/s 392/411/34 IPC was registered at P.S. Patel Nagar.  



During investigation, it was revealed that accused Ram Bahadur works in a meat shop at Rajouri Garden and accused Vipin works as a driver.  Both the accused have been sent to judicial custody.

SENSATIONAL BLIND MURDER CASE OF. MALVIYA NAGAR SOLVED: TWO ARRESTED : WEAPON USED IN CRIME ALSO RECOVERED


With the arrest of two accused Hemant Kumar Sharma age 21 years s/o Virender Kumar Sharma r/o Village and Post  Shahpur Phagota, Police Station:- Dhalona, Ghaziabad, U.P. and  Praveen Sharma @ Tinu age 25 years s/o Ram Niwas Sharma r/o 140, First Floor, Arjun Nagar, Safdarjang Enclave, New Delhi,  the South Distt. Police has solved the sensational blind murder case of BabuLal @ Mukul. registered in PS Malviya Nagar vide FIR No.259/09 dated 23.05.2009 u/s 302/34 IPC.  

INCIDENT



On 23.05.09, at about 0100 hours, the night patrolling staff of P.S. Malviya Nagar found a blood stained dead body, covered with a bed sheet and one unattended motorcycle No.DL-3S-BA-0150 near SFS DDA Flats, Sheikh Sarai-I, Side of Ganda Nala Wall, Chirag Delhi and informed the police station. ATO/Malviya Nagar and other staff immediately reached at the spot.  On checking, a gun shot injury was found at the neck of the deceased.  No eye-witness was available and there was no other clue. As such, the case was registered on DD entry and investigation taken up. 

TEAM, INVESTIGATION & ARREST:-



A team comprising of Inspr. Satender Singh (A.T.O.), SI Ajay Kumar, ASIs Gopi Chand and Kamal  Singh, HC's Jai Lal , Mukesh Kumar Ct's Kuldeep, Pradeep, Jai Kumar, Sunder, Manmohan and Mahesh under the leadership of Inspr. Jarnail Singh, SHO/Malviya Nagar and overall supervision of Shri Mehar Singh, ACP, Hauz Khas was constituted to collect information and arrest the accused persons.  




During investigation, the address of the motorcycle owner was ascertained from the registration certificate and the deceased was identified as Babu Lal, @ Mukul, s/o Ram Kishore, r/o M-I-464/8, Sangam Vihar.  In the late night, when the deceased did not reach his house, the family members had also made a PCR call at P.S. Kalkaji.  His family members were called and his identification was confirmed.  The deceased was working in a computer hardware repairing centre at Nehru Place. 



On enquiry, it was revealed that in the last evening, i,e,. on 22.05.09,  he was in touch with one of his friends Mani Bhushan Kumar @ Adarsh, who is working in a computer repairing agency in Chrag Delhi.   Adarsh was called and questioned about the deceased Babu Lal, who stated that he and Babu Lal had taken training of computer hardware and were friends.  In the evening of 22.05.09, the deceased was called by him in Chirag Delhi.  Adarsh met accused Hemant, Praveen and one Nek Ram, who run a security agency in the same premises.  They were already drinking.  On their request, deceased Babu Lal and Adarsh also joined them and brought two more bottles of beer.  While drinking, at about 10 p.m., Hemant and deceased Babu Lal indulged in a quarrel after a verbal exchange.  Praveen also supported Hemant and asked him to teach a lesson to Babu Lal and to kill him.  On this, Hemant took out a country made pistol and fired on Babu Lal.  The bullet hit him on his neck and Babu Lal died there on the spot.   Thereafter, Adarsh and Nek Ram fled from there.  Raids were conducted to apprehend Hemant and Praveen and both were arrested from the area of Chirag Delhi in the night of 25.05.09 at the instance of Adarsh.
 INTERROGATION AND PROFILE:-



On sustained interrogation, they confessed to the crime and further added that after killing Babu Lal, they cleaned the entire cabin and waited there for sometime.  After midnight, they wrapped the dead body in a bed sheet. Praveen drove the motorcycle of the deceased and Hemant sat on the motorcycle with the dead body and threw the dead body in an isolated place and left the motorcycle there.  Thereafter, both of them took a TSR and came to Safdarjang and stayed together in the house of Praveen.  On the way, they also threw the pistol used in the commission of crime and a live cartridge in the green belt area near Safdarjang Development Area.  At their instance, the pistol loaded with fired cartridge and one more live cartridge have also been recovered.  The mobile phone of the deceased and the tool kit bag are yet to be recovered.  The police custody remand of the accused is being taken to effect these recoveries.

Accused Hemant is working as a checker/supervisor in the security agency, whereas Praveen is the proprietor of the agency, which he has taken on lease. Both the accused are distantly related to each other.  


Further investigation is in progress and the other accused shall be arrested shortly.  The members of the police team are being suitably rewarded.

TWO WHEELER AUTO LIFTER GANG BUSTED

NINE VEHICLES RECOVERED

 
South District Police has arrested two members of a gang of auto lifter, who were involved in several cases of Motor Vehicle Thefts in various areas of Delhi. With their arrest, 26 cases of vehicle thefts have been solved and 9 motorcycles have so far been recovered.

