GANG OF DESPERATE ROBBERS/AUTO LIFTERS BUSTED:  FIVE ACCUSED ARRESTED AND SIX CASES OF ROBBERY/AUTO LIFTING WORKED OUT AND STOLEN VEHICLES RECOVERD. 


With the arrest of Anil Kumar (20 years) s/o Javar Singh r/o A-263, Gali No. 5, Prem Vihar, Karawal Nagar, Delhi, Kaushal Singh (22 years) s/o Rajinder Singh r/o Leelu Gujjar ka Makaan, Gali No. 3, Pakki Khajoori, Delhi, Mehtaab (32 years) s/o Haji Mohd. Yameen r/o Pahalwan ka Bera, Jhandewali Building, Second Pushta, Usmanpur, Delhi, Pradeep Kumar (33 years) s/o Javar Singh r/o A-263, Gali No. 5, Prem Vihar, Karawal Nagar, Delhi and Amit Kumar @ Bhola (18 years) s/o Ved Prakash r/o 742, D-3, Nehru Vihar, Dayalpur, Delhi, the staff of PS S.P. Badli have busted a notorious gang of robbers/autolifters.  Stolen auto rickshaw, mobile phone, three wheels/tyres, one battery and an auto rickshaw used in commission of crime recovered and 6 cases of robberies/auto thefts worked out.  

BRIEF FACTS / INCIDENT:

On 20.12.10 at 3.53 am, a PCR call was received vide DD No. 7 B regarding four persons, who came in a TSR attacked on Bhim Singh and his driver Surjeet Singh near Gurudwara, G.T. Karnal Road and robbed his Tractor, mobile phone and cash Rs. 2500/-.  The call was assigned to SI Bupesh who along with staff immediately reached at the spot.  The injured Surjeet (driver of tractor) was taken to S.R.H. Hospital, Narela where the Doctors declared him brought dead.  

Statement of complainant Sh. Bhim Singh s/o Sh. Jagir Singh r/o Village Jhuppa District Palwal (Haryana) was recorded who stated that he along with driver Surjeet s/o Sh. Darshan Sing r/o 147, Prashu Pandit Mool Singh, Milakpur Tehsil, District Ramgarh, Alwar had left for Narela Mandi from his village in a Tractor (bearing registration No. HR-30G-4498).  When they reached near Gurdwara Siraspur, four boys who came in a TSR (auto rickshaw) intercepted their Tractor.  They attacked on them and robbed his mobile phone, Tractor and cash Rs. 2500/-.  Accordingly, on the statement of Sh. Bhim Singh, a case vide FIR 404/10 dated 20.12.10 u/s 393/397/302/34 IPC PS S.P. Badli was registered and investigation taken up. 

INVESTIGATION:


In order to arrest the accused persons, a team comprising of Inspr. Rajender Dubbey, SI Satish Kumar, D-3691, SI Sandeep Kumar, D-532, SI Gurav Kumar, D-4237, HC Begraj, 103/OD, HC Amarjeet, 1366/OD, HC Pawan Kumar, 924/OD, HC Pradeep No. 3135/OD, HC Gajender No. 3109/OD, HC Anil Kumar No. 192/OD, Ct. Rajesh Kumar No. 796/OD, Ct. Deepak No. 2531/OD, Ct. Rajeev No. 2351/OD and W/Ct. Urmila No. 1858/OD, headed by Inspr. Dharamvir Singh, SHO/S.P. Badli was constituted under the overall supervision of Sh. Rajesh Kaushik, ACP/S.P. Badli.  During the course of investigation, Jail/bail released robbers / auto lifters were verified and close watch kept over their activities.  Besides, sources were deployed to have any clue or information about the culprits which finally brought results.  On 22/01/11, during the course of investigation, a secret information was received that robbed mobile phone of the complainant was being used by one Mr. Rahul s/o Raju Singh r/o H. No. 3, 33 Feet Road, Palchal Vihar, Karawal Nagar, Delhi.  On enquiry, Rahul told that he had bought this phone from his neighbor Anil.  On enquiry, initially Anil tried to mislead the police but on sustained interrogation, he broke out and confessed his involvement in the recent robbery of tractor near Siraspur Gurdwara on 20.12.10 along with his associates namely Kaushal Singh, Mehtaab and Amit Kumar @ Bhola.  He disclosed that they operate under the direction of their gang leader Pradeep Kumar who used to provide them vehicle for using the same in commission of crime and used to dispose of the robbed vehicles.  A knife was recovered from the possession of accused Anil.  At the instance of accused Anil, all the accused persons namely Kaushal Singh, Mehtaab, Amit Kumar @ Bhola and Pradeep Kumar (gang leader) were arrested from Bhajanpura Chowk who were sitting in the TSR and recovered a screw driver used in commission of crime.  Besides, TSR used in commission of crime was also seized.  

