· Gang of cheats involved in net banking fraud busted.
· 136 SIM Cards of various service providers, 5 Data Cards, 5 Pen Drives, One PC containing stolen data of one crore persons, 3 Laptops, fake Debit/Credit Cards of various banks and other incriminatory articles in huge quantity recovered.
 

Special staff, South District has arrested three cheats namely Saket Anand (21 years), Anthony Chienedu @ Tony (34 years) and Ujjawal Anand @ Ujjawal Rana (21 years), who were indulging in net banking frauds and have worked out a recent case of cheating.  With their arrest, 136 SIM Cards of various service providers, 5 Data Cards, 5 Pen Drives, One PC containing stolen data of one crore persons, 3 Laptops, fake Debit / Credit Cards of various banks and other incriminatory articles in huge quantity have been recovered.

 Brief facts :

            On 23.07.13, Sh. Arun Aggarwal (complainant) r/o South Extension, New Delhi received an SMS alert on his mobile phone from ICICI Bank that Rs. 5,000/- had been withdrawn from his ICICI Bank account.  It was quite surprising for him as he had not withdrawn any amount from the bank.  Next day, a similar SMS alert was also received on his mobile phone.  In this regard, he made a complaint to the bank. While the same was being enquired into by the bank, he again received an SMS alert on 02.08.13 that similar withdrawals have been made from his another account at OBC Bank.  Next day, when he went to OBC Bank, he was shocked to find that 33 transactions each of withdrawal of Rs 5,000/- had been made within two hours in the previous night from his OBC Bank Account. In total, an amount of Rs 1.65 Lacs had been fraudulently transferred from his OBC Bank Account to unknown accounts through net banking.  Later, Sh. Arun Aggarwal filed a complaint at PS Hauz Khas. A case vide FIR No. 288/13 dated 02.8.13 u/s 420/379 IPC & 66 IT Act PS Hauz Khas was accordingly registered and investigation taken up.

 Investigation :

           In order to arrest the criminals involved in such activities, a team led by Inspector Jasmohinder Chaudhari, I/C Special Staff, South District was found under supervision of Shri Kulwant Singh, ACP/Ops.  Inspr. Neeraj Kumar, SHO/Hauz Khas and Inspr. Raghubir Singh (Inspr. Investigation of PS Hauz Khas) along with other staff also joined the team.

During the course of Investigation, it was revealed that the money was transferred through net banking and all the withdrawals were surprisingly for Rs 5,000/- only.  It was also found that all the messages of transfer of money were made from a single location within a period of 2 hours.  It was also found that the money was transferred to 5 different bank accounts of Bhagalpur, Bihar.  Further, all the transferred money was withdrawn from Bhagalpur, Bihar within an hour of the money being transferred to these bank accounts.  For further investigation, a team was sent to Bhagalpur, Bihar immediately, which revealed that all the addresses of the bank accounts were correct but the account holders were not residing on these addresses.   The team developed criminal intelligence and on the basis of secret information, the team apprehended accused Saket Anand and Ujjawal Anand from the area of Laxmi Nagar, Delhi.  On search, mobile phones used in the commission of the crime were also recovered from their possession.  On verification of data from their computer and laptops, it was revealed that it contained the data of over one crore people.

Interrogation :

During interrogation, both accused tried to mislead the police party but later they broke down and confessed to have committed the crime. At the instance of both accused, their associate namely Anthony Chienedu @ Tony was also arrested from Dabri Extension, Delhi.  They disclosed to have cheated around 100 people by adopting the same modus operandi.  

Modus operandi :

 As per the disclosure of accused persons, there is a group of ‘Hackers’, who operate from abroad and other places of India.  They fraudulently obtain the Email IDs of customers of various banks.  Then, they would send a ‘Malware’ affected attachments (a virus) to all such IDs.  When the customer opens the same and downloads the virus affected attachments, it creates a parallel folder of that customer with the Hacker.  Thereafter, when the customer used his internet for net banking, his all data will also be stored in the Hacker’s computer also. Then, the Hacker would get the access to operate the customer’s bank account, as if it was his own.  Then, the Hacker got the mobile number of the customer blocked so that SMS alert was not received by him. As soon as the number was blocked, the hacker passed on the details to these persons to transfer the money from the account of the customer to various bogus accounts.
 Profile of accused persons :
 
