· International credit card fraud racket busted.

· 13 EDC machines, one skimmer, cards in various names and forged documents recovered.

· 4 accused persons arrested.

A team of Special Cell  led by Inspector  Devendra Singh under the supervision of Sh. S.K. Giri, ACP/SR has busted a credit card racket and arrested four members of the gang and 13 EDC machines, one skimmer, cards in various names and forged documents were recovered from them. 

       A complaint was received from Sh. Samarjit Singh Sahi, Manager – Risk Control Unit, HDFC Bank, Ansal Classique Tower, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi that the complainant had installed Electronic Data Capture (EDC) machine to facilitate the payment by Credit and debit cards through their bank network at the establishments owned by Mr. Rohit Kumar. 2 EDC machines were provided by the bank in the names of M/S Ultimate Jewellers, Shop No. 127 Amar Market Dariba Kalan First Floor Chandni Chowk New Delhi, Ph – 011-23264417 and M/S Altimate Jewellers Shop No. 127 Amar Market Dariba Kalan First Floor Chandni Chowk New Delhi, Ph – 011-23264417. Rohit Kumar opened current accounts with the bank in the names of M/s Ultimate Jewellers (A/c No. 16687630000054) and M/s Altimate Jewellers (A/c No. 02172020006312) by submitting the requisite documents mandated by the bank. Subsequently, the merchant requested for 4 additional EDC machines , which the bank provided. 

     The complainant witnessed highly suspicious transaction pattern at the merchant establishment on the terminals issued by the Bank, on International and Domestic cards amounting to 9.75 lacs. Upon further review on the transactions that happened at the merchant terminals and the visits carried out by the Bank officials to collect the charge slips and other supporting documents, it was found that the merchant no longer existed at the said address furnished to the bank. The bank strongly suspected that the transactions that happened at this merchant outlet to be fraudulent in nature. A case vide  FIR No. 32/2012 dated 20.12.2012 U/S 420/468/471 IPC PS Special Cell (SB), Lodhi Colony, New Delhi was registered and investigation taken up. 
During the course of investigation Rohit Kumar, owner of M/S Ultimate Jewellers was identified as Dheeraj Khanna S/o Late Sh. Prem Khanna R/o 5/106, IInd Floor, Geeta Colony, New Delhi. He had got opened a current A/C in HDFC Bank in his fictitious name as Rohit Kumar, owner of Ultimate Jewelers. On behalf of that current A/C he also got two EDC machines issued from the same bank. He further got some 
cloned credit cards swiped on these machines with the help of Pankaj Deewan s/o Satpal Deewan, r/o 106-A, Ist Floor, Ram Nagar Extnn. Krishna Nagar, Delhi, Yogesh Mahajan @ Rinku s/o Banwari Lal r/o D-31, IInd Floor, Anand Vihar, Delhi  and Mohd. Yasin @ Shaikh Yaseen S/o Mohd. Ilyas r/o 2609, Gali Sher Afghan, Balimaran, Baradari, Delhi Dheeraj Khanna used to get 40% of the total amount swiped on his EDC machines. Cloned cards were arranged by Pankaj, Yogesh and Yasin through their contacts. They destroyed the EDC machines and cheque books when the Bank tried to contact them for the suspicious transactions on the EDC machines. The four accused persons namely Dheeraj Khanna, Pankaj Deewan, Yogesh Mahajan and Mohd. Yasin have been arrested. 

It further revealed that domestic cards were cloned by one Kamal and International cards were cloned by one Devender Chauhan of Agra with the help of professional hacker. The data of genuine customers was stolen through the skimmer (an instrument used for copy the data of a credit/debit card) and then copied on a plain card having magnetic strip. GPRS enabled machines were got swiped by one Rahul from Devender Chauhan when he comes to Delhi with cloned cards. Total swiped amount was shared by machine holder and cloned cards holder at 40-60 ratio respectively.  Kamal, Rahul and Devender Chauhan are still at large and recovery of cloned cards is to be affected.

Further investigation is in progress.

A GANG OF CHEATS BUSTED, THREE ARRESTED AND ONE OLD MODEL TYPEWRITER AND ANTIQUE GENUINE BLANK STAMP PAPERS OF VARIOUS DENOMINATIONS RECOVERD 

 Staff of P.S. Swaroop Nagar have arrested three cheats namely Ashok singhal S/o Rajender Singhal R/o G-86 Phase-1 Vijay Vihar, Delhi Anil Kumar S/o Sh. Baldev singh R/o H. No 381 Vill Khekra Distt. Baghpat UP,Ganga Parsad Tiwari S/o Lt Sh Jai Ram Tiwari R/o D-65 Gali No. 2A Mukund Vihar, Karawal Nagar, Delhi,who used to cheat people by selling properties by making forged and false documents by using old genuine stamp papers and  recovered old blank Stamp papers old model typewriter from their possession. 
INCIDENT, TEAM & ARREST

