Hatch Town Board Meeting

February 22, 2017

Town Board  Present:  Mayor Duane Barnhurst, Tony Dinges, Chad Justus & Ben Neilson

1. Meeting Called to Order
Mayor Barnhurst called the meeting to order at 7pm.  An opening prayer was offered by Councilor Neilson & Councilor Dinges led those present.
2. Approval of January 18, 2017 Minutes


Councilor Justus motioned to approve the minutes and Councilor Neilson seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.
3. Review January Invoices, checks & financial report
Jacie Torgersen showed the council a report of the credit card used at the town hall.  There are about 8 people who use it each month.  The town pays $30 each month to have the service available for people to use credit cards.  Lori Talbot suggested that the town look into getting a credit card that they can get cash back on. This credit card could be used to pay utilities and things so the amount that the town uses to get cash back can pay for the credit card.  Jacie Torgersen will check into it.  Kerri Justus really likes having the credit card service for customers; it has really helped to cut back on delinquent water bills.  Councilor Neilson motioned to approve the January invoices and Councilor Justus seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

5. Petitions, Remonstrations and Communications


5.1 Beer License for The Gettin’ Place – Tony’s Outpost
The Council reviewed the liquor license application for Tony’s Outpost.  They are applying for a Class A license.  Ariel Villegas is the owner of Tony’s Outpost and his wife Zina Chavers will be the manager.  They had the application, check, bond & criminal history records.  Councilor Dinges motioned to approve the liquor license and Councilor Justus 2nd the motion, the vote was unanimous.


5.2 Kiosk for Town – location and panels
Panguitch City did receive the grant.  They were the #1 ranked project.  They applied for 90,000 and they thought they needed more for the project so they gave them $125,000.  There were only 2 projects funded.  The town’s matching portion will be $690 since there was more money awarded. Chad & Kerri Justus and Joe Orman have been working with Panguitch City to come up with some ideas for the kiosk panels for Hatch.  Mayor Barnhurst suggested that the town put it down near the county information center instead of the original location.  Mr. Orman said he does the ATV Rally each year and brings out 25 ATV’s to go on the ride.  This is a 3 day event the last weekend of August each year.  Mr. Orman thinks the county information property would be good because there would be plenty of room to park the trucks and trailers.
There is only $1,000 in the grant for ground prep.  The contractor has to do the ground prep so that the ground is compacted and ready for the cement.  The concrete pad is 12X30.   Kerri Justus presented the ideas for the kiosk panels:
Big Front Panel:  General Trail Master Plan (this will be the same one Panguitch has)

Right Front: Trail Etiquette

Left Front: History of Town of Hatch

Back Big Panel:  Paunsagunt Trail

Right Back:  Markagunt Trail

Left Back: Strawberry Point

On the master trail kiosk it will show all 5 kiosk locations.  The trails will also be color coded.

Lori Talbot suggested that the town apply for a grant with the national park service to help design our panels.  They will not do maps but they can do trail descriptions and things like that to put on the panels.  She suggested that the town apply for $10,000.  The deadline is May 1st for the grant.  Jacie Torgersen and Kerri Justus will look into the grant.
Councilor Neilson asked about funding for a directional sign from highway 89.  There is a money in the grant for one.  He would like to see the town make a sign that looks like a hoo doo to point the way to Proctor Canyon.

UDOT will assign a project manager for the grant.  The grant will use Davis Bacon Wages for the contractors and everything will be bought American made.  The spending for the grant will start on October 1, 2017.


5.3 Hatch Town Sign – Tourism Grant/Business Donations 
Mayor Barnhurst, Councilor Neilson and Jacie Torgersen presented the grant application to the Garfield County Office of Tourism.  The board was very excited to have an application from Hatch; they have never had one from Hatch before.  It was very competitive this year so everyone was only awarded a percentage of what they applied for.  The town asked for $8,000 but they were only awarded $1,300.  The town did send out a letter to the businesses requesting donations for the sign also and have received $2,050 from business owners.  The town would like to proceed with the sign by doing a large red rock then have a piece of metal engraved to attach to the front of it.  Jerry Taylor who is a new county commissioner told Mayor Barnhurst to contact the county road department if we need help with any projects.

5.4 Town Celebrations for 2017
Mayor Barnhurst will be gone for a couple months preceding the town’s celebrations in July.  He will contact Councilor Eldredge and let him know that he is in charge of the celebrations and anyone will need to contact him with questions or concerns.  The town will also need to be thinking about the Easter Egg Hunt that is coming up in April.   Kerri Justus said we will have to get a new person to be in charge of the race if we want to have one since Sue will be gone.  She suggested getting long sleeved shirts or sweatshirts this year instead.  We have a lot of the short sleeve shirts left from last year that we could still sell also.  Councilor Justus said that the jail just bought screen printing supplies so that may be an option to have the shirts done.


5.5 Ideas for Town of Hatch Noise Ordinance
Jacie Torgersen emailed the Utah Municipal Clerks Association for ideas for noise ordinances from other communities. She printed out quite a few example ordinances.  The council will review them and get ideas of what they would like in the ordinance and put it together for Barry Huntington, the town attorney, to review.

5.6 Conflict of Interest Forms for Town Council
Each councilor signed a disclosure statement that they do not have any conflicts of interest with a personal business and serving on the town council.


5.7 Open & Public Meeting Training for Council
Each of the councilors need to take the online training.  Councilor Justus, Councilor Neilson, Mayor Barnhurst, Jacie Torgersen and Kerri Justus each took it before the meeting.  There is a certificate to print out upon completion of the training.


5.8 Civil Rights Information from CDBG
Jacie Torgersen met with a representative from CDBG who gave her a lot of civil rights information that she suggested would be a good idea for the town to have the policies in place.  If the town does adopt the policies they will get points in their next application for a grant from CDBG.  The town would like have Mrs. Torgersen put together some information for them to look through concerning the civil rights information.

6. Ordinances

6.1 Resolution 2017-03 Five County Multi-Jurisdictional Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan
Mayor Barnhurst met with Nate Wiberg and put the main street flooding and the drainage system in as Hatch’s part in the mitigation plan.  Councilor Dinges motioned to accept the plan and Councilor Justus seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

7. Report of Officers – boards – committees


7.1 Water Department – 
Water produced for January 2017 was 540,000 gallons from well #5.



7.1.a Hatch Town Water Rates
Councilor Neilson had a rate comparison of other communities which the council reviewed.  Councilor Barnhurst suggested that the town raise the gallons of water for the base rate and also raise the amount for the base rate.  Kerri Justus suggested that the town raise the base rate to $35 for 10,000 gallons of water and then have the tiers be:
10,001-20,000 $2.00/gallon

20,000 & up  $2.50/gallon

The commercial base rate would also be raised $2 to go up to $52.  Councilor Neilson does not feel like that is a fair market price for the citizens of Hatch Town.  Councilor Justus motioned to accept these rates and have the prepared in an ordinance for the next meeting and Councilor Dinges seconded the motion.  Councilor Neilson voted against the motion.  Mayor Barnhurst voted to also approve the water rates.  The ordinance will be prepared for the April meeting and the rates will go into effect May 1, 2016.
