Arrival in Genoa

By air:

The International Airport Cristoforo Colombo (GOA) is connected to the most important European cities such as:

London (3 flights/day, Gatwick/Stansted)

Paris (3 flights/day, CDG)

Munich (2 flights/day)

Milano Malpensa (3 flights/day)

Roma Fiumicino (8 flights/day)

Shuttle service “Volabus 100” from Genoa Airport (www.airport.genova.it) to the City center (km 6) and  every thirty minutes (operating daily from 5:30 to 23.45, arrival 20/30 minutes later). Ticket fare: 2 Euro.
Shuttle service “Volpi” from Milano Malpensa Airport (www.sea-aeroportimilano.it)  to Genoa Railways Stations, twice a day (departure from Malpensa T1: 11:30, T2: 11:35; arrival to the Railways Station Principe at 14:20, at 14.40 to the Railways Station Brignole; departure from Malpensa  T1: 20.00, T2:  20.05;  arrival to the Railways Station Principe at 23:00, to the Railways Station Brignole at 23:15). Ticket fare: 16 Euro.
Shuttle service from Milano Malpensa Airport to Milano Railways Central Station (km 50), departure every 10 minutes, arrival 1 hour and 15 minutes later. Ticket fare: 5 Euro.

From the International Airport Nice Côte d’Azur (France), located 200 km far from Genoa, it is available a shuttle service “Volpi” to Genoa. Departure from T1 at 12:15, T2 at 12:30, arrival to Railways Station Principe at 15:20; departure from T1 at 19:00, T2 at 19:15 arrival to Railways Station Principe at 21:45. Ticket fare: 23 Euro.
By train:

By car:

From West (France border), Highway A10 Ventimiglia-Genova, exit Genova-Ovest.

From North: Highway A26 Gravellona Toce-Genova or Highway A7 Milano-Genova, exit Genova Ovest.

From East and South: Highway A12 Livorno-La Spezia-Genova, exit Genova Ovest.

Visas and passports
Citizens from European Union that signed the Schengen Agreement (no borders) do not require any formality. Other visitors entering Italy must have a valid ID card (e.g., UK, Switzerland) or passport. Australia, Canada, Israel, Japan, Singapore, South Korea, UK, USA citizens should not be required a visa for entry into Italy.

Participants from countries requiring a visa must apply to consular offices or diplomatic missions in their home countries.

Travel tips

Electrical voltage is 240/250 AC 50 cycles, with 2-3 round‑pin outlets. A number of mains extension leads and multiple outlet power boards will be available for use in the meeting rooms.

Telephone outlets are compatible to the American modular (RJ45) plug.

Genoa has a no-tipping policy for any travel and dining services. Restaurants may include service charge on your bill or may not.

Smoking in public buildings is prohibited, and is not permitted on public transport, including domestic air flights.

Climate
March in Genoa is generally fine although there is always a chance of rain. The average daytime temperature range is approximately 15-20 degrees Celsius.
