Workshop A:

Countering Bullying, Harassment and Violence In Schools

                      By Coosje Griffiths

Education Department of Western Australia Perth. Western Australia
This workshop is based on a 13-module training package that trains psychologists and other skilled staff with skills and materials to provide professional development for schools.  At the end of the workshop participants will be able to assist schools to assess risks and “hot spots” and put school policies and a range of effective strategies in place to reduce, prevent and respond effectively to bullying, harassment and violence.  The materials are based on current research.

The W.H.O. health promoting schools model is utilized to demonstrate the range of whole school preventative, early identification and intervention strategies that have been found to work in schools. The training package aims to enhance practice that will produce safe and friendly school learning environments.
Modules include: a whole school approach to countering bullying; classroom and playground strategies, effective bystander behaviors, peer participation, responding effectively to bullying incidents, working with parents, workplace bullying and school change management.  The workshop is designed to provide an exciting “hands-on” approach that will engage participants and produce results that will really make a difference for schools and students
Presenter: Coosje Griffiths is well recognized for her work on countering bullying in schools in Australia and internationally. She is a teacher and registered school psychologist and currently is a Manager of Student Services in Western Australia.  She has worked extensively on the issue of bullying in schools since 1988 across school systems.  She was awarded a Churchill Fellowship in 1994 resulting in an international study tour of effective practices to counter bullying and violence in schools. Her work is highly valued, as she has worked closely with parents, students, teachers, community and professional groups and translates research into practical applications in to the school setting.  
Workshop B:
Advanced Crisis Intervention Strategies and Issues

By Dr. William (Bill) Pfohl

Western Kentucky University Department of Psychology

Bowling Green, Kentucky USA
This workshop will be for those who have had basic crisis intervention training or been a crisis responder. Crisis skills in dealing with media, personal burnout, and prevention and planning are critical for effective crisis response. Also children of different developmental levels will respond differently to trauma and grief.
The participants will learn: a.) how to develop a crisis media plan; b.) about developmental issues of crisis and grief response with various age children; c.) to identify crisis burnout issues in crisis responders; and d.) about issues in crisis prevention and planning. The participants will enhance their basis crisis response skills.
Presenter: William (Bill) Pfohl is a professor in the school psychology program at Western Kentucky University, where he has taught for 24 years. He is a charter member of NASP’s National Emergency Assistance Team (NEAT). He has led crisis response teams to three USA incidents and has trained school psychologists in Germany in crisis response. He is a Past President of the National Association of School Psychologists.
Workshop C:

Using Therapeutic Cards For Dealing With Conflict, Stress and Trauma
Dr. Ofra Ayalon,
Director, Nord International Trauma Consultancy, Tivon, Israel
The therapeutic coping cards are tools that facilitate authentic expression in a judgment-free context. These cards facilitate the accessing both of inner feelings and creative imagination and thereby support the building - and rebuilding - of community through communication. The COPING CARDS can enhance the process of uncovering and giving expression to each person's outlook on life and to each one's unique strategies for dealing with its pains and grief. This workshop will focus on the following Principles of the COPING CARDS:
1. NORMALISATION: Focusing on the skills of coping rather than on pathology allows Card-work to ameliorate painful consequences of trauma, and enhance new coping opportunities.
2. GAINING MASTERY: The healing relationship between trainer and trainee are collaborative and foster a sense of security, trust, support and empowerment.
3. EXPRESSING AND SHARING: Working through grief, expressing fear, dealing with traumatic imagery through metaphoric story-telling, social interaction, spirituality and humor: All of these contribute to the healing of the whole person.
4. DEVELOPING A PERSONAL HEALING THEORY: A personal story told through using the Cards creates a metaphorical forum for coming to terms with what happened in the past and, consequently, for cultivating optimism and confidence for the future.
Presenter: Dr. Ofra Ayalon. is a psychologist and trainer in Family Therapy and Traumatology. She has taught creative therapy and coping methods for 35 years at the Haifa University and authored a great number of books and intervention programmes in: domestic violence, divorce, disasters, war and terrorism, suicide prevention and non-violence. She is a trainer of mental health workers in traumatized communities around the world.

Call for Presentations

Types of Presentations:

Paper (45 or 60 minutes, including ten minutes for questions): Paper presentations cover a wide range of topics related to the theme,   including   innovative   practices,   research,   program evaluation and other areas.

Workshop (120 minutes): This format is provided for the development of specific skills.  Please identify the specific skills taught and the expected learning outcomes.

Symposium (120 minutes): Three or more papers on a common topic are presented.  Presenters are encouraged to include a discussion at the end of the session. 
Poster: A poster presentation on a research topic related to school psychology. This should include a visual display (boards 1.20 x1.5 meters will be available) of research results, program evaluation data, intervention procedures, and other topics suitable for discussion and exchange of experience in person-to-person communication.  Presenters should also prepare handouts, summarizing or reproducing materials. Poster sessions will be 60 minutes in length.

