INFORMATION & OPERATION
          On 29.08.2012, a secret information was received that a notorious burglar of Outer District, Delhi who has committed a series of burglaries in mobile phone shops/stores in Kailash Vihar, Panshali, Delhi would be coming at Rithala Metro Station to dispose off the stolen mobile phones and accessories. Subsequently, a team of Anti Extortion Cell led by Insp. Naresh Chander and Insp. Sandeep Malhotra comprising of SI Arun Dev Nehra, SI Naresh Kumar, SI Pramod Kumar, ASI Vinod Kumar, HC Jai Prakash, HC Anil Kumar, HC Shiv Veer, HC Pawan, HC Rakesh and Ct. Neeraj Pandey, Ct. Ajeet Bhati and Ct. Rajeev Sahrawat was constituted under the close supervision of Shri Bhisham Singh, Addl. DCP/Crime.   


The team laid a trap at Rithala Metro Station and at about 5:15 pm, one person later identified as Rama Kant Gupta was apprehended by the police team. On his personal search, 18 stolen mobile phones, 10 headphones, 8 new mobile phone batteries, 20 recharge coupons, 3 card readers, 150 convertor connecting devices, 1 body of Nokia mobile phone were recovered from the carry bag held by him. On verification, the recovered articles were found burgled from a mobile phone shop situated at Kailash Vihar, Panshali, Delhi registered vide case FIR No. 227/12 dated 20.07.2012 u/s 380 IPC PS Shahbad Dairy.
            INTERROGATION

         The accused Rama Kant Gupta was subjected to sustained interrogation in which he disclosed that he used to sit in the kiryana shop opened by his father but the earnings were not enough for him.  Hence, he left the shop and started thefts and night burglaries in mobile phone shops/stores of the locality along with his associates.  


The accused is an active burglar of outer district of Delhi and previously involved in 3 cases of burglary/theft of PS KN Katju Marg, Rani Bagh and Begum Pur, Delhi.

INCIDENT:-

Accordingly, a case vide FIR No. 62/2012 U/S 379/356/34 IPC was registered at P.S. Vijay Vihar, Delhi. 

TEAM/INVESTIGATION:-



To nab the accused persons a team comprising of HC Anil Kumar No. 3200/OD, Ct. Kapil No 2128/OD, Ct. Parvinder No 1420/OD under the leadership of Insp. Sunil Kr. and under the close supervision of Sh. Ved Parkesh, ACP/Rohini Delhi was constituted. During course of investigation, a secret information was received on 28.08.2012 that two criminals are moving on a Pulsar Motor Cycle, who are involved in the snatching cases and burglary. On the basis of this information, the team deployed at Sector-5, Ronini apprehended two accused persons namely Sagar @ Gujan s/o Rakesh Kumar R/o C-11/23, Sector-5, Rohini, Delhi and Vipin @ Hudi  S/o Sh. Raj Kumar R/o H No. C-7/131, Sector-5, Rohini, Delhi, from Som Bazar Road, near DD Market, Sector-5, Rohini.  On sustained interrogation they disclosed that they snatched one gold chain in the month of February at Som Bazar Road, near Jeet Property. They further disclosed that they had committed the burglary in the area of PS-Prashant Vihar alongwith their associates namely Gaurav Jain S/o Sh. Ishwer Chand Jain R/o C-4/123, Sector-5, Rohini, Delhi and Rahul S/o Ram Ashre R/o 40 Foota Road, Phase-II, Vijay Vihar, Delhi. On the instance of accused Sagar @ Gujan one gold chain was recovered from his house which was snatched in case FIR No. 62/12 u/s 379/356/34 IPC, P.S. Vijay Vihar. Accused Gaurav Jain S/o Sh. INCIDENT & ARREST


In order to prevent incidents of snatching outer force and beat staff has been deployed in various market areas.  

