CLASS SCHEDULING

The Board of Education will provide a balanced curriculum which meets the diverse needs of all students.  Curriculum offerings will be benchmarked against state, national, and international standards when appropriate.  The use of technology as tools for teaching, learning, and assessing will be included in every curriculum offering at every grade level.  Students will be guided to prepare career plans and select the appropriate curriculum to accomplish those plans.  Parents will always be involved in this process. Student career plans should guide course selections and changes.  Annually, an "Educational Planning Guide" will be prepared by the guidance office prior to the scheduling process and posted on the school's web site.  Alternative delivery systems approved by the Board of Education will be included in the curriculum offerings of the School District of Abbotsford. Course curriculum changes may be presented to the Board of Education for approval at any time, providing there is adequate staffing, facility, and funding.  

Students will be scheduled into junior and senior high school classes and programs during the months of December and January for the following year according to a process established by the building principal. Open enrollment and post-secondary option enrollment timelines and Board established procedures will be strictly followed. The student schedule and teacher assignments should be presented to the Board of Education in January for the upcoming school year.  It is essential that students and parents prepare and schedule classes after careful consideration according to these timelines.  Providing there is space available in the course, students will have a limited amount of time at the beginning of each semester to consider course changes for a valid reason with the approval of their parents which are necessary to accomplish their career plan.  Student class schedules for the upcoming school year will be sent home with the report card at the end of each school year.

                                                     CLASS SCHEDULING GUIDELINES                                         

Student classes will be scheduled in December and January for the upcoming school year.  Students develop career (post-secondary) plans when they enter high school with the guidance of school staff and parents.  These plans should be carefully planned and followed.

LENGTH OF CLASSES:
All classes are semester in length.  Some classes are offered for an entire year, including rotation classes.

STUDY HALLS:

Students may take a maximum of two study halls.

SCHEDULE CHANGES: 
Student schedule changes will occur during the first three days of the semester, and only for a valid reason.  Students will receive schedules for the upcoming year with their final report card for the year.  

ADDING/DROPPING A CLASS:
Adding or dropping a class once enrolled is discouraged.  Students may DROP a single class per semester, providing this will not make them credit deficient, within the first two weeks of each semester.   A withdraw pass (WP) will be recorded on the transcript.  Signed parental permission and teacher approval is required on the ADD/DROP form.  Adding classes within the first two weeks will be approved, providing there is room in the section.  A valid reason must be provided.  Drops after two weeks and before the end of the semester will be recorded as withdraw fail (WF).  Grades or partial credit will not be given for students who do not complete the semester.  

WF CREDITS:
WF credits will be calculated in the GPA. 

VALID REASONS FOR COURSE CHANGES:
Valid reasons require parent and teacher approval and may include:

1.
Parent and student has filed a new career (post-secondary) plan with the guidance counselor.

2.
Student is misplaced in the class.


3. Student's post-secondary plan includes the course as a pre-requisite.

4. Open enrollment may not be a valid reason to change a mid-year schedule.

5. Students may not replace a class required for graduation with a non-required elective class.

GRADING:
The School District of Abbotsford system counts all classes for credit on a 4.000.  The District does not weight classes nor recognize honors classes or points. 

GPA:
All classes count in a student's GPA and are calculated according to the following formula. The District does not weight classes nor recognize honors classes or points.

CLASS RANK:
Class rank will be printed on the final report card of the year.

MEDICAL EXCUSE: In the event of a prolonged absence required by a physician where educational and rehabilitative services continue outside the school district, C is a minimum grade.

INCOMPLETES:
A teacher may give an INCOMPLETE.  It is the student's responsibility 

to make up the work in full within two weeks, after which the grade earned by the student will be 

recorded.  If the student does not fulfill this responsibility, an "F" will be recorded.

ALTERNATIVE DELIVERY SYSTEMS:


The Board of Education will annually approve and provide curriculum related to:

1. Distance Education course offerings which are annually approved by the Board of Education and/or offered through the Wisconsin University or Technical College systems for which the student is eligible.  Failure to meet the statutory deadlines for enrollment will mean denial of the student's application.

2. Contracts with other agencies.

3. Individual Educational Program (IEP) Process.

4. Section 504 Plans.

5. Home bound education for medical reasons on file which are directly required by a physician.

6. Liaison with continuation of school-provided curriculum.

Pre-approval by the Board of Education is required for all curriculum offered if not listed in the 

"Educational Planning Guide".
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
