VISA & CUSTOMS

Most travelers could request entry-visas upon their arrival. For further information, please directly contact the Immigration Police Unit at the Pochentong Airport International or the Siem Reap Airport. Some countries where the Royal Embassies and Consulates of Cambodia installed, travelers may apply for an entry-visas prior to their departure. Multi-entry visa can be extended at the Department of Foreigner of the Ministry of Interior in Phnom Penh.

Beside the Pochentong Airport International and Siem Reap Airport, there are additionally few of border gateways where travelers may apply for an entry-visa upon their arrival such as Poi Pet and Cham Yeam Cambodian-Thai Border gateways.

The entry-visa is free of charge for Cambodian expatriate, Malaysians, and officials, holders of Service and Diplomatic Passport from Myanmar, Brunei, Philippines and Vietnam.

There are two types of entry –visa shall be paid: 

- Business visa: US$ 25.00

- Tourist   visa: US$ 20.00
