1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Zoeller, second by Buhrandt to approve agenda.  Vote carried unanimously.  After discussion, it was recommended to move agenda item 7 up to item 2A, and agenda item 18 up to item 2B.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Sekela to approve agenda as amended.  Vote carried unanimously.
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Sekela, second by Hilbert to approve minutes of March 2, 2011 meeting.  Vote carried unanimously.

Discussion With TS Manager Regarding Credit Card Sales of Plat Books On-line
TS Manager Wayne Sleeter stated application to sell plat books on-line is ready to go.  Will also have an updated report to reconcile each credit card account.

Timber Sales
A.  166-09 David Slempkes – Contract was previously renewed with a 5% stumpage increase, however this is a winter sale.  After further consideration, it was recommended to approve extension request without an increase in stumpage.  Discussion held.  Motion by Sekela, second by Zoeller to approve a one-year extension for Contract 166-09 with no increase in stumpage.  Vote unanimously carried.
     
B.  106-06 Olson Bros. – Stacy Olson present to request an extension of this sale.  She further stated that Olson Bros. is no longer in business, but would still like to cut this sale and will obtain a new letter of credit.  Discussion held.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Buhrandt to extend Contract 106-06 as a lump-sum sale for one year without stumpage increase pending renewed letter of credit to August 30, 2012. Vote carried unanimously. Item will be placed on May 4, 2011 agenda.

Mr. Teuteberg presented weekly and monthly Land Information Systems bills for approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Buhrandt to approve weekly and monthly LIS bills.  Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Skalitzky presented weekly and monthly Forestry & Parks bills for approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Sekela, second by Buhrandt to approve weekly and monthly Forestry & Parks bills.  Vote carried unanimously.

5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
Mr. Teuteberg reported that he will be attending census mapping training on April 7, 2011 with Admin. Coordinator Kevin Hamann and County Clerk Kim Pytleski.  He reported that next Tuesday he will be meeting with the U.S. Forest Service and Langlade County Surveyor regarding section corners issue on Mary Lake.  Reported that Byng property in Town of Abrams has been cleaned up.  Purchase order in the amount of $7,607.38 was issued for ESRI, Inc. for software maintenance-money to pay for software will be taken out of Land Records account.    Letters have been sent to municipalities to notify the County Surveyor of any road work projects being done this year.  Have been meeting with the Airport Commission regarding adjacent property issue.  Will be meeting with the Highway Dept. and Northern Towns regarding road work and section corners.  Currently working on wage study as required by Personnel & Wages Committee.

8. 2010 Annual Report
Mr. Teuteberg and Mr. Skalitzky presented Annual Reports report previously handed out to committee, and will be submitting condensed reports to County Board.  Discussion held.  Motion by Hilbert, second by Buhrandt to approve Land Information Systems and Forestry & Parks annual reports for county board approval.  Vote carried unanimously.

9. Request From Owner to Convey Two Parcels 014-182-6002117 and 014-182-6002143
Mr. Teuteberg received request from land owner wishing to sell both parcels to county.  Parcels are appraised at $2,800.00 and $2,600.00 and are currently tax delinquent.  Discussion held.  Motion by Hilbert, second by Zoeller for county not to purchase properties and instead to acquire them through tax deed.  Vote carried unanimously.

10. Request to  Waive Fees for GIS Data
Request received from Nature Conservancy, a non-profit organization, to obtain GIS data for Great Lakes Shore Study project.  Discussion held.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Sekela to waive fees and for Nature Conservancy to provide LIS Dept. with date from their study when complete.  Vote carried unanimously.
11. Discussion Regarding Nauke Lane Property Boundary
Mr. Teuteberg spoke with Corp. Counsel Bob Mraz regarding options to resolve boundary issue.  It has been the county’s policy to hold to title boundary.  Discussion held.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Buhrandt to defend title boundary and for Mr. Teuteberg to send letter to Attorney Morrison.  Vote carried unanimously.

12. Brazeau Sanitary District Additional Property Request
Mr. Teuteberg presented estimate from Northeast Survey of $1,700.00 for cost of survey for property.  Also received appraisal from R & R Assessing for $100.00 to do a study.  Recording fee would be $30.00.  Mr. Teuteberg will send letter to Brazeau Sanitary District regarding costs associated with purchasing property from County.
13. Purchase of Mapping Grade GPS Unit
Mr. Teuteberg has been working with the Highway Dept. for sign reflectability project.  Cost to obtain a GPS unit is $8,235.00 to assist with this project.  Money will be taken out of Land Records account, but will need County Board approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Sekela, second by Buhrandt to approve purchase of mapping grade GPS Unit and to take resolution of same to county board.  Vote carried unanimously.
14. Recreational Officer Report
Officer Sherman reported on enforcement being done at logging sales and with people cutting firewood in county forest with or without permits.  Has been selling seasonal passes from his vehicle using wireless access to on-line permits on county website.  A lot of activity at Machickanee Shooting Range due to early youth turkey hunts.  Getting ready for ATV season which starts May 1. Will be putting out buoys in the next couple weeks with Forestry crew.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Buhrandt to approve report.  Vote carried unanimously.
15. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Mr. Skalitzky reported that dredging permit for North Bay Shore has been applied for.  Received an estimate of $15 per cubic foot, plus mobilization, with spoils put on-site.   Reported that he will go to Wages & Personnel Committee at their May meeting to get approval to hire summer LTE’s.  The option to purchase 4 nights of camping at North Bay Shore and get the 5th night free during the week has been developed at a cost of $995.00.  North Bay Shore caretaker will start after May 2nd Personnel & Wages Committee meeting if approved.  Motion by Hilbert, second by Zoeller to approve report.  Vote carried unanimously.

