Students who want to attend an American college or university must explain how they will pay for their education. They have to show that they will be able to pay for each year of study. Students have to consider not only the tuition, the cost of classes, but also meals and a place to live in, which is known as room-and-board. They also need money for books and supplies. And they need money to spend on social activities and other things.  
Educational advisers say foreign students should have enough money in a local bank to pay for at least two months of expenditure. So how much will a year at an American school cost? Generally speaking, the answer is: a lot. A leading state university in the Pacific Northwest will serve as an example. The University of Washington says foreign students are paying more than $36,000 this year. This major research university currently has 2,600 foreign students from more than one hundred countries. There are many schools that cost less, but also others that cost more. Its web site says the University of Washington does not offer financial assistance to international students. This is generally true of American schools, especially at the undergraduate level.
The international application for the university includes a Statement of Financial Responsibility that must be signed. Students must also provide a bank letter or statement from within the past six months. And they have to name someone who will help with payments. These people must send proof from a bank to show that they have the money. Your government or employer may be able to help you pay all or some of the college costs. A good idea is to ask at least eighteen months before you want to start classes in the United States.

A research team from Finland, the United States, China and Scotland is hopeful about the future of forests. Six experts in forestry science and economics say forest growth is on the increase in some countries and the number is rising. Professor Kauppi says the findings suggest the world may be able to reach a turning point away from deforestation (毁林). Many experts have considered that impossible. But the researchers say it may be possible to expand the world’s forests by ten percent, or an area about the size of India, by 2050.
  They used information released last year by the Food and Agriculture Organization. The new study looked at the fifty nations with the most forests. The researchers used a new way to measure forest resources. They considered more than just the amount of land covered by trees. They also considered forest density, tree sizes, biomass (生物量) and the amount of atmospheric carbon captured in forests. The biomass represents all plants and tree growth. 
The researchers say growing stock increased in twenty-two of the fifty countries. And, in about half of the fifty countries, biomass and carbon storage also increased. The researchers say forest areas and biomass are still being lost in such important countries as Brazil and Indonesia. But they found gains in others, including the world’s most populous nations. They say China and the United States have had the greatest gains. And they say India has reached the right balance between forested and non-forested land. 
In percentage terms, though, the study says that forest areas have expanded fastest in the last fifteen years in Vietnam, Spain and China. And they have shrunk fastest in Nigeria and the Philippines. Professor Kauppi says the main obstacle to forest growth is fast-growing poor populations that burn wood for cooking fuel, or sell it for quick money or clear forest for crops. But a number of scientists criticized the use of information that came from governments. They said some governments didn’t keep good records about their forests, and might not tell the truth.

One of the largest companies in the United States has failed. The Enron Corporation has asked a federal court for 36 because it cannot pay the thousands of millions of dollars of money it 37. Enron is an energy trading company that buys and 38 electricity and natural gas. It also owns or controls several other companies that deal 39 several different products.

Enron began failing in October 40 some of its financial problems became known. The 41 of its stock (股票) quickly fell. The stock closed Thursday at thirty-six cents a share. Less than a year ago, each share of Enron stock sold for more than eighty dollars.

George Bernard Shaw, the greatest British dramatist (剧作家) of the first half of the 20th century, was born in Dublin, Ireland in 1856. His father was a man who drank too much and could not support his family properly. His mother was a disappointed, unhappy woman who found more pleasure in studying music than in her children. Bernard and his two sisters received little love and attention from their parents when they were young. 
Shaw was a good, bright and curious student in his school years. At fifteen, he went to work in an office. After five years, he decided that he wanted to be a writer, so he left Ireland and went to London, where he began to write seriously. On September 2, 1882, Shaw’s ideas on socialism suddenly took shape when he attended a lecture by the American economist Henry George. The lecture led him to recognize that economics must be at the center of socialist thought. He studied Karl Marx’s Das Capital, and began attending a Marxist reading circle on September 5, 1884, eight months after its founding. In 1898, Shaw married a wealthy, independent woman named Charlotte Payne-Townsend. They lived happily together until her death in 1943. 
By 1915, Shaw’s international fame was firmly established and his plays were staged in many countries all over the world, from Britain to Japan. Shaw won the Nobel Prize for literature in 1925. He came to China in 1932 and became a friend of Lu Xun, when he was 76 years old. He died on November 2, 1950. It was reported that on the night of his death, theatres around the world were darkened in his honor.

