summarizing 10 years of implementing the Resolution of 7th Central Committee, 10th term on agricultural, farmer and rural area

Implementing the Plan No. 13-KH/BCD, dated 23-3-2018; instruction outline of the Central Steering Committee summarizing 10 years of implementing the Resolution of the 7th Central Committee, 10th term on agriculture, farmer and rural area (Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW, dated 05-8-2008 of the Central Executive Committee of the Party, 10th term), the Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee builds the summary report as follows:

RESULT OF IMPLEMENTING THE RESOLUTION

I. SITUATION OF DEPLOYING, IMPLEMENTING THE RESOLUTION

1. Result of studying, grasping thoroughly and propagandizing the Resolution

Implementing the direction of the Politburo, Guidance of the Central Propaganda Board, on 18 September 2008, the Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee promulgated the Plan No. 52-KH/TU to organize the research, grasp thoroughly and deploy the implementation of the resolutions of the 7th Congress of the Central Executive Committee of the Party (10th term), including Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW on agriculture, farmer and rural area. The Party committees, party organizations from the provincial to grassroots levels, the Fatherland Front and organizations in the province have built the plans and organized the study, thorough grasp of Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW to the cadres and party members, members, youth union members and people, ensured the seriousness, right progress and regulated time. At the provincial level, the cadre Conference, the provincial speaker Conference and medium and high grade retired cadre Conference were held. The district Party Committees, municipal Party Committee and the Party Committee directly under the Provincial Party Committee held the cadre Conference. The Party committees, Party committee cell at grassroots level held the Conference on studying and thoroughly grasp the resolutions for cadres and party members. The number of cadres and party members participating in grasping thoroughly, studying the Resolution reached 87.5%; members and youth union members participating in the study of the Resolution reached 85%.

All levels and sectors mobilized the general strength of the forces, type of extensive propaganda of Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW, Action Program of the Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee, guidelines and policies of Party and State on agriculture, farmer and rural area to the levels, sectors, cadres, party members and classes of people. The mass media agency increased the time limit and diversified the forms of propaganda on agricultural development and new rural construction. The localities held many propaganda conferences to the villages and hamlets; printed and delivered the pamphlets, drew panels, posters, composed skits, held mass cultural shows on the topics of agriculture, farmer, rural area...

Through studying, thoroughly grasping and propagandizing Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW, the levels, sectors, cadres, party members, members, youth union members and people in the province were deeply aware of the views, objectives, tasks and solutions of the Resolution on agriculture, farmer and rural area; knew clearly the necessity and importance of the Resolution; position and role of agriculture, farmer and rural area in the career of socio-economic development of the country, the province and each locality; thereby creating unity in the Party, political system and consensus of the people on awareness and action to organize the implementation.

2. Deployment and organization of the implementation of the Resolution

On 16 October 2008, the Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee promulgated the Action Program No. 23-CTr/TU to implement Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW, determined: Comprehensive agricultural development towards modernity and new rural construction are two key tasks. There must be suitable step and itinerary from point direction to aspect, synchronous from guideline of the party level to institutionalization into project, mechanism, policy and implementation direction of the government; integrating, mobilizing generally the capital resource from the budget, at the same time, launching the comprehensive emulation movement in the whole province, mobilizing the contribution of the whole society for new rural construction. Focusing on directing the implementation of breakthrough solutions such as: planning, land arrangement and lot exchange, strengthening the application of scientific and technological advances, mechanization and large-scale production organization.

2.1- Promulgating the guidelines, mechanisms and policies for agricultural, rural economic development and new rural construction

Implementing Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW and Resolutions of the 17th, 18th and 19th Provincial Party Congress, the Executive Committee of the Provincial Party Committee, Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee promulgated and directed the implementation of many guidelines to step up agricultural development associated with rural economic development and new rural construction. The Executive Committee of the Provincial Party Committee promulgated Resolution No. 02-NQ/TU dated 28 April 2011 on “new rural construction in the period of 2011-2015, orientation to 2020”, proposed the targets, tasks, comprehensive and synchronous solutions for new rural construction; by 2015, all communes will reach 10 criteria of new rural area or more. The Resolution of the 19th Provincial Party Congress proposed the targets by 2020: 75% or more of communes will reach new rural national standards; the remaining communes will reach 15 criteria or more.
The Provincial People’s Council and People’s Committee promulgated many resolutions and projects in association with mechanisms and policies in the period of 2010 - 2015 and orientations to 2020; especially the projects: land arrangement and lot exchange of agricultural land; changing the structure of crop plants and domestic animals; planning and building high quality rice areas, crop plant areas and winter crop plants; developing soybean, corn, potato and vegetable crops for export; building sample fields; developing large-scale farm production; strengthening capacity of agricultural encouragement system, plant and veterinary protection; promoting the mechanization in agriculture; planning oyster breeding areas; developing offshore fishing facilities in combination with ensuring national defence, security and protecting the marine environment... Building and implementing production projects associated with mechanisms and support policies to increase productivity, quality and improve the value of agricultural products associated with consumption links. At the same time, promulgating the resolutions and decisions on mechanisms and policies: supporting and managing the investment in construction of new rural infrastructure works in the 2011 - 2015 period; supporting to buy agricultural machines; supporting the planting of winter crops; developing the breeding of oyster in coastal areas; strengthening to actively control the diseases in breeding. The policies on agricultural and industrial encouragement; encouraging the development of businesses in rural areas; supporting the development of trade villages, building industrial complexes, commercial and service infrastructure... During the implementation, the provincial People’s Committee reviewed and promptly amended and supplemented the mechanism and supporting policies and managed the investment in construction of new rural infrastructure works; had the effect of fostering and promoting the activeness, dynamism and creativity of the localities; mobilized and efficiently used capital resources and stepped up the construction progress of new rural infrastructure works. The districts and city have actively built the mechanisms and policies suitable for the actual capacity and situation of the locality. The mechanisms and support policies of the province and districts have promoted the role of economic leverage, contributed to stepping up production development, building infrastructure and improving income and improving the farmers’ lives. (Appendix 1)

2.2- Directing new rural construction

The Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee built the plan and established the Steering Committee for building the model of new rural point at the provincial level; selected and directed the pilot construction of new rural areas in 8 communes. The districts, city and 8 point communes established the Steering Committee in which the party secretary was head of the Committee. The provincial People’s Committee promulgated a set of criteria for new rural construction in Thai Binh province as a basis for preparing the planning; allocated the expenditure of general planning of new rural construction for point communes.

On the basis of the result of directing as a new rural model point, the Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee had guideline of deploying the construction of general planning of new rural area in the communes in the whole province and completed in 2010; agreed to apply the national set of criteria on new rural areas including 19 criteria; organized the conference of key cadres of the sectors, districts, city and all communes and towns in the province to grasp thoroughly and deploy the construction of new rural planning.

