It was created to provide a nationally standardized curriculum based on Softball Canada’s Long-Term Player Development (LTPD) framework to introduce and develop the skill of windmill pitching to players.  This program is designed for the FUNdamentals stage, the Learning To Train stage, and the Training To Train stage.  Please note: we are offering this clinic to 8-16 year olds.    

The program will run in Prince Albert on the following Sundays: February 24, March 3rd, 17th, 24th, April 7th, 2019 from 10:00am – 2:00pm. Please note there are 4 different 1 hour sessions, therefore the player will be assigned a 1 hour session during that time slot each week! Groups will be between 5-7 players per instructor.**Please note: no clinic on March 10th & 31st*
Instructor: Bailee Scoggins – grew up playing softball in Albert.  In 2010, she started giving back by doing several skills clinics and CANpitch clinics a year.  Since then she has completed her Softball Pitching Instructor Beginner course and is Competition Introduction Trained.  Bailee over the last couple of years has also enjoyed coaching the U14 A team back in Sherwood, AB. Luckily for us she enrolled at the University of Saskatchewan and played for the team in 2016.
