
Softball Saskatchewan is holding another series of 3 Week Hitting clinics this spring.   These clinics are following Softball Canada’s Long-Term Player Development (LTPD) framework to introduce and develop the skill of hitting to players.  This program is designed for the FUNdamentals stage, the Learning To Train stage, and the Training To Train stage.  Please note: we are offering this clinic to 8-18 year olds.    
Instructor: Mikaila Etheredge - co-head coached the U of R Cougars to a National Championship this year!  She played with the Cougars from 2014-2016. During her time as a Cougar she was named WCSA League MVP in 2014 and the WCSA League Top Hitter in 2014 and 2015. She was named to the WCSA All-Star teams and the WCSA All-Academic team in 2014, 2015, and 2016. In 2016 she was also named to the Canadian Collegiate Softball Association National Championship All-Star Team. Etheredge also held the Cougar Top Hitter award in 2014, 2015, and 2016 and was the Cougar MVP in 2014. Etheredge was part of two national bronze medal teams with the Cougars in 2014 and 2016.  Etheredge has also spent time playing professionally in Europe and in New Zealand. She played for the Witches Linz in Linz, Austria in 2015 where she received the Austrian Softball League Golden Glove Award and was a member of the Austrian Softball League All-Star team. She also played for the Hutt Valley Dodgers in Lower Hutt, New Zealand during 2016 and 2017 where her team secured a silver medal at the New Zealand National Tournament. Mikaila also is an Assistant Coach with our Western Canada Games team.
This clinic is open to boys and girls U8 to U18 (LTP to Midget) age categories.  Groups will be determined by age group and sessions will continue building on what you learned at the first clinic.
The program will run in Regina on the following Thursdays: April 4, 11, 18 from 6:00pm – 9:00pm. Please note there are 3 different 1 hour sessions, therefore the player will be assigned a 1 hour session during that time slot! You will have the same time each week.
The groups will be of 6-12 athletes (with their coaches), with each group receiving 1 hour of instruction/practice in their groups.  Please note a player will be placed in one session anytime in that span!  A confirmation email will be emailed or faxed out after the registration deadline with group time and location.  Please note since this is indoor, there are limited spots available and may fill up before the deadline date.
