The MPD's recent successful operation targeting stolen goods resulted in the recovery of several hundred electronic items. For those of you who believe your item may be among those recovered, you may submit, via stolen.property@dc.gov, your ownership information, such as a serial number or other uniquely identifiable information that conclusively establishes ownership.  A member will then follow-up with your inquiry.

 

Introduction
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The MPD Online Reporting Tool offers a way for you to make quick reports that do not necessarily require a police officer to witness or take the information from you. You can report the following types of incidents:
· Lost property

· Lost vehicle tags

· Theft/theft from auto* 

· Destruction of property

· Damage to property

All traffic crashes should be reported to 911, not filed with this online application.
 

Your report may be edited by MPD members for clarity and accuracy prior to the report being fully approved.
 

*Thefts in which your checkbook or credit card may have been stolen and/or used to purchase other items or services are considered Identity Theft, and should not be filed online using this application.

Do Not Make Your Report in Two Places:
To reduce confusion, users who file a report online should not also call the non-emergency line and file the same report with the Telephone Reporting Unit.


Before You File a Report
In order to make a report using the Online Reporting Tool, please ensure that ALL of the following conditions are present:

1. The event took place in the District of Columbia.

2. The suspects are not known to you.
3. The suspects have left the scene.

4. You (or, the complainant if you are making a report on behalf of another party) have not suffered any injuries.

5. There is no apparent need for investigation at the scene.

6. There is no obvious physical evidence available at the scene.

7. There are no witnesses to be interviewed.

8. This is not a traffic crash.

9. The event occurred in the last six months. Events older than six months should be reported to 911, not filed with this online application.

What Happens Next
Upon completion of this report process you will:

· Be notified that your online police report has been submitted. This indicates that your police report is complete.

· Be given a temporary police report case number.

· Be able to print a copy of the police report to keep for your records.

Please Note:
· All cases filed using the Citizen Online Police Reporting Tool will be reviewed.

· Upon review, if further investigation of your case is needed, you may be contacted.

· Filing a false police report is a crime (see below for more information).

· MPD appreciates your filing your report online. It is important for the Department to collect all reported crimes occurring within the District of Columbia to establish patterns and prevent the occurrence of future crimes. However, if your case has few details that would assist us in solving the crime, MPD may not contact you for follow-up after you receive a copy of the report.

How to File a Report
Here are the steps users will follow to file a report online:
1. Click on the Online Reporting Tool to choose your event type and start your report. Name and email address are required to ensure that all complainants may be contacted for further information if necessary.
2. Follow the prompts at the bottom of each screen to complete your report.
3. When you are done with your report, you will be asked to submit it for MPD review. MPD will then email you a temporary case number.
4. Within two (2) business days, MPD will review the report. If we have questions, we will contact you. If we have to leave a voice mail message, we will also email you. Once we fully approve the report, we will email you a final case number and a link to print out the report for your records.
If you are ready to begin, click on the Online Reporting Tool.

  

Warning Concerning Making False Police Reports
Persons submitting online police reports to the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) are reminded that it is a crime to make a false or fictitious police report, and upon conviction, persons may be subject to a fine not to exceed $300 or imprisonment not to exceed 30 days. (See D.C. Official Code § 5-117.05)

****Examples of Identity Theft*****
There are a variety of forms of personal identification that a thief may steal from you. If you believe you have a been a victim of identity theft, be sure to check all of your accounts. Here's what to do if you discover someone has been abusing your accounts:

· Stolen Checks
If you have had checks stolen or bank accounts set up fraudulently, report it to the check verification companies. Close your checking and savings accounts and obtain new account numbers. Give the bank a secret password for your account (not your mother’s maiden name).

· ATM Cards
If your ATM card has been stolen or is compromised get a new card, account number and password. DO not use your old password. When creating a password, don’t use common numbers like the last four digits of your Social Security number or your birth date.
· Fraudulent Change of Address
Notify the local postal inspector if you suspect an identity theft has filed a change of address with the post office or has used the mail to commit credit or bank fraud. Find out where the fraudulent credit cards were sent. Notify the local postmaster for the address to forward all mail in your name to your own address. You may also need to talk to the mail carrier.

· Social Security Number Misuse
Call the Social Security Administration to report fraudulent use of your social security number. As a last resort, you might want to change the number. The SSA will only change it if you fit their fraud victim criteria. Also, order a copy of your Earnings and Benefits statement and check it for accuracy.

· Passports
If you have a passport, notify the passport office in writing to be on the lookout for anyone ordering a new passport fraudulently. 

· Phone Service
If your long distance calling card has been stolen or you discover fraudulent charges on your bill, cancel the account and open a new one. Provide a password, which must be used anytime the account is charged. 

· Driver License Number Misuse 
You may need to change your driver’s license number if someone is using yours as identification on bad checks. Call the state or District of Columbia office of the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) to see if another license was issued in your name. Put a fraud alert on your license. Go to your local DMV to request a new number. Also, fill out the DMV’s complaint form to begin the fraud investigation process. Send supporting documents with the complaint form to the nearest DMV investigation office. 

· False Civil and Criminal Judgments
Sometimes victims of identity theft are wrongfully accused of crimes committed by the imposter. If a civil judgment has been entered in your name for actions taken by your imposter, contact the court where the judgment was entered and report that you are a victim of identity theft. If you are wrongfully prosecuted for criminal charges, contact the state Department of Justice and the FBI. Ask how to clear your name.

Curfew

	What does the law say? 

The Juvenile Curfew Act of 1995 (DC Code 2-1541 et. seq.) states that persons under the age of 17 cannot remain in or on a street, park or other outdoor public place, in a vehicle or on the premises of any establishment within the District of Columbia during curfew hours, unless they are involved in certain exempted activities.


