THE DEADLINE FOR ALL STATE MEET ENTRIES IS SATURDAY, MARCH 22nd!  Read the following carefully:

ANY STATE MEET CLUB ENTRY THAT IS RECEIVED AFTER THE DEADLINE OF MARCH 22nd  WILL BE ASSESSED A LATE FEE OF $10.00 PER ATHLETE UP UNTIL WEDNESDAY, MARCH 26th.  AFTER MARCH 26th  UNTIL SATURDAY, MARCH 29th, THE LATE FEE INCREASES TO $25.00 PER ATHLETE.  ENTRIES RECEIVED AFTER MARCH 29th  WILL BE RETURNED AND CLUB WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO COMPETE. 
INDIVIDUAL ENTRIES (ATHLETES LEFT OFF ORIGINAL ENTRY) WILL BE ASSESSED AS ABOVE.

ANY CLUB OR INDIVIDUAL ENTRY THAT IS NOT ACCOMPANIED BY FULL PAYMENT IN FORM OF ONE CLUB CHECK MADE PAYABLE TO ‘TEAM FLORIDA’ WILL BE RETURNED BY MAIL.  I WILL NOT PERSONALLY CALL CLUBS.  IF YOUR RETURN ENTRY IS NOT RECEIVED BY THE DEADLINE OF MARCH 22nd, THE ABOVE LATE FEES WILL ADDITIONALLY APPLY.  IF YOU DO NOT RETURN CORRECTED ENTRY IN TIME, YOUR GYMNAST OR CLUB, DEPENDING ON WHERE MISTAKE LIES, WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO COMPETE.
ANY CHANGES MADE (ATHLETE’S NAME SPELLING, DOB, LEVEL, ETC) AFTER THE DEADLINE OF MARCH 22nd WILL BE ASSESSED A CHANGE FEE OF $10.00 PER CHANGE.  SO THAT MEANS IF YOU HAVE TWO CHANGES FOR ONE GYMNAST, YOU WILL PAY A FEE OF $20.00.
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Team Florida does not want your late fee/ info change money: what we want is correct information sent in on time.  So please get your entries together and carefully check everything over BEFORE you send it in.  Remember to enclose one club check in the proper amount made payable to Team Florida (no credit cards accepted) along with a double and triple checked entry form.  If, when you receive back your team roster you discover a mistake, you must notify the above listed meet director.  There will be over 1,000 athletes competing, so correct info is essential.  If you note a mistake and it is the fault of the meet director, of course there will be no charge, so please look over your team rosters carefully and call/email the appropriate meet director immediately. If you don’t hear back from them acknowledging your email or call within 2 days, notify me immediately!
REFUNDS

Refunds are given for injury/illness ONLY!  A refund request must be made in writing and accompanied by a verified physician’s document indicating illness/injury and the fact that gymnast cannot compete. OTHER IMPORTANT INFO

EDDIE WORTMAN TEAM FLORIDA GYMNASTICS SENIOR SCHOLARSHIP

Any graduating senior who has competed in the Florida AAU program for at least one season may apply for this scholarship regardless of level of gymnast.  The scholarships are given in the memory of Eddie Wortman, a long time Florida AAU coach who supported the philosophy of the Team Florida program.  ALL gymnasts who apply for the scholarship and meet the criteria will receive a scholarship.  Gymnast must complete the form and return to Kathy Stuenkel no later than WEDNESDAY, MARCH 12th.  Coaches, please distribute the form to your graduating senior.  We do not want anyone left out!  This is our way of recognizing and financially assisting our graduating seniors. IMPORTANT:  this year there will be a change in the awarding of the actual scholarship check.  All recognized graduating seniors will receive an envelope with a congratulatory letter.  At that point, the gymnast herself must acknowledge receipt of this letter by following the instructions laid out.  The check will then be mailed to the recipient.  NO actual checks will be handed out at the awards ceremony.  Coaches do not need to inform the senior gymnast of this new policy, it will be spelled out in the letter they receive.  The reason for this 
change is that checks have been misplaced, gymnasts have forgotten to send thank you notes, etc.  I am hoping that this new policy will eliminate any confusion.
Hotels:  You must contact hotels as instructed.  I have personal visited the listed hotels and they are very nice; walking distance to the Ocean Center and directly on the Atlantic ocean.  I have negotiated a reduced rate on all listed hotels.  All listed hotels have shops, restaurants, etc, right on Atlantic Ave, so your family can have a wonderful mini vacation as well as attending the meet.


MAKE SURE YOU HAVE ENOUGH COACHES TO BE IN THREE GYMS AT THE SAME TIME.  We cannot accommodate clubs as far as when and where their gymnasts will be competing.  If you are an only coach, you will have to make arrangements concerning this.  Remember, Level, 1 and 2  is in Gym A, level 3 in Gym B and Level 4/5 and optionals are in Gym C all competing at the same time. Gym Achievers will be placed in appropriate gyms.  All “gyms” are on the same floor, but are spread out.  Also, if you have a large team of the same level, chances are your team will be split into more than one squad so make sure you have enough coaches to accommodate more than one squad.


TEAM ENTRIES:  divisions will be determined after all entries have been received.  You must have a minimum of three gymnasts in one level to constitute a team entry.  ALL team entries will receive a team award. If a gymnast scratches after the team entry has been sent in, there will be no changes to your team division after the deadline, as the team awards will have already been ordered and cannot be changed.  Your team will remain in the division it originally was in.  For example, if your team has three girls and one scratches, your team score will be based on the remaining two gymnasts; or if you are entered in large team division based on your original entry and you have scratches that would technically change the number of your team members to qualify it to the next smaller division, your team will still stay in large division.  There are no refunds for any reason for team entries.  Likewise, if you forget to enter in the team competition, you cannot enter after the deadline.

There will no hospitality for coaches due to the high fees at the Ocean Center.  There are numerous restaurants within walking distance of the Arena.   We are committed to hopefully not running Friday night sessions, so it may make the Saturday/Sunday sessions run into the evening.  

There is a parking fee at the Ocean Center and a parking garage is available.  If you are staying at a nearby hotel, I would suggest walking to the center and save the fee.  

Spectator fees are $12.00 for adults, $6.00 for children.  Three and under are free.  Concession areas will be available for spectators.

Please share ALL information pertinent to parents/spectators in your gym.  I will continue to send you additional information as I get it.
