CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Briccotto called the meeting to order at 8:39 a.m.

REVIEW OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Sharp, seconded by Mr. Collins to approve the February 12, meeting minutes as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Proposed to Deny Hearing – Jeff Slemans
Mr. Slemans has requested his hearing to be rescheduled.  The Board approved his request.
Proposed to Deny Hearing – William Denherder
Mr. Spizzirri stated that the Proposal to Deny Hearing was based on Mr. Denherder’s criminal report which showed that he was convicted of a crime that was on the Board’s list of crimes which would prohibit licensure.
Mr. Denherder was sworn in by the court reporter.

Mr. Denherder provided additional documentation, Applicants, and gave testimony regarding the incident which took place in 1985.

The Board went into deliberation.

A motion was made by Ms. Guilbert, seconded by Mr. Downs to approve his reciprocity application.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Re-Review of Denied Applications
A motion was made by Mr. Collins, seconded by Ms. Guilbert to approve the applications of Robert Dear, Gordon Savage, Michael Williamson and Robert Benson.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Request for Propose to Deny Hearing
The Board will schedule Propose to Deny Hearings as requested by Reanato Gustilo and Cosmo Ciccolella.
Complaint to Close
A motion was made by Mr. Downs, seconded by Mr. Walker to close complaint 34-06-07 and 34-07-07.
NEW BUSINESS

Review of Reciprocity Applications
A motion was made by Mr. Sharp, seconded by Mr. Walker, to approve the applications of Mark Natterman, Henry Brinnisholtz, Michael Vance, Jerome Welsh, Joshua Harrison and Gary Swirczynski.  The motion was unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Ms. Guilbert seconded by Mr. Downs to deny the application of George Wolhaf since Pennsylvania is not a reciprocal state and inform him that he may qualify for examination.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Review of Grandfathered Applications
A motion was made by Ms. Guilbert, seconded by Mr. Downs to approve the applications of Earnest Scholz and Robert Benson. The motion was unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Mr. Collins, seconded by Mr. Walker to propose to deny the application of David Niday due to lack of enough experience. The motion was unanimously carried.

Discussion of Fire Prevention Regulations
This agenda item has been tabled until the April meeting.

Request for Grandfather Applications

John Bell has requested that he be permitted to submit a Grandfather application since he was deployed during the open application period.  

A motion was made by Mr. Collins, seconded by Mr. Downs to table the request so that Mr. Spizzirri can determine if there are any federal standard pertaining to this type of request. The motion was unanimously carried.

OTHER BUSINESS BEFORE THE BOARD (for discussion only)
The Maryland Board of Plumbing Examiner emailed James Collins, Division Director, informing him that they had reviewed the Maryland and Delaware licensure requirements and determined they were reciprocal which would allow a Delaware licensee to apply for licensure by reciprocity to Maryland.
Mr. Collins informed the Board that Mr. Spizzirri was the driving force behind the analysis and discussion of the information that was presented.
The Board received correspondence from Bonnie Wood, Legislative Hall, concerning unlicensed practice; permits obtain by licensees for non-licensees providing plumbing services, and the impact of these issues on the licensed plumbers in Sussex County.  She is asking the Board to take action against these practices.

The Board is aware of these concerns and has started to address issues as part of their strategic plan.  The Board recommends that a complaint be filed so that they can take action against someone who is “selling” their license.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Chuck Davidson, Dept of Public Health, informed the Board that he presented his recommendations concerning the use of credit card payments for plumbing permits but was informed that the Department of Public Health could not implement this process at this time.
A motion was made by Mr. Downs, seconded by Ms. Guilbert to send a letter to public health encouraging them to implement a credit card process. The motion was unanimously carried.

Mr. Sherman asked Mr. Davidson of the outcome of the 3rd party inspection for manufactured homes which were discussed at the previous meeting. Mr. Davidson informed the Board that these inspections will be completed by the Division of Public Health Plumbing Inspectors.
Mr. Davidson also informed the Board that plumbers are taking out permits for landscapers and when an inspection contacts the plumber on the failed inspection, the plumber states that he did not provide the plumbing services. Mr. Davidson asked the Board how to address this issue.  The Board stated that the only way for to take action is for a complaint to be filed.
