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Price Management – Manual Price Changes
1 Purpose

The process of manual price changes is executed within the price planning workbench (PPW). 

The Price Planning Workbench (PPW) provides a uniform working environment for price planning and can be used for 3 different processes: 
· Rule- based markdown controlling (out of scope)
· Promotion

· Manual price changes

 In rule-based markdown controlling, markdown proposals from slow seller management process are enriched with SAP ERP relevant data and afterwards processed, overtaken or rejected. Here the articles and price activation levels are predetermined by the Slow Seller Analysis. For the creation of promotions and manual price changes via the Price Planning Workbench, articles and organizational levels have to be selected manually by the user.
 Functional integration of the sales price calculation within the PPW allows the use of the information from the price calculation.
A connected budget function enables the user to monitor sales deductions in the PPW that result from planned price changes. To calculate the sales deduction, the system takes both into account, the price differences and the current stock and planning quantities. The system displays the effects of the price changes on different budgets in the Budget Monitor. (out of scope)
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The relevant price planning data is saved in a price plan. Once planning is completed, the price plan has to be released for subsequent processing. An approval procedure can be used to prevent unwanted price changes if a budget overruns. Only specified approvers can then release the price plan. In subsequent processing, the system creates the sales conditions maintained in the price plan and updates the budgets.

This process covers the creation of a manual price plan in the Price Planning Workbench (PPW) which can be used to make price changes for articles and organizational levels. . Afterwards the appropriate subsequent process steps are executed.

4 Process Steps 
4.1 Price Calculations for Generic Articles and Variants
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This section applies only to Fashion (Generic article)
Use

Generic articles and variants save you a lot of work when you are maintaining master data for articles that are basically identical except for one or two characteristics.

This simplified process can be used for maintaining sales prices. This involves the variants of a generic article inheriting the sales price of the generic article or that of another variant. This is defined via pricing reference articles in the article master data. If a variant inherits a sales price from another variant, you cannot create a separate sales price for it in a sales price calculation. A sales price can only be maintained for the pricing reference article itself. In this way it is possible for example to maintain the same sales price for all sizes of a certain color of an article.
Prerequisites

In order to run through this scope item the pricing reference article of all generic articles mentioned before must be changed.

You must maintain the following settings in the master data of the generic article and the variants.
Pricing profile maintenance

· In the master data of the generic article, you can use the Pricing profile field to generate default values for the pricing reference article field in the master data of the variants. This makes it easier for you to maintain the pricing reference article field when creating or changing generic articles. The following possibilities exist: “Blank”: The system leaves the Pricing reference article field for the variants blank. If variants are to inherit sales prices, the user has to make the necessary entries. 
· “1”: For each variant, the system suggests the generic article number in the Pricing reference article field. If variants are to have different sales prices, however, you can change this default value.
· “2”: The Pricing reference article field contains the generic article number for all variants. The default value cannot be changed as the Pricing reference article field is not ready for input.

Pricing reference article maintenance
Whether and how a sales price is to be copied to a variant is controlled by the Pricing Reference Article field in the master record for each variant. 

The pricing reference article can be specified in the basic data view (if you create a new article) or the sales view of the variant’s master data (if you change a maintained article). If the pricing reference article is changed in the basic data view, this change is transferred automatically to the sales view for the distribution chains maintained.

4.3.1.3.3 Changes in the Work Area – Overview

Procedure

The field Curr.FinalPrc( Sales Pr. from Cond.) displays the actual current final price of the article at the moment. 

Via the Price Planning Type assigned within the header data from the price plan it has been determined in general whether price increases are allowed or not. In case a price increase is not allowed, the system generates a message.
The configuration of the price planning type is described in Configuration Guide 716- Price and Revenue Management .
To change the proposed new Final Price the following fields can be used among others:

1. Percentage Price Change to Orig. Price: A percentage change from the current price in relation to original price.

2. Price change in percent: A percentage change from the price maintained in the Final Price field in relation to current final price.
3. Absolute Price Change to Original Price: Absolute change from current final price in relation to original price.

4. Absolute Price Change to current final Price: Absolute change from current final price in relation to current final price.

5. Final Price: A new final price can be maintained directly.
6. Price point group: A different rounding rule can be maintained.
These changes can be done one article at the time, changing the entries in the relevant fields manually or using mass maintenance. Using mass maintenance is recommended even if only one single line is changed since the negative sign for a percentage change is automatically set and the rounding by price point group can be activated or deactivated.

2. Choose Mass Change.
3. Test different possibilities of changing the price of the article.
