1. Background Information
In Luxembourg the student authorisation to stay is only issued to the third-country nationals whose principal objective is to study a higher education institute or a university. Following conditions have to be fulfilled:

a. The applicant has been accepted in a higher education institution for obtaining a diploma of higher education;

b. The applicant has a parental authorisation to pursue the studies if he or she is not 18 years old.
c. The applicant has to prove that he/she has a health insurance covering all risks on the territory of Luxembourg;

d. The applicant has to prove that he/she has disposes of enough resources during the studies coving residence charges and return charges. Resources must be 80% of the actual guaranteed minimum income in Luxembourg. The guaranteed minimum income, which is regularly adapted, is 1.283,24 EUR according to the current scale since 1er October 2011. 80% of the guaranteed social minimum is then 1.026,59 EUR as of 1er October 2011. The sufficient level of resources can be proved 
- either by a scholarship certificate or a student loan indicating the allocated amount and the duration;
- or by a bank attestation;

- or by a financial statement of support.
At the stage of the resources assessment, any material benefits at the disposal of the applicant, such as free accommodation, as well as employment income, shall be taken into consideration. However for first issuance, potential resources generated by salaried activity during the studies can not be taken into account (except for doctoral training). 

The level of resources takes into account the level of living costs in Luxembourg. However, the level of resources required is considered by some students as being too high and it appears that many students have difficulties to bring this proof. 
The Directorate of Immigration of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Luxembourg is interested in knowing whether other Member States also require a certain level of resources for granting the “student” residence permit (first issuance and renewal), what is the threshold applied and how the resources are proved.

	This EMN NCP has provided a response to the requesting EMN NCP. However, they have requested that it is not disseminated further.
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	Belgium
	Yes
	1. The student shall provide the evidence requested that during his/her stay (s)he will have sufficient resources to cover his/her subsistence (including health insurance), study and return travel costs. For the academic year 2012-2013 foreign students in Belgium should have minimum monthly resources of 604 €. This amount is adapted to inflation each year.  No difference is made regarding the fact if it is first application or renewal of the stay (residence permit). 

2. The student has to submit a proof of solvency, stating that (s)he has sufficient means of support. This is made either by: 

(a) Presenting a certificate showing that (s)he has received a grant or loan that is sufficient to cover his/her health care, subsistence, studies and repatriation expenses. 
(b) Having a sponsor who signs an affidavit of support and proves a personal and regular income by three salary sheets or the last tax declaration (if he is a Belgian national or a permanent resident in Belgium). The sponsor must have enough means to support his own family (973 euro and 150 pro person in charge) and monthly (s)he should have 604 eur at his/her disposal to support the student. The sponsor must sign an «Agreement of Acceptance of Financial Responsibility » form, in which the sponsor agrees to finance the students’ health care, subsistence, studies and repatriation expenses.  

(c) Income of employment as student (may not exceed 20 hours a week), provided that they received a labor permit which is a mere formality. 
(d) System of ‘frozen account’ via the institute of higher education or university, to who the required amount is paid in advance (deposit of 7 248 EUR (604 EUR x12 )); The institution provides for a monthly payment to the student.

	A foreigner who has been admitted to the regular courses in schools established under the statutory procedure for requesting permission for prolonged residence unless the documents for the other categories of TCN must present as well:

1. document certifying that the person has been admitted to regular education and training during the school year in the school;

2. documents containing evidence provided support during his stay in the country.
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	Cyprus
	1. Yes
	2. In order to grand a residence permit to a student, a minimum of €800 per month is required as a proof of sufficient means of subsistence. This is amount is required both at first instance issuance of the permit and at the renewal. 

