7.0 Qualification Criteria:

The following are the eligibility criteria for the bidders to participate in the bidding process.

7.1 The Tenderer shall have experience in the field of transportation of coal by tippers of not less than 3,50,000 MT during any one financial year during the last six financial years (2010-11,2011-12,2012-13,2013-14,2014-15 & 2015-16). Also the tender shall have an experience in transporting not less than 90,000 MT of coal by road in one month.

9.0 RIGHTS OF RPCL  

a. RPCL reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reasons.
b. RPCL reserves right to seek for any additional details/ documents required at any point of time during and after the process of bidding. If the agency fails to furnish such details their offer is liable for rejection
c. The Schedule of works is liable to alteration by way of deletions or additions at the discretion of the company.

i. The RPCL reserves the right to revise the quantities given in the specification,

j. to delete any portion of the work covered by any of the sections of the specifications. 

k. to accept the lowest among the pre qualified and responsive Tenderers.
l. to reject / cancel any or all of the tender(s)/offer(s) at any stage during the process, without assigning any reasons. 

m. to relax or waive any of the conditions stipulated in the tender document wherever deemed necessary, in the best interest of RPCL. 

10.0 DEFAULT IN EXECUTION OF CONTRACT: 
In the event of failure of transportation of coal to RPCL in part or full by the Tenderer, RPCL will engage any other agency to carry out the concerned work in part or full at the risk and cost of the successful Tenderer. The cost incurred by RPCL to carry out such work will be recovered from the Tenderer’s bill (due for payment) and/ or bank guarantee deposit available with RPCL along with 15% supervision charges, which may please be noted. 
11.0 SCOPE OF WORK 
The scope of work is as follows:
1) Loading of coal at RTPS stock Yard to tippers by deploying suitable loaders,
2) Weighment at both RTPS & YTPS weigh bridges, 
3) Transportation of coal  from RTPS stock yard to YTPS coal stock yard. 
4) Covering the vehicles with tarpaulins to avoid spillage with proper security clearances at RTPS & YTPS, 
5) Unloading at YTPS stock Yard etc., complete as directed by engineer.

6) The scope is not limited to above, but any other necessary work required for completion of work in safe manner is also to be carried out.   

7) Approximately 90,000MT of Coal is to be transported per month for 8 months (Total 7lakh MT) from Coal Stock Yard of Raichur Thermal power station (RTPS) to Yeramarus Thermal Power Station (YTPS) coal stock yard   from the date of LOA, subject to intimation from RPCL.

a. Details of work to be carried out by the TENDERER in general comprising of the following: 

i. To avoid environmental problem. 

ii. Providing security & measures to minimize handling loss during lifting from RTPS, transportation from RTPS to YTPS 
iii. The Tenderer should ensure that all anti-pollution measures are strictly implemented to the entire satisfaction of the Pollution Control Board, throughout the currency of the contract at his own cost. 

iv. Monitoring the movement of Coal Tippers form RTPS to YTPS
12.0 WORK COMPLETION PERIOD: 
After receipt of intimation from RPCL, entire scope of work of loading at RTPS, unloading at YTPS & transportation of coal from RTPS Coal Stock Yard to YTPS Coal stock yard shall be completed within 8 months. Tenderer shall ensure minimum 90000 MT per month coal is transported.
The tenure of the contract shall be for a period of Eight months subject to quarterly review of performance of the agency and RPCL reserves right to foreclose the contract for calling of fresh tenders if the monthly performance of the agency is not satisfactory. 
RPCL may operate the contract for further 25% of the quantity beyond contracted quantity depending on the performance of the contractor and requirement of additional quantity of coal
RPCL may extend the contract period up to 3 months depending on the performance of contractor.

The date of commencement will be from seven days (7 days) from the date of issue of LOA of RPCL. 

13.0 QUANTITY TO BE HANDLED

a. Quantity of Coal to be handled is approximately 90000 MTs per month for 8 months from loading point of RTPS to YTPS by Road and the quantity may vary to any extent depending upon RPCL’s requirement.

b. RPCL may increase the quantity up to 25 % ordered quantity depending on the requirement and availability of coal

c. However, RPCL does not guarantee the quantities to be handled due to either availability of coal at RTPS or due to any other operational reasons. No claim shall be entertained for variation in quantity.

