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   Lender Checklist: What You Need for a Mortgage

· W-2 forms — or business tax return forms if you're self-employed — for the last two or three years        

 (SONYMA) for every one signing the loan application. 
· 2 Years of Federal Tax Returns with all pages and schedules, if you are self employed you may need a year                
to date profit and loss for the business.  If you are working a for a family owned business but have no         

 rights to that business the accountant will need to prepare a letter to that effect.

· Copies of at least one month of pay stubs for each person signing the loan. Be prepared to continue to                                                                       
Produce pay stubs as banks will require they are dated within 30 days of closing. 
· Name, address and phone number for all employers for the last 2 years and the dates worked. 
· Account numbers of all your credit cards and the amounts for any outstanding balances. Any late payments      
will need to be explained.
· Any bankruptcy papers, copy of discharge and explanation for the bankruptcy if under 7 years old.
· Copy of the binder from your realtor, any checks payable to the realtor and copy of the MLS listing.

· Copies of two months of bank or credit union statements for both checking and savings 
copies of any 401K or pension plans.  All pages to all accounts, even if some are left blank.
· Addresses where you’ve lived for the last two years with names and phone numbers of landlords. 
· Copies of your driver’s licenses and social security cards.
· Documentation to verify additional income, such as child support or a pension, ssi. This would include award      
letters and proof the money is received or child support/alimony decree. 
· Copy of any lease agreements on rental property.  If you currently own another home, copy of the mortgage      
coupon.  If the taxes and insurance is not escrowed, then those bills will be required as well. 
· Copy of the contract of sale with a copy of the down payment check. (From your attorney). 
· If you plan to get a VA mortgage you will need a copy of Certificate of Eligibility from the VA (can be found at                                                          
 http://www.benefits.va.gov/homeloans/eligibility.asp) and your DD214 if discharged. 

· Be prepared to provide your bank with a check for the appraisal, credit report, application fee etc. 

· Homeowner’s insurance will be required 3 days prior to closing.  The bank will need a binder & a paid    

 receipt. 

· Please speak with your attorney and the bank to organize the ordering of title and survey if required. 
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
