Testing

- Georgia Milestones/End of Course assessments (EOCs) are administered in the following courses: 9th Literature, American Literature, Biology, Physical Science, US History, Economics, CCGPS Coordinate Algebra, and CCGPS Analytic Geometry.

-Freshman will take EOCs in 9th Literature, Biology (if applicable), and CCGPS Coordinate Algebra. It is important to take these tests seriously.
- Freshman must pass all EOC courses in order to graduate and participate in the graduation ceremony.
Graduation Requirements
Georgia's Graduation Rule went into effect for freshman who began high school in 2008. 
The state sets the minimum requirements for graduation.* 
Under the state requirements, all students must have 23 credits                                          
to receive a diploma, which include: 
- 4 credits in Mathematics (must include CCGPS Coordinate Algebra, CCGPS Analytic Geometry and CCGPS Advanced Algebra) 
- 4 credits in English/Language Arts (must include 9th Lit./Comp. and American Lit.)
- 4 credits in Science (must include Biology, Physics/Physical Science, and Chemistry/Environmental Science/Earth Systems/AP course)
- 3 credits in Social Studies (World History, US History, American Government and Economics)
- 1 credit in Health/Personal Fitness 
- 3 credits in Foreign Language** and/or Fine Arts and/or Career/Technical Education 
- 4 credits of electives 
* Requirements subject to change.
** Any student going to a University System of Georgia college or university must take at least two years of the same foreign language to meet admissions requirements.
