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Course in Advanced Trauma Nursing (CATN II)

Course Description:  The Course in Advanced Trauma Nursing (CATN II) is a 13 hour course organized around the following concepts:  Oxygenation/Ventilation, Transport/Perfusion, Mobility/Sensation, Pain, Consciousness, Tissue Integrity, and Collaboration/Relationships.  It uses a case study approach and critical thinking skills to correlate broad physiologic/pathophysiologic processes to specific clinical problems.  Integration of case studies reinforces the application of the core concepts of the course.   There is no examination or testing process.

Participants:  CATN may be officially attended only by RNs.  It is recommended that nurses have completed TNCC and have at least 2 years of emergency or critical care trauma experience.  The entire CATN manual should be read prior to attending the course.  Continuing education credits are awarded to all RN participants.

Registration:  Tuition is $130 for ENA members and $180 for non-members (a copy of your membership card must be submitted with registration).  These courses are sponsored by DHMC-ED.  Checks should be made payable to the DHMC-Emergency Department Education Fund.  You may also register by credit card.  The registration deadline is 5 weeks before each course. Space in the course is guaranteed only to those participants who have paid the registration fee.  Refunds will be made only if the cancellation is received 4 weeks before the course and the manual is returned undamaged.  A $30 administrative charge will be deducted from all refunds.  These classes fill up fast so register early!
