CLASS DESCRIPTIONS

ALL STUDENTS (1 – 7 years of band experience)

GUARD - Learn the basics of flag techniques and body work.

Students must bring their own flag and flag pole. (check with your Band Director)
AUDITION PREPARATION - Learn the skills, attitude, and

work ethic necessary for a successful audition.
HISTORY OF ROCK AND ROLL - This class explores the

“roots” of rock and roll, the country music and blues

influences, and discusses how rock and roll has developed

throughout the years.

MARCHING FUNDAMENTALS  - Learn basic marching steps, maneuvers, style, and types of performance.

LEADERSHIP - Learn qualities and skills of an effective leader.

CAREERS IN MUSIC – Learn about various careers available within the music field including industry, military, education, and performance.

DRUM MAJOR - Learn vocal commands, conducting patterns, and leadership skills to help become an effective drum major.

BEGINNING DANCE - This class is designed to help prepare students for color guard. Learn basic dance and body moves.


BEGINNING SCALES - Practice and receive help on scales including alternate fingerings and range.

RHYTHM FUNDAMENTALS - Learn how to improve rhythm counting through the study of note values, time signatures, syncopation etc…
