The Association for Franco-Irish Studies (AFIS) was established in 2006 with the aim of promoting research into the historical, literary, spiritual, cultural and other links between France and Ireland. The Association was founded in the light of the two successful conferences held in ITT Dublin in 2003 and UCC in 2006. The first publication of the proceedings, France-Ireland: Anatomy of a Relationship (Frankfurt am Main: Peter Lang, 2004) was followed in 2007 by Reinventing Ireland Through a French Prism. Two more volumes were also published in the Studies in Franco-Irish Relations series: Modernity and Postmodernity in a Franco-Irish Context (2008) and Issues of Globalisation and Secularisation in France and Ireland (2009). Since 2009, AFIS has published conference proceedings with TIR (2 volumes on Rebellion in France and Ireland), the Presses Universitaires de Reims, Peter Lang Oxford and Septentrion. Membership of the Association will entitle members to present a paper at the annual conferences organized by AFIS (http://www.it-tallaght.ie/afis /) and to submit articles for consideration in the subsequent proceedings.
