1. Introduction

The main objective of compiling Malaysia’s merchandise trade statistics is to provide information on the country’s trade performance vis-à-vis the rest of the world in terms of volume and value in merchandise goods. The trade statistics, therefore, serves as a tool in assisting the government in formulating policies and monitoring economic performance as well as for development planning. The data can also be used for specific purposes such as for economic projection and analysis.
1.1
Collection of Import Data. 

a) The Department of Statistics, Malaysia (DOSM) is responsible for the timely production  and dissemination of import trade data by commodity, quantity, value, country of origin, etc. For import statistics, raw data are chiefly supplied by the Royal Customs and Excise Department, Malaysia (RCEDM)  to the Department of Statistics, Malaysia (DOSM) for further processing, verification and dissemination. These raw data create the imports file which is used to provide information on a number of variables including the type, value and quantity of commodities being imported and the mode of transport, along with the countries of origin and place from which they are directly exported to Malaysia. This information is used by trade associations, businesses, federal government departments and agencies as well as by state governments;

b) Imports are defined as goods brought into the country for home use either directly or into customs bonded warehouses, processing warehouse or free zones/ports, irrespective of whether such goods are for consumption, for inward processing in manufacturing or subsequent re-exports to other countries. It is also termed as `general imports'.

c) Imports  are  valued  on  a  c.i.f. (cost, insurance and freight)  basis, that is, the value of the goods  in the market  at  the  statistical/customs  frontier  of  the  importing country, including  all  charges for transport and insurance whilst in transit but excluding the cost of unloading  from the carrier unless it is borne by the carrier.

d) Imports are classified according to the country of origin  of the goods, that is, the country where the goods are given the final form in which they are imported into the country.  For goods imported via Singapore, if information regarding the country of origin  cannot  be  ascertained, such imports are included under the value of imports from Singapore, that is,  under  the  same  category  as goods produced/manufactured in Singapore.

e) Imports of second‑hand goods are treated as originating from the country of consignment  where the country  of origin is not ascertainable.

f) Quantities, where  shown,  represent  the  nett  weight, volume or other measurement of  the goods exclusive of packing containers. Where a commodity item comprises different kinds of commodities for which a common unit of measurement cannot be used, only values are shown.

g) All merchandise entering or leaving the national boundary of Malaysia have to be declared to Customs and Free Zone Authorities in terms of the direction of flow and type of commodity. Declarations filled in by exporters or importers are verified by Customs  Authorities. Thus, the Royal Customs and Excise Department, Malaysia (RCEDM) is the primary data source for the compilation of trade statistics. 

h) Particulars on postal/courier packages are provided by the Royal Customs and Excise Department, Pos Malaysia Bhd. and Keretapi Tanah Melayu Bhd. (KTMB). 

i) Statements on the sale of electricity issued by `Tenaga Nasional Berhad (TNB)’. 

j) Source documents used in the compilation/processing of trade statistics is highlighted in APPENDIX 1.

k) Three major source documents from which DOSM obtains its imports data : Customs No. 1, Customs No. 8 and FZ No. 1 In April 2001, the total value of  transactions supplied by RCEDM reached RM 50 billion, out of which 99.9% contributed by these three documents.  These documents provide approximately 80.9%, 17.0% and 2.0% of import values.

l) The RCEDM administrative data are collected via Import Declaration forms submitted by the Importer or Customs Broker, or directly transmitted to the RCEDM system by the Importer or Broker through the Customs Automated Data Exchanged. DOSM receives the bulk of its trade data forthnightly from RCEDM on machine-readable tapes. The hard copies of the documents are also forwarded to the department. These documents are used for verification purposes.

