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Введение

Пособие предназначено для курсантов, слушателей и студентов, обучающихся по специальности «Правоохранительная деятельность» и направлению подготовки «Юриспруденция». Учебное пособие содержит учебные материалы по темам «Правоохранительная деятельность» и «Преступление и наказание», изучаемым в курсе дисциплины «Иностранный (английский) язык».
Пособие имеет профессиональную направленность и ставит целью формирование у обучающихся навыков и умений самостоятельного чтения оригинальной литературы по специальности, умения быстро извлекать необходимую информацию, составлять монологическое высказывание и вести беседу в пределах проработанной тематики, а также аннотировать и реферировать текст профессионального профиля. Эти цели определяют структуру пособия, подбор языкового материала и построение системы упражнений и заданий.

Учебное пособие состоит из двух частей в соответствии с изучаемыми темами: “Law Enforcement” и “Crime and Punishment”. Каждая часть, в свою очередь, содержит два подраздела (Unit), основанных на базовом тексте. Так, тема «Правоохранительная деятельность» изучается на текстах «Полиция Великобритании» (Policing in the UK) и «Правоохранительные органы в США» (Law Enforcement in the USA), а тема «Преступление и наказание» изучается в подразделах «Классификация преступлений» (Classification of Crimes) и «Виды наказаний» (Types of Punishment).

В качестве основного материала для аудиторной и самостоятельной работы предусмотрен опорный текст, который планируется для изучающего чтения и снабжен системой лексико-грамматических упражнений и заданий, обучающих составлению монологического высказывания. Кроме базового текста имеется ряд дополнительных текстов различной степени сложности, что позволяет использовать различные виды чтения: просмотровое, поисковое, ознакомительное, изучающее. Кроме того все материалы пособия способствуют расширению профессионального кругозора обучающихся.

Text A

Policing in the UK
Most countries have a national police force which is controlled by central government. Britain has no national police force, instead there is a separate police force headed by a Chief Constable for each of 52 areas into which the country is divided. 

The duties of the police are varied, ranging from assisting at accidents to safeguarding public order and dealing with lost property. The contemporary police force has to perform eight main functions: to maintain law and order and to protect persons and their property, to prevent crime, to detect criminals, to decide whether to prosecute, to perform road traffic duties, to befriend the public. Policemen can be seen in towns and cities keeping law and order, either walking in the streets or driving in cars.

Each police force has its own Criminal Investigation Department* (CID). Members of CID are detectives and they do not wear uniforms. The uniformed people you see in British towns are traffic wardens. Their job is to make sure that drivers obey the parking regulations. They have no other powers – it is the police who are responsible for controlling offences like speeding, careless driving and drunken driving.

In most countries, the police carry guns. The British police generally do not carry firearms, except in Northern Ireland. Only a few police are regularly armed – those who guard politicians and diplomats or who patrol airports. 

The modern policeman needs a great variety of new professional skills to enable him to deal with new-style crime and with the other problems which affect life in Britain. All members of the police must get a certain level of academic qualifications at school and undergo a period of intensive training. 

Like in the army, there are a number of ranks in the British police: after the Chief Constable (the most senior officer of a force) comes Assistant Chief Constable, Chief Superintendent, Chief Inspector, Inspector, Sergeant and Constable. Women make up about 30 per cent of the police force. The police are helped by a number of Special Constables – members of the public who work for the police voluntarily for a few hours a week.

Неличные формы глагола

В английском языке имеются три неличных формы глагола: Infinitive (неопределенная форма глагола или инфинитив), Participle (причастие) и Gerund (герундий).

Все эти формы обладают общими особенностями:

1) не имеют категории времени и, следовательно, не могут быть сказуемым английского предложения;

2) как одиночные, так и в сочетании с другими словами могут выполнять роль разных членов предложения (подлежащего, дополнения, определения, обстоятельства);

3) не имеют грамматических признаков лица, числа и наклонения

4) могут иметь прямое дополнение, например: to read books – читать книги

5) могут определяться наречиями, например: to read aloud – читать громко;

6) могут образовывать особые обороты – инфинитивные, причастные, герундиальные.

The Infinitive
Функции инфинитива в предложении

Инфинитив – это неличная форма глагола, которая только называет действие и отвечает на вопросы что делать?, что сделать? Например, to read читать, to write писать.