INCIDENT, TEAM & ARREST

 In the recent past, several auto lifting cases were reported in Rangpuri and Mahipalpur area of Delhi.  In order to prevent these incidents and nab the criminals involved in these cases, several teams were constituted.  A team of Police Station Vasant Kunj, South District consisting of SI Jai Parkash, HCs Shashi Bhushan, Labh Singh,, Devender, harjeet, Subhash, Thawar Singh, Cts. Surender, Pradeep, Jitender and Shambhaji Rao led by Inspr Satya Pal Singh, SHO/Vasant Kunj and overall supervision of Sh. Bhisham Singh, ACP Mehrauli was formed to collect information and bust the gang involved in these incidents. The team so formed worked relentlessly and collected details of several criminals with similar modus-operandi and activated their secret informers to collect the information about the gangs involved in these auto liftings.  


The team laid a trap on 18.05.2009 at Rangpuri-Mahipal Pur road and started checking of vehicles coming from Rangpuri Delhi side by putting barricades on the road. At around 02.00 AM, a motor-cycle without number plate, with pillion rider coming from Rangpuri Delhi side was signaled to stop. The rider of motor cycle instead of stopping, tried to run away but he was blocked by putting barricades and the occupants were overpowered by the alert staff. The rider of the motor cycle was identified Islam Khan.  He was asked to produce the documents of ownership of the vehicle, but was unable to produce the same. On verification, the   recovered motor cycle was found to be stolen vide FIR No. 188/09 u/s 379 IPC, PS Vasant Kunj.  
INTERROGATION & PROFILE


On interrogation Islam Khan who is the kingpin of the gang disclosed that he along with his other associate is active in Delhi and NCR and they have stolen many vehicles.  On further interrogation they disclosed that they used to come in groups of 2 or 3 from Bharatpur by stolen motorcycle and in the night they used to steel motorcycles from Rangpuri, Mahipal Pur area and further dispose these motorcycles in their neighbouring villages.  They disclosed their involvements in 26 cases.  So far 9 stolen motorcycles have been recovered at their instance.  Further efforts are on to nab other accused, receivers and to recover remaining mororcycles.  


Accused Islam Khan is involved in auto lifting and theft 26 vehicles from Delhi and NCR alongwith accused Imrat Khan and accused Imrat Khan is also wanted in Gurgaon in auto lifting cases.

GANG OF INTERSTATE BANGLADESHI DACOITS BUSTED : 7 ARRESTED  SEVERAL SENSATIONAL CASES OF DACOITY/ROBBERY OF DELHI & NCR  SOLVED/ 3 COUNTRY MADE PISTOLS ALONGWITH LIVE CARTRIDGES, 2 CHOPPERS, 2 IRON RODS, GOLD AND SILVER JEWELLERY WORTH LAKHS RECOVERED TILL NOW

 
South District Police has arrested seven desperate interstate Bangladeshi dacoits, who were involved in several cases of dacoity/ robbery in Delhi and NCR, and recovered three loaded country made pistols along with six live cartridges, two choppers, two iron rods used for breaking lockers and jewellery worth several lakhs  from their possession.

INCIDENT & TEAM

In the intervening night of 22/23.05.09, complainant Sh, Satender Kumar s/o Laxman Singh r/o House No.A-181, Gali No.-6, Mandawli Extn. Delhi was sleeping in his house. He woke up after hearing some noise and found that 3 /4 persons are trying to break the lock of his steel almirah. He immediately raised an alarm.  On this, one of them injured him with a knife and all the accused decamped with cash and gold jewellery. The neighbours also woke up after hearing the noise and tried to apprehend the accused but the accused opened fire and managed to escape. 


Just after the above incident in the same night at around 2.30 a.m., the dacoits entered House No. E-12/228 MCD Flats, Nand Nagri armed with Desi Katta and choppers, tied all members of the family with rope and looted Rs 1, 60.000/- (approximately) and jewellery which was kept by the victim for the marriage of his daughter scheduled to be solemnized in the first week of June. 


These incidents were widely highlighted in the media which sensationalized the incident. Several teams were constituted all over Delhi to solve these sensational cases. A team of Special Staff of South District consisting of SIs, Surinder Dahiya, Sanjeev Kumar, Jeet Singh, Aishvir Singh, Balbir Mann, ASIs Gyanender, Ashok Kumar,  and Mahinder Kumar HCs, Vijay Kumar, Shyamvir Singh, Bir Singh, Shiv Kumar, Hawa Singh, Sheo Ram, Mahabir, Ramesh, Ram Kishan, Rajinder Singh, Vinod Kumar, Rajesh, Bhoop Singh, Satish, Shailesh, Manoj, Raj Kumar Cts Raghubir, Vijay, Virendar Nagar, Ashok Kumar, Rajbeer Singh, Vikas and Shailender was formed under the leadership of Inspector Vijay Singh, I/C Special Staff and supervision of Sh K.S.Bhatnagar ACP/Operations to collect the information and apprehend the accused persons. The team so formed worked relentlessly and collected details of several criminals with similar modus-operandi and activated secret informers to collect the information about the criminals involved in these incidents. These details were analyzed minutely and on the basis of secret information, it came to fore that gang of Bangladeshi criminals headed by one Dullal might be involved in these incidents The hard work of team bore fruit and on 25.05.2009 a specific information was received through reliable source in the office of Special Staff, South that 7/8 Bangladeshi criminals who are involved in such type of incidents would assemble at DDA Park near T.B.Hospital around 3.00 P.M. to commit dacoity in a farm house in the area of Mehrauli.