INTERROGATION :


During the course of sustained interrogation, all the accused confessed their involvement in the robbery-cum-murder case of PS S.P. Badli.  They also disclosed their previous involvements in other  6 cases of robbery in P.S. Alipur, P.S. Kalyan Puri, P.S. Pandav Nagar and P.S. Khajuri Khas.
MODUS OPERANDI :


The modus operandi of the gang is to consume alcohol, ganja and Goli No. 10 (a psychotropic substance) simultaneously and commit the robberies / snatchings of auto rickshaw and tractors in the state of stupefaction which emboldens them.  

They used to hire auto rickshaw and get the same halted at the isolated place on the pretext to pass the urine.  As soon as the driver of auto rickshaw stops, they rob the same on the point of knife after beating him severely.  After that they used to rob / steal tractors by using the robbed auto rickshaw at G.T.K. Road or nearby rural areas.  If they found that trolley is attached with the tractor, they used to leave at the spot or some isolated place.  They used to dispose of the robbed/stolen tractors in Kashganj in UP to one Gupta.  

Later on, after using the robbed auto rickshaw in 2-3 robberies, they used to dismantle the same by removing its wheels/tyres, battery, engine and other spare parts and leave the skeleton of auto rickshaw abandoned at isolated place.  The spare parts of auto rickshaw are sold to one Manoj in Nand Nagri, Delhi (dent/paint mechanic in a workshop).  In some cases, accused used to change the engine number of TSR and dispose of the same through one Manoj. 

Accused also used to dispose of the engines of auto rickshaw in remote areas of Bulandshehar, Etah and Kashganj in UP for using the same in ‘Jugad’ (an improvised vehicle to carry the passengers or agricultural articles).

PROFILE OF THE ACCUSED PERSONS:

1. Anil Kumar (20 years) s/o Javar Singh r/o A-263, Gali No. 5, Prem Vihar, Karawal Nagar, Delhi has studied up to 12th class.  He is unmarried.  He was released on bail from jail on 28.08.10 in a theft case of Paschim Vihar.  He is an auto rickshaw driver.  His father is an electrician.  He is brother of accused Pradeep (gang leader).  Accused Anil is previously involved in following 3 cases and his other involvements are being ascertained :

a. FIR No. 185/10 dated 18.06.10 u/s 356/379/34 IPC PS Paschim Vihar.

b. FIR No. 189/10 dated 22.06.10 u/s 356/379/34 IPC PS Paschim Vihar.

c. FIR No. 127/08 dated 23.07.08 u/s 379 IPC PS Karawal Nagar.

2. Kaushal Singh (22 years) s/o Rajinder Singh r/o Leelu Gujjar ka Makaan, Gali No. 3, Pakki Khajoori, Delhi is a school dropout.  He is unmarried. He is presently working as driver with Jaimatadi Tour and Travels, Bhjanpura. His father works as driver on New Magic Taxi. He was released from Jail on bail on 28.10.10.  He is previously involved in the following cases:- 

a. FIR No. 185/10 dated 18.06.10 u/s 356/379/34 IPC PS Paschim Vihar.

b. FIR No. 189/10 dated 22.06.10 u/s 356/379/34 IPC PS Paschim Vihar.