1. Saket Anand (21 Years) S/o Anil Kumar Mandal R/o Behind Marwadi Pathshala, Patal Babu Road, Bhagalpur, Bihar is presently residing at F-76B, Third Floor, Street No. 3, Laxmi Nagar, Delhi. He is pursuing B. Tech. in Computer Science from a prestigious University in Ghaziabad, UP.  He is unmarried.  He has father, mother, one brother and one sister in his family. 
2. Ujjawal Anand @ Ujjawal Rana (21 Years) s/o Vimal Mandal R/o Quarter No 77, East Railway Colony, Mozahidpur, Bhagalpur, Bihar is presently residing at F-76B, Third Floor, Street No 3, Laxmi Nagar, Delhi.  He is pursuing BCA from a prestigious college in Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh. 
3. Anthony Chienedu @ Tony (34 Years) S/o Egmuonwo Chienedu is a Nigerian national and presently residing at H. No. E-58, Dabri Extension, Delhi.  He came to India on Business Visa in 2010.
 Recoveries :

1. 136 SIM Cards of different service providers used in crime.
2. 20 mobile phones used in crime.
3. One computer containing stolen data of more than one crore people and various software meant for cheating.
4. 5 Data Cards
5. 5 Pen Drives.
6. 3 Laptops.
7. Fake Debit / Credit Cards of various banks.
8. Fake Bank Accounts.
9. Various other incriminatory material.
 

Further investigation of case is in progress. Efforts are being made to affect more recoveries and to arrest their other associates. Police personnel involved in good work are being rewarded suitably.

The police team of STF, South District has arrested two snatchers namely Sumit @ Gappa (22 years) s/o Veer Singh r/o C-66/15, Bangali Colony, Churiya Mohalla, Tughlakabad, Delhi and Vasudev Dass @ Bouna (20 years) r/o H. No. 73, Gali No. 15, Bangali Colony, Churiya Mohalla, Tughlakabad, Delhi and recovered two snatched mobile phones and motor cycle used in commission of crime.

BRIEF FACTS :


On 22.08.13, on receipt of a secret information, a team of STF, South District comprising SI Arvind, HCs Mukesh, Randhawa, Suresh, Asgar, Umesh, Ajit and Ct. Ajay led by Inspr. Rajender Singh, I/C STF, South District laid a trap on Baba Gangnath Marg and arrested two mobile snatchers namely Sumit @ Gappa and Vasudev Dass @ Bouna.  On search, two snatched mobile phones were recovered from their possession and motor cycle used in commission of crime was also seized.  On verification, it revealed that both the mobile phones were snatched from the area of Govind Puri, Delhi.  

INTERROGATION :


During interrogation, both accused confessed to have committed many incidents of snatching in the area of Okhla, Govind Puri, Saket, Mehrauli and Gurgaon. They disclosed that they used to snatch mobile phones and purses from the pedestrians in the evening.  They further disclosed that they were stage artists and played role as characters in the Ramlilas and other religious functions.

CASES WORKED OUT :

1. FIR No. 498/13 dated 13.7.13 u/s 356/379/34 IPC PS Govind Puri, Delhi.

2. FIR No. 512/13 dated 20.7.13 u/s 356/379/34 IPC PS Govind Puri, Delhi.

PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSONS :

1. Accused Sumit originally hails from Prithvipura, Madhya Pradesh.  His parents shifted to Delhi in search of livelihood and settled in Tuglakabad.  He has three brothers and two sisters.  He left schooling and started painting work with his elder brother.  Later, he fell in bad company and started snatching of mobile phones and purses with his associates.  He used to play role of various Hindu Deities in religious functions.
2. Accused Vasudev originally hails from West Bengal. He is a school dropout.  His parents shifted to Delhi around 20 years ago and settled in Tuglakabad. He lives with his parents, younger brother and sister.  He left his schooling.  Later, he fell in the company of bad elements and started snatching of mobile phones and purses. He used to play role of Hindu Religious characters in function.

RECOVERIES :

1. Two snatched mobile phones.

2. One motor cycle (make Hero Igniter motor cycle No. DL 3S CJ 4124) used in crime.    


Further investigation of the case is in progress to probe into their other involvements.  Police personnel involved in good work are being rewarded suitably.

A WANTED CRIMINAL OF MANZOON & NAZIM KASAWADA GANG WHO WAS ABSCONDING IN THREE CASES OF ATTEMPT TO MURDER ETC.- ARRESTED.
 INTRODUCTION
 

A team of AATS Crime Branch, Delhi Police has arrested Javed Qureshi s/o Nafis Ahmed r/o H.No. 6021, Basti Harphool Singh, Naala Road, Sadar Bazar, Delhi, who is wanted in attempt to murder case FIR No. 208/13, Dt. 21.05.2013, u/s 307/34 IPC, PS- Gokal Puri, Delhi.