On 27/10/12 , Complainant Geeta Devi Reported  that she had purchased a plot measuring 50 Sq. Yrds. for Rs. 4,30,000/- from one property Dealer namely Ashok Singhal in the year of 2011.  Ashok Singhal handed over chain of property documents to  her.When she went to her plot she came to know that the plot belongs to some one else and papers executed by Ashok Singhal is forged and false, then she traced Ashok Singhal who told that he will return the money and he had sold the plot on forged and false documents.On this a  Case FIR No. 219/12 U/s 420/467/471/468/120 B IPC was registered in PS Swaroop Nagar  . During course of investigation accused was interrogated and arrested .  During interrogation, Ashok Singhal disclosed the name of other Co-Accused who makes the forged documents of the aforesaid property . Several  Raids were conducted  and nabbed a typist namely Anil Kumar along with  a Stamp Vendor namely Ganga Parsad Tiwari from the Kashmere Gate, Registrar Office.  A type writer of old model(Remington-2000)  and 56 old blank Stamp Papers ( More than 40 years old) of various denomination were recovered from their possession. Some of the recovered stamp papers are rarely available and are antique, If these  stamp papers   are used by putting old dates then it is difficult to prove these wrong.   

 INTERROGATION:


From the interrogation of the accused  it was revealed that the accused persons were doing this from last 20 years to earn more money in a quicker period. They have disclosed that they could not be told anything about how many forged papers were made by them. More cases of cheating could be worked out from the recovery of Rare old blank Papers.  During interrogation Ganga Parsad Tiwari disclosed that these papers were sold by him to his known persons by multiplying 100 x  denomination x period.  He further disclosed that when some unknown persons came to buy the old papers, he sold them on 20% of the market value of the property. 
 MODUS OPERANDIE:

Typist Anil Kumar was in touch of Several property dealers who deals in disputed property. Thereafter , he took handsome money from them and purchased the old papers from Ganga Parsad Tiwari.  After that he typed the papers and same was forged by Ganga Parsad Tiwari with the help of  forged stamps which appears to be genuine. They have further told that these stamp papers were used by them to grab the old property whom owners are often visited to their property or living outside of Delhi or India.

A NETWORK OF INTERSTATE HIGHWAY ROBBERS CUM AUTO LIFTER BUSTED

 Staff of P.S. Swaroop Nagar have arrested Four Highway Robbers cum Auto lifters and busted a network of interstate Robbers cum auto lifters and recovered a robbed truck worth Rs. 20 Lacs.

4. Nazim @ Tunta S/o Ragib Hussain R/o Hindupura Khera Deepa Sarai PS Nakasha Distt. Sambhal UP
INCIDENT, TEAM & ARREST

On the intervening night 19-20/11/12 a Truck No. HR 55 P 7937 was robbed by the accused persons on the tip of country made katta from service road, near GTK Road, Nagli Poona flyover. Accused persons also abducted the driver and two helper of the truck and thrown them near Khajoori Khas red light and fled away with the truck. Thereafter, driver of the truck Premsankar reported at PS and a case u/s 392/397 IPC was registered. On electronic surveillance which SHO Swaroop Nagar Insp. Jitender Singh constituted a team of SI Jagdeep, HC ParveenNo. 192/NW,  Ct Baljeet Singh No. 992/NW, Ct Anand No. 1365/NW, Ct. Vikrant 2222/NW and necessary  direction has been given to them.  The robbed truck was recovered and accused Mohd. Yasin S/o Tahir R/o Vill. Neeli kheri P S Didohli Distt. Amroha UP was caught from the jurisdiction of PS Said Nagli Distt- Amroha, U.P. On the instance of accused Mohd. Yashin accused Sikander S/o Sh. Hifjur Rehman R/o Hindupura Khera Deepa Sarai PS Nakasha Distt. Sambhal UP was also arrested after the identification of the complainant. During interrogation both have disclosed about the network of interstate robbers cum auto-lifters and  the name of other co-associates. Thereafter, a number of teams have been constituted on the direction of DCP and raids were conducted at the rural areas of U.P. Two other accused namely Md. Ubesh@ Deshi S/o Aziz Ahmad R/o Vill Habat Pur PS Hayat Nagar Distt Sambhal UP and Nazim @ Tunta S/o Ragib Hussain R/o Hindupura Khera Deepa Sarai PS Nakasha Distt. Sambhal UP were also got arrested.