No 1: Night Bird Views Over the West Lake  

Date: July 29 from the evening to night with Dinner      Cost: $ 25  
We will explore at Hefang Street, one of the oldest streets in Hangzhou, rebuilt in 2001. It contains hundreds of ancient buildings dating back to the Ming & Qing Dynasties. Now there are many shops, restaurants, and tea houses on this street. We will have a traditional dinner at ChenghuangGe Pavilion, with a night bird view over the West Lake. After dinner, we will pass by Nanshan Road, which is full of many cozy modern bars, pubs, cafes and night markets.

No. 2: Cruise on West Lake and visit to Song Dynasty City

Date: July 30 from the afternoon to the night with dinner and folk performance                                            Cost: $39 
West Lake lies in the west of Hangzhou. Skirted by mountains on three sides, and with the fourth side bordering the urban district, West Lake covers a water surface of 6 square km, yet it forms the center of a garden resort that sprawls over a 49 square km, area near the mountains.  After 1 hour’s cruise on the lake, we will disembark at Flower Harbor Park, which is one of the most famous gardens in China, with Western & Chinese style gardening landscapes and golden fish ponds.
The Song Dynasty City is the first theme park in Hangzhou and the largest of its kind dedicated to Song Dynasty culture ( about 1000 years ago). At night you will enjoy watching a marvelous folk performance.

No. 3 XITANG Tour –The Ancient Town in Southern China 
Date: July 31 from afternoon to evening with dinner      Cost: $48

Xitang is an ancient town boasting a gorgeous natural environment. There are nine rivers crossing the town and dividing it into eight sections of land connected by the bridges. Most of the houses along the rivers are constructions of  the Ming and Qing Dynasties. The town is characterized by its numerous rivers, bridges and small lanes. During its 427 year history, there have been over 50 people whose names are recorded in history holding different positions in the court. There were nine intellectual associations of poets and painters in Xitang which left behind a huge amount of works of poetry and painting

No.4 Tea Museum & Silk Tour
Date: July 31 from afternoon to evening with dinner     Cost: $20

The China Tea Museum in Hangzhou, home of the Longjing Brand Tea, is the only state-level comprehensive tea museum in China. It has six halls respectively featuring tea history, tea samples, tea production process, tea sets and tea customs. The visitor may join local tea farmers in picking tealeaves and sample the taste of newly harvested tea before processing Following this, we will drive to visit a Silk Factory, where you will have a chance to see the silk production process.

Travel: By air to China: There are three international entrances into China. You can choose to land in:

 Beijing and then fly to Hangzhou directly (1.5 hours).

Hong Kong and then fly to Hangzhou directly (1.5 hours).

Shanghai and then reach Hangzhou by the airport express bus (2.5 hours) or by train ( 2 hours).

Arriving: Hangzhou International Airport is approximately 45 minutes by airport coach to Hangzhou. An airport coach leaves for Hangzhou Terminal (20 Yuan per person) every half hour. 

Taxis are also available (120 Yuan per car). The taxi can take you directly to the Hotel. If coming from the Shanghai International Airport to Hangzhou Airport Terminal, an express coach takes approximately 2.5 hours (100 Yuan per person).

 ISPA Colloquium volunteers will greet you at Hangzhou Airport and Shanghai Airport, at Hangzhou Airport Terminal and at the Hangzhou Railway Station. Those arriving at the terminal and the railway station will be provided with transportation directly to the hotel during the registration and departure days.

Accommodation: The Zhejiang Hotel (****) offers you a variety of possibilities. The hotel has central air-conditioning and is connected to the Conference Center.

Reservations will be made on the basis of “First come—first served”. All the rooms are standard rooms with Western-style bathrooms. Included in the room price is an excellent buffet breakfast.

Standard two-bed room …….….. ………US$ 20 per person/per night

Standard single bed room ………US$ 40 per room/per night (limited)

Standard single bedroom with suite room....US$ 80 per night (limited)

Weather: The average noon temperature in Hangzhou in July is about 35 degrees Celsius In the morning and in the evening, the temperature is about 25 degrees Celsius. But in the hotel and the conference center, the temperature inside is usually kept at about 22 degrees Celsius. So with frequent temperature and precipitation variations in summer, you may need a coat and an umbrella

Dress: Informal on all occasions.

Language: The official language is English. No simultaneous translation will be provided, but this should not deter you from registering, as English is not the native language of many of the participants. If some participants have extreme difficulties in language, the LOC will endeavor to provide assistance.

Electricity: 220-230 Volts, 50 Cycles.

Telecommunication: Telephones are available in each hotel room. You can buy an IP Card to make a call home.

Currency exchange: Banks in Hangzhou and also in China will exchange most foreign currencies and traveler’s checks. International credit card payments are NOT accepted in shops and restaurants. Cash-dispensers in China do NOT accept international credit cards. Usually there is a bank office to serve currency exchange in most 3 stars or above hotels. 

In the Zhijiang Hotel, there is a bank office to serve currency exchange at the same rate as that of China National Bank.

Insurance: The Local Organizing  Committee and the Zhijiang Hotel can in no way be responsible for any loss, theft, accident or damage during the colloquium. Participants are kindly requested to make individual insurance arrangements if they so desire.