On 30.08.12 Ct. Jaipal No. 1268/NW was deployed in Wednesday market along with staff of Second Battalion i.e. (1) Ct. Sachin No. 10562/DAP (2) Ct. Harrender Singh No. 10564/DAP  (3) HC Ram Avtar No. 10963/DAP  for prevention of theft and snatching incidents. At about 9.30 PM, they noticed a woman, who was making hue and cry, and chasing a person. Responding to this incident they also immediately started chasing that person and after covering some distance they apprehended him. Thereafter, on enquiry it was revealed that fleeing person had snatched a gold chain worn by the woman who was running after him. On further enquiry the name and address of the snatcher was revealed as Ajay @ Pavva s/o Late Paras Nath r/o Jhuggi no. H-472, Loha Mandi, Railway Line, Naraina, Delhi and the identity of victim was revealed as Indu Rajput w/o Jai Singh r/o H. No. WZ-3051, Mahendra Park, Rani Bagh, Delhi. The snatched gold chain was recovered from the pocket of pant worn by the accused. Accordingly, a case vide FIR no. 282/12 u/s 356/379/411 IPC was registered at PS Rani Bagh. During the course of investigation it was revealed that accused Ajay @ Pavva is a desperate snatcher/robber/thief against whom there were 10 involvements including two involvements of robbery. 

INTERROGATION

During  sustained interrogation it was revealed that Ajay @ Pavva is a History-Sheeter of PS Naraina and has been committing crime since 2006 and he is previously involved in 10 different cases of snatching, robbery, theft.

· GANG OF DESPERATE MEWATI CRIMINALS WHO USED TO CHEAT PEOPLE OF LACS OF RUPEES ON THE PRETEXT OF FAKE GOLD BRICK BUSTED.

· ONE COUNTRY MADE PISTOL, TWO LIVE CARTRIDGE, ONE MAHENDRA BOLERO CAR AND FAKE GOLD BRICK RECOVERED 
Alert picket staff of PS Fatehpur Beri, South District arrested three desperate criminals of Mewati Gang and recovered one country made pistol, 2 live cartridges, one fake gold brick and one Mahindra Bolero Car from their possession, who used to cheat innocent people of lacs of rupees on the pretext of selling fake gold brick.

ACCUSED ARRESTED :

BRIEF FACTS :

On 28/08/12, staff of PS Fatehpur Beri was conducting vehicle checking at Jheel Khurd Picket, keeping in view the recent criminal activities of Mewati Gangs in Delhi.  At around 1200 hrs. Ct. Ravinder No. 3280/SD and Ct. Vinod No. 1264/SD intercepted a Mahindra Bolero SUV, bearing Regn. No. HR 27B 4083, which was coming from Haryana side.  As soon as the vehicle stopped at the picket, three persons who were sitting in the Bolero Car got down and started running towards the ridge area.  Both Constables acted swiftly and caught the driver of the car, while two other fled away in the forest area.  The driver was identified as Khurshid S/o Ahmed Khan R/o Village Shingar, PS Punahana, District Nuh (Mewat), Haryana.
The Constables immediately informed at the Police Post and Police Station about the incident.  Keeping in mind the sensitivity of the incident, SI Jaivir, HC Ramesh Kumar, HC Ramphal and Ct. Rishipal were immediately sent at the spot, who made intensive hunt to locate absconding accused persons in the forest area.  Finally, the hard work of police party yielded results and both absconding accused persons were arrested from the forest area.  They were identified as Shahid S/o Idrish R/o Village Tirwada, PS Punahana, District Nuh (Mewat), Haryana and Liyakat Ali S/o Hameeda  R/o Village Tirwada, PS Punahana, District Nuh (Mewat), Haryana.  On search of accused Shahid S/o Idrish, one country made pistol along with one live cartridge was recovered from his possession.  During search of accused Liyakat Ali, one live cartridge was recovered from his possession.  During the checking of Bolero car, one fake gold brick was recovered from the dash board of the car. In this regard, a case vide FIR No. 221/12 dated 28/08/12 u/s 25 Arms Act was registered and accused persons were arrested.  Further investigation of the case is under process.