16. WDNR Liaison Report
Mr. McCourt presented letter of retirement to committee, effective May 6, 2011. His early retirement is due to State Budget.  DNR Forester Ryan Severson will take his place in the interim.  There are currently two active sales, with Gary Ducaine to start another sale.  Reported that red pine prices have been good.  Working on setting up 10 sales for spring timber sale.  Ruffed Grouse trail project is scheduled for April 23 in Town of Breed.  Reported on time standard calculation, which is done every 4-5 years.   Currently he has a commitment of 1,200 hours which will be met.  Mike Folgert of Peshtigo DNR will speak with Bob regarding the lowering of these hours due to the job freeze.  Trees will be coming in April 27 for private planting.  Will start hand-planting the first week of May.  Supervisor Zoeller commended Mr. McCourt on his 30 years working with the DNR and assisting Oconto County with various projects and timber sales.  Discussion held.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Hilbert to approve report.  Vote carried unanimously.

     1.  Steve Birr-Town of Morgan – No problems with road access and fee has been paid.  Motion by Buhrandt, second by Zoeller to approve road access renewal for two years.  Vote carried unanimously.

19. Brazeau Sanitary District Request

20. Meet with Chute Pond Caretaker Mark Lesczykowski
Mr. Lesczykowski present to request a two year extension of his current contract with no changes. Motion by Buhrandt, second by Hilbert to recommend to county board a two year contract extension with no increase.  Vote carried unanimously.  Reported on condition of Chute Pond flowage regarding invasives and weed harvesting.  Discussion held regarding last year’s Gypsy moth problem-the moth population should be under control.  
21. Wolfram Island Property Owners Request
Mr. Skalitzky has been working with property owners and spoke with Sue Johnson who is working on establishing an association and obtaining insurance.  Since 1960, these property owners have been allowed to use the boat landing on Chute Pond south side.  Discussion held.
22. Nicolet State Trail, Waubee Lodge LLC, and Wurzer Properties
Mr. Skalitzky gave background information regarding building encroachments.  Gary Hansen present from State DNR office regarding encroachment easement issue.  Previously, the DNR gave an easement with the stipulations that no new construction take place, that there would be continued use of this business, and Zoning would be brought up to code.  There has been 2 years of non-use and property has not been maintained, which is in violation of easement stipulations.  The property is also on two separate parcels and nothing has been done to combine them. Mr. Hansen is requesting letters of support from the Town of Lakewood, and  Land & Water Resource Dept. Divisions and will in turn send letter to property owner to take action on removing encroachment.  Discussion held.  Motion by Buhrandt, second by Hilbert to have Mr. Teuteberg, Mr. Skalitzky and Mr. Virtues submit letters of support to Mr. Hansen to resolve issue of encroachment easement.  Vote carried unanimously.  Discussion also held on other areas of Nicolet State Recreational trail where erosion is occurring.
23. Concrete Bridge Decks
Mr. Skalitzky reported that two bridge inspections were completed by Robert E. Lee & Associates, Engineer.   There is only $4,400.00 left of this ATV grant.   Mr. Skalitzky is recommending doing engineering of bridge south of Mountain and then next year submit for new grant to have the other two bridges redone.  Discussion held.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Hilbert for Mr. Skalitzky to contact Robert E. Lee to obtain engineering price estimate. ilberHil Vote carried unanimously.
24. Support Letter for Prescribed Burn Proposal on County Forest-Pete DeFoure Road
Mr. McCourt is developing burn proposal for three game openings.  As a requirement of proposal, a letter of support is needed from county.  There is no direct expense to county.  Discussion held.  Motion by Sekela, second by Buhrandt for Mr. Skalitzky to submit letter of support for DNR prescribed burn.  Vote carried unanimously.
25. State Budget Update
Most current update was given at the WCFA spring meeting last week.
26. North Bay shore Lawn Mowing
A. Mower Storage Shed – County will be doing mowing this year, so a shed is needed to store mower at North Bay Shore Rec. Area.  Cost will be $1,500.00 and will be taken out of boat landing account.  Discussion held.  See item 26.B. for purchase approval.
B.  Mower Trailer – Mr. Skalitzky requesting purchase of new smaller trailer to haul mower.  Price estimate for 6’ x 12’ all-aluminum trailer is $2,300.00.  Money can be taken out of boat landing account.  Discussion held.  Motion by Zoeller, second by Buhrandt to approve purchase of new mower trailer and storage shed.  Vote carried unanimously.

Summer Tour will be in Rhinelander June 22-24, 2011. Discussion held.  Motion by Hilbert, second by Sekela to approve whoever can, may attend the Summer Tour.  Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Skalitzky to make lodging reservations.

Oconto County is interested in hosting the 2013 Summer Tour.  Discussion held.  Motion by Buhrandt, second by Hilbert to have Oconto County host the WCFA 2013 Summer Tour.  Vote carried unanimously.

Representatives of Machickanee Riders present to let committee know that they will be attending the Southeast National Trails Conference & Workshops.  Mr. Lesczykowski had concerns regarding the burnt-out cottage which is adjacent to the Chute Pond Campground and if the property would be secured.  Discussion held.

Spring Timber Sale scheduled to May 26th at 9:00 a.m. at the Forestry Shop.  Sale will be in conjunction with a silent auction of tree stands and old equipment.