NEW YORK — The American fashion industry says it wants models to be healthy, not chain-smokers. And to help them achieve that, the Council of Fashion Designers of America has released a list of recommendations as part of a new health initiative. 

The guidelines were issued on Friday, three weeks before designers start showcasing their collections during the New York Fashion Week, which starts on Feb. 2. The guidelines, which are suggestions and not binding, include:

• Keep models under 16 off the runway and don’t allow models under 18 to work at fittings or photo shoots past midnight.

• Educate those in the industry to identify the early warning signs of eating disorders.

• Require models identified as having an eating disorder to receive professional help and only allow those models to continue working when they have the approval of an appropriate professional.

• Develop workshops on the causes and effects of eating disorders, and raise awareness of the effects of smoking and tobacco-related diseases.

• During fashion shows, provide healthy meals and snacks, while prohibiting smoking and alcohol.

CHARLESTON, W. Va. — A man troubled by problems since he won a record lottery jackpot （彩票头奖）says he can’t pay a settlement to a casino (赌场) worker because thieves cleaned out his bank accounts.

Powerball winner Jack Whittaker gave that explanation in a note last fall to a lawyer for Kitti French, who accused him of assaulting her at the Tri-State Racetrack and Gaming Center, a casino near Charleston, according to a motion French’s lawyer filed this week demanding payment of the confidential settlement.

Whittaker won nearly $315 million on Christmas 2002, then the largest undivided lottery prize in American history. He took his winnings in a lump sum of $113 million after taxes.

Since then, he has faced his granddaughter’s death by drug overdose. He has been sued for bouncing checks at Atlantic City, New Jersey, casinos. He has been ordered to undergo rehab after being arrested on drunken driving charges. His vehicles and business have been burglarized, and he has been sued by the father of an 18-year-old boy, a friend of his granddaughter’s, who was found dead in Whittaker’s house.

In the latest lawsuit, Whittaker told French’s lawyer, John Barrett, that “a team of crooks” cashed checks in September at 12 City National Bank branches and “got all my money”, according to the motion Barrett filed on Wednesday in the state court.

“I intend to pay but can’t without any money,” Whittaker wrote, according to the motion.

An official with City National Bank said on Friday the bank was investigating “small discrepancies (不符合)” in Whittaker’s accounts.

Calls to Whittaker and his lawyer on Friday were not immediately returned.

Baghdad, Iraq — The United Nations said on Tuesday that more than 34,000 Iraqi civilians were killed in sectarian (教派的) violence last year, nearly three times the number reported dead by the Iraqi government.

The Iraqi Health Ministry could not immediately be reached for comment, but the government has disputed previous figures released by the UN as “inaccurate and exaggerated”.

The same day the figure was released, two back-to-back explosions occurred in a used motorcycle market place in central Baghdad, killing at least 15 people and wounding 74.

The first bomb was attached to a motorcycle in the market. As the curious gathered to look at the aftermath, a suicide car bomber drove into the crowd and blew up his vehicle. Authorities said at least three policemen were among the dead.

The blast appeared to mainly target the Shiite (什叶派教徒) neighborhood near the market but also was near the Sheik al-Gailani shrine (神祠), one of the holiest Sunni (逊尼派教徒) locations in the capital.

Raad Abbas, a 26-year-old man who received shrapnel (榴散弹) wounds in the attack, said he had gone to the market because the city had been quieter over the past two weeks.

“Shortly after midday, I heard an explosion. Motorcycles were flying in the air. People were falling dead and wounded.

“Some people were trying to help me when I heard the second explosion. The next thing I knew, I woke up here in the hospital,” Abbas said from his hospital bed.