The provincial People’s Committee promulgated the process of preparing the planning; regulations on applying the standards and regulations on new rural construction planning of ministries and central sectors; directed the functional sectors to guide, appraise the general planning and detailed planning of new rural areas if the communes. Arranged the planning capital resources; directed the implementation of land accumulation and lot exchange. Directed the relevant sectors to guide and coordinate with the party committees, governments of the districts and city in preparing and appraising the planning in the communes.

The Party committees, governments of the districts and city have focused on leading and directing communes to deploy the implementation of preparing the planning of new rural construction. Directed the communes to make construction point, implement the option on land accumulation and lot exchange associated with production area, build infrastructure and deploy the implementation of new rural criteria; attached importance to doing well the work of propaganda, mobilization and organization of movements among the people.

The Provincial People’s Council and People’s Committee promulgated the Resolution and Project for new rural construction in Thai Binh province in the period of 2011 - 2015, orientation to 2020. The Provincial People’s Committee established the Steering Committee for new rural construction of the province in which Chairman of the provincial People’s Committee was Head of the Committee; directed the construction of mechanisms, policies and organized the implementation.

The districts and city have established the Steering committees for new rural construction; promulgated the direction documents, guided the communes to deploy the propaganda and planning for new rural construction; land accumulation and lot exchange associated with farm embellishment; planning of goods production areas; mobilized the people’s resources for new rural construction...; assigned the Party committees, cadres of departments and boards to inspect and urge the implementation in the communes.

The Party committees, governments of the localities in the province had resolutions to lead and direct the implementation of the new rural construction program in the period of 2011 - 2015, orientation to 2020 and built the plans, programs, schemes, projects for implementing new rural criteria with many specialized resolutions promulgated to deploy the implementation. The communes in the province have established the steering committee for new rural construction, management board, and assistant groups to of commune steering committee; assigned party cadres, government and organizations to take charge of, inspect and urge the implementation in the hamlets.

Responding to the emulation movement “The whole country works together for new rural construction”, on 17 June 2011, the provincial People’s Committee, 8/8 districts, city, departments, boards and sectors launched the emulation and signed the agreement on implementing the emulation movement “Work together for new rural construction”. The movement had deep and wide spread throughout the province, encouraged and promoted the creative, democratic and voluntary spirit of all people to participate in land donation, contribution of money and effort for new rural construction.

3. Inspection and summary work

During the direction and implementation organization, the Standing Committee of the Provincial Party Committee, the Standing Committee of the Provincial People’s Council and People’s Committee regularly checked, urged and promptly adjusted the unsuitable mechanisms and policies, including mechanism of supporting the investment in new rural infrastructure works; corrected the though of expecting, relying on the support of higher level, focused on directing the management, use and mobilization of investment capital resources for new rural construction.

The Provincial Party Committee promulgated and implemented Plan No. 24-KH/TU, 13-02-2012 on checking the leadership and direction of implementing the 7th Central Resolution (10th term), Resolution No. 02-NQ/TU of the Provincial Party Committee; district and city party committees attached special importance to checking and evaluating the planning construction and implementation organization of new rural criteria at the grassroots level; promptly corrected the shortcomings, and promulgated some policies to support and manage investment in construction of new rural infrastructure works, created driving force and deep and wide movement for the people to actively participate in new rural construction.

In 2013, the Provincial Party Committee and district and city party committees held the preliminary review and evaluation of the result of 5 years of implementing the 7th Central Resolution (10th term) on agriculture, farmer and rural area in the whole province; evaluated the achieved result, limitations, weaknesses, draw experience lessons; at the same time, built the objectives, tasks and solutions to be implemented in the next stage.

II. RESULT OF RESOLUTION IMPLEMENTATION
1. On implementing restructure and construction of comprehensive agriculture under the modern direction
In the past ten years, agricultural production of the province has developed comprehensively in the direction of goods production, industrialization and modernization; has formed and developed many concentrated goods production areas with the same types of product, with scale of hundreds of hectares/region; carried out planning of production areas, land accumulation and lot exchange and land accumulation; applied scientific and technological advances, implemented irrigation, electrification and mechanization in production stages; researched and experimented to bring varieties of plants and animals with high productivity and quality, and used agricultural materials, new and safe biological products into production. The average growth rate of agriculture, forestry and fishery in the period of 2008 - 2017 was 3.96%/year, exceeding the target set by Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW; in which: cultivation increased by 1.23%/year, breeding increased by 6.42%/year, fisheries increased by 8.64%/year. The structure of agricultural economy shifted positively, increased the proportion of breeding and fisheries, gradually reduced the proportion of farming (Appendix 2).

In the field of farming, focused on developing specialty rice areas, formed areas specializing in rice cultivation with  high productivity and quality, areas specializing in vegetable and fruit crops, associated with processing and consumption market, created a number of models combining agriculture - industry - service in rural areas. Rice productivity was stable at over 130 quintals/ha, rice output reached over 1 million tons/year, ensured national food security, and has exported output to some countries in the region; increased the area of ​​winter crop plants, brought the land use coefficient to 2.4 times; production value per 1 ha of cultivation in 2017 reached VND 133.19 million, increasing by 2.11 times in comparison to 2008.

In breeding, it has developed quite strongly in the form of family farm and large-scale farm, breeding was under the methods of industry and modern technology. In 2017, the province had over 21,000 family farms and 759 breeding farms; the breeding establishments have organized the forms of production and business cooperation, formed value chain from production to processing and consumption; implemented restructure of production in the direction of rapidly increasing foreign sows, reducing domestic sows; increasing hybrid pig herd F2, F3 and foreign breeding pigs. Researched, tested, renovated breeding pigs, invested in technical facilities, renewed the breeding process according to VietGahp process and disease safety.

Fisheries developed comprehensively both in aquaculture and exploitation; focused on production in the direction of expanding the area of ​​coastal oyster farming with a large volume of goods; formed a number of models for raising shrimp in greenhouse in the direction of applying high technology with 4-5 crops/year, productivity of 30-40 tons/ha, 10-15 times higher than traditional farming method; developed 541 fish cages in the river with specialty fish objects to supply to consumers inside and outside the province, especially in big cities. Upgraded the means of fishing and improved, equipped with modern fishing exploitation tools and re-structured the exploitation fleet in the direction of increasing offshore exploitation capacity, reducing means of coastal exploitation, developed the logistics service of fishing career; formed the sea exploitation cooperation groups, teams; constantly expanded exploitation fishing grounds, improved the productivity, quality and production and business efficiency, and contributed to firmly protecting national sovereignty.

2. On development of industries, careers, services, shift of economic structure, labor structure in rural areas

In 10 years from 2008 to 2017, the industry and handicraft industry developed quite well, the growth rate was higher than the general growth rate of the economy; mechanical industry had 95 enterprises; in which, there were 14 foreign-invested enterprises; The production value of mechanical industry in 2017 was VND 11,680 billion, an average growth of 9.6%, accounting for 26.8% in comparison to the whole industry. The processing industry of agricultural and fishery products accounted for about 10%; with the sectors having rather high productivity scale namely: Rice milling, frozen meat, frozen seafood, fish sauce, vegetable and fruit, etc.
Planed 50 industrial complexes with total area of ​​2,578.6 ha; in which 38 industrial complexes were put into operation, with total area of ​​331 hectares; there were 294 investment projects with total registered capital of VND 7,482 billion, attracted 31,550 laborers.