	What are the curfew hours?
For the months of September through June: 

· Curfew begins at 11 pm on Sunday through Thursday nights, and continues until 6 am the following day 

· Curfew hours are 12:01 am to 6 am on Saturday and Sunday (curfew on "Friday night" begins at 12:01 am Saturday; curfew on "Saturday night" begins at 12:01 am Sunday) 

During July and August only: 

· Curfew hours are 12:01 am to 6 am, seven days a we


	Does the curfew law apply to non-District residents? 

Yes. The curfew law applies to all persons under the age of 17 who are in the District of Columbia during curfew hours. This includes both District residents as well as young people who reside elsewhere. 


	

	What are the penalties for violating the law?
A parent or legal guardian of a juvenile under the age of 17 commits an offense if he or she knowingly permits, or by insufficient control allows, the minor to violate the curfew law. Any adult who violates the Juvenile Curfew Act is subject to a fine not to exceed $500 or community service. A minor who violates curfew may be ordered to perform up to 25 hours of community service. 



	Persons under the age of 17 are exempt from curfew if they: 

· Accompany a parent or guardian 

· Complete an errand at the direction of a parent or guardian, without detour or stop 

· Ride in a motor vehicle involved in interstate travel 

· Work or return home from a job, without detour or stop 

· Become involved in an emergency 

· Stand on a sidewalk that joins their residence or the residence of a next-door neighbor, if the neighbor did not complain to police 

· Attend an official school, religious, or other recreational activity sponsored by the District of Columbia, a civic organization, or other similar group that takes responsibility for the juvenile (this includes traveling to and from the activity) 

· Exercise their First Amendment rights protected by the US Constitution, including the free exercise of speech, religion, and right of assembly 


	Why is the curfew law being enforced now?
Passed in 1995, DC's curfew law was set up to protect the health and safety of young people and our communities. After the law was challenged in court, MPD stopped enforcement until the court decided whether the law was constitutional. In June 1999, the US Circuit Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia found the law to be constitutional. The District began enforcing the law again in the fall of 1999.
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	What alternative programs are there for young people?
The District of Columbia has a variety of programs and centers that serve young people seeking alternatives to being on the streets, including social, educational, recreational, and counseling services. Littering Enforcement Pilot Project

A clean city is essential to the health and safety of our residents and the economic vitality of our neighborhoods. Everyone shares responsibility for maintaining a clean and green city. That now includes the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD). The Council of the District of Columbia recently enacted legislation to enable MPD to enforce anti-littering laws. The Department of Public Works and the Mayor’s Office of the Clean City will continue to lead or initiate DC’s litter prevention efforts, as keeping the city clean is central to their mission. However, police officers, with their round-the-clock presence on the streets, can be an important part of the routine enforcement necessary to keep our city clean by deterring people from littering. 

 

Littering Enforcement Pilot Project
On May 1, 2011, MPD will launch a littering enforcement pilot in the Fourth Police District. Throughout May, MPD will issue warnings to violators as we work with community partners to educate the public about littering enforcement. Beginning June 1, 2011, anyone violating the city’s littering law in the Fourth District may be issued an actual ticket or subject to arrest. (D.C. Official Code § 8.801 et seq.)

· If an officer sees you intentionally or carelessly dropping rubbish, waste matter, refuse, garbage, trash, debris, dead animals or other discarded materials of every kind and description, on public space, in waterways, or on private property not under your control, you may receive a $75 ticket for littering. Failure to properly respond by following the instructions on the back of the ticket will result in additional penalties. 

· If you are issued a ticket for littering, you are required to provide an accurate name and address to the officer. If you refuse or fail to provide an accurate name and address, you can be arrested. Upon conviction, you will be fined an additional $100 to $250 by the Superior Court. 
Citywide Littering Enforcement 
While the pilot is in effect, MPD will continue citywide enforcement of the prohibition against disposing, causing, or allowing the disposal of litter from a vehicle upon any public or private property. Litter includes all rubbish, waste matter, refuse, garbage, trash, debris, dead animals, or other discarded materials of every kind and description. If you litter while driving, you may be issued a $100 traffic ticket for littering from a vehicle.

Parties – Noise Complaints - Disorderly Laws

[image: image2.png]VL. IMPACT ON EXISTING LAW

Bill 18-425 would rewrite four sections of the District’s disorderly conduct law. Two of
these date, unchanged, from 1892, and one from 1953, also unchanged. D.C. Code § 22-1307 is
rewritten and prohibits a person or persons from crowding, obstructing, or incommoding the use
of any strect, alley, sidewalk, or entrance. D.C. Code§ 22-1312 is rewritten to clarify (in light of
case law) the indecent exposure statute, including the prohibition of sex in public, and it also
prohibits indecent sexual proposals to a minor. D.C. Code § 22-1314 is rewritten and prohibits
any person or persons from disrupting a worship service, including a funeral. D.C. Code § 22-
1321 is rewritten and outlaws 2 number of act incite or provoke violence through behavior
or language; disrupting a lawful, public gathering; unreasonably disrupting the lawful use of a
public conveyance by other persons; making unreasonably loud noise between 10:00 p.m. and
7:00 am. that is likely to annoy or disturb other persons in their residences; urinating or defeca-
ting in public; Peeping Toms; jostling or unnecessarily crowding & person. The penalty for any
of these violations has been increased from $250 to $500, although the term of imprisonment
remains a maximum of 90 days, and it is expected that these violations will continue to be prose-
cutable by the Office of the Attorney General. The Committee has strived to eliminate language
that is cither vague or unenforceable