3. Students are obliged to submit a bank statement which shows monthly transfers of this amount from overseas. In case that a scholarship exists, the above mentioned amount is decreased according to the amount of the scholarship as well as to what this covers. The above apply both for first issuance as well as in the case of a renewal of the resident permit. 
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	Czech Republic
	Yes
	1) Yes, the resources are required in case of higher education students and unremunerated trainees. The required amount is determined by way of multiplication of subsistence rate (15x the rate plus 2x the rate per month of residence). This concerns both the first issuance and the renewal. The subsistence rate is defined as the minimum level of financial income considered as necessary for the purpose of securing nutrition and other basic personal needs at the level needed for survival.

2) A Statement of account or an international debit card or both are usually required from the third country national to prove that he/she is in possession of the required amount of resources. Other proofs are acceptable as well, e.g. a proof that the residence will be covered by a family member or trustee who has been permitted residence in the Czech Republic. Finally, a pledge of the school, of a corporate or state body that the residence will be covered is acceptable as well. If the coverage would be only partial, the student is obliged to prove to be in possession of the remaining amount up to the amount equalling 6x the subsistence rate. Also acceptable, as a substitute for the proof of resources, can be a document confirming that the costs of stay in the Czech Republic have already been covered, or that services associated with the stay will be provided free of charge, or a letter of invitation verified by the Alien Police.

	1. Yes, in Estonia while applying first issuance and renewal of the residence permit on the bases of study the legal income must meet at least the following rates: (amount of income is calculated on the basis of number of all family members):

2. According to Aliens Act § 9 under legal income are taken into consideration – lawfully earned remuneration for work, parental benefits, unemployment benefits, income received from lawful business activities or property, pensions, scholarships, means of subsistence, benefits paid by a foreign state and the subsistence ensured by family members earning legal income are deemed to be legal income.
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	Finland
	Yes
	1. Students must provide evidence of secure means of support, as stipulated by Section 39 of the Finnish Aliens Act, when applying for a first residence permit or residence permit extension. According to the Finnish Immigration Service guidelines, students are considered to have secure means of support if they have at least €560 (net) per month and €6,720 (net) per year at their disposal. The same threshold applies to the issuance of first permits and extended ones. Some differences between local police departments have been observed in how students’ residence permit extensions are processed. According to the Helsinki Police Department, the requirement is flexible in practice if the student is making progress in his/her studies. 

2. According to the Finnish Immigration Service guidelines on means of support, the assessment of secure means of support takes into consideration bank deposits as well as any scholarships and grants available to the student as well as benefits offered to the student by the educational institution (such as accommodation and meals). In the case of applicants who are coming to Finland as an exchange student, the rules of the organisation responsible for the student exchange are also taken into consideration in determining whether the requirement for secure means of support is met.

Issuing a first residence permit generally requires that the applicant has a bank deposit in his/her name equivalent to €6,720 (or €560 per month of residence, if the applicant is applying for a residence permit for a period of less than one year). In addition to bank deposits in Finland, any foreign bank accounts in the name of the student that can be used to withdraw money in Finland, are taken into consideration. If opening a bank account in Finland is not feasible, a cheque or bank deposit in the student’s name that is transferable to Finland can also be accepted. The student’s means of support may be fully or partly secured by a scholarship or grant from the Finnish state, the applicant’s home country, the educational institution in Finland or the educational institution in the applicant’s home country. In such cases, evidence of the scholarship or grant must be provided.

Students must enclose a bank statement with their residence permit extension application as evidence of having the required means of support. According to the Helsinki Police Department, applicants who do not have the required amount in their bank accounts are required to enclose a certificate of employment and pay slip with their application as evidence of earning the minimum amount per month.
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	France
	Yes
	1. For granting a residence permit as student, both at first issuance and at the renewal of the residence permit, international students are required to provide proof of adequate financial resources. The decree of 6 September 2011 increased the minimum level of resources required for international students, which now stands at 615 euros per month. It corresponds to the monthly base allocation for French Government scholarship holders.