14.0 QUANTITY OF COAL DELIVERED
For the purpose of payment for transportation charges and coal quantity accounting, weight recorded on the weighbridge at the Raichur Thermal Power Station will be considered as the quantity of coal delivered by the TENDERER to RPCL.
15.0 PROCEDURE FOR TRANSPORTATION & CONTRACTOR’s OBLIGATIONS:

A. Minimum quantity of coal to be transported from RTPS coal stock yard to YTPS is 90000 MT per month.

B. After receipt of intimation from RPCL, the contractor shall deploy adequate number of loaders and minimum of 30 dumpers and above preferably of 20MT coal carrying capacity. Agency should plan minimum 5trips /truck to meet the day quantity requirement.
C. Coal may be loaded to dumpers using loaders. Weighment before and after loading of coal in presence of RTPS site authorities is mandatory and shall be strictly followed. 

D. Weighment at RTPS shall be made in presence of RTPS committee and recorded weighment is applicable for billing and recording of coal transportation.
E. The weighment sheet issued by concerned authorities at RTPS shall be handed over to concerned authorities at YTPS.

F. Before unloading during each trip, Unloading at YTPS shall not be done without prior clearance & inspection of site authorities at YTPS. 

G. Each trip sheet of dumper/tipper shall be duly signed by competent authorities at RTPS & YTPS.

H. The statement indicating the Vehicle Nos. & drivers deployed for the above work during the day shall be handed over to both RTPS and YTPS authorities before commencement of work.

I. Transport distance means total distance of transportation for one way as 18 km with entry and Exit from RTPS railway gate at RTPS, travel through Hyderabad main road, unloading at YTPS coal yard as per direction of RPCL Authority.
J. Operating hours means 16 hours coal transportation from RTPS to YTPS; however time frame will be decided on actual site condition during operation.
K. All Idle charges, stoppages of transportation of coal for any reasons, breakdown of transport equipment’s will be to the account of contractor. Hence agency shall consider all the above inclusive in transportation cost and to operate the work.

L. During transit, vehicles shall be suitably covered to avoid any spillage of coal. It is the responsibility of the contractor to clear any spillage of coal and report the same to the YTPS authorities.

M. Pilferage of coal in any manner will be viewed seriously and action will be taken as per rules/law. For any shortfall in the quantity of coal during Weighment at YTPS end in presence of the committee, prorata recovery will be made based on landing cost of coal, handling charges. 
N. During unloading at YTPS, Weighment shall be made in presence of YTPS committee either by means of weighbridge located in front of YTPS Main security gate or inside the YTPS plant as the case may be. Weighment charges will be to RPCL account. Weighment is made for verification of receipt quantity at YTPS.
O. Unloading of coal shall be done at a designated place at YTPS coal stock yard. 

P. RPCL reserves the right to check the dumpers/tippers in transit at any time and check the quantities by Weighment. In the event of any abnormalities noticed during inspection of vehicle, the contract will be terminated with immediate effect and SD will be forfeited and action on the contractor will be initiated as per rules/law.

Q. During transit, movement of dumpers shall be smooth and regulated. Traffic congestion and inconvenience to public during transportation shall be avoided.
R. The dumpers and loaders deployed by the agency to carry out the works shall be registered under the Motor Vehicles act and strictly comply with other rules and regulations of Motor Vehicles act. 
S. The contractor shall obtain the necessary permission from the concerned statutory authorities for the transportation of coal from RTPS to YTPS.
T. All valid documents like RC Book, Tax card, Permit card, Comprehensive insurance documents, Emission test certificate of the loaders and dumpers and driving license of driver and operating crew, etc. are to be furnished by the successful bidder at the time of entering into agreement with RPCL.

16.0 RESPONSIBILITIES OF TENDERER 

i. TENDERER shall acquaint himself of the complete procedure relating to the movement of coal by Road and shall also ascertain about the changes in procedure from time to time from the concerned authorities. 

ii. The TENDERER shall monitor loading of coal into the tippers/lorries at the RTPS end. The TENDERER shall also monitor the movement of coal Tippers so that there is no undue hold up en-route.
iii. The TENDERER must always be in a position to press into effective service adequate equipments like Tippers, Dumpers, and Front end Loaders / Pay loaders / poclains, in good working condition to ensure smooth Transportation of coal on road as per stipulated standard of operations. These equipments may either be owned or controlled by him. In any case, the TENDERER shall not depend on RPCL for making such equipment available to him and it will be his sole responsibility to organize these equipments himself.

iv. The TENDERER shall abide by all instructions and directions issued to him by the RPCL authorized officers in respect of the execution of the contract. 

v. The TENDERER shall at all times have a well-organized establishment with experienced and qualified staff for proper administration and supervision of various activities as per the contract. 