1.2 Overview of data processing and dissemination. 

a) The general system of recording is adopted in compiling Malaysian external trade statistics. Under this system, the national boundary of Malaysia is used as the statistical frontier. All goods entering the country (except specific exclusions mentioned  in paragraph 1.2 b  below)  are  recorded, whether or not such goods are subject to clearance.  Accordingly, goods entering or leaving customs bonded warehouses, Free Trade Zones and Free Zones are recorded in the statistics.  Goods included in the statistics are as below:

I. non-monetary gold

II. postal shipments

III. trade in drilling rigs, floating structures

IV. trade in bunkers, stores, ballast supplied to foreign vessels or aircraft

V. fish and marine produce landed by foreign registered vessels

VI. goods involved in the improvement and repair trade

VII. goods on lease such as commercial aircraft and ships

VIII. goods for processing

IX. goods handled by courier services

X. goods sold at Duty Free stores

b) However, for administrative purposes, RCEDM includes transactions which are not considered trade by guidelines established by the United Nations. The following are examples of transactions which may be included on the RCEDM file but are not part of trade :-

I. transit  cargo

II. transshipment cargo

III. gold  bullion  (monetary)  (HS: 7108.20.000)  and  issued  currency  notes  and coins (HS: 4907.00.200);

IV. goods imported by, or on behalf of, diplomatic services and non-Malaysian Armed Forces

V. exposed     cinematographic     films     imported    on   a   rental  basis (HS: 3706.10.100 & 3706.90.100 for imports 

VI. military  weapons  and  military  vehicles such as ships, aircraft and trucks, and parts and accessories thereof  and technical documents imported by, or on behalf of, the Malaysian  Armed Forces (usually  reported under  HS Chapters 49, 84, 85, 87, 88, 89 and 93);

VII. temporary  admission  of  goods  subject  to  re-exportation  in the same state. 

VIII. barges (lash) used for the transportation of cargo from vessel to shore or  vice-versa;

IX. fish  and  other  marine  produce  landed  by  Malaysian registered vessels direct from the sea;

X. containers,   cylinders,    bottles,   crates    and   the   like   specified    as    returnable (HS: 3923.10.000, 7010.91.100, 7010.91.900, 7010.92.100, 7010.92.900, 7010.93.100, 7010.93.900,  7010.94.100, 7010.94.900, 7612.10.900,  7612.90.900  and  sub-chapters 7310, 7311 and 8609);

XI. samples,    gifts    and    specimens    for    test    or    analysis,   irrespective   of  value (HS: 9800.00.600);

XII. Toto  &  Lottery tickets (HS: 4911.99.200);

XIII. movement of goods by any mode of transportation between states within Peninsular Malaysia and movement of goods by land between Sabah and Sarawak.

XIV. diskettes  or  CD-ROMs  with  stored computer software and/or data, developed to order, audio  and  videotapes containing original recordings and customised blueprints, etc. (effective reference month January 2000).

XV. goods under operational lease (effective reference month January 2000).

XVI. goods for repair (effective reference month January 2000).

c) The data received by the RCEDM are virtually a complete census of commercial transactions crossing Malaysian borders and therefore the incidence of excluding official trade data is very slight. 

d) The definitions and processing of Malaysian external trade statistics are according to international standards. Exported and imported goods are classified according to the Malaysian Trade Classification and Customs Duties Order which complies with international Harmonised System. Publication on external trade statistics make use of other classifications and breakdowns as well, such as the UNITED NATIONS’ STANDARD INTERNATIONAL TRADE CLASSIFICATION (SITC), REV.3, Broad Economic Categories (BEC), etc. International comparability in relation to SITC, Rev.3 is maintained at the 5-digit level. Malaysian trade statistics make use of a 9-digit SITC code at the detailed level for imports and exports. At its most aggregated level (1-digit), the SITC consists of 10 SECTIONS. The first two and three digits of S.I.T.C. refer to the DIVISION and GROUP codes respectively. A complete list of the SECTIONS, DIVISIONS AND GROUPS is provided in APPENDIX 2. 

e) Two main publications on external trade statistics are released by the DOSM from time to time. The calendar month/year is used as the reference period for these reports. They are as follows:

I. Annual External Trade Statistics, Malaysia

The data  in  this publication is presented in terms of SITC, Rev. 3 at the digit (SECTION), 2-digit (DIVISION), 3-digit (GROUP) and 9-digit (COMMODITY) levels for imports, exports and re-exports. The information contained in this publication is fully validated and is regarded as final.