Формальным признаком инфинитива является частица to, которая не имеет самостоятельного значения и часто опускается (например, после модальных глаголов).

Инфинитив имеет свойства существительного и глагола и может выполнять функции подлежащего, дополнения, обстоятельства, определения, а также именной части составного сказуемого.

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Scotland Yard (officially New Scotland Yard) is the name of the headquarters of the Metropolitan Police Service1, the territorial police force responsible for policing most of London. Scotland Yard is neither in Scotland, nor in a yard. The name is derived from a small area where the headquarters was situated from 1829 to 1890. 

Making the Force

The London police force was created in 1829 by an act introduced in Parliament by Home Secretary Sir Robert Peel – hence the nickname “bobbies”, for policemen. The new police replaced the old system of watchmen2. 

The staff of Scotland Yard was responsible for the protection of important individuals, community patrols, public affairs. When the Yard sent out its first plainclothes3 police agents in 1842, the public felt uncomfortable with these “spies” on the streets. But the force's role in several important cases, and the charisma of many of its detectives, helped it win the people's trust 4.

The Yard Today

In 1967, the force moved to its present location, a modern 20-story building near the Houses of Parliament. 

About a quarter of the police strength of the country is in the Metropolitan Police of London. Today, Scotland Yard has about 31,000 officers patrolling 620 square miles (excluding the City of London) occupied by 7.2 million citizens. 

The Criminal Investigation Department (CID) of Scotland Yard is known for its extensive investigative techniques and activities. Its fingerprint division was the prototype of similar systems used by the US Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) and by many other modern police forces. In addition, the Yard maintains a criminal records office, forensic laboratories, a detective training school, a criminal intelligence department, an antiterrorist unit, a flying squad, fraud and drug squads. Besides its work in crime detection, Scotland Yard directs all metropolitan police activities, including traffic control. The CID is frequently called in to help local police in solving complex cases.

Since its foundation, Scotland Yard has always held a special place in popular culture. The officers have appeared frequently as characters in the background of mysteries, including Sir Arthur Conan Doyle's Sherlock Holmes stories. On television and in magazines today, Scotland Yard “bobbies” can be found standing stoically behind the royal family and other public figures that they are assigned to protect.

In the United Kingdom a constable is a police officer of the lowest rank.

Historically, the title comes from the Latin comes stabuli (attendant to the stables1) and originated from the Roman Empire. Originally, the constable was the officer responsible for keeping the horses of a lord or monarch.

Within the British Police, constable is the starting rank in all police forces. Upon being sworn in2, each officer starts at the rank of constable and is required to undergo a two-year probationary period3. Upon successful completion, constables can remain at their current rank, specialize in criminal investigations, or apply for promotion to sergeant, the first supervisory rank4. 

Constables wear an epaulette attached to the uniform, displaying their personal identification number. Within Greater London's Metropolitan Police, all constables and sergeants display a divisional call sign5, as well as an individual number.

The rank of detective constable (DC) is not senior to that of a uniformed constable, the ‘detective’ prefix identifies the officer as being part of Criminal Investigation Department or other investigative unit.

Duties of a constable in the UK include: keeping the peace, protection of life and limb6, protection of property, detection and prevention of crime.

In theory, all police constables are appointed by and answerable to the Queen.

Text D

The Bobby Policeman: Why are Policemen Called Bobbies?
Task: read and translate the text.
England is famous for many things: double decker red buses, red telephone boxes, soldiers with tall black furry hats and their “bobbies”, (or policemen to the rest of the world!) How did the Bobby policeman get his name?

The term originates from the 1800s. Around this time, cities like London were growing in size due to advances in transportation, and along with the influx of people came an influx of crime. In London, maintaining law and order was becoming an increasingly stronger public concern.

In the 1820s, a Conservative member of the British government, Sir Robert Peel, took matters into his own hands and set about planning a way of making policing better and more effective. He came up with a plan of creating an organized police service in London and in 1829 this plan led to the founding of the Metropolitan Police Force. This organization meant that the police were divided into divisions, each with four inspectors and 144 constables. The headquarters were established as Scotland Yard and they had to answer to the Home Secretary, who was Peel at the time.