ARREST & INTERROGATION

The team laid a trap on 25.05.09 at DDA Park near T.B. Hospital, Meharuli, as per information and apprehended all the above mentioned seven accused from there. On their personal search, three loaded country made pistols alongwith three live cartridges were recovered from the possession of accused Dullal, Muneer (Chhotta) and Mohd. Haroon.  Two big Choppers were recovered from the possession of Mohd. Muneer and Mohd. Rahim.  Two heavy iron roads to be used for breaking the lockers were recovered from the possession of Kamaal and Saquir. Accordingly, all the accused were arrested vide FIR No. 267/09 u/s 399/402 IPC & 25 A.Act PS Meharuli,  Delhi.


During sustained interrogation, Dullal disclosed that on the intervening night of 22/23.05.09, he along with his accomplices namely Muneer (Chhotta), Kamaal, Mohd. Muneer, Mohd. Haroon, Mohd. Rahim entered the house of a businessman of Harsh Vihar Delhi about whom a specific information was provided by Saquir He shared this information with his accomplices. When they were trying to open the locker of steel almirah one person sleeping inside the room woke up and raised an alarm. Rahim inflicted injuryon  him by chopper and overpowered him, but he continued raising alarm. On this, some of the neighbours also woke and started pelting stones. Finding surrounded by the public, Muneer and Haroon opened fire and managed to escape along with booty.  After committing this crime, they all gathered in District Park and planned to commit another crime. They entered another house in MCD flats of Nand Nagri,  and after tying all family members of two houses decamped with cash and jewellery at gunpoint. 

Apart from these two recent sensational incidents, they also disclosed their involvement in commission of following crimes:

· On 16.03.09, they committed an armed dacoity in the house of a retired BSF personnel in Safidon, District Jind, Haryana and decamped with looted cash and jewellery (FIR No.113/09 PS Safido)

· On 12.02.09, they committed an armed dacoity in a house in Panipat city (FIR No.138/09 PS Panipat City).

· On 17.05.09, they committed series of burglaries in three houses in the area of Bijwasan (FIR No.108/09 PS Kapashera)

· On 20.04.09, they committed a robbery with the help of domestic servant in the area of Shastri Nagar (FIR No.101/09, PS Sarai Rohilla)

· On16.05.09, they committed a dacoity in the area of Bhopura, Sahibabad, Ghaziabad and after tying the family members decamped with looted cash and jewellery.

PROFILE 


All these Bangladeshi accused have previously been arrested. They used to take help of Bangladeshi females working as domestic helps to commit crimes and after commission of crime, they used to keep their weapons with these females.


Dullal  born in 1984 in Bangladesh studied up to 8th standard in his village. He came to India in 1998 with a tout, reached Gandhi Nagar, Delhi and started working with a scrap dealer. Later, he came in contact with Bangladeshi criminals namely Bachhu and Muneer and murdered one of his relative namely Firoz over some money dispute in the area of PS Seelampur and remained in jail up to one and half year. After release on bail, he became more desperate and formed his own gang.  During the end of 2002 year, he was again arrested in a case of Dacoity by Preet Vihar Police and remained in jail about two years. He was again arrested by the Seelampur police for planning to commit a dacoity.  He was released on bail one year back and went to Panipat and committed the above mentioned series of sensational crimes. 

Mohd. Haroon came to Delhi 20 years ago with his brother-in-law and started living in the area of Seema Puri. He started committing crimes in the year 1995 and has earlier been arrested by the police of PS Mansarovar Park and Welcome in the year 1995 and 2005, respectively.  


Muneer (Chootta) had been running his own gang and indulged in several cases of burglaries in various parts of Delhi and NCR.  Some of the members of his gang were arrested by the Mandawali Police in the recent past, but he managed to escape and joined the gang of Dullal.


Kamaal is the right hand of Dullal.  He used to bring accomplices from Bangladesh and induct them in the gang headed by Dullal.  He not only participated in commission of these crimes but also he was instrumental in disposing off the looted articles.


Saquir resides in Harsh Vihar.  On his information, this gang committed the sensational dacoity at Harsh Vihar as he also resides in the same street.


Rahim and Muneer Hussain are close accomplices of Dullal and have actively participated in all the sensational crimes committed by this gang.

Investigation of the case is in progress and efforts are being made to effect more recoveries and ascertain their other involvements. Members of the team are being suitably rewarded.