3. Mehtaab (32 years) s/o Haji Mohd. Yameen r/o Pahalwan ka Bera, Jhandewali Building, Second Pushta, Usmanpur, Delhi is illiterate.  He has solemnized two marriages.   He is mason by profession. He is a drug addict and consumes alcohol, ganja, and Pill No. 10. His more previous involvements are being ascertained. 
4. Pradeep Kumar (33 years) s/o Javar Singh r/o A-263, Gali No. 5, Prem Vihar, Karawal Nagar, Delhi studied up to 10th standard.   He is married and has two children. He was released from Jail on 12.10.10. He owns an auto rickshaw No. DL 1RF 2588 which he drives to earn his livelihood and provides the same to his associates for commission of crime. He is previously involved in the following cases:-

a. FIR No. 180/10 dated 13.06.10 u/s 379 IPC PS Paschim Vihar.

b. FIR No. 93/10 dated 30.03.10 u/s 379 IPC PS Geeta Colony.

c. FIR No. 73/10 dated 10.05.10 u/s 379 IPC PS Mandir Marg.

d. FIR No. 219/04 dated 01.07.04 u/s 379 IPC PS I.P.Estate.

e. He is also confessed his involvements in 4 cases of auto theft in PS Bara Hindu Rao.

5. Amit Kumar @ Bhola (18 years) s/o Ved Prakash r/o 742, D-3, Nehru Vihar, Dayalpur, Delhi, is illiterate and looks after a buffalo and a cow kept by his father. His father owns two auto rickshaws which are driven by his uncle and a driver. He is rebellious kind of character. He ran away from his family and started living with Mehtaab before he committed this crime. His previous involvements are being ascertained.

1. One mobile phone (make Nokia).

2. Auto rickshaw No. DL 1RF 2588 used in the commission of crime. 

3. Screw driver and a knife (khukri type) used in the commission of crime. 

4. Robbed auto rickshaw bearing fake registration No. DL 1RF 7161.

SEX RACKET BUSTED: 3 PROSTITUTES ALONG WITH  3 PIMPs  ARRESTED

The staff of PS K.N. Katju Marg has busted a sex racket and arrested five prostitutes alongwith pimp who were operating through a Honda City Car.
BRIEF FACTS / INCIDENT:

On 26.01.2011 at about 05.00 PM, Insp. Sanjeev Kumar, S.H.O/K.N. Katju Marg received a secret information about the activities of prostitution being operated through a Honda City Car near District Park, Sector 16, Rohini. The facts were verified and a raiding party under the supervision of Inspector Sanjeev Gautam comprising of SI Rajesh Kumar, HC Ashok Kumar No.311/OD, W/HC Runa Rathor No.560/OD, L/Ct. Kamla No.1853/OD was constituted by involving a public witness. It was found that one person along with  girls was alluring   public at a  public  place for indulging in prostitution in a Honda City Car bearing registration No DL 4CJ 1817. A public witness was  detailed as decoy customer to negotiate a deal for procuring the girls. He was  given Rs. 1,000/- of Rs 500/- denomination duly signed for negotiating the deal. After finalization of deal, the customer gave a signal to the police party already available there. The raiding party immediately apprehended 1pimp namely Vikas Gupta s/o Madan Gupta r/o A-10 A, Rama Vihar, Begampur, Delhi and other 2 lady pimps r/o vikaspuri and uttam nagar and three girls. The two signed notes given for negotiating the deal were recovered from the possession of Vikas Gupta (Pimp). Accordingly, a case FIR No 40/11 dated 26/01/11 U/S 4, 5 and 8 ITP Act PS KNK Marg has been registered and investigation taken up. 
INTERROGATION & MODUS-OPERANDI:

On interrogation, accused Vikas Gupta disclosed that he alongwith Teena and Kareena (name changed) he used to procure the girls from Mumbai on a monthly contract of Rs one lac each. Prostitute Meena (name changed) was earlier operating in Mumbai. She came in contact with Vikas Gupta as he was already in contact with the pimps of Mumbai for procuring the girls. Vikas Gupta brought Meena from Mumbai and when she found  it to be a more comfortable and profitable profession in Delhi, she also brought her friend Niharika (name changed) from Hoogli, West Bengal on the same terms & conditions. The pimps Vikas Gupta, Teena and Kareena used to allure the businessmen, property dealers and traders of Rohini, Uttam Nagar & Vikas Puri and charge Rs 5,000/- for each deal. They also used to provide accommodation and liquor for the purpose of prostitution at their houses by additional charges of Rs 2000/-. As per contracts with girls, there is no limit as to how many times the girl will be provided to the customers during the contract period of one month. The pimps used to target traders and businessmen of  Uttam Nagar and Vikaspuri.
PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSONS:

Vikas Gupta (28 Years) s/o Madan Gupta r/o A-10/A, Rama Vihar, Begam Pur, Delhi is a school dropout. He had earlier worked in a factory in Badli Industrial Area and a tent house in Pahar Ganj. He is involved in the flesh  trade for the last about one year.

RECOVERIES MADE:

Honda City Car No DL 4CJ 1817 used in commission of crime.

Two signed notes of Rs 500/- denomination used by decoy customers.

A team of officers of Crime Branch led by Insp. Arvind Kumar and consisting of SI Narender, HC Hanuman, HC Dinesh, HC Bachchu Singh, Ct.  Ajay, Ct. Rohtash and Ct. Suresh under the supervision of ACP Udaivir Singh Rathi have apprehended Amit@ Mittu wanted in a case of car jacking of Palam Vihar, Gurgaon.  
Information was received by HC Kuldeep that on 24/01/2011 Amit @ Mittu, wanted in a case of car jacking would be coming near Aushman Chowk Sec-12 Dwarka, New Delhi to meet his associates.  A trap was laid and Amit @ Mittu (aged 26 years) s/o Jagatram R/o Bawana, Delhi was apprehended.

Amit @ Mittu was subjected to intensive interrogation.  He disclosed that he had studied upto 12th standard and after that he drove a taxi at IGI Airport.  It was revealed during interrogation that he alongwith his associates on 04/12/2008 had conspired and shot dead Mahender Singh in his house in Ritholi, Rohtak.  Again on 31.12.2008 in the jurisdiction of Sirhind, Punjab, they shot dead Padam Dalal a taxi driver at IGI Airport.  In both the cases the associates of Amit @ Mittu had previous enmity with the persons shot dead.  Amit @ Mittu was apprehended by Haryana Police on 05.01.2009 and remained in jail in both the cases till he was bailed out in June, 2010.  On his release from jail he alongwith his associates robbed a Toyota Corolla at Palam Vihar.  His associates were apprehended and Amit @ Mittu was absconding.  
Amit @ Mittu claims to be employed as a reporter in a local news channel in the name of “Khabar Aap Tak”. The car recovered from the possession of Amit @ Mittu also contains press sticker of “Khabar Aap Tak”.  Amit @ Mittu was also found to be carrying Identity Card of NGO “Jiwan Sewa Ek Paryas”,  
Police Station Palam Vihar has been informed about his arrest.

GANG OF CHEATS WHO USED INTERNATIONAL BANKS DATA FOR PREPARING CLONED/FORGED  DEBIT/CREDIT CARDS BUSTED: TWO CHEATS ARRESTED : 87 CREDIT/DEBIT CARDS OF SEVERAL BANKS, TWO MAGNETIC STRIP  READER MACHINES & ONE PRINTING MACHINE SPECIALLY DESGINED FOR PREPARING CLONED CARDS RECOVERED

 
With the arrest of two accused, the South District Police has busted the gang of cheats involved in cheating by using cloned/forged credit/debit cards of different International banks and data of international customers. They used these forged cards at various outlets of Delhi and NCR.  87 cloned Credit/Debits cards of various banks, two magnetic script reader machines, one specially designed machine used to prepare cloned/forged cards, fake stamps and data of credit cards have been recovered from their possession. It is worthwhile to mention here that this gang has used data of international customers only.