TEAM & OPERATION 

 

The Crime Branch received an input on 24.08.2013, through Ct Neeraj, that accused Javed Qureshi s/o Nafis Ahmed r/o H.No. 6021, Basti Harphool Singh, Naala Road, Sadar Bazar, Delhi, who is wanted in case FIR No. 208/13, Dt. 21.05.2013, U/s 307/34 IPC, PS- Gokal Puri, Delhi would come near Gagan Cinema, Nand Nagri, Delhi.  Immediately a team led by Inspr Arun Kumar Chauhan and comprising of HCts Yogender, Tejveer, Consts Satender, Raj Kumar and Neeraj under the close supervision of ACP Om Parkash Singh and over all guidance of DCP Bhisham Singh was formed to develop the information and nab the criminal.  On confirming the input, a trap was laid and the accused Javed Qureshi was apprehended.

PROFILE AND INTERROGATION:- 
Javed Qureshi was subjected to intensive interrogation during which he disclosed that he is an illiterate and had fallen into bad company. He started committing petty crimes to earn his livelihood but with the passage of time, his nefarious activities became more heinous.

 

By the year 2009, he got involved in many criminal cases when he joined the Manzoor and Nazim Kasawada gang.  Javed later became a bodyguard and muscleman of Nazim.  Nazim is a BC and notorious of PS Gokulpuri who is involved in “satta” and “land grabbing”.  Nazim is currently in jail in case FIR No.208/2013 u/s 307/34-IPC PS Gokul Puri.  

 

Javed had been absconding and not even appearing in the Courts in cases FIR No. 292/09 u/s 323/324/34 IPC PS Seelam Pur and 227/09 u/s 506/34 IPC & 27 Arms Act PS Seelam Pur and was wanted in case FIR No.208/13, Dt. 21.05.2013, u/s 307/34 IPC, PS- Gokal Puri, Delhi.

A BLIND AND GRUESOME MURDER CASE OF ROHINI WORKED OUT 

– FOUR ARRESTED.

· CAR ROBBED IN THE MURDER TRACED TO MADHUBANI (BIHAR). 

· THE MURDER WAS FOLLOWED BY LOOTING SPREE IN UP AND BIHAR.

· PAINSTAKING, METICULOUS AND STRENOUS INVESTIGATIONS OVER A MONTH PAID RESULTS.

INTRODUCTION:-

 

With the arrest of four accused persons, the Crime Branch of Delhi Police has solved a blind murder case of Rohini area in, Outer Distt.

INCIDENT:-

 

As per PCR call lodged vide DD No.16A dated 19.07.2013, PS-Shahbad Dairy, it was informed that a dead body is lying near St Xavier School, Sector-26 Rohini, Delhi. 

  

On reaching the spot, a dead body was found lying in an isolated area in Ganda Nala wherein waste and dirty water flows.  A close look at the body revealed that the hands were tied with clothes, whereas both the legs were tied with a belt and one cloth was wrapped on mouth of the deceased.  

 

On 22.07.2013, the dead body was identified as Vijay Kumar s/o Vasudev r/o Shahbad Dairy, Delhi, age-32 years, by the parents of the deceased.  Deceased Vijay Kumar used to be a CAB driver at Shri Balaji Travels, Gurgaon.  Accordingly, a case FIR 399/13, u/s 302/201 IPC was registered at PS Shahbad Dairy.

TEAM AND OPERATION:-


The case was completely clueless and appeared to have no leads whatsoever.  Sensing this, a team led by ACP KPS Malhotra comprising of Inspr Arti Sharma, SI Rajneesh, HCs Ajeet, Pardeep, Surender, Subash, Consts Ravinder, Subash and Nitin was formed under DCP Kumar Gyanesh to work on it and nab the accused persons.

 

Technical analysis was undertaken. Raids were conducted at various places in Delhi, UP, Uttarakhand and Bihar. Vital clues were obtained through technical surveillance and after strenuous efforts coupled with inputs from sources, the team identified four persons. They were apprehended and interrogated.

INTERROGATION:-

 

All the four persons were put to sustained interrogation during which they confessed to have committed this murder.  They took a lift for Madhunab Chowk from Samay Pur Badli.  As soon as they reached a lonely stretch, they overpowered the driver.  Accused Sanjay came on the driving seat and then committed the crime.  