 INTERROGATION:


From the interrogation of the accused  it was revealed that the accused persons with the help of other Co-Associates robbed/steal the vehicle from different parts of Delhi and transferred the same to the group of Sarik @ Sata S/o Sahayak Hussain R/o Nilli Kothi, Hindupura Khera Deepa Sarai PS Nakasha Distt. Sambhal UP who were further delivered to vehicle after modification to their associates  in West Bangal, Guwahati , different parts of India and Nepal. They further disclosed that they have  worked on commission basis on the instance of Sarik @ Sata. (master mind of the network). The investigation and search of Sarik @ Sata  as well as other members of the network is in process. 
PROFILE AND MODUS OPERANDIE:

All accused persons  are native of the nearby area of the Distt- Sambhal, U.P. and the member of the network of Sarik @ Sata who lives somewhere in East India. The modus operandi of the network of Sarik @ Satta  is that, they have choose the persons from poor community and who have a knowledge of driving. Thereafter, they  stole/robbed the vehicles from Delhi and NCR and  handover the same to another driver  at highway near Sambhal, U.P who took it to their own work shop for changing the identity of the robbed/stolen vehicle. Therafter vehicle was transferred by the another driver  to Sarik @ Sata in Silligurhi, West Bangal who makes the forged ownership papers with the help of local pimps and delivered it to different parts of India and Nepal. More than 200 robbed/stolen vehicles were sold by this network  through the same modus operandi in a year. All the accused persons worked on commission basis on the instance of Sarik @ Sata. (master mind of the network) carrying a reward of 25000/- All the accused persons have previously involved in the cases of same modus operandi (list attached)

GANG OF ROBBERS BUSTED 

The staff of Police Station Janak Puri, West District has busted a gang of robbers by arresting three persons namely Vicky, Raju and Deepak.  With their arrest, a case of robbery registered vide FIR No. 308/12, u/s 392/34 IPC has been worked out.  

PROFILE OF THE ACCUSED ARRESTED

1. Vicky S/o Raju @ Gopal R/o D-25, Bhagya Bihar Mubarak Delhi. He was born in the year of 1991 in Punjab and his father was a bootlegger in Punjab. After some time they shifted to Rajasthan, there his father continued to indulge in bootlegging. He could not get the education because of his poor financial condition. Later he came to Delhi and started residing at Mangol Puri Delhi. At present he is residing at Mubarak Pur and he is a chain and bag snatcher. He along with his other associates robbed one Sh. Parveen Kumar S/o Kundan Lal on the point of knife on 24.11.12. with the lust of earning more money and leading luxurious life.

2. Raju S/o Megh Raj R/O 55-C Jeevan Parak Uttam Nagar Delhi, age 26 years. He could not study because of poverty. He was doing the cultivation at his native place village Sahabganj, PS Moamdi, Distt. Lakheempur, U.P. Recently he had come to Delhi and came in to contact of Vicky. Vicky lured him for getting more money by committing the crime like robbery and snatching. Consequently he and his other associates have committed the Robbery with the lust of earning of more money.

3. Deepak S/o Raj Singh R/o 55C Jeevan Park Uttam Nagar, age 21 years. He studied up to 10th  class from Guru Teg Bahadur School Gola, Sahabganj.UP. He is permanent resident of village Sahabganj, PS Moamdi, Distt. Lakheempur, U.P. Recently he had come to Delhi and came in to contact of Vicky. Vicky lured him for getting more money by committing the crime like robbery and snatching. Consequently he and his other associates have committed the Robbery due to the lust for more money.

RECOVERY MADE

1. Rs. 5860/- recovered from Vicky.

2. Rs. 7125/- recovered from Raju.

3. Rs. 6310/- recovered from Deepak.

4. Two motorcycles bearing No. DL-7SBB-5070 Apache, (Black colour) and DL-4SBK-6509 Pulsar (Black colour).
5. One buttondar knife.
INCIDENT AND TEAM

On 27.11.12, a secret information was received to SHO/Janak Puri that a gang of robbers will come to get the survey of ATMs/Banks near Janak Complex, so that they could rob some people. If NAKABANDI is done then these Robbers can be apprehended.  Immediately, on the direction of ACP/Vikas Puri Sh. Prakash Chnader Mann and under the leadership of Insp. H.S.P. Singh, SHO/ Janakpuri, a team comprising  of SI Ghanshyam Kishore, HC Bijender, HC Ran Singh, Ct. Harjinder, Ct. Sandeep, Ct. Pervesh, Ct. Rajbir  and Ct. Deepak   was constituted. The police team laid a trap at Janak Complex on the basis of informer, at about 10.00 P.M. three persons came Janak Complex on two motorcycles and the informer gave an indication to the police team. On this the police team over powered them. 

INTERROGATION 

During sustained interrogation they disclosed that on 24.11.12, they had robbed a person near Garg Nursing Home on the point of knife while he was going on scooter. It is also found that accused Vicky is an absent BC of PS Vijay Vihar, Outer District and previously involved in 21 cases out of which 19 cases are of snatching and 2 cases are of other offences.   

Staff involved in good work is being rewarded suitably.