INTERROGATION :


During interrogation, accused persons confessed that they belong to Mewat region of Haryana and used to cheat people on the pretext of selling fake gold brick.  They used to entice people that they have got a gold brick from their field which was buried and want to sell it at low price as they are in dire need of money.  On the day of incident, they were going to Paharganj, Delhi to sell the fake gold brick to a target. They further disclosed that they used to carry country made pistol with them for using the same to escape from the spot, in case of any problem or on the apprehension of being apprehended.

With the arrest of accused namely Pawan S/o Melu Ram R/o D-2/99, Nand Nagri, Delhi (29 yrs.) officials of Police station Nand Nagri have unearthed a crime syndicate indulging in the illegal activities of snatching.  

INCIDENT

 
On 29.8.12 HC Bala Saheb No. 325/NE and Ct. Jag Om No. 1223/NE, during patrolling received secret information about an active snatcher, who was waiting for his accomplice at Gagan Cinema, Bus stand, Nand Nagri Delhi, to commit incident of snatching. HC Bala Saheb immediately called HC Tilak Raj No. 60/NE, CT. Kushal Pal and Ct. Mahipal for assistance. At about 6.25 PM on the pointing of the informer one person who later on identified as Pawan S/o Melu Ram R/o D-2/99, Nand Nagri, Delhi (29 yrs.) was apprehended by the staff from Gagan Cinema, Bus stand, Nand Nagri Delhi. On his personal search a buttondar knife was recovered from his possession. Accordingly a case vides FIR No.297, dated 29.8.12, U/s 25 Arms Act was registered against the accused person and he was arrested in this case. The arrestee was also identified as BC of Bundle-A of Police Station Nand Nagri, Delhi who was externed from the GNCT Delhi for a period of two years vides order No.1609-25/Ext. Cell/NED, dated 22.3.11.

On receipt of the above information about apprehension of the snatcher, the same was immediately communicated to Sh. Ved Prakash Surya Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub-Division Seema Puri, who immediately constituted a team comprising of ASI Dal Chand, HC Tilak Raj No.60/NE, HC Bala Saheb No. 325/NE, Ct. Jag Om No. 1223/NE, Ct. Mahipal and Ct. Kushal Pal under the close supervision of Insp. Harish Kukreti, Station House Officer, PS Nand Nagri.  

MODUS OPERANDI

 
The accused were put to sustained interrogation.  During interrogation accused disclosed that he was born in the year 1982 in the area of Madi Pur, Delhi. He is Sanshi by caste. Later on his family migrated to Nand Nagri Delhi and permanently settled there. He studied upto 3rd class from MCD primary School, Nand Nagri Delhi. His father used to sell illicit liquor in the area of Nand Nagri and he too started helping him at the very young age and so got acquaintance with the ruffians and anti social elements of the area. He has actively started his criminal carrier in the year 2000, when he with his associate Jag Mohan robbed wrist watch and purse from a person in Nand Nagri for which FIR No. 411/2K, u/s 392/397/34 IPC was registered at P.S. Nand Nagri. After this incident he became addicted to crime particularly snatching. He is involved in 62 criminal caes as of now which include 48 cases of snatching, 3 cases of robbery, two cases of NDPS Act and other cases. His area of operation is mainly East and North-East District but also found involved in few cases in the area of West and North-West Districts. Strangely he never tried any legitimate job to earn his livelihood. His main modus operandi is to snatch gold articles on motor cycle with different associates.

4. His other brother Vijay S/o Melu Ram is also BC of P.S. Nand Nagri, Delhi and is having 30 criminal cases of snatching, hurt and Excise Act, registered against him.

5. His Mother-in-law Smt Jeeto w/o Tara Chand Ram is also BC of P.S. Nand Nagri, Delhi and is having 8 criminal under Excise Act, registered against her.

Sita Ram R/o H.No. 724 Raj Nagar, Gali No. 5 Part II, Palam Colony Delhi was going through Kachchi Colony Molar band Gali No 26 on his Scooter along with his colleague Kapil, three persons came from behind on one black colour Yamaha Motor Cycle and hit their scooter. Complainant fallen with scooter on the road and thereafter his Bajaj Scooter No. DL 4SD 5455, one Mobile Phone and Rs. 1, 00,000/- kept in his scooter were robbed on point of deshi katta and knife. The incident was registered vide case FIR No. 221/02 u/s 392/397/34 IPC PS Badarpur, New Delhi. 