Trade and trade villages are maintained and developed; currently, the province has 247 trade villages, increasing 28 trade villages in comparison to 2008. The total number of laborers in the trade village area is about 150,000 people; the average income of laborer is from 2.0-2.5 million VND/month; production value of trade and trade villages accounts for about 20% of the total value of industrial production in the province.

Trade and service for production and consumption of the people develop strongly. The whole province at present has 144/221 markets reaching new rural criteria; about 15,000 retail stores in densely populated areas and communal centers.

3. Result of implementing the new rural construction program associated with rural infrastructure construction and urbanization

The planning for new rural construction was focused on direction; comply with process and standard, ensure democracy, publicity and unity in the Party and people. Up to now, 100% of communes have completed and reviewed, supplemented the general planning, detailed planning of irrigation transport within the field, detailed planning of communal center and approved scheme of new rural construction.

Rural socio-economic infrastructure was focused on investment and construction in accordance with the new rural criteria set: Hardened 1,142 km of canal at level 1, type 3 (reaching 62%) and dredged thousands of kilometers of river; constructed and upgraded: 3,539 km of transport road within the field (reaching 74%); 1,053.47 km of communal axial road (reaching 78%); 1,887.03 km of hamlet axial road (reaching 85.53%); 2,976.35 km of access road at level 1, hamlet axis (91%); 2,141 km of village lanes; 28 pumping stations, 248 dam culverts; constructed 140 high schools, primary schools and kindergartens; 35 communal cultural houses; 926 hamlet cultural houses; 178 medical stations; 126 markets; 99 communes completed the upgrade of rural power grid; 206 waste treatment areas and incinerators; 62 communal sport grounds; 88 hamlet sport ground. 57 rural clean water projects were invested in construction, ensuring the capacity to supply to 100% of communes and towns in the province. The rural face has been renewed, more and more spacious, green and clean.

Up to now, the province has 200/263 communes meeting the new rural national standards (reaching the rate of 76.04%) and 01 district (Hung Ha) meeting the new rural national standards, exceeding the target of the 19th provincial Party Committee Congress and the targets of Resolution 26-NQ/TW on the number of communes meeting the national standards on new rural areas, in which: Hung Ha District has 32/33 communes, reaching 97%; Kien Xuong district has 28/35 communes, reaching 80%; Tien Hai district has 27/34 communes, reaching 79.41%; Quynh Phu district has 28/36 communes, reaching 77.8%; Vu Thu district has 21/29 communes, reaching 72.41%; Thai Binh city has 5/7 communes, reaching 71.4%; Thai Thuy district has 32/47 communes, reaching 68.1%; Dong Hung district has 27/42 communes, reaching 64.29%. In average, reaching 17.81 criteria/commune (Appendix 3).

4. Poverty reduction, improvement of material and spiritual life of farmers

Implementing the policy of supporting poor households to develop production; In 10 years from 2008 to 2017, the credit institutions lent to poor households VND 1,143.4 billion/ 129,280 turns of poor households, created new jobs for 19,772 laborers, supported jobs for 28,198 laborers, assisted 10,036 poor pupils to borrow capital, issued health insurance card to over 1.7 million turns of poor people, exempted and reduced tuition for over 80,000 poor pupils, provided regular subsidies to 44,980 poor people... contributed to reducing the rate of poor households in the province; in 2017, the province only had 25,349 poor households, accounting for 4.01%, decreasing 6.29% in comparison to 2008.

In 2017, the general average income of rural areas reached 37 million VND/person/ year, increasing 3.88 times in comparison to 2008; by 30/6/2018, 100% of communes in the province were supplied with clean water; 94.2% of households in rural areas were connected to use clean water; 100% of households used electricity and post and telecommunications systems.

The spiritual life of farmers was constantly improved and raised; planned and deployed the implementation of projects for construction, restoration and renovation of historical - cultural relics in the province, associated with tourism exploitation and development; focused on building new cultural institutions, and attaching special importance to preserving good traditional cultural identity. The movement of building cultural communes, hamlet, villages and families; movement of all people uniting in association with new rural construction; movement of culture, letters and arts, public physical exercises and sports developed vigorously and widely; in 2017, 87.5% of households achieved the title of cultural family, increasing by 14.9% in comparison to 2008. The rate of children in the age of going to school and quality of universalization of primary and secondary education was maintained at a high level; completed pre-school education universalization for 5-year-old children, universalization of secondary education reached the rate of 100%, the rate of pupils graduating secondary school and continuing to study at high school was over 90%. The rate of people participating in health insurance reached 86%, deployed medical examination and treatment with health insurance at communal medical stations; focused on resolving the urgent matters on environmental pollution in rural areas and issues related to ensuring food safety and hygiene. Vocational training for rural laborers was cared and supported. The policies for people and families with meritorious services to the revolution and social policies were well implemented. Supported the construction and upgrading of over 5,500 houses for people with meritorious services and poor people, basically completed the elimination of dilapidated houses for poor households and policy beneficiaries. The political system at the grassroots level was consolidated, improved capacity of leading, directing and organizing the implementation of political tasks; held fast to order, security and safety in rural areas.
5. Protection of natural resources and environment, improvement of adaptability to climate change and disaster prevention

The government levels have approved land use planning and plan, strengthened management to improve land use efficiency and ensure proper use; strictly implemented the regulations on protecting rice planting land; built the models of using organic and micro-organic fertilizers to increase soil fertility; approved the planning of protection of surface water resources, issued licences to organizations and individuals before exploitation in service of production for people. State management on mineral was strengthened; the activities of exploitation, transport, business and consumption of sand were gradually managed closely; prevented and handled timely and strictly the acts of illegal sand exploitation.

The localities in the province have planned hygienic waste treatment areas; 100% of the hamlets have established the waste collection and transport groups; the whole province has invested in constructing 81 waste incinerators for 107 communes and towns, and the remaining communes buried waste hygienically. The communes and towns regularly organized the movements of environmental sanitation, planting and protection of green trees. Implemented the national target program on pollution overcome and environmental improvement, there are 05 districts (Kien Xuong, Vu Thu, Hung Ha, Quynh Phu and Thai Thuy) which have evaluated the actual state of seriously polluted trade villages and proposed projects, treatment measures.