2. In both cases, the proof of adequate financial resources may be established by any means, such as bank certificates, guarantees from the authorities of the country of origin, scholarship certificates, etc. The guarantees or certificates provided by French nationals or foreign nationals residing in France are acceptable, provided that they are solvent. Commitments from individuals must be taken for the duration of all the academic year and the solvency of signatories must be guaranteed by the production of pay slips or tax assessments. Receiving only family allowances does not enable to fulfill the condition of resources.

Income generated by the salaried activity of students is accepted, including during the first year of study, provided that the salaried activity has been authorized.
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	Germany
	Yes
	1. For obtaining a residence title or extending it for the purpose of studying foreign students have to produce proof of sufficient means of support, including adequate health insurance coverage. Proof is produced if the foreign student avails of financial resources in the amount as ruled in §§ 13 and 13a sect. 1 of the German Federal Training Assistance Act (BAföG). The German Federal Ministry of the Interior officially announces the required minimum amount for every following calendar year in the German Bundesanzeiger (the official German bulletin) by December of the previous year (§ 2 sect. 3 cl. 5 and 7 German Residence Act). Consequently, the monthly amount required in the year 2013 arises to € 659.00. If evidence is provided that rent and additional costs are lower than € 224 (amount ruled in § 13 sect. 2 no. 2 German Federal Training Assistance Act) the required amount reduces accordingly (announcement of 12/12/2012 in the German Bundesanzeiger, General Part, of 12/24/2012).

The financial means for the coverage of the study expenses, which are not considered within the means of support, e. g. university fees, do not need to be proved to qualify for a residence title, if proof of the coverage is already required for being admitted to university.

2. For obtaining a residence title or extending it the following are recognised as a proof of sufficient means of support:

a.
parental income and assets;

b. 
liability declaration by a third party to cover the means of support, including

housing, medical treatment or care as ruled in § 68 German Residence Act;

c. security in the amount required for a year payable to a blocked account at a financial institute accredited for banking in Germany, from which only 1/12 of the amount may be withdrawn per months;

d. grant of benefits on grounds of the German Federal Training Assistance Act (BAföG), which is acknowledge as sufficient in the individually granted amount;

e. scholarships from German public funds, a funding organisation accredited in Germany or – if admission to a German university was organised by a German institute in charge – from public funds of the respective country of origin.

Income gained from lawful employment of the student may be acknowledged; salary claims proved on grounds of a contract for lawful employment are considered as income.
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	Greece
	Yes
	1. Concerning the resources of third country nationals who have obtained a visa for studies in Greece and apply for granting or renewing of a residence permit for this purpose, the level of resources for living and studying which is required is defined at a minimum of five hundred euro (500) per month (Ministerial Decision 4415/2006, Official Gazette 398 B). This condition applies for first issuance and for renewal of the residence permit as a student. 
2. According to the above mentioned Ministerial Decision, the resources could be proved by a bank account statement, a bank deposit or scholarships if the student is entitled to exercise self-employed economic activity (at the renewal of residence permit).
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	Hungary
	Yes
	1-2. For entry into and for stays in the territory of Hungary for a period of longer than three months the entry general conditions for third-country nationals shall be the following:

- they are in possession of a valid travel document;

- they are in possession of the necessary permits for return or continued travel;

- they justify the purpose of entry and stay: students applying for a residence permit issued on grounds of pursuit of studies shall prove that they are accepted by an establishment of secondary or higher education accredited in Hungary to pursue as his/her main activity a full-time course of study, or to attend a course in an establishment of higher education, which may cover a preparatory course prior to such education and that they are able to verify the linguistic knowledge required for the pursuit of studies;

- they have accommodations or a place of residence in the territory of Hungary;

- they have sufficient means of subsistence and financial resources to cover their accommodation costs for the duration of the intended stay and for the return to their country of origin or transit to a third country;

- they have full healthcare insurance or sufficient financial resources for healthcare services;

- they are not subject to expulsion or exclusion, they are not considered to be a threat to public policy, public security or public health, or to the national security of Hungary;

- they are not persons for whom an alert has been issued in the SIS for the purposes of refusing entry.