vi. The TENDERER shall make adequate insurance cover, for his staff and the persons of other enabling services, at his cost for the entire period of contract against accident, fire hazards as well as third party insurance covering men / materials / equipment etc., engaged for the work. The TENDERER shall indemnify RPCL for any losses arising out of the above operations on account of such reasons. 

vii. Tenderer shall be solely responsible for the RTO compliance for his vehicles, Tippers, Pay loaders etc., and for accident, if any, at the loading end or at unloading end and while transportation of coal. 

viii. TENDERER shall furnish various returns/statements to the RPCL as prescribed from time to time in hard as well as soft copy.
ix. TENDERER shall deploy at least one supervisor at loading Point station round the clock and in exchange yard and thereby monitor the movement of Tippers. The supervisor shall have adequate staff under him.

x. TENDERER shall ensure that coal of oversize, lumpy, muddy and extraneous materials shall not be loaded and dispatched. The successful Tenderer should not receive coal contaminated with foreign material. If such coal is received, the successful Tenderer will have to remove such material before loading the coal to the tipper / lorries / dumpers at the RTPS yard coal stockyard.
xi. TENDERER shall witness the calibration of weighbridges located at RTPS & YTPS and produce the certificates issued by Weights & Measurement Department from time to time.
xii. The TENDERER shall ensure transit loss due to en-route pilferage is eliminated. If necessary, TENDERER shall also depute his personnel to travel along with tipper/lorries/dumpers to check pilferage enroute. It is the actual weight that is recorded at RTPS site shall form the basis for assessing the performance of TENDERER.

17.0 PRICES:-
17.01 The agency shall quote the Prices in the Price Schedule-B covering the complete scope of works specified in the tender & shall be INCLUSIVE OF loading, unloading & transportation charges, hire charges of loaders & dumpers, P.O.L, transportation charges, drivers & operating crew salary/wages & allowances, PF, ESI, Gratuity, EDLI, worker compensation, insurance, administrative charges such as providing uniform, mobile phone set, vehicle, transportation, safety gadgets (Personnel protective equipments),  medical aids, office expenses, and other statutory allowances and incidental charges if any. Rates shall be inclusive of service tax.  However, any variation in taxes/ levies/ duties and any new taxes, duties levied by Central / State Government and local authorities during the execution of the contract shall be to owners account. 

1) The Tenderer has to quote single firm rate per Metric Tonne (MT) for transportation of coal by road from RTPS to YTPS. The rate quoted by the Tenderer should be inclusive of all taxes and levies 
2) Provision is made for price variation in the event of any increase/decrease in the price of H.S.D oil as a result of Government's Directive within the contract period. The rate shall be varied by the following formula. The varied rate shall be applicable for transport from the date of variation in the price.

The rates under statutory items shall be those as are prevailing at the time of tendering. The notification from the respective statutory bodies shall be furnished as a proof of the rates quoted. Any variation in the rate for statutory items will be admitted only on submission of necessary documents as a proof of such variation from the concerned statutory bodies.  Claims for payment in future for any statutory items other than those indicated in the tender will not be considered unless the levy has been introduced subsequently to the date of submission of tender.
18.0 TERMS OF PAYMENT
100% Payment will be made within 60 days from date of submission of bill through account payee cheque along with necessary documents. Agency shall provide PAN Number to RPCL. Income-tax and other applicable taxes if any shall be deducted at source at the prescribed rates as per the statutory levies / taxes   in force at the time of payment of the bills.  Necessary certificates of tax deducted at source shall be issued / furnished by RPCL to the agency.
19.0 PAYING AUTHORITY

TENDERER shall submit R.A. bills in triplicate for the work done on monthly basis with all the relevant documents to the Chief Engineer (Mechanical), YTPS and the bill shall be raised in the name of paying authority General Manager (Finance) RPCL. 

The following documents shall be submitted along with the bill

c) Copy of the labour Insurance executed for the above work.

d) Statement of staff/workforce engaged for the work.

e) Proof of P.F. remittance corresponding to workforce deployed at site.

f) Copies of PAN, WCT, labour Licence, Independent P.F code & E.S.I.
All payments related to this contract, shall be made by the General Manager (Finance), RPCL, Bangalore
20.0 VALIDITY PERIOD:
The rates offered shall be valid for acceptance up to 180 days from the date of opening of the technical bid. The quotation shall be treated as firm during this period and no representation for enhancement thereof shall be entertained. 