II. Monthly External Trade Statistics, Malaysia (RPM)

The monthly publication released by the Department is an attempt to meet the users’ need for timely information. The data contained in this report is not fully validated. Information provided is at a highly aggregated level (up to the 3-digit level of the SITC Rev.3). An attempt is, however, made to provide some detailed information for a number of selected commodities for both imports and exports. Kindly, refer to APPENDIX 3 for the list of items processed at the detailed level for all transaction values. The selection of import commodities was not solely based on the importance of their contribution to total imports. A number of commodities were selected because they were viewed to be of interest. 

f) Malaysia’s trade statistics are released within 35 days after the reference month. Very detailed statistics on trade are available by commodity, country, mode of transport, etc. In addition to the book version, detailed trade statistics are also available in CD-ROM since April 1997. It has the advantages of cheaper price, earlier availability than the printed form and requiring less storage space. 

g) Revisions are made to previous month’s data to incorporate changes to previously released data and to accommodate data received too late to be incorporated in the current processing month. Revisions  are done  from  time  to  time  as a result of continuous quality checks are incorporated in the cumulative totals of subsequent issues.

2. Import Data Processing

2.1
Classification. 

a) The Malaysian external trade statistics since 1988 have been collected and processed based on the HARMONIZED commodity description and coding system nomenclature [HS in short] which was developed by the CUSTOMS CO-OPERATION COUNCIL in Brussels. International comparability of the Malaysian data is maintained at the 6-digit level of the HS. However, to take into account particular national needs, countries have developed their own descriptions for details beyond the 6-digits. Thus, Malaysia’s system, as contained in the publication “TRADE CLASSIFICATION AND CUSTOM TARIFF, 1988” and related subsidiary legislation (updated from time to time) is a 9-digit detailed commodity system for imports and exports consisting of 21 SECTIONS and 98 CHAPTERS devised by the RCEDM. A list of the SECTIONS and CHAPTERS of the HS in given in APPENDIX 4 for easy reference. HS being a tariff based classification, mainly classifies a commodity by the type of material from which it has been made and groups all such commodities under the same CHAPTER, progressively from raw materials to finished product.

b) Since the adoption of the Harmonized System (HS) for the classification of external trade statistics, reviews were conducted annually to bring in amendments that will reflect changing circumstances in Malaysia and will enable better alignment with the HS of the World Customs Organization.

c) The proper classification of goods is a legal obligation of the Contracting Parties to the HS convention. The HS when incorporated in the national tariff becomes a national law. Entering wrong codes in the goods declaration may entail legal consequences. For ensuring more reliable classification, DOSM periodically undertake special effort to assess the accuracy of classification and cooperate with customs administrations in efforts to increase awareness of the business community of the importance of proper goods classification. These include focusing on the most frequently exported/imported goods or on traders with a significant share in total country exports/imports.
d) Malaysia’s international merchandise trade statistics are compiled in conformity with United Nations recommendations as contained in the United Nations Publication, International Trade Statistics: Concepts & Definitions, Statistical Papers ( Series M. No. 52 Rev. 1, United Nations, New York, 1982). However, with  effect  from  reference month January 2000,  concepts  and  definitions  used  for the purpose of compiling these statistics are based on the United Nations' International  Merchandise  Trade  Statistics:  Concepts  and  Definitions  (IMTS, Rev. 2), 1998.
2.2
Pre-computer data processing
a) Received custom forms are first sorted according to type of form, commodity (selected and general  commodities) and value of transaction. Approximately one million of custom declaration forms are received and processed each month. The number of forms are checked against control totals and date of approval by custom stations to ensure that all the returns were accounted for. The forms are then batched and sent to the checking and coding units. The forms are checked for errors and coded in channel, customs station, date, batch number, type of form, trade classification, cargo classification, registration number, commodity code (HS), country of origin, quantity based on Customs Tariff Unit, value of transaction, average unit price, date of approval etc. When all the data have been checked and coded, the process of adding up transaction value begins. On completion of adding  process the forms are sent for data capture. 