After his establishment of the Metropolitan Police, Robert Peel became known as the father of modern policing, and the policemen became known as Bobbies or Peelers in his honour. The British Bobby was born.

During the twentieth century the English police forces have become well-known throughout the world from the great mass of fiction about crime and detection poured out by so many English authors and often translated into many other languages. Any regular reader of English detective stories is familiar with the name of Scotland Yard and its detectives, and also with the figure of the ordinary English policeman sometimes called with his odd helmet the “bobby” after Sir Robert Peel, the founder of the police force.

Text A

Law Enforcement in the United States
Law enforcement in the United States is one of three major components of the criminal justice system of the United States, along with courts and corrections. 

Law enforcement operates through police agencies. The purposes of these agencies are the investigation of suspected criminal activity, the transfer of the investigation results to the courts, and the short-term detention of suspected criminals. Law enforcement agencies are commonly responsible for deterring criminal activity and preventing crimes. 

Law enforcement agencies also provide first response to emergencies and other threats to public safety; the protection of certain public facilities and infrastructure; the maintenance of public order; the protection of public officials; and the operation of some correctional facilities (usually at the local level).

In the United States, law is enforced on three levels: federal, state and local. The Federal law enforcement system includes such agencies as the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Federal Bureau of Prisons, Border Patrol, Immigration and Customs Enforcement and others. Federal officers’ duties include police response and patrol, criminal investigation and enforcement, inspections, security and protection, court operations, and corrections.
State law enforcement comprises highway patrol, drug control agencies and others. State police assist local police with investigations and emergencies that go beyond the resources and jurisdictional boundaries of the local agency.
Local police agencies are represented by city police, sheriff’s offices, constables and village police departments. The primary purpose is to enforce the laws of the jurisdiction, provide patrol, and investigate local crimes.

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Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI)

The mission of the FBI is to protect and defend the United States against terrorist and foreign intelligence threats and espionage, to maintain and enforce the criminal laws of the United States, and to provide leadership and criminal justice services to federal, state, municipal, and international agencies and partners.
The FBI is the investigative section of the US Department of Justice to protect the United States against cyber-based attacks and high-technology crimes, to combat corruption at all levels and to protect civil rights. The FBI fights against transnational and national criminal organizations and enterprises. The bureau investigates major white-collar crimes and significant violent crimes. 

The FBI has 56 field offices centrally located in major metropolitan areas across the U.S and Puerto Rico. They also maintain about 400 resident agencies in smaller cities and towns across the nation. The FBI has a total of about 36,000 employees including special agents and support professionals, such as intelligence analysts, language specialists, scientists, information technology specialists, and other professionals. 

The FBI constantly upgrades technology to successfully perform its mission. The FBI scientific laboratory is one of the largest in the world. The laboratory personnel provide forensic examination, technical support, expert witness testimony, and training to federal, state, and local law enforcement agencies. 

The FBI Identification Division was founded in 1924 by J. Hoover, the first director of the FBI. One of its aims was to provide a national collection of fingerprints. The collection is now the largest in the world. The Identification Division keeps records on all political suspects and actual criminals. There are two important sections: the Disaster Squad, which assists with the identification of persons killed in major tragedies and the Fingerprint Section, which contains fingerprints of criminals and suspects of crimes.

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In the United States, a sheriff is a county official and is typically the top law enforcement officer of a county. Historically, the sheriff was also commander of the militia in that county. Distinctive in law enforcement in the United States, sheriffs are usually elected. The political election of a person to serve as a police leader is an almost uniquely American tradition. In many rural areas of the United States, particularly in the South, the sheriff has traditionally been viewed as one of a county's most influential political office-holders.

The law enforcement agency headed by a sheriff is typically referred to as a sheriff's office. According to the National Sheriffs' Association, there are about 3,500 sheriff's offices and departments in the USA. These range in size from very small (one- or two-member) forces in sparsely populated rural areas to large, full-service law enforcement agencies, such as the Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department. It is the largest sheriff's office and the seventh largest law enforcement agency in the United States, with 16,400 members and 400 reserve deputies. The average sheriff's department in the United States employs 24.5 sworn officers.