ACCUSED ARRESTED:

1. Dharmesh age 24 years s/o Late Gajender  r/o House No. 303, Laxmi Plaza, Nala Sopora (East), Mumbai

2. Rashid Sheikh age 24 years s/o Khurshid Sheikh r/o M-Wing, Nagin Dass Para, Nala Sopara, Mumbai

INCIDENT & TEAM:
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On 23.01.2011, one Ajay Yadav  a  Manager of Axis Bank filed a complaint regarding cheating committed by some unknown persons with the help of  cloned Credit/Debit Cards in the names of various customers of the bank which caused huge loss to the bank. These cheating incidents came into the notice of bank officials after objections were raised by the concerned customers. In the complaint, bank officials alleged that all the cards were of their international customers who also operated in India. On this complaint, a case of cheating vide FIR No. 35/11 u/s 419/420/468/471/34 IPC was registered at Police Station Saket, Delhi and investigation was taken up. 


Several similar incidents were also reported in various parts of Delhi and NCR. To solve these incidents and to apprehend the culprits involved in these incidents, a team of Special Staff of South District consisting of SI Jeet Singh,  HCs Ram Kishan, Manoj, Mahender, Hawa Singh, Sheo Ram, Premjeet, Rajesh, Bhoop, Vijay, Pratap, Tara Chand Constables Naresh, Sandeep, Harkesh and Dvr. Ct. Lakhvinder was formed under the supervision of Inspector Aishvir Singh, I/c Special Staff and Sh. Kulwant Singh ACP operations South District. 

ARREST, INTERROGATION & MODUS-OPERANDI:


The team so formed worked relentlessly to collect the information and deployed sources in the area. It was reported in the complaint that most of the datas hacked by the culprits belonged to international customers. So team conducted a very specific and hard work to collect the data from various outlets of malls and shops from where all purchasing was done and it came to fore that all the data hacked belonged to  international customers of various banks and later on cloned cards were prepared in the Indian names and purchasing was done.

  The hard work of team bore fruits and it was established that members of the gang involved in these incidents were presently residing somewhere in Gurgaon in rented accommodation. Subsequently, their hideouts were traced and raids were conducted at the hideouts of accused persons, but it was learnt that the suspects had already left their hideouts after getting inkling about police complaint by the bank officials. The police team activated their sources to collect the information regarding the members of this gang and surveillance on and around the malls in Delhi and adjoining areas was mounted. 


On 25.01.2011 specific information was received through a reliable source that members of this gang are in MGF Mall Saket and are planning to purchase goods by using fake/cloned cards. On this information, the above mentioned team immediately swung into action and apprehended two members of this gang viz. Rashid Sheikh and Dharmesh both residents of Nara Sopara, Mumbai.  Several forged/cloned debit/credit cards were recovered from their possession.


During sustained interrogation of both the accused, it was revealed that accused persons came in contact with one Ahmed through one of their common friends in Mumbai and they became fast friends. They hatched a plan to prepare clone of credit cards and debit cards to earn quick and easy money. The accused persons are experts in data hacking and as such they decided to hack the data of foreigner customers only because they rarely file a complaint in India. 


Rashid and Dharmesh possess very good knowledge of computer and they purchased credit/debit card reader. They all have got expertise in hacking and stealing the data.  After getting the desired data, they used to attach the data reader to computer and get all the data transferred to their computer and thereafter they used to prepare cloned card with the help of specially designed card printer machine made in France. They also prepared there fake Photo IDs and carried the same with them to avoid suspicion.  Once they prepared the clone of the cards, they purchased expensive items like gold ornaments, laptops, expensive mobile phones, branded clothes, perfumes and other electronic and household items from the malls/shops and sold these items in grey market. They had cheated several banks and caused loss of several lacs of rupees to their customers. 