 

The accused disclosed that their motive was to rob the vehicle but during the scuffle they also killed the driver since he had identified one of the accused Hariom.  Vijay and Hariom were from the same locality of Shahbad Dairy and therefore, he was recognized by the victim Vijay.  This recognition cost the life of the victim who was murdered for concealing the identity of accused.  

 

They further disclosed that after killing the victim, they dumped the body in an isolated place in Sector 26 Rohini and they fled with the vehicle.  After reaching Ghaziabad, they removed the GPS from the vehicle. From thereupon, they went on a rampage by indulging in a looting spree in UP and Bihar for a period of five days. They indulged in several cases of robbery in these two states and the same are being verified.

 

After the looting spree, they thought they might be caught because of the vehicle they were using. With this fear in mind, they abandoned the looted vehicle in Distt Madhubani, Bihar.  The vehicle has been traced and found deposited in the PS Beni Patti, Distt Madhubani, Bihar.

1. Jai Singh @ Hariom s/o Subhash r/o D-7/13 SB Dairy, Delhi, aged 23 years is a school drop-out and is a jobless. He is found involved in case FIR No.160/12 u/s 392/411/34 IPC PS-SB   Dairy.

2. Satish (22)s/o Ganeshi Lal r/o D-28/18 SB Dairy, Delhi is a school drop-out and found involved in the following cases:-

           Whereas a large number of commercial places/shops have come up in the area of Sub. Division/ Vivek Vihar East District which are popularly known as Cyber Cafes and large number of people visit them to use the facilities available in such place including e-mail facility

And whereas, it has come to notice that certain criminal anti-social elements/terrorists are also using these facilities to mislead the security/investigating agencies, create panic amongst the public, endanger the security of VVIPs and Govt. Institutions, and help in the terrorist activities directly affecting the security of the State.

And whereas, it is necessary to take speedy measures in this behalf to prevent danger to human life or safety, to prevent terrorist activities, which may affect the security of the State and disturbance of public order and tranquility.

Now, therefore, I, N. S. Minhas, Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub. Division Vivek Vihar, Delhi, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 (No.2, 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/1/2008 - UTL, dated 26.11.08, do hereby make this written order for strict compliance by the owners of such Cyber Cafes in the entire G. Nagar Sub-Div.Delhi :-

a. 
 prohibiting the use of  Cyber Cafe by unknown person and whose identity has  not been established by the owner of the Café.

b.
 maintaining a register for identity of the visitor/user.

c. 
make an entry in the handwriting of the visitor/user mentioning name, address, telephone number and identity proof. The visitor/user shall also sign the register kept for this purpose.

d. 
the identity of the visitor/user shall be established through identity card, voter card, ration card, driving license, passport and photo credit card (any one of them) ;

e. 
activity server log should be preserved in main server and its record should be preserved for at least six months.

f. 
 if any activity of the visitor is of a suspicious nature the owner of the Cyber Café will immediately inform the Police Station ; and

g.
 record along with photograph be maintained about the specific computer used by the person.

This order shall come into force with effect from 27.08.13 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. up to 25.10.13 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.  

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.


As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of public through press and by affixing copies on the notice boards of the offices of all Districts DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil offices, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of the MCD.

O R D E R

Whereas, a large number of private courier services operate in and around the capital to facilitate sending of goods through courier across the country.

And whereas, it has been noticed that the private courier services generally book goods or items to be transferred on the face value of the courier sender without bothering to verify his of her address thereby paying the way for unscrupulous persons using the courier services for illegal activities.


And whereas, instances have come to notice where criminals have used courier services to send incriminatory items, contraband and even dead bodies in the guise of courier. 

And whereas, it has also been observed that the record of courier senders are not kept by the courier services or agents engaged in the business of facilitation courier of goods making it difficult for the investigation agencies to identify the culprits behind such crimes.

And whereas, it is thus rendered imperative to put regulatory check on the private courier services who deal in booking and sending goods from one place to another so that the anti social elements may not be able to use them to send incriminatory things through them and it is felt that immediate action is necessary in this regard.

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by virtue of section 144 Cr.P.C., 1973 (N0. 2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s is Notification No.U-11036/(i)UTL, dated 09.09.2010, I, N. S. Minhas, Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub-Division, Vivek Vihar, East District, Delhi do hereby make this written order that all such private courier services or agents who deal in booking and sending goods in the jurisdiction of Sub-Division, Vivek Vihar, East District, Delhi shall:- 

(a)       Maintain a register of courier senders and detail of goods to be sent through courier.