Earlier also accused Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi has been arrested in two different cases. He was arrested on 14.08.2001 by H.N. Din Railways Police with the stolen Brief case containing clothes, jewellery items, and cash Rs. 720/- in  case FIR No. 107/01 u/s 411 IPC PS HN Din Railway, Delhi. After that Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi was arrested in case FIR  No. 470/02 u/s 12/9/55 Gambling Act PS Kalyanpuri,Delhi.


There are sixteen criminal cases registered against the said accused including  that of culpable homicide not amounting murder, attempt to commit culpable homicide, robbery, hurt, Arms Act and gambling Act etc. in various police stations of Delhi. Accused Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi was absconding to avoid trials of the cases and he was declared PO in  above case FIRs, by the concerned courts of Delhi. 
TEAM/INVESTIGATION:

There is a dedicated team comprising of HC Anil Kumar No. 1444/SE and Ct. Sunil Kumar No. 1433/ SE under the supervision of Sh. Sheelwant Singh, Inspr./ATO PS GK-I, to apprehend proclaimed offenders who have developed good network of informers and got rich experience in tracing the absconded accused persons through modern techniques and persistent efforts.  The team identified the accused Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi and started working for apprehension of absconding accused, which finally brought good results. An input was received that the accused Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi who was absconding and declared PO in above FIRs, is coming in the area of Greater Kailash – I, Delhi.  Accordingly, the team was chasing the movements of accused Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi with the help of informer from last about one month. Finally on 28/08/12 accused Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi was arrested and produced before the Hon’ble Court.

PROFILE OF ACCUSED ARRESTED:


Salim @ Aflatoon @ Babu @ Chun (32 years) S/o Mohd. Safi R/o H. No. 213, Patpar ganj village, Pandav Nagar, Delhi, also at Noorwali Masjid, Khoda Colony Gaziabad, UP. Permanent address: VPO Budana, Karbala Road, Distt. Muzaffar Nagar UP where his parents were native farmers in the village who have been expired. He is the eldest brother among four and one of his brothers  namely Zulfiqar  was also involved in criminal cases in Delhi. His brother-in-law (wife’s brother) namely Vakil is also having various criminal cases against him in Delhi. He took primary education from his school village and thereafter came in the company of local criminals of area involving in petty cases. In the year 1998, he came in Delhi and started living in the area of  Police Station Pandav Nagar, Delhi.

INCIDENT


On 18.06.12 a complaint, regarding receipt of obscene and threatening messages through cell Phone to complainant and his relatives and friends by one Waseem Akram. It was submitted in complaint that accused befriended  with his sister  through Facebook/Orkut and introduce himself as Daksh Sharma. He won confidence of the girl by making false promises/information. When the girl came to know about his identity, she started avoiding him. But, he continued to  pressurize her to marry him. When she refused to marry him he made fake profiles of his sister on Facebook/Orkut and gave false and offensive information including mobile number of the victim on it and forwarded the information regarding making of fake profile of his sister to his mother and other relatives through the electronic means. On 19.12.11 accused Waseem Akram met the complainant's mother and  intimated that if she did not pay 5 Lac rupees, he would defame the victim and will pour acid on her face or cut her face with blade. On the above complaint a Case FIR No. 147/12 dated 21.06.12, u/s 66 A IT Act and 387/506 IPC was registered and investigation was initiated.

A special team comprising of Inspr. Subhash Chand  Inspr./Investigation  PS Ashok Vihar , HC Devender Kumar 1967/NW and Ct. Gurdeep 2075/NW PS Adarsh Nagar  was constituted to nab the culprit. 