Implemented the deployment, implementation of climate change response program in socio-economic master planning and specialized planning; organized the activities to mitigate greenhouse gas emission, such as: Removing the lime production furnaces with backward production technology in the area of Nghin bridge, removing manual brick furnaces in rural areas, encouraging brick production according to unburnt clean technology; using environmentally friendly renewable energy; investing 18,000 works to treat breeding waste; encouraging the farmers to use biological products to treat straw after harvest; strictly prohibiting to burn straw causing environmental pollution and increasing greenhouse gas emission; implementing the regime of watering rice according to the improved intensive farming method (SRI); investing in upgrading, solidifying river and sea dike systems, storm shelters to cope with climate change and sea level rise; building the system of culverts, dams, pumping stations, dredging the rivers, solidifying canals to prevent drought, take initiative in water and draining water for production and daily life. Actively planting, protecting and caring coastal mangrove forests; bringing the mangrove forest area to nearly 4,000 ha, contributing to the strong protection of the coastal dyke lines and responding to climate change.

6. Implementation of mechanisms and policies and mobilization of resources for agricultural and rural economic development

The province has promulgated the decisions on mechanisms and policies on: Supporting and managing investment in new rural construction; supporting production development; supporting the program on rural clean water supply and domestic waste treatment to protect rural environment such as: Support cement for constructing new rural infrastructure works; support 50% of the value of buying agricultural machines; encourage the development of large-scale farm breeding; support vaccination for preventing some diseases in cattle; support the expansion of winter crop plants, accumulate land; support the fishermen to transform and upgrade exploitation facilities; support the waste collection and treatment; support the enterprises to invest in construction of rural clean water supply works; support the farmers to reduce risks and overcome damage of natural disasters. Mobilized all resources, in addition to capital from the state budget, mobilized a significant part from people’s contributions, sponsoring source of the communities, individuals, socialization resources of enterprises for new rural construction.

From 2008 - 2017, the total capital resources mobilized, allocated to agriculture and rural areas reached VND 36,799 billion, an average of 3,680.0 billion VND/year. In which: the budget capital of all levels was VND 20,231 billion (55%); capital of the World Bank was VND 493.3 billion (1.3%); investment capital of enterprises was VND 5,271 billion (14.3%); capital of people living far from the home town contributed in cash and in kind converted into money was VND 181.2 billion (0.5%); the people contributed cash and in kind converted into money VND 9,677.6 billion (26.3%), in addition, the people also contributed 100 million of working days, voluntarily donated 2,200 ha of land to accumulate land, exchange lots, adjust  the fields, make roads and build welfare works (Appendix 4).

7. Renovation and development of forms of production organization

Along with the development of production forces, the forms of production organization developed quite diversely, created new driving force for the development of rural agriculture. From 2008 to now, the province has a total of 258 enterprises registered for establishment with main business lines in the field of agriculture, an increase of 163% in comparison to 2008; in the period of 2008 - 2017, the province had a total of 92 projects registered to invest in agriculture and rural areas with a total registered investment capital of VND 5,271 billion.

From 2008 - 2013, the whole province had 326 agricultural co-operatives; up to now, 315 co-operatives have been reorganized the operation under the Co-operative Law in 2012; 02 co-operatives were dissolved; 09 co-operatives carried out merger and integration. After transforming the operation model, the co-operatives focused on investing in material facilities with capital doubled in comparison to 2008, the operation efficiency was clearer in comparison to the period before conversion.

Household economy has developed in the direction of expanding production scale, improving quality and efficiency, diversifying business lines, in addition to pure agricultural households, many rural households have moved to develop production and business in the fields of industry and service; the number of farms and family farms in agriculture continuously increased. The household economy was a dynamic economic component, operated effectively, it is a new driving force in agricultural and rural development.

The forms of linking production and consumption of agricultural products were developed diversely in conformity to the production conditions of each region and locality. In which, many models have been successful such as: large model field model; model of closed production, trade, processing and product distribution chains; model of co-operative group of new type; cooperation organizations according to the scale of village and commune community...

8. Training and improvement of quality of human resources in rural areas

Up to now, the province has 30 vocational training institutions, including: 04 colleges, 07 junior colleges, 19 centers; in addition, universities, vocational Education - Continuing Education  Centers, enterprises in the province participate in vocational training for laborers. Total funding for supporting material facilities and supporting vocational training foundations is VND 73.9 billion; total expenditure for supporting rural laborers to learn the vocations (including agricultural and non-agricultural vocational training) is VND 78.9 billion. In 10 years from 2008 to 2017, 77,077 people were taught vocations; the quantity and quality of trained laborers are increasing; after training, the number of laborers learning non-agricultural vocations and having jobs reached 75%; the number of agricultural laborers trained vocations has higher labor productivity than before.
9. Research, transfer and application of science and technology

In the past 10 years, the science and technology potential in service of agricultural and rural development program has been enhanced; the whole province has upgraded 30 specialized laboratories and testing rooms to serve the research, management and production and business in the fields of chemistry, physics, biology, plant seed, epidemic prevention, environment, electricity, mechanics, construction, measurement - calibration, pharmaceutical product... In which: 01 laboratory meets VILAS national standard, 05 laboratories meet LAS-XD standards. The team of science and technology cadres in the agricultural sector of the province developed in both quantity and quality; up to now, there are more than 2,000 cadres with qualifications from college or higher, including 03 doctors (0.25%), 59 masters (4.93%), 771 bachelors accounting for 64.52% (in which the number of people who were trained at in-service system accounts for 21%), 362 associate bachelors accounting for 30.30%.

From 2008 to 2017; the whole province implemented 226 programs, subjects, projects for science and technology on agriculture and rural development (accounting for over 55% of scientific and technological tasks); total investment expenditure was VND 61.1 billion (accounting for 43.19% of total scientific and technological non-business capital); tested 2,639 turns of rice seeds of various types, 977 turns of maize seeds, 72 turns of soybean seeds, 94 turns of peanut seeds, 175 turns of potato seeds; selected 20 good seeds to add to the seed set of the province (13 rice seeds, 02 maize seeds, 02 potato seeds, 03 soybean seeds); has tested and selected many varieties of pig, chicken, geese, duck, some aquatic varieties with high productivity and quality and put into production in localities.

Advanced farming methods were promoted to apply, such as: minimum soil preparation technology, curtain making, frame making; closed shedding breeding, automatic water supply and drainage and temperature and air control; semi-automatic in hygiene and epidemic prevention; high-tech shrimp farming; transforming, upgrading offshore exploitation vessels, improving career net, exploitation tool and equipping with modern communication machines to locate vessels, boats, warn storm and natural disasters. The application of biogas technology, effective microbiological technology and a number of other microbial products to treat the breeding environment, treat domestic waste in the towns and townships and trade villages processing agricultural products achieved good result, contributed to reducing environmental pollution.

The mechanization in agricultural production was paid attention, invested and mobilized investment capital of the people. From 2008 up to now, the province has supported the purchase of 2,227 machines (including combine harvester, rowing harvester, soil making machine, soybean sowing machine, rice sowing machine), 1,650 seeding tools and 23 cold stores (increasing the total number of cold stores in the province to 98 stores); the total expenditure supported by the province was VND 184 billion. Up to now, mechanization rate: Stage of soil preparation and irrigation reaches 100%, the harvest stage reaches 80%. The promotion of mechanization has significantly reduced the production cost and solved the state of being in shortage of labor at the time of high season nature, created land fund for the production in Summer Autumn crop and Winter crop.