The requirement of subsistence may be verified by the following:

a) the national currency of Hungary, or the national currency of any other country that may be converted at a Hungarian credit institution;

b) documentary evidence entitling the third-country national to withdraw cash at a Hungarian payment service provider (payment account agreement, deposit book, etc.) and a statement from the credit institution to certify the availability of funds;

c) cash substitute payment instruments which are accepted in commercial circulation in Hungary (check, credit card, etc.) and a statement from the credit institution to certify the availability of funds;

d) a valid letter of invitation with an official certificate affixed;

e) documentary evidence to verify the reservation of accommodation and payment;

f) an authentic instrument or a private document with full probative force in proof of the applicant's financial assets (tangible or intangible) whereby to ensure subsistence in Hungary;

g) a certificate of income from lawful gainful employment in which the applicant plans to engage in the territory of Hungary or is already engaged;

h) a certificate in proof of regular income received from abroad;

i) a notarized statement made by a family member with the right of residence in Hungary as holding a long-term visa or residence permit, with immigrant or permanent resident status, holding a residence card or a permanent residence card in accordance with specific other legislation, or with refugee status, promising support to the applicant along with a document in proof of the family member's ability to provide such support; or

j) other reliable means. 

A third-country national shall be construed to have sufficient resources to cover his/her subsistence for residence for a period of longer than three months if his/her lawful income or assets or his/her family member’s income or assets is sufficient to cover their living expenses, including accommodation, return travel, and if necessary, health care. 

Therefore Hungary does not require a certain level of resources for granting a residence permit for students, the possession of sufficient resources is verified on a case by case basis. Yet in practice the minimum subsistence value determined by the Central Statistics Office of Hungary is usually taken into account as well as the tuition fee and the costs of accommodation.
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	Italy
	Yes
	1. In order to obtain an entry visa for study purposes (and later the residence permit required to stay in Italy) the foreign student must provide evidence that during his/her stay he/she will have sufficient resources to cover subsistence in Italy, proof of personal financial resources or provided by the Italian institutions regarded as reliable, including universities, local governments, and foreign bodies and institutions regarded as reliable by the Italian diplomatic authority. The amount should be of not less than €417.30 for each month of the academic year (Circular no. 167 released by INPS - National Institute of Social Security, 30th December 2010, with which it was disclosed the percentage increase in the cost of living planned for the year 2011). 

The student must also demonstrate the existence of a suitable lodging in Italy, health insurance for expenses of medical and hospital admissions, and the availability of funds for repatriation or, alternatively, he/she must be in the possession of a return ticket.

Appropriate economic resources, the same required for entry, are also compulsory in order to obtain renewal of the residence permit.
2. Sustenance capability cannot be proved through the presentation of a bank guarantee or a surety policy or solely submitting an application to a scholarship awarded by the Italian Government.

	1. According to Cabinet of Ministers Regulation No. 550 (21 June 2010) “Regulations regarding the Amount of Necessary Financial Means for a Foreigner and Procedures for the Determination of the Existence of Financial Means” third-country citizens (including those, entering Latvia on purpose of studies) should prove that they have financial means in accordance with the minimum monthly work remuneration (300 EUR per month) (Article 11.6). 

2. Article 12 of the above-mentioned Regulation stipulates that financial means can be attested by a bank account or a guarantee from other person (parents, for example). Salary would not be considered as a sufficient proof for financial means neither for the first, nor renewed residence permit.

	1. Yes. The amount of subsistence funds which may be considered to be sufficient to subsist on in the Republic of Lithuania for an alien requesting to issue a residence permit is currently LTL 1000. For students, 50% of the amount is required which currently is LTL 500. (1EUR=3.4528 LTL). Same threshold is applied for the first issuance and for renewal of the residence permit. 