21.0 Penalty for non performance of contract or delay in execution of the work.
The period stipulated for the transportation of coal shall be deemed to be the essence of the contract. This contract shall come into effect immediately from seven days (7 days) from the date of issue of LOA by RPCL
A) For non-performance of the contract, SD/EMD will be forfeited.

B) For delay in completion of the work, following penalties are applicable:-

.
i. 90,000 MT coal is to be transported in one month. If there is any short fall in the quantity transported in the month penalty will be calculated at the rate of 2% per month of the value of the transport charges for the quantities of coal short transported in a month against monthly schedule quantity. However the total penalty shall be limited to 10% of the total value of the contract value 

ii. Any loss of coal during transit, penalty will be calculated duly considering the landing cost per MT of coal, handling & storage charges and the same will be deducted from the bill. The contractor has to make necessary arrangements for supervision of weights at loading end and unloading points. The contractor has to transport entire quantity of coal as received from RTPS coal yard.
The above mentioned Liquidated Damages shall be recovered from any of the running bills or any amounts payable to the Tenderer.    
22.0 TERMINATION OF CONTRACT:
RPCL reserves  the  right  to  terminate  the  contract  by  giving  15 days advance  notice  on  the  following  grounds.

iii)
Without assigning any reasons.

ii) For any condition due to force majeure.

23.0 SECURITY DEPOSIT:
a. The successful Tenderer shall upon intimation being given to him by the RPCL of acceptance of his tender furnish a Security Deposit for 10% of the “value of contract" in   the   form   of    DD / Bank Guarantee / FDR. The BG shall be submitted in RPCL pro-forma from any nationalized/scheduled bank for proper fulfillment of the contract. The Bank guarantee shall be valid till the closure of contract period plus four months. 
b. The Security Deposit shall be refunded only on completion of the contract to the satisfaction of the RPCL. If RPCL incur any loss or damage on account of non-fulfillment of obligations under this contract, then such losses / damages incurred by RPCL shall be deducted from the Security Deposit. TENDERER shall follow all the provisions of Labour laws and other laws including the Payment of Wages Act, Minimum Wages Act, Workman Compensation Act, PF act and other Local Laws and rules framed thereunder from time to time. Any amount payable to the employees of TENDERER under any of the law by TENDERER, if demanded from the Corporation being a Principal Employer, same shall be recovered from the R.A. Bills of TENDERER. TENDERER shall maintain all registers and records as required under the various laws and regulations made there under from time to time. TENDERER shall make arrangements for the engagement of labours according to the provisions of Indian Labour Laws and the local acts and for the payment thereof. TENDERER shall pay rates of wages and observe conditions as defined in the Indian Labour Laws. On receipt of the order, TENDERER shall furnish the certificate to Yermarus Thermal Power Station (YTPS) of its having registered with the competent authority under the Contract Labour Acts and other Acts.
24.02 TENDERER and his employees shall observe all the statutory rules and regulations of the power stations and the provisions of the other labour laws and regulations made thereunder which are applicable to the power stations.
24.03 In the event of any injury or death due to accidents to TENDERER’s employee during the course of his employment in pursuance of the present contract, TENDERER shall be responsible to pay the compensation or any sum payable to such employee under the provisions of Law or Regulations made there under including the provisions of Workman Compensation Act and will absolve RPCL in this respect. RPCL will not be liable for any compensation, in any case. 
25.0 SECURITY AND REGULATIONS

25.01
The RTPS and YTPS being a Prohibited Area, TENDERER shall obtain entry pass for the employees employed by them in the RTPS and YTPS from the concerned Competent Authority of KPCL / RPCL for the entry in the RTPS & YTPS. TENDERER and its employees shall abide and follow the rules of security and instructions of the Security Officer at RTPS & YTPS
26.0 DAMAGES TO THE PROPERTY

TENDERER shall be liable to pay damages caused to the property of KPCL & RPCL or the property of any others on account of negligence or defective working on the part of TENDERER and its employees. Such amount of damages shall be recovered from the R.A. bills of TENDERER and TENDERER shall be liable to pay such damages to the KPCL, RPCL or the Concerned Party/ies.

27.0 DISCIPLINE

TENDERER shall ensure that they and their employees maintain proper discipline and decorum at RTPS/ & YTPS while dealing and executing the contract so that there should not be any hindrance for the smooth running of the power stations. If any of the employees of TENDERER is found unsuitable by the Engineer-in-Charge at RTPS & YTPS then, on demand by the concerned authority, such employee shall be removed and TENDERER shall depute another employee in his place immediately.

28.0 EXECUTION OF AGREEMENT