b) Commodities for transactions below RM5,000 (except for selected items) are not processed at the detailed level. The magnitudes of transactions below RM5,000 are less than 2.5 %.

c) Accuracy is broadly defined to include: determining the correct value of transactions; determining the correct classification of commodities; allocating imports to the proper country of origin; and, where appropriate, determining the unit of measure and quantity of imports. Responsibility for the accuracy of the data is shared between RCEDM and DOSM.

2.3 
Computer data processing
a) The objective of the editing strategy is to include only genuine trade transactions, and to ensure data integrity. To achieve this objective, there are several steps that DOSM takes to detect and correct  transactions in error. The processing strategies involved the editing of the raw data as received from RCEDM prior to publication. The strategy includes a verification process, a validation edit, a unit value edit, a number of combination edits and an audit of high value transactions together with ad hoc detail reviews. The verification process is based on an editing strategy which selects transactions for review based on the results of the editing system. As well, all data fields are subject to validity checks and all necessary corrections are made with the record being re-edited and transferred to the data base.

b) After data – capture of the various source documents, the trade data is subjected to a number of validation checks. These checks include range checks, cross-checks, masterfile checks and computation checks. Transactions that fail any of the specified checks are reflected in an error report. Error fields of transactions are highlighted in the error report with asterisks. All necessary amendments are done on the error report itself. The hard-copy are used to check the suspected transaction and if necessary, the importer/broker is contacted for further information. Contacts established between DOSM and importers and brokers are useful in resolving data quality problems. It is not unusual for an importer or broker to recognize that an error has been made and to take steps to correct it. To ensure that the correction is implemented, the Specialist Officer will monitor imports by the particular Importer/Broker until the problem is resolved. All amendments done on the error report during the correction process are reflected on a correction report. This report lists all the amended transactions highlighting the amendments done on the correction line together with amended data fields asterisked (*). It is to be noted that the records in the error report are sorted by batch and page number; those in the correction report are in the same sequence.

c) Due to the large volume of data  processed, the validation of data is conducted in roughly 10 cycles (error runs) per processing month. In the correction process each of these cycles go through a number of runs until all the transactions are corrected and are error free. At the finalizing stage, DOSM staff  analyze them at the aggregate level to isolate and resolve quality problems which may have escaped earlier verification. Results of the analysis may be incorporated into the data before release or used to revise the data for the next month. When all the data passed through the validation and imputation processes, an acceptably error-free data is created, ready for the generation of tables.

d) Obviously, it is not possible to verify each of the half million records from which the imports statistics were derived. Consequently, only those transactions which have the highest impact on the published data were verified depending upon the workload. With the value threshold set at RM1,000,000, records were reviewed 100%.

e) To enhance the quality of data that is being processed, a unit value sub-system is also being developed currently. The unit value edit compares the unit price of a commodity against a pre-established range of price parameters. Transactions failing this edit and which are above and below the threshold are selected for manual review. The impact of this review is not quantified at present.

f) The combination edit ensures that improbable combinations of some identified fields are not accepted into the data base. For instance,  Mercedes Benz should not be shown import from Great Britain as the country of origin, similarly, crude oil should not be shown import from Korea as the country of origin Additional edits of more select parameter combinations such a type of form/trade classification, trade classification/country of Origin, HS Code/UOM, etc. are also performed.

g) The service for lodging import/export declarations through Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) was launched jointly by Government and a company TRADELINK on 1 April 1997. In order to encourage use of the EDI service, import/export declaration charges were revised in May 1997 to make the total cost of lodging an electronic declaration, including Tradelink’s handling fee, less than that of lodging a paper declaration.