Of the 50 U.S. states, 48 have sheriffs. The two that do not are Alaska (which has no counties), and Connecticut (which has state marshals instead of sheriffs).

Sheriffs are elected to four-year terms in 42 states, two-year terms in two states state (New Hampshire and Arkansas), a three-year term in one state (New Jersey) and a six-year term in one state (Massachusetts).

Law enforcement officers working for an agency headed by a sheriff are typically titled deputy sheriff, or sheriff's officer. They are charged with performing all the duties prescribed to the sheriff by that state's law. 

Sheriffs typically carry out the following functions:

· enforce laws;
· respond to calls for service;

· patrol assigned areas;

· arrest suspects;

· write detailed reports and fill out forms;

· prepare cases and testify in court;

· investigate crimes;

· collect evidence of crimes;

· conduct interviews with suspects and witnesses;

· observe the activities of suspects.

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Los Angeles is one of the most ethnically and geographically diverse cities in the nation, sprawling across 465 square miles where residents speak more than 220 languages. 

The Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) is one of the largest, most highly regarded law enforcement agencies in the country. 

All LAPD officers start in patrol. Patrol officers investigate crimes, make arrests, patrol communities to make them safer, work with the community to solve problems, conduct community meetings, mediate disputes, investigate traffic collisions and provide general police services. Patrol is considered to be the backbone of the LAPD.

While many officers will choose to remain in patrol, others put in for promotions or for transfer to specialized divisions after a few years in the field. 

There are over 250 different jobs in the LAPD. Some of them, like traffic investigator are done by hundreds of officers, but there are also specialized jobs, like SWAT (Special Weapons Attack Team), motorcycle officers, horseback officers, divers, fixed-wing pilots, helicopter pilots, public information officers, K-9 units, and bike officers. Most of these require specialized training.

The first promotion available to officers is to either become a Detective, and move into the investigative branch, or to become a Sergeant and move into field supervision. 

Detectives conduct specialized or generalized follow-up investigative work. Examples of detective assignments include undercover narcotics, juvenile crimes investigator, family violence, internal affairs, robbery, homicide and traffic accident follow-up. Police Officers may apply for promotion to Detective after a minimum of four years as a Police Officer.

Most Sergeants serve as field supervisors. There are also administrative and specialized assignments for Sergeants. A minimum of four year experience as a Police Officer and/or Detective is required to apply for promotion to Sergeant. 

The next promotional step for both Sergeant and Detective is Lieutenant.

Classification of Crimes

Crime is an illegal act for which a person can be punished by the government. Crimes may be classified in various ways.

Crimes are often classified according to their seriousness as felonies or misdemeanors. Felonies are serious crimes usually punishable by sentences of more than one year in state or federal prisons. Homicide is the most serious felony. 
Misdemeanors are less serious crimes, such as shoplifting or a driving under the influence, punishable by sentences up to one year, usually in a local jail. Offences of either type may also be punishable by fines.

For statistical purposes, many governments divide crimes into offenses against people, against property, and against public order or public morality.
Crimes against person are homicide (murder, manslaughter), assault and battery, kidnapping, rape, and robbery. Such crimes usually bring severe punishment.

A property crime is committed when someone damages, destroys, or steals someone's property. Crimes against property are theft, burglary, and arson. In most cases, these crimes carry lighter penalties than do crimes against people.

State laws may divide the categories of crimes into subcategories. For example, offenses against person may be divided into the categories of “violent crimes” and “non-violent crimes”. A violent crime occurs when someone harms, attempts to harm, or threatens to harm someone else. Violent crimes are such offenses as rape, robbery, or homicide.

Crimes against public order or morality include disorderly conduct, gambling, prostitution, public drunkenness, and vagrancy. These offenses generally involve lighter penalties than do crimes against people or property.

Some social scientists classify crimes according to the motives of the offenders. Such crimes might include economic crimes, political crimes, and crimes of passion. 

Other important kinds of crime include organized crime and white-collar crime. 

Organized crime consists of large-scale activities by groups of gangsters or racketeers. Their activities include gambling, prostitution, the illegal sale of drugs.

White collar crimes are financially motivated crimes committed by individuals, businesses, and government officials. The most common types of white collar crime include fraud, insider trading, and bribery.