PROFILE:- 

Rashid Sheikh was born in 1987 in Nara Supora, Mumbai. He has studied up to 7th standard in an Islamic Boarding School at Bharouch Gujarat. After that he left the study and came back to Mumbai where he started working in the firm of renowned fashion designer Manish Malhotra as an assistant helper. During this period, he fell in the bad company of cheats and started preparing forged bank drafts. He was earlier arrested in the year 2010 by the Kolaba Police, Mumbai for his involvement in a cheating case and he remained in jail for three months. After release on bail he came in contact with Ahmed and Dharmesh and they all hatched a plan to prepare cloned/forged cards. 

 
Dharmesh was born in 1986 in Bhyander Mumbai. He has studied up to class 8th in Cross High School. He left the study and started working in a wholesale shop at Dadar West. During this period, he came in contact with one Alim Sheikh of Andheri West, Mumbai and learnt cloning of cards from him. Alim Sheikh introduced himself with Ahmed and Rashid Sheikh and they became fast friends. 

RECOVERY:-

1. 87 cloned debit and credit cards of various banks containing data of foreigner customers.

2. Two magnetic strip reader machines out of which one is portable and easily carry to one place to other. 

3. One specially designed Embosser machine made in France used for preparing cloned debit/credit cards which has been caught first time in North India.  

4. One fake driving license in the name of Vijay Shokeen having photograph of Dharmesh.

5. One fake PAN card

6. 70 blank plastic cards having magnetic strip.

7. Two  Macbook laptops.

8. One Dell laptop 

9. One Blackberry mobile phone.

10. One Dell mobile phone.

11. One Canon video/still camera.

12. Electronic items, branded clothes, perfume, bags and other goods purchased from clone cards worth lakhs.


Further investigation of the case is in progress and efforts are being made to arrest the absconding accused and to ascertain their other involvements.

Under the supervision of Sh. Romil Baaniya, ACP/G.Nagar, Delhi a team led by HC Rohtash Kumar, Const. Abodh Kumar, Const. Virender, Const. Manoj and Const. Rakesh was deployed near Jain Dhaba, Jheel Chowk, Geeta Colony to work out the mobile theft case of Police Station Geeta Colony, Delhi.
INCIDENT

On 21st January 2011, Sh. Jaspal Singh r/o X/160 Ram Nagar, Tagore Gali Gandhi Nagar, Delhi reported to the police station Geeta Colony, Delhi that on 19th January 2011 at about 10 PM he along with his son went to Jain Dhaba, Jheel Chowk, Geeta Colony, Delhi to bring food.  There was heavy rush in the Dhaba. Someone took away two mobile phones from the pocket of his son Daspreet Singh.  On his statement a case vide FIR No. 23/11 u/s 379 IPC Police Station Geeta Colony, Delhi was registered and investigation entrusted to HC Rohtash Kumar.  Since the Dhaba had CCTV installed, the accused were identified on analyzing the CCTV footage with the help of the complainant and photographs developed.  On 21st January 2011 at about 8 PM a trap was laid near Jain Dhaba, Jheel Chowk, Geeta Colony, Delhi. At about 9.40 PM three persons came on a M/Cycle in front of Jain Dhaba. They parked the M/Cycle and out of them two persons came towards Jain Dhaba. After identifying those with the photographs both the persons were over powered by the staff and other person who was standing with M/Cycle, managed to flee.  Later on, both the accused were identified as Mohd. Faisal and Mohd. Rizwan.  3 mobiles each were recovered from them at the spot. 

INTERROGATION

During the interrogation, the accused revealed the names of other gang members as Shakil,  Aabid and Nasir, residents of Jaffarabad and Khureji. Shakil was the person who had escaped from the spot and the gang leader. On verification, it is found that the M/Cycle No. DL 13S H3872 FZ YAMAHA was stolen from the area of Police Station Seelam Pur vide case FIR No. 274/10 u/s 379 IPC. Usually they visit wine shops, marriage homes etc. during heavy rush and steal mobile phones from there. They sell the stolen mobiles to the dealers of J & K, Nepal and other states of India.  Total 55 stolen mobiles were recovered from the houses of both accused at their instance. IMEI Nos. of these mobiles are being verified to ascertain the ownership and linking the same to cases, if any, registered in this regard.