(b)        Keep copies of identification documents like election card, ration card, PAN card, driving license etc. of the courier sender for access by the police as and when required.


(c)        Crosscheck from the concerned company of office if its representative or employee approaches for getting the goods booked for courier in case sender is acting on behalf of a company of office or organization.








(d)        Generally satisfy one about the goods before accepting the goods before accepting the packet/parcel booked for courier.












(e)        Install CCTV with sufficient number of cameras and recording system with play back facility, to cover booking office and the area where goods are to be kept. The CCTV should monitor anyone coming for booking a courier. 








(f)        The recording system shall preserve a digital record of CCTV coverage for not less than 30 days.







(g)        The private courier service or agent shall cause to copy the CCTV coverage on a CD and hand over to the police whenever demanded.

(h)       Inform the nearby police station if the courier sender of the goods is found suspicious. 

These orders shall come into force with effect from 27.08.13 to 25.10.13 and shall reaming in force for a period of 60 days (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier. 

Any person dealing in business of courier services or argent who contravenes this order shall be liable to be punished in accordance with the previsions of section 188 of the I.P.C.

As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte. It shall be published for the information of the public through the press and by affixing copies on the notice board of the offices of all Add.CsP, DCsP, Addl.DCsP. ACsP, Tehsil Offices, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of NDMC and MCD.

H. No movement of large amount of cash or precious good after sunset, be undertaken.

f) The vend owner shall display prominently at least two bilingual sign boards mentioning that the drinking in public place is an offence and standing of unauthorized vendors outside the liquor shop is strictly prohibited. Telephone number of nearest police Station shall also be mentioned on the signboards.

g)  Ensure that, whenever the house of a woman employee is so located that the approach road is not motorable, the duly verified security guard or the male colleague, during night hours, accompanies the employee on foot up to her house and takes a confirmation about her safe arrival.
h) Exercise effective check and control on the vehicle’s movement in order to check any unwarranted activities of the cab drivers, such as picking up strangers, straying away from the designated route etc.
i) Get GPS system installed in the cabs used in the transportation of employees, especially of women employees.

And whereas, it has been noticed that the Second Hand Vehicles are commonly sold without filling all the columns especially date of transaction of Form No.29 and Form No.30 (Part-I & II) thereby resulting in transfer of vehicle in the records of Transport Authority. This is to circumvent the requirement of section-50 of the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988, that the fact of transfer of vehicle should be reported to the Transport Authority within 14 days for local transfer and 45 days for inter-district transfer.
 3.
And whereas, it has been noticed that the stolen vehicles involved in crime are sold to several purchasers through dealers/agents of Second Hand Vehicles. Such second hand vehicles are likely to be used for commission of various type of crime like robbery etc. and may be used even in terrorist activity.
4
And whereas, it has also been observed that the record of seller and purchaser are not kept by the dealers or agents engaged in the business of facilitating sale and purchase of second hand vehicles making it difficult for the investigation agencies to identify the criminals involved in such crimes.
 5
And whereas, it is rendered imperative to put regulatory check on the vehicle dealers who deal in sale and purchase of Second Hand Vehicles so that the anti social elements may not use them to sell the stolen vehicles through them and it is felt that immediate action is necessary in this regard.
6.
Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon the Commissioner of Police Delhi by Section 144 of the Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs,  New Delhi’s Notification No. 11036/3/1978(1) UTL, dated- 01.07.1978, and further delegated to the undersigned vide Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs,  New Delhi’s Notification No. 11.36/1/2010 UTL, dated- 09.09.2010, I, Iqbal Mohd., Assistant Commissioner of Police of Sub-Division Madhu Vihar of East District, Delhi,  do hereby make this written order that all such vehicle dealers who deal in sale and purchase of second hand vehicles including Motor Cycles, Scooters and Cars  in the jurisdiction of the Police Stations Madhu Vihar, Mandawali and Pandav Nagar of Sub-Division Madhu Vihar, Delhi shall :-

(a) Maintain a register of seller and purchasers of all the transactions of Second Hand Vehicles.
(b) Ensure that Form No.29, Form No.30 and the delivery letter are duly filled with clear mention of the date of transaction. 
(c) Affix photographs of the seller and purchaser on the register.
(d)
Keep copies of identification documents like election card, ration card, PAN card, Driving license etc. as well as copies of Form 29, Form 30 (Part-I and II) and delivery letter for access by the police as and when required.
(e)
Inform the nearby police station if the seller or buyer is found suspicious. 