INVESTIGATION 




On the information collected from the technological tools the raiding party was able to pin point the location of Waseem Akram who had managed to obtain a SIM card on a address of Chandigarh,UT where he was not actually living. He was arrested through electronic surveillance. During interrogation it has came to notice that he had given false information regarding himself that he is an alumni of Modern school and graduate. In his Face-book profile he had given his name as Daksh Sharma instead of his actual name. His general profile was also found to be wrong. Accused Waseem Akram works in a factory in Chandigarh and is simply 12th pass.

TEAM AND INVESTIGATION

 
To check the incidents of MV thefts and snatching in the area of PS Vikas Puri, the crime was chalked out under the supervision of Sh. Parkash Chandra Mann, ACP/Vikaspuri and Inspr. Santosh kumar, SHO/Vikaspuri. On 29/08/2012, a police team comprising of ASI Padmesh Tyagi, HC Rishi Kumar, Ct Yogesh Kumar and Ct Sanjeev Tomar was constituted and deployed for vehicles checking at Anti Snatching Picket at road No.236 near Chander Vihar Bridge Vikas Puri Delhi. At about 5.15 PM one white colour Maruti Zen car No. DL8CD 6827 came from Uttam Nagar side and police staff signaled to stop the Car but the car driver tried to flee away. The above car was stopped with the help of barricades by the team and inmates of car namely, Rajender @ Dube , Mahender and Anil @ Anu were apprehended. On the search of Rajender,  one country made pistol alongwith one live cartridge and from Mahender one buttondar knife and from Anil @ Anu one buttondar knife were recovered. A Case FIR No 233/12 dated 29/08/2012 u/s 25/54/59 Arms Act P.S Vikas Puri, has been registered against them and  the  recovered Zen car No. DL8CD 6827 was found to be stolen from the area  of PS Roop Nagar vide case FIR No. 59/11 dated 04/04/11 U/S 379 IPC.

INTERROGATION

During sustained interrogation, they revealed that they had committed a robbery in the area of Vikas Puri and  a case was registered vide case FIR No. 202/12 U/S 394/34 IPC dated 28/07/2012 PS Vikas Puri. Rajender is the master mind of the gang.  He collected the information about the cash movements of complainant, Mr. Pradeep Bansal from his factory, Bansal Trading Company, RA-20, Gali No.10 near Ram Dharam Kanta, Anand Prabat. On 27.08.12 Pawan @ Guddu and Ram Avtar @ Om Parkash were deputed to watch and pass the information about the movements of Pradeep Bansal.  When Pradeep Bansal came out of his office and kept the briefcase in his car, Pawan and Om Prakash on scooter No.DL4S AB 5871 after noting down the complainant’s car number reached Gali No.10 near Rohtak Road and passed on the information to Rajender, Mahender, Anil @ Annu and one Vinod where they were waiting. They all chased the complainant on motorcycle and committed the robbery when the complainant parked his car near his residence.  One motorcycle and scooter involved in crime have been recovered. Further investigation is on progress.

 Special Staff, South District has arrested two notorious burglars / auto lifters namely Imran Khan @ Bablu Kashmiri @ Idrish (26 years) s/o Jarin Khan @ Zareen  r/o House No. M-104, IIIrd Floor, Abdul Fazal Enclave, Jamia Nagar, Delhi and  Arsad @ Guddu @ Badshah R/o C-12, Okhla Vihar, Delhi.   One stolen Skoda Laura Car, three stolen mobile phones,  etc. recovered from their possession and instance.
BRIEF FACTS :

One case of unique modus operandi of house theft with motor vehicle theft of Skoda Laura Car was reported in P.S. S.J. Enclave, registered vide FIR No. 289/12 u/s 379/380 IPC.  In this incident, on the intervening night of 19/20-08-12, complainant and his family members were sleeping in the house.  Both the accused entered in the house through window by opening window letch.  They stole three mobile phone, key of Skoda Laura and one purse.  They identified the car by using the remote system of the key and also stole their car, parked in the house premises.

Yogesh from Special Staff was formed under the supervision of Inspector Aishvir Singh, I/C Special Staff to develop information and apprehend the accused involved in the incident.