10. On strengthening the leadership of the Party, management of the State, promoting the strength of the socio-political organizations in rural areas

The political system in the communes in the province was consolidated and strengthened in association with improving the quality of cadres and party members; innovated the leadership mode of the party committees, party organization in the direction of expanding democracy, strengthening discipline, having a deep understanding of the foundation, ensuring comprehensive leadership for all activities in the commune. The grassroots government has organized good implementation of the socio-economic development tasks, consolidated national defence and security and strengthened state management on all aspects of social life; maintained political security, social order and safety in the locality.

The Fatherland Front and socio-political organizations actively renovated the content and operation mode; diversified forms of gathering the masses; organized the efficient implementation of the emulation movements of economic development, building of cultural life at the grassroots level, especially the movement of entire people joining hands to build new rural areas.

III. GENERAL EVALUATION OF THE SITUATION OF RESOLUTION IMPLEMENTATION
1. Achievements

- Awareness of party committees, governments, boards, sectors, organizations and people on the position and role of agriculture, farmer and rural area and the necessity to step up agricultural and rural industrialization and modernization to be improved.

- Agricultural production developed comprehensively in the modern direction, produced large commodities with high quality productivity, efficiency and competitiveness; agriculture kept a stable growth rate. New rural construction achieved many results, rural transport system and social infrastructure were invested in construction and upgraded. The material and spiritual life of farmers was constantly improved and raised. Political security, social order and safety in the localities were guaranteed; grassroots democracy was promoted; the movement of all people uniting to build cultural life at residential area was implemented regularly, brought essential efficiency.
- Timely having mechanisms and policies to support the agricultural development and new rural construction; agricultural restructure was paid attention; accumulation and concentration of field, land were encouraged to invest in the development of concentrated and large-scale commodity agriculture production, invest in industrial development in service of agriculture, contribute to promoting agricultural production to develop, shifting rural economic structure, constructing the rural infrastructure.

- The Party committees and governments at all levels have been fully aware of and enhanced the responsibility of leadership, direction, management and administration.

- The work of checking, urging and preliminary reviewing to learn from experience was cared, directed; promptly reorganized the expression of expecting, relying on the support of higher levels; promoted positive factors, creative ways in the localities.

2. Limitations, weaknesses and causes

2.1. Limitations, weaknesses 
- The awareness of a part of cadres and people in some localities is not sufficient about the necessity and requirements of agricultural and rural development and new rural construction.

- The agricultural production in general is small, household economy is main, not strongly shifting to large-scale commodity production, lack of association among production, processing and consumption market; income of rural population increased slowly; gap in income between rural and urban areas is still high.

- The development of industry and handicraft, especially agricultural, aquatic product processing and feed processing industries is still slow, not corresponding to the potentials; the shifting of economic structure, rural labor structure in the direction of reducing the proportion of agriculture and the proportion of agricultural labor is still slow. The investment in the application of science and technology into processing agricultural products is still limited.

- The investment of enterprises in agriculture and rural areas is limited, unstable, not corresponding to the potential and does not meet the development demand of agriculture and rural areas; the cooperation and association of agricultural production under value chain are little; the competitiveness is low and the efficiency is not high.

- The review, supplement and adjustment of agricultural and rural development plans are still limited; many local plans lack synchronization, forecasting work in planning does not meet the development requirements, not link production with consumption market.

- In new rural construction in some communes, there is a thought of attaching importance to construction investment of infrastructure and expecting, relying on the support of higher level; some localities have not yet strictly implemented the direction of the province on handling outstanding debts of capital construction; the implementation of cultural lifestyle in weddings, funerals and festivals is not good; environmental pollution is overcome slowly and not absolutely.

2.2. Causes of Limitations, weaknesses
a) On objectivity

- The global economic recession; climate weather, diseases on crop plants and domestic animals are complicated and unpredictable, cause great risks to agricultural production.

- The industrial production efficiency is still low due to the high price of input materials, while the consumption market of agricultural products faces many difficulties. The resources of the State invested in agricultural and rural development are still low, not synchronous, and not corresponding to the role of agriculture and rural areas; the accumulation of farmer households is low.

- Young and healthy labor force in rural areas work away from home in industrial zones, provinces and cities in the country cause labor shortage at seasonal time. The income source of provincial budget is limited, lack of investment capital for agriculture and rural areas.

b) On subjectivity

- Although the propaganda has been paid attention to direct actively, it is not synchronous and regular. Many communes have not done well the propaganda, campaign and mobilization of internal resources; has not created the sense of self-awareness, high responsibility and deep and wide movement among the people.

- The promotion mechanisms and policies are not strong enough to attract enterprises to invest in agriculture and rural areas; some policies in actual deployment still lack of feasibility on support capital resources.

- The guidance, inspection and difficulty settlement of some functional sectors, sometimes are not timely, still modeled, mechanical, especially in implementing the mechanisms and policies to support investment in agricultural production, construction of new rural infrastructure, policies to encourage investment in agriculture and rural areas, encourage mechanization and application of science and technology transfer... Coordination of some departments and sectors with locality is not good, handling of work is not timely.

- Some localities, especially at the grassroots level, are not active, creative, drastic, close and specific in the direction, management and implementation organization. Some communal cadres and public servants are still limited in qualifications, capacity and responsibility.

- The quality of human resources in rural areas has not met the development requirements, such as lack of professional skills required by industrialization and modernization, lack of knowledge of business management, lack of flexibility, sensitivity according to the requirements of the market mechanism.

3. Some experience lessons

Firstly, regularly doing well the propaganda to raise awareness for cadres, party members and people; well implement the democracy regulations at grassroots level, create consensus between the party committee, government and the people in every process of agricultural development and new rural construction in the locality.

Secondly, there must be synchronous participation of the political system at all levels. Party cadres must regularly improve the sense of responsibility, being exemplary, dynamic, creative and enthusiastic with the task of agricultural development and new rural construction.

Thirdly, following the orientation of new rural construction of the province; taking the criteria as the target, planning is the premise, production development is the root, improvement of the people’s life is the goal and benefit for people and community is the motivation and consensus, contribution of resident community is the secret of success.

Fourthly, promoting the creativity of localities in deploying the implementation of Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW and new rural construction; attaching special importance to learning from experience, summarizing the reality, proposing appropriate mechanisms and policies, reforming administrative procedures, promoting strongly the resources in the people, multiplying broadly good and creative ways.

Fifthly, strengthening the inspection and timely having measures to solve difficulties during the deployment of implementation.