2. Documents acceptable confirming that an alien possesses adequate funds and/or receives regular income to stay in the Republic of Lithuania are: an employment contract, a bank account statement, financial statement of support and the documents to confirm it, documents confirming a scholarship for the period of studies. Same documents are required for the first issuance and for renewal of the residence permit.
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	Luxembourg

	3. According to article 4 (1) of the Grand Ducal Regulation of 5 September 2008 defining the criteria on resources and accommodation as provided for by the Law of 29 August 2008 on the free movement of persons and immigration the third-country national applying for this authorisation shall provide proof of monthly resources of 80% of Luxembourg’s guaranteed minimum income
. This means that the applicant must prove that he/she has financial resources of 1.026,59 euros per month. This condition applies for first issuance and for renewal of the residence permit as a student. 

4. For proving these resources article 4 (2) of this Grand Ducal Regulation contains the list of documents that are accepted as proof of financial means: a) a certificate of a scholarship or of a student loan stating the amount granted and its duration; b) a bank statement proving the required resources; c) declaration of liability for the TCN’s costs during the stay, including those with studies and health (of at least one academic year), as well as with the return. 

At the stage of the resources assessment, any material benefits at the disposal of the applicant, such as free accommodation, as well as employment income, shall be taken into consideration. However it is difficult to take into account potential resources generated by salaried activity during the studies for the first issuance of the residence permit as the level of this potential income is unknown at that moment.  
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	Netherlands
	Yes
	1. During the international student’s stay in the Netherlands, he must have sufficient financial resources of his own in order to be able to pay for the stay, transit and/or the return journey. 

In accordance with Directive 2004/114/EC Article 6 and 7, the standard for a student attending higher education is € 813.29 a month. This amount is exclusive of tuition fee.
 This condition applies for first issuance and for renewal of the residence permit as a student. 

2. For proving these resources in accordance with Directive 2004/114/EC the following documents are accepted as a validation of financial means:

a) a scholarship that has been granted;

b) an amount deposited in advance (monthly amount of € 813, 29 x the number of months that the student will be present in the Netherlands for his studies) in a Dutch bank account;

c) an amount in a foreign bank account of which it has been established that the balance is available to the student during the course of his studies;

d) a statement from the student’s parents that they will send money on a monthly basis (in which case it has been established that the parents have this money);

e) a statement from a Dutch money lender who acts as a guarantor for the international student and who must have a monthly income consisting of the family standard + single person standard (roughly €2,000). 

Money the students earns (working during his studies) is not included. 
International students from outside the EU and EEA are permitted to work for a maximum of ten hours a week or full-time during the summer months. The employer has to apply for a work permit for the international student.
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	Poland
	Yes
	1. Foreign students studying in Poland may apply for family reunification under general rules, i.e. after at least two years of stay in Poland on the basis of the residence permit for a specified period of time provided that directly before filing the application for a residence permit for a specified period of time for a family member – they have resided on the basis of the residence permit for at least one year (article 54 (4) of the Act of 13 June 2003 on Foreigners). The application must be appended with the following:

· documents to confirm he/she has a stable source of regular income which suffices to cover his/her maintenance costs and the maintenance costs of his/her dependent family members (the income, minus accommodation costs, per one dependent family member must be higher than the income threshold for welfare assistance eligibility pursuant to the Act of 12 March 2004 on welfare - i.e. higher than PLN 351 – 88 euro - per family member);
· legal title to the apartment where the applicant stays or intends to stay (new Act on Foreigners which is currently being proceeding in the Parliament abolishes this condition – foreigners will only have to 
· indicate a place where s/he intends to stay),
·  documents to confirm holding health insurance within the meaning of the regulations on health care services financed from public funds, or a confirmation that the insurer would cover the medical expenses incurred in the territory of the Republic of Poland,

· documents necessary to confirm the data in the application and the circumstances that justify applying for the residence permit for a specified period of time, such as:

· copy of the marriage certificate – if the application concerns a spouse,

· copy of a birth certificate of the child – depending on the situation:

· of the foreigner and his/her spouse, also of an adopted child,
·  of the foreigner who files the application, also of an adopted dependent child over whom the foreigner exercises actual parental authority,

· of the person to whom the foreigner is married, and the marriage is recognised by the law of the Republic of Poland, also of an adopted dependent child over whom the foreigner exercises actual parental authority,

· final court decision confirming that a minor child has been adopted (depending on the situation),

· consent of the people who exercise parental authority over a minor foreigner who applies for a residence permit for a specified period of time,

· certificate from a population records body to confirm registration of address, 
· certificate of compliance with tax obligations towards the State Treasury (certificate from a competent Tax Office),

· proof of paying stamp duty of PLN 340.00 (ca. 85 euro) for the permit.

A foreigner’s family member presents also a valid travel document (passport) or provides a true certified copy thereof.

2. Following family members are entitled to reunite with a foreigner:

· his/her spouse (if the marriage is recognised by Polish law),

· a minor child, also an adopted child:

· of the foreign student and his/her spouse,

· of the foreign student, if the child is a dependent child and over whom he/she exercises actual parental authority,

· of the foreign student’s spouse, if the child is a dependent child and over whom he/she exercises actual parental authority.
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	Portugal
	Yes
	1. In Portugal the Order n.º 1563/2007 of 11th of December fixes the livelihoods of which the foreign citizens must have for entry and stay in the national territory, including for the visa and extension of stay and granting and renewal of residence permits. According to this legal framework 'Livelihood' means stable and regular resources which are sufficient for the essential needs of the foreign national and, where appropriate, their family, particularly for food, housing and care health and hygiene (articles 1 and 2).

The criteria for determining the means of subsistence is carried out by reference to the minimum wage guaranteed pursuant the n.º 1 of article 266º. of the Labour Code hereinafter RMMG, attentive to their nature and regularity, net of social security contributions with the following valuation per capita each household:

a) First adult 100%;

b) Second or more adults 50%;

c) Children and young people under the age of 18 and dependent adult children 30%.

In case of application for a residence visa for study the third-country national must have certain livelihood pursuant to paragraphs 1 and 2 of Article 2º thereof, operated for a period of 12 months.

2. The Portuguese Immigration legal framework does not typifies which are the probative documents for this matter.
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	Slovak Republic
	Yes
	1. Within the application for temporary residence permit (first permit as well as renewal) for the purpose of study and for the purpose of special activities based on which it is also possible to study in Slovakia (based on the bilateral agreement between Slovakia and the home country of the student) it is necessary to prove the financial resources at a subsistence minimum amount per each month of stay. If the planned duration of stay exceeds one year, financial resources must be demonstrated at the amount of twelve-fold subsistence minimum. Subsistence minimum amounts change annually as of 01 July of the calendar year. As of 01 July 2012, the subsistence minimum amount in the SR was €194.58 per month.

2. For the first application as well as in case of the renewal the financial resources can be demonstrated by means of a statement of the personal account kept at the bank in the name of the applicant, confirmation on the granting of scholarship, confirmation of the statutory body of the legal entity about the provision of financial resources during the stay or by statutory declaration of another person on providing financial resources to the applicant during his/her stay supported by a statement of that person´s personal account. In case of a salaried activity of the student, if the salary is being sent to his/her the personal account and the sum on the account is in line with the sum required by the law when applying for the new or renewal of the residence permit from this point of view the salaried activity is also being taken into account.

	1. According to article 38, paragraph 2 of Royal Decree 557/2011, approving the Regulation of the Organic Law 4/2000, on the rights and freedoms of aliens in Spain and their social integration, since its reform by the Organic Law 2/2009, in order to obtain a stay permit for studies it is required that needed economic resources to cover the expenses of stay and return to the country of origin are guaranteed, in an amount representing 100% of Multipurpose Public Income Indicator (IPREM), which in 2013 was 532,51 euro per month, unless s/he can duly accredit having paid beforehand his/her accommodation for the whole period of stay. In the procedure for extending of stay permit for studies the same economic resources are required.