h) Taking cognizance of the urgent need to facilitate trade and strengthen our business competitive environment through paperless trade, the Government, as early as 1989, launched the EDI technology for the clearance of cargo. Trade*Net System, based on the UN/EDIFACT MESSAGES framework, links together electronically many parties (government and non-government) involved in the submission of trade documents and subsequent clearance of goods. The System interfaces with the computerised Customs Information System (SMK-Dagang*Net) which is being concurrently developed and implemented in stages by the Department of Royal Customs and Excise, Malaysia.

i) Phase One of the Customs Information System has already been on a pilot basis since 1994 and covered the Principal Customs Areas of the Klang Valley, including   Port Klang and Subang International Airport. This system was fully operational and paperless in the middle of 1999 for the premier port of Port Klang and Subang International Airport. It is to be noted that since July 1998, the Subang Air Community System (SACS) has switched over its operation from the Subang International Airport to the new Kuala Lumpur International Airport (KLIA). The electronic submission of trade has now been extended to cover the Free Commercial Zone (FCZ) of Port Klang, under the Port Klang Community System (PKCS). 
j) With the launch and full implementation of EDI technology (the PKCS and the SACS) in the entire Klang Valley since June 1999, some amount of tedious paperwork which inundates the Department had been reduced. An immediate spin-off from the implementation of this system is the introduction of ‘front-end’ checks and verification of trade data prior to clearance of goods. The system will also facilitate on-line electronic submission of import/export transactions direct to the processing unit of the Department. Thus, there would be speedy processing and increased accuracy in reporting. Dependence on human resources would be reduced and the staff who are currently engaged in manual sorting, coding and data entry could be deployed to the other areas of work. In short, there would be substantial savings in terms of manpower, paper, time and money, whilst, at the same time, it would further streamline processes, reduce redundancy, heighten efficiency and increase productivity.

k) Work on Phase Two of Trade*Net System has commenced in June 1998 wherein the coverage will be extended to the Principal Customs Areas of the Johore Causeway and Penang Port. The entire country on the Trade*Net System is expected to be covered by the year 2005. By this time, the entire processing of merchandise trade documents will be paperless and the turnaround time for producing trade statistics will be reduced from the current 6 week period, after the reference month, to about 2 to 3 weeks.

l) Commencing  January 2000, documents received via electronic media (soft copy) from the Port Klang Authority and  the  Malaysia Airport Berhad (MAB), Sepang, Selangor are processed at the actual transacted value

3. Compilation of Imports by BEC

3.1
Connecting HS, SITC, SNA and BEC

a) External trade data in terms of the SITC, Rev. 3 is made possible through a one to one relationship between the HS and SITC, Rev. 3 both at the aggregate level (done by the UN STATISTICAL OFFICE) and at the 9-digit level (done by the DEPARTMENT OF STATISTICS).
b) The BEC is an attempt as classifying external trade statistics (SITC Rev. 3) to meaningful aggregates. It being an important component of general economic statistics can be used in conjunction with national accounts, industrial statistics, agricultural statistics, etc., for purposes of economic analysis. BEC is therefore an attempt by the UNITED NATIONS STATISTICAL OFFICE at classifying external trade statistics into large economic classes of commodities distinguishing food and beverages, industrial supplies N.E.C., fuels and lubricants, capital goods (except transport equipment), and parts and accessories thereof, transport equipment and parts and accessories thereof, consumer goods N.E.C., and goods N.E.C. The BEC includes nineteen basic categories (see Appendix 5). Each category of the BEC is defined in terms of divisions, groups, sub-groups and basic headings of SITC. Each SITC basic heading is allocated entirely to one BEC category. A correspondence between the BEC and SITC has been done by the UNITED NATIONS STATISTICAL OFFICE linking the BEC to the 3,4, and 5 digit levels of the SITC (see APPENDIX 6 for details). Specialist Officers responsible for broad economic category are continuously researching the data in order to detect misclassification, a proportion of it arises from user inquiries. However much of the researches had been done before DOSM release the data in January 1998. 