Non-violent crimes are those crimes that do not involve the use of any force or injury to another person. The seriousness of a non-violent crime is usually measured in terms of economic damage or loss to the victim. Most non-violent crimes involve some sort of property crime resulting in damage to another person’s property. Some of the more common non-violent offenses may include:

- most property crimes, such as theft, embezzlement, receipt of stolen goods, and arson of personal property;
- fraud, tax crimes, other forms of white collar crime;
- drug and alcohol-related crimes;

- racketeering and gambling.

Violent crimes or violent offenses involve the use of force or injury to the body of another person. The seriousness of a violent crime is usually determined by the degree of physical harm caused to the victim. The use of a weapon can raise the seriousness of the crime. Violent crimes are also called “offenses against the person”, meaning that the physical body of another person was harmed. Common violent offenses include: assault and battery, homicides, domestic violence, robbery, sexual assault and abuse, false imprisonment.

Some crimes are classified as violent crimes even if the victim was not injured. For example, crimes that involve the threat of injury to a person may qualify as a violent crime. Moreover, the characteristics of the victim may alter the seriousness of the charges. For example, if a police officer, woman, or child was the victim of the violence, the crime will likely be subject to increased charges.

Some non-violent crimes are often raised to a level of violence. For example, it is common for fraud, a non-violent crime, to involve some form of violence. This can happen if the fraud was forced under threat of harm or coercion. For instance, a non-violent crime, such as forcing someone to sign a contract, may become violent if it is done at gunpoint or under threat of harm to them or their loved ones.

Both non-violent crimes and violent crimes can result in serious legal consequences. In general, violent crimes usually carry stiffer penalties. However, there are some non-violent crimes that are also punished very strictly.

Non-violent crimes are usually punishable by a fine or short jail sentence. The fines or incarceration sentence may increase with the severity of the non-violent crime.

The word homicide refers to the act of killing of a human being just like murder does. Many think that homicide and murder are interchangeable. However, there are legal differences between the two concepts that become a basis for sentences for criminals in courts of law. 
Murder is not just an illegal act; it is considered a heinous crime because it is a preplanned killing of a human being by another human being. Murder is a premeditated crime. This means that when a criminal has been charged with murder, he is not only convicted with the charge of a simple homicide but also the intent of killing an individual. It is this intent to kill that makes a murder such a heinous crime.

There is a classification in murders also with there being first degree, second degree, and finally there being third degree murders. This classification system takes into account the intent of the criminal as well as the circumstances and the gravity of the crime. When there is an intent and cruelty both involved in a murder, it is called a first degree murder. No premeditation but cruelty involved leads to second degree murder. The criminal act where a human being gets killed because someone harms another human being is treated as third degree murder or manslaughter.

The simple act of killing of a human being gets classified as homicide. It does not require the intent of the criminal to be taken into account, and the fact that a man has died because of the fault of another person is enough to refer the act as homicide. This means that homicide is a broad, generic concept that could mean the difference between a lifer and an acquittal without a sentence. An act of harming an individual in defense of oneself or a family member leading to his death classifies as homicide and not murder. When a person gets killed in line of duty of a law enforcement officer, he is not charged with murder but homicide.

There are three different types of homicides called justifiable, excusable, and criminal. Among these three, it is the criminal homicide that carries most severe punishment as the act is unjustifiable. Justifiable homicides are acts where a human being gets killed in self-defense or when one is trying to defend another person.

Different Types of Theft

Larceny / Theft

Simple theft (also known as larceny) is a type of crime that involves unlawfully taking or using property that belongs to another person or entity. All thefts have the same basic elements (i.e., unlawfully taking property that belongs to another person or entity), but have a subtle variation, such as whether it was taken from a retail store (shoplifting), the value of what was stolen (petty or grand theft), the type of property stolen (grand theft auto), etc. Possible punishments will depend on the type of theft charges filed but some common sentences resulting from theft convictions include fines, probation, and/or jail time.

Identity Theft

Identity theft charges are becoming increasingly common as personal information becomes easier to obtain. Using another person's name, bank account, credit card, or other personally identifying information without permission can result in identity theft charges being filed. Identity theft is now considered a federal crime in some instances, punishable by a lengthy jail sentence and forfeiture of any property bought with stolen funds. 