7.
These orders shall come into force with effect from 27/08/13 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. up to 25/10/13 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

Any person dealing in business of sale and purchase of second hand vehicles as dealer or agent who contravening this order shall be liable to be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

9. As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte. It shall be published for the information of the public through the press and by affixing copies on the notice board of the offices of all District DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil Offices, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of NDMC and MCD.

The persons dealing in property business shall also inform in writing to the Station House Officer concerned in whose jurisdiction the premises fall about the particulars of the said tenants.

HIGHLIGHTS:-

· Two accused persons namely Chakit Ravi and Dharmender Kumar arrested by the staff of PS North Rohini.

· Ransom money Rs. 20 Lakhs recovered.

· One Maruti Wagon R Car No. DL-6C-4046 and one Pulsar M/Cycle No. DL-8S-BD-4442 used in the commission of crime recovered.

BRIEF FACTS:


With the Co-ordinated efforts and swift action, the staff of PS Vijay Vihar has worked out a Kidnapping for Ransom case within hours of reporting by arresting accused Dharmender Kumar S/o Sh. Lalji Shah R/o E-199, Shahbad Dairy, Delhi and Chakit Ravi S/o Kishan Lal R/o 16/542 Bapa Nagar, I block Karol Bagh, Delhi.

INCIDENT: - 


On dated 25/08/13 at about 9:10 P.M, a PCR call was received that a person namely Ritesh Bansal has been Kidnapped from Karol Bagh and the kidnappers have demanded to bring ransom amount Rs. 20 Lakhs at Rithala Metro Station. On this information SHO/Vijay Vihar immediately constituted a team consisting of SI Sonu Ram, ASI Nand Kishore, HC Narender, Ct. Jai Singh, Ct. Parmod and Ct. Anil Kumar. The team immediately swung into action. ACP/Rohini also took the command under the supervision of the undersigned. The police team remained in regular touch with the complainant and came to know that the kidnappers had changed the place for delivering the ransom amount and they had directed to bring the ransom amount at B.S.A Hospital. This was a sensational call and the police team so formed was also concerned for the life of kidnapped person and simultaneously planning the action with all precautions. Police personnel in plain clothe and in uniform were deployed in the surroundings of given place. At about 10:00 PM, a person came on a Pulsar M/Cycle No. DL-8S-BD-4442, whose name and address was later known as Dharmender, accepted the ransom amount and was overpowered then and there by the police personnel. Dharmender was on regular touch with the kidnappers through mobile phone. Technical surveillance was also mounted on the available phone numbers. At about 11:04 PM, an information was received from Police Station Shahbad Dairy that the kidnapped person has reached PS SB Dairy. Statement of Sh. Rithesh Bansal was recorded, who stated that he had a construction business and was known to a person namely Chakit Ravi R/o I-16/542, Bapa Nagar, Karol Bagh, Delhi. He had some business problems and he was trying to resolve the same with the help of Chakit Ravi. On the evening of 25/08/13 at about 06:00 PM Chakit Ravi met him at his office in Karol Bagh and asked to accompany him in his Wagon R car. When they reached near Ramjas School, Dev Nagar, Delhi, Chakit Ravi stopped the car. Suddenly three persons entered into the car and overpowered him on the gun point. Thereafter, they demanded ransom money of Rs. 20 lacs, he told his friend Pardeep to arrange for the ransom amount. They kept on roaming in isolated areas and at about 10:30 P.M, it appeared that they were disturbed. Chakit Ravi stopped the car at a isolated place in the area of SB Dairy and finding an opportunity he ran away from the spot. Thereafter, he reported to the nearest Police Station i.e. PS SB Dairy. A Case vide FIR No. 345/13 U/s 364-A/34 IPC & 27 Arms Act was got registered at Police Station North Rohini and investigation was entrusted to SI Mukesh Rana. Another team headed by Inspr. Raj Kumar SHO/North Rohini, HC Rajesh Kumar, Ct. Rambir and Ct. Vikram under the supervision of Sh. Ramesh Chander ACP/Prashant Vihar was formed for further investigation.  Accused Chakit Ravi was apprehended from his house and interrogated in length. In the beginning he was showing his innocence but on sustained interrogation, he revealed that the conspiracy to kidnap Ritesh Bansal and to extort ransom money was hatched by him. He was aware of the sound economic status of Ritesh Bansal. He had joined three more associates in his evil designs. Accused namely Dharmender and Chakit Ravi have been arrested and hunt for remaining accused persons is on.