The team worked hard continuously, visited the spots and collected minute detail, which revealed that entry was made either through main gate or by opening the window in the night when all the inmates were sleeping.  The criminals who were recently released from jail were also verified. Thereafter, the team collected the details criminals have the same modus operandi and developed criminal intelligence and it came to know that one ARSHAD @ GUDDU @ BADHSHAH  is  frequently seen in the areas. Hence, the team focused on Arshad @ Guddu @ Badshah and sources were deployed to trace him.  On 29.08.12, secret information was received that Arshad @ Guddu @ Badshah would come at near ganda nala Jamia Nagar with stolen car to meet his associates and to dispose off the stolen mobiles and to consume the GANJA. O R D E R

1. Whereas, there is mushrooming of BPOs (Business Process Outsourcing Centres) prominently known as Call Centres, Corporate and Media Houses in Delhi and other parts of the NCR offering employment opportunity for the youths.  

2. And whereas,  the employees including young  women from across the country have been staying in various parts of Delhi while their work place may be in the NCR region and their employers are providing cab services for the purpose of picking up and dropping them from their place of stay to office and back.  As these organizations are functioning round-the-clock, the cabs are ferrying employees even at late night hours.  Such employers are reported to have hired cabs on contract basis and have not been able to properly monitor these cab operators and their drivers for ensuring safe and secure transportation of the employees resulting in grave danger to human life, safety and security of the employees, especially of women employees.    

3. And whereas, it has come to notice that certain criminal and anti-social elements look for soft targets, particularly during the odd hours and the women employees who travel during late night hours are vulnerable to crime and criminal acts by such elements, if they are not dropped securely and safely at their places of stay. 

4. And whereas it is rendered imperative to put some regulatory checks on organizations having such service of picking and dropping their employees and the transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards involved in the same so that anti-social and criminal elements may not cause danger to human life and safety and their property and it is felt that immediate action is necessary in this regard. 

5. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by the virtue of Section 144 of Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 (No. 02 of 1974) read with Govt. Of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/(1) UTL, dated 09/09/2010,  I, Prem Singh Hooda , Assistant Commissioner of Police, Sub-Division Vivek Vihar  of East District do hereby make this written order, that all such organization like BPOs, Corporate and Media Houses having the system of picking up and dropping their employees and the concerned transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards in the jurisdiction of  Sub-division Vivek Vihar  East District, Delhi Shall:- 

a. Maintain a data base of all employees, security personnel, cab drivers and contractual workers working with them for access by the police as and when required.  

b. Hire the security personnel and other contractual personnel as far as possible from licensed agencies only. 

c. Ensure verification of antecedents of all their employees including contractual employees. 

d. Ensure that women employees are not made to travel alone with the cab driver and a duly verified security guard or a male colleague (regular employee of the company) is invariably deployed in each cab carrying women staff during night hours i.e. 08:00 PM to 07:00 AM.

e. Choose the route in such manner that as far as possible a woman employee is not the first one to be picked up or the last to be dropped.   

f. Ensure that during the night hours cab involved in transportation of women employees picks up and drops such employees right at their houses and remains halted at the point where a woman employee has been dropped till she confirms about her arrival / reaching at her residence / place of stay through a telephone call.

g.  Ensure that, whenever the house of a woman employee is so located that the approach road is not motorable, the duly verified security guard or the male colleague, during night hours, accompanies the employee on foot up to her house and takes a confirmation about here safe arrival.   

h. Exercise effective check and control on the vehicle’s movement in order to check any unwarranted activities of the cab drivers, such as picking up strangers, straying away from the designated route etc.  

i. Get GPS system installed in the cabs used in the transportation of employees, especially of women employees within two months time.

6. This order shall come into force with effect from 30.08.2012 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. up to 28.10.2012 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.  

7. Any person / employer / transporters etc. contravening this order shall be liable to be punished in accordance with the provision of Section 188 of Indian Panel Code.

8. As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of public through Press and by affixing copies on the notice boards of the offices of all DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil offices, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of the NDMC and MCD.