MAJOR OBJECTIVES, TASKS AND SOLUTIONS TO CONTINUE TO IMPLEMENT RESOLUTION NO. 26-NQ/TW IN THE COMING TIME

I. FORECAST OF DEVELOPMENT TREND OF AGRICULTURAL, FARMER AND RURAL AREA 

The investment trend of agriculture and rural area in the coming time is to move agriculture to large-scale goods production according to the value chain, taking the market as the basis for production orientation; in which, there is competition and international economic integration. Developing the production in the direction of improvement of added value and sustainable development, adaptability to climate change and sea level rise. Rural area will be developed under the model of model new rural area.

1. Some advantages and opportunities

- The world and domestic economies after the crisis are gradually recovered and continue to develop;

- The Party and State pay special attention to agriculture, farmer and rural area, especially the National Target Program on new rural construction, creating conditions to promote production forces in agriculture and rural area;

- At present and in the coming time, Thai Binh Province will create the most favorable conditions (administrative procedures, mechanisms, policies...) to attract big enterprises and economic groups to invest in agricultural development in the province;

- The farmers are a crowded force, the qualifications, awareness, and active and creative role of farmers are increasingly improved;

- Many scientific and technical advances in agricultural production have been widely applied in the world and in the country;

- Regional and international integration is increasingly deep and wide.

2. Some difficulties and challenges

- Climate change and sea level rise are increasingly clearer and have abnormal happenings; epidemics on crop plants and domestic animals are increasingly complicated and unpredictable;

- The resources for investment in agricultural development in the direction of goods and high-tech agriculture in farmers are still limited; the number of big enterprises and groups interested in investing in agricultural development is not many;

- Due to international economic integration, agricultural products with high quality and cheap price in countries will enter Vietnam more and more. Therefore, market competition for agricultural products is increasingly violent, especially the requirement on quality and food hygiene and safety is increasingly high, the products must have trade names;

- Due to labor shifting to work in industrial zones, the rate of farmer aging is increasingly high; the production habit is out of date, the farmers have the psychology to keep production land, and the Land Law in 2013 is a big challenge for the concentration, accumulation of land to move to the development of goods production. The land is little (average of 0.2 ha/household), it is also a big challenge for re-planning and construction of specialized areas.

II. OBJECTIVES
1. General objectives

Developing agricultural and rural economy with high speed, stability and sustainability; there is an increasingly reasonable economic structure, in conformity to the knowledge economy, modernity, highly efficiency, ability to quickly adapt to the development of science and technology (especially the Scientific and technological Revolution 4.0), with high competitiveness and ability to integrate well with regional and world economies.

Constantly improving the material and spiritual life of rural people, strengthening the training to improve farmers’ qualifications, meet the requirements of agricultural and rural industrialization and modernization.
Further stepping up the program on new rural construction in the direction of civilization and modernity, upgrading the socio-economic infrastructure works in the direction of modernization, associated with urbanization, reasonable  shifting of economic structure and labor structure; holding fast to security, social order and safety; improving intellectual standards and protecting well the ecological environment; improving the Party’s leadership role, strengthening the state management; consolidating the alliance of workers - farmers - intellectuals strongly, creating a firm premise for the career of agricultural and rural industrialization and modernization.

2. Specific objectives by 2025 and 2030

2.1. On agriculture: Growth rate of production value in the period of 2018 - 2025: 2.5%/year; period of 2026 - 2030: 2.0 - 2.5%/year; by 2030, the proportion of agriculture, forestry and fishery accounts for 17-18% of economic structure of Thai Binh Province.

2.2. On farmer: By 2025, the rate of trained workers will be about 70%; in which vocational training will be about 56.5%; orientation to 2030, the rate of trained workers will reach over 85%, vocational training will be about 70-75%.

2.3. On rural area: Strive to 2020, 100% of communes will reach new rural standards, 3 - 4 districts will reach new rural standards and Thai Binh city will complete the task of new rural construction; by 2025, 100% of districts will reach new rural standards; each district and city will build at least one commune reaching the standards of model new rural area; rural economic structure by 2030: industry and construction 46-47%; service 37-38%; agriculture 17-18%; labor structure by 2030: Non-agricultural 80%; agriculture 20%.

III. MAIN TASKS AND SOLUTIONS

1. Raising awareness about agriculture, farmer and rural area
Further mobilizing the general strength of the propaganda forces and propaganda types; organizing tightly, synchronously, regularly and efficiently in all 4 types: oral propaganda, propaganda through mass media, visual propaganda and propaganda through cultural and letters and arts activities. Propaganda content focuses on grasping thoroughly the tasks and solutions mentioned in Resolution No. 26-NQ/TW, action Program No. 23-CTr/TU, Resolution No. 02-NQ/TU; propaganda on the role and importance of agriculture, farmer and rural area in the career of industrialization, modernization, construction and protection of the Fatherland; propagandizing to all levels, sectors and especially people to understand that the restructure of agricultural production, land accumulation, and increase of production scale towards goods direction will be an objective necessity in the new situation; from which the people and all levels, sectors will renew the production thinking, abandon the small, scattered, passive farming habits and practices; dare to think, dare to do on a large scale and take self-responsibility for production and business.

2. Promoting comprehensive agricultural restructure and development in the modern direction 
- Implementing the breakthrough directions with the following contents:

+ Building and replicating high-value agricultural models for ecological regions in the direction of breakthrough in scale of land accumulation, advanced technologies and production organization.

+ Forming some agricultural models in the form of industrial management, combining the coordination of modern agricultural technologies and synchronous mechanized machinery, directing towards high-tech agriculture.

+ Forming the industrial zone in service of agriculture and agricultural product processing, supplying materials and equipment for agricultural production and agricultural product processing, contributing to creating jobs for local laborers.

+ Forming the ecotourism program to experience the countryside associated with agriculture, wet rice culture of the Red River Delta and spiritual tourism, creating a breakthrough for Thai Binh tourism.

- Reviewing and adjusting the planning of agricultural production in the direction of specialized cultivation, associated with processing, consumption markets and advantages of each region. Shifting strongly the agricultural economic structure to goods production, focusing on specialty plants and animals of high economic value and quality; modernizing the industries of preservation and processing and improving the quality, food hygiene and safety and added value of goods agricultural products.

- Developing the farming industry, forming the concentrated goods production region specializing in high-yield rice, high-quality rice, specialized areas of crop plants and industrial plants to supply raw materials for processing; maintaining the rice land area to ensure national food security in short term and long term; expanding the area of ​​winter crop plants; promoting accumulation, concentration of land, increasing the scale of production, applying new varieties and production processes with high productivity and quality; perfecting the irrigation system; accelerating the synchronous mechanization of production stages.

- Quickly developing the breeding industry in the form of farms and family farms with mode of industry and modern technologies, epidemics safety; focusing on renovating and improving quality of varieties, applying advanced breeding process to increase productivity, quality and efficiency; strengthening the veterinary work, epidemics prevention; developing the production of industrial feed.