2. Spanish regulations do not specify how to accredit the needed economic resources to cover the expenses of stay and return. On the other hand, according to article 42, paragraph 1 of Royal Decree 557/2011, approving the Regulation of the Organic Law 4/2000, on the rights and freedoms of aliens in Spain and their social integration, since its reform by the Organic Law 2/2009, aliens that hold the necessary stay permit for studies can be authorised to work as an employee or self-employed person, but the obtained income cannot have the condition of necessary resource for his/her sustenance or stay, nor be considered in the procedure for extending of stay.

	1. Yes, a third-country national who applies for a residence permit for studies in Sweden must be able to support himself/herself. The minimum support requirement is at present SEK 7,300 per month. If a third-country national student intends to study in Sweden for one year or more he/she must show that he/she can support himself/herself for 10 months per year. If the student intends to stay for a period shorter than one year, then he/she must show that he/she can support himself/herself during this period. 

In cases in which a student can proof that he/she has free accommodation and/or free food, the monthly minimum requirement can be lower. The monthly amount can be reduced by SEK 1,500 per month in cases of free food and by SEK 1,500 per month in cases of free accommodation. 

These requirements apply to both first-time applications for a residence permit for studies and for extensions. 

2. The student has to show that he/she has the necessary funds for his/her entire planned study period when handing in the first-time application for a residence permit. He/she must show that he/she has their support secured by means of personal bank assets, a scholarship or similar means of support, such as a study grant from the home country. This means that the student needs to enclose a bank statement showing that the assets are available on his/her own bank account. If the support is secured through a scholarship or a study grant from the home country, this has to be proved by showing the appropriate document. According to practice, it is not accepted that a student shares a bank account with another person. For example, if a student only has access to his/her parents’ bank account, this will not be accepted. Neither does the Migration Board accept that a sponsor (such as a relative or a company) guarantees the student’s support while he/she is in Sweden. 

These requirements apply to both first-time applications for a residence permit for studies and for extensions. In cases of extensions, the applicant has to show that he/she had sufficient money for his/her stay during the time he/she has been staying in Sweden, and that subsistence has been secured for the remainder of the applicant’s time of study. In the case of an extension, means of subsistence that the applicant will acquire through work may be taken into account if working arrangements can be regarded as secure, as for example in cases of a permanent position with a fixed salary.

	 1.It is a requirement that the applicant has assured subsistence, cf. the Immigration Act section 58. The applicant must have funds corresponding to full support from the State Educational Loan Fund. For the academic year this is NOK  94 400 (12.192 euros). This condition applies for first issuance and for renewal of the residence permit as a student.

2. If the applicant has own funds at his/her disposal, the general rule is that the applicant must transfer the amount to an account in a Norwegian bank in his/her own name. Alternatively, the applicant can deposit the amount in an account that the educational institution has opened for this purpose, cf. the ImmigrationRegulations section 10-7 first paragraph letter c).

If the stay in Norway is to be financed by public support or a grant from the applicant’s country of origin, documentation of this must be enclosed with the application. It must be clearly stated where the money comes from, the amount in question (converted into a negotiable currency) and how the money is to be transferred to Norway (including whether as monthly amounts or as a one-off transfer).

Expected income from any part-time or full-time work during holidays can be included in the assessment of whether the subsistence requirement is met. The applicant must present an offer of employment in which the scope of the job and pay per month in NOK is stated. For a student who is financing his/her studies through income from employment, the subsistence requirement is NOK 20,000 higher than the full support amount at all times (this is because the income will be taxed). If the foreign national is only partially financing his/her studies by means of income from employment, the funds required over and above the amount corresponding to full support will be reduced proportionately.

This condition applies for first issuance and for renewal of the residence permit as a student.