c) In addition, it was designed to serve as a means for converting external trade data compiled on the SITC into end use categories that are meaningful within the framework of the System of National Accounts (SNA) namely capital goods, intermediate goods and consumption goods. This aggregation permits external trade statistics to be considered jointly with other sets of general economic statistics such as national accounts and industrial statistics for national, regional or world level economic analysis. The allocation is done on the basis of the main end use of the commodities in each SITC basic heading, although it is recognised that many commodities that are traded internationally may be put to a variety of uses.

d) The above groupings only include 16 of the 19 BEC categories. Omitted from the above list are categories 321* Motor spirit, 51* Passenger motor cars and 7* Goods not elsewhere specified. Category 321* Motor spirit, 51* Passenger motor cars are used extensively by industries as well as household consumers. Category 7* Goods not elsewhere specified include a range of military equipment, postal package and special transactions and they can be a mix of the SNA classes of goods (see  APPENDIX 7 ).
e) Commodities have been classified “primary” if they are characteristic products of the primary sectors of the economy (i.e. farming, forestry, fishing, hunting and the extractive industries). In addition, commodities that are characteristic products of other sectors, such as manufacturing are also classified as primary if the value of the product is mainly contributed by one of the primary sectors of the economy. The value of transformation in this case is very minor. If commodity is not defined as primary, it is classified as processed in the BEC.

f) Malaysia’s total imports for the year 2000 amounted to RM 312.4 billion. The composition of import by end-use for the three derived classes of the BEC, namely intermediate goods, capital goods and consumption goods were approximately 73.8%, 15.1% and 5.6% of import values.

a) Import by BEC Tables are made available to the public on a monthly and annual basis.

b) Information is made available to users on machine readable form (computer readable media: optical disk, magnetic tape or diskettes) or as hard-copy printouts.

4. Under Coverage Problem and Treatment of Late Responses/Documents.
4.1
Under coverage
Some under-coverage exists because of failure to account for illegal import activities. No attempt is made to estimate the level of such activities. As well, small commercial postal shipments are not included in RCEDM’s administrative data and goods acquired by all categories of travellers including non-resident workers may be recorded by customs using simplified goods declarations and are not transmitted to the department for inclusion in trade statistics. 

4.2
Late Responses/Documents
Imports data are made available on a calendar month basis as soon after the end of the calendar month as possible. In setting release dates, DOSM has to allow enough time for the data to be compiled by its sources and sufficient time for the data to be processed. Over time, it has been determined that the majority of data for a calendar month are received by the 15th of the following month.  Late arrivals are defined as those data which are received too late to be incorporated into the current processing month and they are regarded as a timeliness problem. However, this problem is not serious. In term of number of return, the late receipts introduced a downward bias in the estimates of less than 1.0% per month.

5. Final Remarks. 
a) Given the importance of merchandise trade data, DOSM in co-operation with its sources, is continually undertaking various steps to maintain and improve the quality of the data. These include: review where Importers/Brokers identified as having specific data quality problems are visited to discuss ways of ameliorating the situation. changes to the processing system to streamline the edit/imputation processes in order to provide diagnostics for analysis and to generally improve the productivity of resources. Ongoing co-operative efforts between DOSM and the RCAED are expected to result in an integration of the edit/imputation strategies of the two agencies which will eliminate duplication, improve the quality of  data and increase the efficiency of the use of resources.

b) In a move towards paperless transactions, the Department and Free Zone Authorities are currently computerizing their procedures and are introducing electronic data interchange (EDI) procedures to link all parties (government and private) engaged in the declaration of goods. Hence, data would now be made available to the Department for processing on magnetic data medium thereby expediting the processing and availability of monthly trade data by about two weeks for the periods for which they refer.