Robbery
Using violence, intimidation, or threats to obtain property is typically considered robbery. In other words, a robbery is a theft with the added element of the threat (or actual use) of violence. Often referred to as armed robbery, this type of charge often carries a much heavier penalty than regular larceny charges due to the use or threat of violence. 

Fraud
Stealing that involves deceiving someone to give up their property willingly but under false pretenses rather than using violence or simply walking away with the property is often referred to as fraud. Just as with simple theft, fraud can have many varieties based on the nature of the deception involved. For example, if someone takes property with which they were entrusted for other purposes they have committed embezzlement. If someone creates a fake currency, check, or other negotiable instrument, they may be charged with counterfeiting. If they mislead the government regarding their income, they may be guilty of tax fraud or evasion
Fraud is often referred to as a “white collar” crime, as it usually involves no violence and is conducted through business dealings. Despite the use of deception rather than physical force, fraud can be extremely serious and have a devastating effect on the finances of the victim. Acts of fraud can result in enormous amounts of monetary and property theft, since there are often dozens, if not hundreds, of victims. As a result, sentences can vary widely, as well, from simple fines and probation to serious prison time in federal penitentiaries.

Types of Punishment

Criminal punishment is a penalty imposed by the government on individuals who violate criminal law. 

People who commit crimes may be punished in a variety of ways. Offenders may be subject to fines or other monetary penalties, the infliction of physical pain (corporal punishment), or confinement in jail or prison for a period of time (incarceration).

Throughout history and in many different parts of the world, societies have devised a variety of punishment methods. In ancient times, societies widely used the law of equal retaliation, a form of corporal punishment that demanded “an eye for an eye.” 

Although some societies still use ancient forms of corporal punishment, penalties have changed along with civilization and become less cruel. Contemporary criminal punishment seeks to correct unlawful behaviour, rather than simply punish wrongdoers. 

Certain punishments require offenders to provide compensation for the damage caused by their crimes. There are three main types of compensation: fines , restitution, and community service. A fine is a monetary penalty imposed on an offender and paid to the court. However, fines are not widely used as criminal punishment because most criminals do not have the money. 

The term restitution refers to requiring offenders to financially compensate crime victims for the damage caused. This damage may include psychological, physical, or financial harm to the victim. 

Judges may impose restitution together with other forms of punishment, such as probation (supervised release to the community) or incarceration. Alternatively, restitution may be included as a condition of an offender’s parole program. Prisoners who get parole obtain an early release from incarceration and remain free, if they meet certain conditions.

Offenders sentenced to community service carry out services for the state or community rather than directly compensate the crime victims.

The most serious or repeat offenders are incarcerated. Criminals may be incarcerated in jails or in prisons. Jails typically house persons convicted of misdemeanors (less serious crimes), as well as individuals awaiting trial. Prisons are state or federally operated facilities that house individuals convicted of more serious crimes, known as felonies.

The most extreme form of punishment is death. Execution of an offender is known as capital punishment. Like corporal punishment, capital punishment has been abolished in most countries of the world.

There are several kinds of punishment available to the courts. Crimes are punished according to their seriousness. More serious crimes are given harsher penalties. In declaring a sentence a judge may take into account the following: prior criminal record, the age of the offender and other circumstances surrounding the crime, including cooperation with law enforcement officers, the amount of loss to victims, whether a weapon was used in the crime, the age or helplessness of the victims.

Punishment may include: a fine, imprisonment (time in jail or prison), probation or parole, community service.

For criminal offences fines are also often used as in civil cases when the offence is not a very serious one and when the offender has not been in trouble before.

For more serious crimes the usual punishment is imprisonment. The length of sentences varies from a few days to a lifetime. However, a life sentence may allow the prisoner to be released after a suitably long period if a parole board agrees that his detention no longer serves a purpose. In some countries, such as the Netherlands, living conditions in prison are fairly good because it is felt that deprivation of liberty is punishment in itself and should not be so harsh that it reduces the possibility of the criminal re-educating and reforming himself. In other countries, conditions are very bad. Perhaps because of an increase in crime or because of more and longer sentences of imprisonment, some prison cells have to accommodate far more people than they were built to hold. Britain and the United States are trying to solve the shortage of space by allowing private companies to open prisons.