1. Dharmender (22 years ) S/o Sh. Lal Ji Shah R/o E-199 Shahbad Dairy, Delhi. He is a painter by profession and is known to the absconding accused persons. He studied Up to 8th class. He is previously involved in a criminal case registered vide FIR No. 96/2011 U/s 308/34 IPC PS Shahbad Dairy, Delhi.
2. Chakit Ravi (28 years) S/o Kishan Lal R/o 16/542 Bapa Nagar, I block Karol Bagh, Delhi. He runs a GYM at West Patel Nagar and studied up to graduation.

With the arrest of accused (1) Jagbir Singh @ Monu, (26 years) S/o Baljeet Singh R/o- H. No.-131, VPO- Sanooth, Narela, Delhi (2) Rahul @ Dada (22 years) S/o Moolchand R/o H. No.-129, VPO- Sanooth, Narela, Delhi (3) Chitarpal @ Sonu, (22 years) S/o Subhash  R/o H. No. 145, VPO- Sannoth, Narela Delhi and (4) Kasim (20 years) S/o Ahmad Ali R/o A-533, Metro Vihar- Phase-I, Holambi Kalan, Delhi, the staff of PS Narela has solved a case of Extortion bid. 

INCIDENT:-


Complainant Sh. Dinesh Kuamr S/o Sh. Lala Ram Kishan R/o H. No. 124, Main Bazar, Narela, Delhi reported that on 21.8.13, he received a phone call, the caller gave his introduction as Neetu Dabodiya and demanded Rs. 10 lacs and threatened to kill him for not fulfilling his demand. On 22.8.13, when he reached his shop, he found a threat note in which a demand of Rs. 10 lacs was made. On his complaint, a case vide FIR No. 559/13, U/s 387/506 IPC, PS- Narela was registered and investigation was taken up.  

INVESTIGATION:-
  A team comprising of Inspr. Abhinendra Jain, SHO/Narela, SI Mahavir, SI Arun Dagar, HC Satpal, Ct. Awaran Singh and Ct. Hem Raj under the close supervision of Sh. Rajiv Ranjan Singh, ACP/Alipur was constituted. The team worked hard relentlessly with great conviction & utmost sincerity and developed information about the criminals. During investigation, CDRs of phone numbers used for extortion bid were analyzed. 
With the help of electronic surveillance, one Kashim was apprehended and  interrogated, who disclosed that one Jagbir @ Monu had asked him to provide stolen mobile phones and SIM Cards. He had stolen two mobile phones from the area of Metro Vihar. Jagbir @ Monu has promised him to pay Rs. 50,000/-. Kasim was arrested and on the instance of Kasim accused Namely Jagbir Singh @ Monu, Rahul @ Dada and Chiterpal @ Sonu were arrested from Village- Sannoth, Narela, Delhi.
INTERROGATION:-


On sustained interrogation the accused persons disclosed that they are unemployed and looking for a suitable job. Jagbir Singh @ Monu had heard that Neetu Dabodiya who is a hardcore criminal of Delhi/NCR had given threats to businessmen of Bawana for paying Rs. 50 lacs.  Accordingly, he used his name to extort money from Dinesh Kumar, whose financial position is sound. Later on they executed their plan and used a stolen Cell Phone/SIM Card provided by Kasim, who had stolen the same from the area of Holambi Kalan. They had promised Kasim to pay Rs. 50,000/- after commission of crime. On 21.8.2013, Jagbir Singh @ Monu had called Dinesh Kumar from cell phone provided by Kashim and demanded Rs. 10 lacs and threatened to kill him for not fulfilling the demand. On 22.8.13, they had thrown a written threat note in his shop and also called him telephonically.