And whereas, it is necessary to take speedy measures in this behalf to prevent danger to human life or safety, to prevent terrorist activities, which may affect the security of the State and disturbance of public order and tranquility.

Now, therefore, I, Prem Singh Hooda, Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub. Division Vivek Vihar, Delhi, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 (No.2, 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/1/2008 - UTL, dated 26.11.08, do hereby make this written order for strict compliance by the owners of such Cyber Cafes in the entire G. Nagar Sub-Div.Delhi :-
a. 
 prohibiting the use of  Cyber Cafe by unknown person and whose identity has  not been established by the owner of the Café.

b.
 maintaining a register for identity of the visitor/user.

c. 
make an entry in the handwriting of the visitor/user mentioning name, address, telephone number and identity proof. The visitor/user shall also sign the register kept for this purpose.

d. 
the identity of the visitor/user shall be established through identity card, voter card, ration card, driving license, passport and photo credit card (any one of them) ;

e. 
activity server log should be preserved in main server and its record should be preserved for at least six months.

f. 
 if any activity of the visitor is of a suspicious nature the owner of the Cyber Café will immediately inform the Police Station ; and

g.
 record along with photograph be maintained about the specific computer used by the person.

This order shall come into force with effect from 30.08.2012 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days unless withdrawn earlier.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

All persons who intend to take accommodation on rent shall inform in writing in this regard to the Station House Officer concerned in whose jurisdiction the premises fall.        Whereas a large numbers of complaints are being received that people purchasing liquor vends often start consuming in front of liquor vend and at other public places. Venders selling eatable and juices, at times, also station themselves unauthorizedly outside liquor vends which further facilitate this undesirable activity. Sometimes, “Baratis” of marriage processions also openly drink liquor etc., on the Roads while the Barats are moving. Drinking in public is a nuisance with a serious potential to result in brawls and quarrels causing serious injuries/death and damage to public and private property. This affects the peace and tranquility of the area and creates problems in maintaining law and order.  It is also a punishable offence u/s 40 of the Delhi Excise Act-2009 (Delhi Act 10 of 2010). 

2. And whereas it is necessary to take speedy measures in this regard to prevent danger to human life and safety and to thwart/prevent un-toward incidence which may affect the peace and tranquility of the area. 

3. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by section 144 Criminal procedures Code, 1973 read with Govt. of India Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No.11036/1/2010-UTL dated 09.09.2010, I, PREM SINGH HOODA , Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub-Division, VIVEK VIHAR East District, Delhi do hereby make this written orders to do the following for strict compliance by the owners of such liquor vends in the area of Sub Division VIVEK VIHAR East District, Delhi.

a) Install CCTV with sufficient number of Cameras and recording system with playback facility, to cover up to 50 meters area in front of the shop. The CCTV should monitor anyone consuming liquor of facilitating consumption of liquor or any unauthorized vender stationed in the coverage area. 

b) The recording system shall preserve a digital record of CCTV coverage for not less than 10 days. 

c) The vend owner or his agent shall cause to copy the CCTV coverage on a CD and handover to the police whenever demanded.

d) Before starting sales for the day, the manager of the liquor vend should ensure the CCTV system is in a proper working order and in case any defect is noticed, immediate action to get it rectified should be taken. An entry should be made in the register and intimation in writing should be sent to the police station simultaneously to be got duly received from the Duty Officer of the police Station mentioning Daily Diary Number on the intimation.

e)  During the course of monitoring of the CCTV System, the Manager of anyone specifically designated by the Manager for real time monitoring of CCTV Cell immediately inform the police Control Room at Telephone No.100 and also the nearest police Station in case any illegal drinking in public or unauthorized vendor is noticed in the CCTV coverage area.    

f) The vend owner shall display prominently at least two bilingual sign boards mentioning that the drinking in public place is an offence and standing of unauthorized vendors outside the liquor shop is strictly prohibited. Telephone number of nearest police Station shall also be mentioned on the signboards. 

4.          This order shall come into force with effect from 30.08.2012 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 28.10.2012 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.