- Investing in technical material facilities, converting brackish water aquaculture area to high-tech shrimp raising; reorganizing coastal oyster raising in the direction of ensuring food safety, having sufficient standards to export to the world markets; restructuring the near-shore fishing force, quickly developing offshore fishing forces in the direction of investing in modern facilities and technologies, synchronously developing the infrastructure and logistics service of fishing career, boat and vessel anchoring areas according to the planning, communication and search and rescue system.

3. Developing the industries, careers, services, shifting economic structure, rural labor structure

Reviewing and adjusting the planning, mechanisms and policies, supporting the investment in technical infrastructure works, reforming investment procedures, stepping up investment promotion, strongly attracting economic sectors inside and outside the country to invest the production and business into the existing industrial complexes, efficiently exploiting the land area and labor sources in the localities; strongly shifting the economic structure and labor structure; giving priority to the development of agricultural and aquatic product processing industry; careers that use a lot of laborers; industry with high gray matter content, oriented to the export.

Developing the trades and trade villages in the direction of specialization, in combination with diversification; focusing on products and services that have a comparative advantage; spreading from the place where there is a trade village to a place where there is no trade village, from a place with a high concentration density to a place with lower density; step by step modernizing the trade villages, especially traditional trade villages; attaching the development of trade villages to trade village tourism, preserving cultural identity and protecting the environment. 
Strongly developing the services in rural areas, attaching special importance to investment, development, service, science and technology transfer, socio-economic research and information in service of business production, education and training, human resource development, health service; commercial services to provide supplies for production and consumption goods for the people.

4. New rural construction in association with urbanization and civilized and modern new rural construction
For the communes and districts that have reached the new rural standards, maintaining and improving the quality of achieved new rural criteria; adjusting rural development planning under the policy of economic restructure of the province; maintaining and further upgrading the socio-economic infrastructure works to create the premise for agricultural and rural industrialization and modernization; focusing on economic development, improving income and life of rural residents; improving the quality of health, education, building the institutions and improving the quality of cultural and sport activities, abolishing backward unsound customs and social evils; protecting and improving rural environment; encouraging, mobilizing the people to participate in new rural construction in depth, bringing a positive and clearer change to each household and direct life of every people living in the rural area.

For communes that have not met the new rural standards, carrying out review, evaluating the completion level of each criterion; building the plan, itinerary, increasing the investment, budget support at all levels, integrating the project programs, encouraging the people to actively participate in, focusing highly on leadership and direction of the whole political system in the locality, it is strived that by 2020, 100% of communes will reach new rural standards.

5. Stepping up hunger elimination and poverty reduction, improving the material and spiritual life for farmers

Implementing fully and timely the policies for the poor; creating conditions on capital, training, equipping the knowledge, improving the professional qualifications and skills of laborers, transferring science and technique, promoting the investment, solving the employment in rural areas, increasing the labor productivity, efficiency and income, living standards for rural people.

Improving the quality of initial health care and medical examination and treatment; implementing well the policies on health insurance, population, reducing the birth rate in rural areas. Giving priority to investment in education and training development in difficult localities. Strengthening the deployment, implementation of the campaign “All people unite to build new rural areas, civilized city”, building the village conventions, promoting good traditions, solidarity, love of the village, abolishing the unsound customs, implementing new lifestyle in rural areas; building the social security system in rural areas. Reviewing and mitigating the compulsory contributions for farmers. Further directing, completing and fully implementing the democracy regulations at grassroots level; protecting, improving the ecological environment; ensuring security, order and safety in rural areas.
6. Protecting natural resources and environment, improving adaptability to climate change, preventing natural disasters

Propagandizing and mobilizing all people to actively participate in environmental protection; focusing on investing in waste treatment works in residential areas, industrial zones and rural trade villages; mobilizing the farmers to organize organic production, treat the breeding waste and straw under microorganism method; encouraging the economic sectors to invest in exploiting and managing the waste treatment activity with modern technology; strengthening the appraisal of environmental impact assessment, inspection and supervision of production and business establishments, farms and family farms on environmental protection, strictly handling the cases of violation.

Researching and step by step converting the production models to adapt to climate change; strengthening the application of scientific and technological achievements in agricultural production in the direction of introducing plant and animal varieties with ability to bear the salinity well; short-term plant varieties which can withstand with extreme weather conditions; reviewing and adjusting the detailed flood control planning and dyke planning of the rivers with dyke, planning the irrigational works system in the conditions of climate change and water level rise; focusing on investing in modernization of irrigational works, in service of active irrigation and drainage, in the short term, constructing some works to treat urgently the dyke erosion, dam culvert to prevent salinity, some pumping stations for flood prevention and drought prevention; applying scientific irrigation measures in the direction of saving water, increasing crop productivity. Integrating the project programs, attracting the capital resources to invest in expanding the forest area, increasing protection capacity and responding to climate change.

7. Renovating the mechanisms, policies and mobilizing the resources to participate in developing agriculture and rural economy
On land, well implementing the policies on protecting rice land and supporting rice growers, keeping stably 76,000 ha of rice land under the approval decision of the Prime Minister; further implementing the policies on supporting the farmers when the State recovers land; studying and proposing the policies on supporting, ensuring the rights and life of the people as leasing land to the enterprise for the development of concentrated goods agriculture production; promulgating the policy to encourage the accumulation and concentration of land, increasing the scale of farmer households, and facilitating the production mechanization. Further strengthening the reform of administrative procedures on issuing the certificate of land use right to agricultural land users (people who are allocated and leased agricultural land); procedures on recognizing the land use right for land users; procedures on land transfer, conversion and lease; procedures on land clearance to implement the investment projects; procedures on contributing the value of land use right to form shares and shareholders of the enterprise.

On credit finance, reviewing the adjustment and efficiently implementing the policies on supporting agricultural and rural development being deployed and implemented; studying, supplementing some new policies, focusing on policies to encourage cooperation and production association attached to product consumption; supporting the construction of infrastructure of specialized production areas, large goods associated with processing and consuming products; encouraging the development of enterprises in rural areas, development of large-scale modern technology farms; policies to support the improvement of scientific and technological potentials; supporting the construction of models and application of scientific and technological advances to modernize rural agriculture. Further supporting the construction investment and upgrade of rural infrastructure in the direction of modernization; increasing the level of state budget support at all levels for difficult communes, not reaching the destination of new rural area.

Further capitalizing, rearranging the state enterprises; facilitating to improve the production and business situation of enterprises, farms and individual business households, ensuring profitable operation, thereby increasing internal accumulation to reproduce in depth; encouraging the profitable enterprises to mobilize social capital.

Perfecting the macroeconomic policies in the direction of ensuring the people to have peace of mind to invest in production and business, creating material wealth for society. Further reforming the operation of monetary business organizations, using flexible and attractive interest rates, in order to attract deposits of the people, gathering capital resources from internal resources to serve the manufacturers to invest and develop. Strengthening the cooperation between the state and people to build infrastructure for production development; mobilizing the people to practice saving, increase the accumulation, create the resources for production development.