Probation is the suspension of jail time. An offender on probation is ordered to follow certain conditions set forth by the court, often under the supervision of a probation officer. Offenders are ordinarily required to refrain from subsequent possession of firearms, and may be ordered to remain employed, live at a directed place, obey the orders of the probation officer. Offenders on probation might be fitted with an electronic tag (or monitor), which signals their whereabouts to officials. Also, offenders have been ordered to submit to repeated alcohol/drug testing or to participate in alcohol/drug or psychological treatment, or to perform community service work.

Parole is the supervised release of prisoners before the completion of their sentence in prison. They may be returned to prison if they violate the conditions of their parole. Conditions of parole often include things such as obeying the law, avoiding contact with the parolee's victims, obtaining employment, and maintaining required contacts with a parole officer.

Parole should not be confused with probation, as parole is serving the remainder of a sentence outside of prison, where probation is given instead of a prison sentence and as such, tends to place more rigid obligations upon the individual serving the term.

Community service requires the offender to do a certain amount of unpaid work usually for a social institution such as a hospital.

Text C

General Aims of Punishment in Britain

The main objective of Criminal Law is to punish the wrong-doer. The nature of punishment is an important aspect of the Criminal Law. Punishment has as its objects justice (retribution) and deterrence both of the wrong-doer and other potential criminals.

The punishment should fit the crime. Penalty must be imposed first of all according to the gravity of the crime committed, the personality of an offender, the nature of his guilt and other circumstances relevant to the case in hand. 

The courts now have a wide range of different types of sentences they may pass. They range from the life sentence to community service orders (the death penalty for murder was first abolished for a five-year period in 1965; it was then completely abolished in 1969).

Offences themselves and therefore the punishments for those offences are graded according to social danger. The heaviest penalties are for premeditated murder, robbery, theft, bribe taking, large scale embezzlement, and grave offences committed by individuals with a past record of serious crimes.

If a person is found guilty of a fairly small offence, and has no previous convictions, he may receive no punishment at all, but be told that if he does wrong again the first offence will be taken into account along with the next.

Apart from imprisonment there is a range of noncustodial sentences that the courts can impose. Suspended sentences can only be applied to an offence which carries a maximum sentence of two years' imprisonment or less. During the period that the sentence stays suspended, the offender is obliged to remain of good behaviour – that is not to commit another offence.

A different form of supervision is the probation order. No sentence is involved in this case, the offender is left at liberty, but is obliged to report regularly to a probation officer, who is a trained professional worker. A probation order will be for a period of between one and three years.

A further variation within non-custodial sentencing is that of community service. The court may order any offender over the age of 16 to undertake unpaid work that will be of benefit to the community over a period of twelve months (for a minimum of 40 hours and a maximum of 240). 

Any break of the order by the offender will make him liable to fines or other punishments of course, the common form of noncustodial punishment is that of monetary deprivation – the fine. The courts may attach a number of conditions to fines for example, the offender may be required to have a regular sum deducted from the weekly or monthly earnings; he or she may be supervised by a probation officer. 

Some attention under the English sentencing system is paid towards directing efforts in reform and education towards young offenders in the hope that at least they should be saved from further transgressions. The younger the person is cured of criminal tendencies, the fewer habitual law-breakers will there be in adult life.

Text D

Death Penalty

Although other Western democracies abolished the death penalty years ago, the United States continues to use it. Capital punishment was imposed and carried out regularly before the late 1960s. Amid debates about constitutionality of the death penalty and with pubic opinions polls showing increasing opposition to it, the US Supreme Court suspended use of the death penalty from 1968 to 1976. The Court eventually decided that capital punishment does not violate the Eighth Amendment’s prohibition on cruel and unusual punishments. Executions resumed in 1977 as a majority of states began, once again, to sentence murderers to death.

The number of people facing the death penalty increased dramatically for over two decades. Only during the last several years, has this increase leveled off and declined. In October 2006, 3,344 people awaited execution in the United States. Although on average about 235 people are sent to death row each year, since 1976 the annual number of executions has never exceeded 98. Is this situation the result of appeals process or the unwillingness on the part of political leaders and a society that is perhaps uncertain about the taking of human life?
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