Accused Jagbir Singh @ Monu studied up to 11th class. He is working as building material supplier. He is married. He is previously involved in following cases:-

TWO ROBBERS WITH ONE JUVENILE APPREHENDED FOR ROBBERY INCIDENT AT NH-24, DELHI. EASY BOOTY FOR ENJOYMENT 
INCIDENT
            Complainant Pradeep Kumar, a professional in Noida, U.P. returning from Agra, U.P. from a official tour and took a TSR from Nizamuddin Railway Station to Samaspur Bus stop at NH-24, Delhi.  He only was waiting for a means of transportation for Noida at 2.30 AM.   At that time a taxi bearing No. UP-17-T-5850 stopped near to him.  Driver was on the seat while two were already sitted on the rear seat.  He asked the driver for Noida and driver offered him the seat.  As the taxi reached near Metro Station Mayur Vihar, Ph-I the boys cornered him and slapped and robbed his mobile from his pocket, purse containing Rs.just 275/- and other essential documents.  The other boy who was on right side punched him on his cranium and robbed his bag containing Rs. 5,000/-, diary, books etc. and threw him near Metro Station, Mayur Vihar, Ph-I, Delhi on the instance of driver. To his fortune a TSR was coming from back side.  He immediately gave a signal to stop to TSR and conveyed all the incident to him.  TSR driver without any delay informed police and he followed the taxi which entered in the area of Trilok Puri.  
INVESTIGATION 
On the statement of complainant above case was registered and owner of the vehicle got verified from the MLO, Baghpat, U.P. and  reached at given address i.e.  Khichri Pur, Delhi.  The owner of the vehicle got interrogated and he revealed that his younger brother Deepak Bhardwaj is the driver of the said taxi.  During interrogation he revealed that he along with his two friends Kuldeep Sharma and juvenile Suresh (name changed) planned to rob a passenger from NH-24 to meet their expenses.  All the accused were arrested and JCL was apprehended on his instance.  Case property taxi and robbed money have been recovered.
A case under appropriate section of robbery was registered at PS Pandav Nagar, Delhi and all the three accused including one juveniles have been apprehended in the case.
INTERROGATION
Deepak Bhardwaj s/o Ramesh Bhardwaj R/o Khicri Pur, Delhi revealed that he drives taxi of his elder brother.  On the night of 26/8/13 he was sitting in the above mentioned taxi along with his friends (1) Kuldeep Sharma s/o Suresh Chand Sharma R/o, Khichri Pur, Delhi and (2) Juvenile Suresh (Name changed) R/o, Khichri Pur, Delhi.  As they did not have any amount to meet their expenses they planned to rob a passenger from NH-24. They also revealed two more incidents but these were not reported by concerned victims.
All accused have passed Xth from CBSE.  04 mobile phones were recovered from Kuldeep Sharma and 02 from Deepak Bhardwaj and one from Juvenile Suresh (Name changed) for which they could not produce any document.  Robbed Mobile Phone Nokia C-I and the bag containing books and diary etc. is yet to be recovered.  The accused Deepak Bhardwaj and Kuldeep Sharma  is in Police Custody for one day while Juvenile Suresh (Name changed)  has been sent for 14 days in observation home.

INTRODUCTION:
                   A PCR call regarding robbery of 3.5 lakh was received in PS Preet Vihar on 26/08/2013 in the afternoon. I.O. ASI Ranbir Singh reached at 411, Gagan Vihar i.e. residence of the complainant Sh. Rajiv Aggarwal. Complainant stated that one unknown person had robbed while his driver namely Mithun Jha was coming by car from bank after withdrawal Rs. 3,50,000/-. That unknown person took him to nearby Akshar Dham Mandir on gun point and a case under appropriate section of robbery was registered.
INFORMATION, TEAM AND OPERATION:

INTERROGATION:
                    Sustained interrogation was conducted with driver Mithun Jha, during the course of investigation as he created doubts over the incident and he always tried to misguide the police personnels and he was continuously changing his version about the said incident, hence the CCTV footage and CDR were obtained and analyzed. While he was asked about the person he was calling frequently then he disclosed him as Sanjay @ Sonu. Accordingly search of Sanjay @ Sonu suspected in the above said case was made out and he was found in the residence of Mithun Jha i.e. New Ashok Nagar, Delhi. 
          INTERROGATION WITH  SANJAY @ SONU S/O M.D. SHARMA R/O NOIDA, U.P. AGED- 31 YRS
        Sanjay @ Sonu, was also interrogated and during the course of interrogation he also created doubts over this incident and he also tried to misguide the police personals. He could not give any satisfactory answer about his presence and made contact on phone with Mithun Jha. Hence he was thoroughly interrogated and asked many cross question about the incident and his presence etc. After sustained interrogation he surrendered himself and admitted his involvement in this robbery and conspiracy.  Robbed cash Rs. 3,26,000/-, one double bed purchased from the looted money and 3 Mobile Phones were recovered on the instance of accused persons from the residence of Mithun Jha i.e. New Ashok Nagar, Delhi.