8. Innovating and developing forms of production organization

Reviewing, adjusting and supplementing the mechanism, policies, administrative procedure reforms on investment approval, investment implementation, procedures on land..., improving the macroeconomic environment, encouraging strong development of agricultural and rural enterprises; step by step bringing this economic type to be an important economic component and become a leader in the linkage of production and business under the value chain, forming large goods production areas on the basis of focusing, accumulating land, building the trade name of key products of Thai Binh Province.
Further supporting the development of household economy in the direction of expanding production scale, strengthening the agricultural and industrial promotion, transferring scientific and technological applications to increase the productivity and efficiency of production and business; shifting the structure of household economy in the direction of rapidly increasing farm economy with large scale, modern and industrial method; reducing the number of small economic households, moving from agricultural households to non-agricultural households.

Improving the operation efficiency, expanding the service scale of agricultural service co-operatives associated with the new rural construction program.

Strongly developing various types of cooperation and association in production and business, in which the key issue is production association according to the value chain between Enterprise - Co-operative - Economic households, ensuring sustainability and efficiency; strengthening the association of 4 factors (enterprise, state, scientist and farmer), in which enterprise plays a main role, farmer plays a key role, the state creates legal corridor, environment and favorable conditions for association and cooperation.

9. Improving the quality of human resources for rural areas

Organizing the cooperation, interconnection, integration of vocational training foundations, at the same time, investing material facilities, equipping modern technique, improving the qualifications, capacity of the teachers; further implementing vocational training policies and mobilizing capital sources of enterprises, contribution of laborers to the vocational training fund; developing the service and development support centers, operating in many fields; developing synchronously the education system: For secondary schools, ensuring the scale and forming reasonable operation mechanism; for junior colleges and vocational schools, it is necessary to re-determine the function, avoid scattering, creating the reasonable training scale and it is possible to invest focusly, improving the training efficiency; encouraging economic sectors to participate in training to improve the quality of human resources, on the basis of having the inspection and supervision of the state on basic standards.

Completing and updating the objectives, innovating the content and teaching curriculum, attaching training to the demand of society and demand of enterprises, attaching the argument to practice, paying attention to practicing workmanship, skills and high technique, strengthening the training on knowledge of business management knowledge training in the market economy mechanism; modernizing the teaching methods, enhancing the initiative of the learners, turning the training process into a lifelong self-training process.

Creating more new jobs by developing trade, trade villages and service industry in rural areas; strengthening the promotion of employment introduction outside the province and labor export abroad.

10. Research, development, application and transfer of science and technology

Further investing in material facilities, equipping with modern technique for scientific research foundations; training, re-training, improving qualifications and capacity of scientific staff; increasing state investment capital, integrating project programs for research, application and transfer of science and technology; encouraging the enterprise, farm owner and farmer to actively research the science and invest, apply scientific and technological advances to production to improve productivity, quality and production and business efficiency.

For agriculture, implementing electrification and modernization of the irrigation system, solving well the demand on agricultural irrigation for agriculture; further mechanizing synchronically the production stages; attaching special importance to bringing scientific and technological advances, especially biotechnology, into agriculture, the key issue is new varieties with high quality productivity; building high-tech agricultural models, summarizing and spreading on large scale.

Modernizing traditional technologies and types of appropriate technologies to develop the trade villages and form the rural enterprises. Regularly innovating and improving the scientific and technological level for the fields of preservation and processing of agricultural products.

11. Active in international integration and cooperation

Doing well the propaganda and dissemination to the entire population the contents of international treaties and commitments that Vietnam has participated in related to agriculture, farmer and rural area. Deploying the construction of agricultural product trade names with value on quality and competitiveness in the international market. Researching absolute advantages, comparative advantages of the province to search for markets, build the strategies and plans for consumption of agricultural products, as well as build the planning and plan of production and business. Strengthening the attraction of foreign direct investment in the fields of agricultural production and agricultural product processing, projects for environmental protection, response to climate change; receiving science and technology of advanced developed countries in the world to modernize agriculture and rural areas. Implementing the exchange and introduction of advanced cultural values ​​in the world, making the cultural and spiritual life of rural residents more and more diverse, rich and civilized, modern, abolishing the backward, unsound customs in rural areas.

12. Increasing the Party’s leadership, improving the state management efficiency for agriculture, farmer and rural area; promoting the role of the Fatherland Front and the socio-political, social and professional organizations

Strengthen the leadership and direction of the party committee, management and administration of the governments at all levels from province to grassroots level for agricultural and rural development and new rural construction. Attaching special importance to combining economic development with ensuring political security, social order and safety in association with environmental protection; strengthening the state management on land, natural resources and environment; directing, reviewing, checking and evaluating the results of implementing projects, planning and new rural criteria in the communes in the province, the keys are criteria of developing production, raising income for farmers, reducing poor households, building cultural life.

Strengthening the administrative reform, arranging apparatus organization of the political system to be compact, operate effectively and efficiently; reforming strongly the administrative procedures, especially procedures on land, procedures on approving and implementing investment, capital access procedures, electricity and water infrastructure... creating favorable legal environment for production and business; strengthening the legal aid, consulting the processes and procedures for organizations and individuals who are interested in investing in agriculture and rural areas; improving the sense of responsibility of cadres and public servants, directing toward the grassroots level and serve the grassroots level.

Further innovating and improving the quality of activities of the Fatherland Front and the socio-political organizations in the rural areas, directing toward to serve the people, be close to the people, and mobilize the people to actively develop the production and business, eliminate hunger, reduce poverty and maintain the criteria for reaching the standards of new rural construction; arousing the farmers’ self-reliance and self-reliance will, better themselves to enrich themselves and their families, contribute to building an increasingly civilized and modern rural area.

IV. RECOMMENDATIONS AND PROPOSALS
1. Proposing the ministries, sectors and central authorities to study and advise the Government to submit to the National Assembly the amendment and supplement of some contents of the Land Law, facilitate the concentration and accumulation of land such as: Supplementing and clarifying the subjects to receive the land transfer; in which, including enterprises investing in centralized agricultural production; increasing the limit of land for transfer recipients; help Thai Binh Province complete the administrative procedures relating to the concentration and accumulation of agricultural land in Thai Binh province.

2. Proposing the Government, ministries and central sectors to have mechanisms, policies and solutions to stabilize price of supplies and input materials for agricultural production and processing, searching and expanding markets for consumption of agricultural products. There are open mechanisms and policies on credit and guarantee for farmers to borrow capital for production development; mechanisms and policies which are strong enough for enterprises investing in production and business in the field of agriculture and rural areas and for training human resources, transferring scientific and technological advances to agriculture and rural areas.

3. Proposing the Government, ministries and central sectors to pay attention to, support and increase the investment capital level for new rural construction for Thai Binh in order to help the province quickly complete the proposed program objectives.
