Addendum is entered into this 22nd day of June, 2004 by The Association for Computing Machinery, a not-for-profit-corporation ("Association") and Alexis Park Resort, Las Vegas, NV ("Hotel") concerning the ACM/SIGACT/SIGARCH SPAA/PODC 2005 Conference (“Conference”). 

It is agreed:

Room Block

All cancellations prior to cutoff date will revert back to Association's room block.  If Hotel is unable to provide a sleeping room to an attendee holding a confirmed reservation, Hotel shall provide to each such attendee the following as liquidated damages, and not as a penalty, for each night the attendee is not accommodated:


1.)
A complimentary sleeping room at a comparable nearby hotel, until a room becomes available at the Hotel

2.)
Free transportation to and from the substitute hotel and conference Hotel, as needed.

Any rooms walked will be included in the count for complimentary room credits.  

Prior to cutoff, the Hotel's sales department or reservations department must notify the Conference Organizers and of actual reservations received to date.  The conference will then be given the opportunity to guarantee additional rooms before any portion of the block is released.  Naturally, it is understood that the Hotel will continue to accept reservations, at the group rate, after the cutoff date, pending availability of space.

The Hotel will credit ACM, for the purposes of determining room block performance, all room nights generated by exhibitor, sponsor, affiliate and all other attendees and/or sub-blocks related to the Conference that are identified as booking outside of the official conference block regardless of rate. ACM will provide the Hotels with a list of confirmed exhibitors, affiliates, attendees and sponsors.

Room Rate

The Hotel will honor the group rate for reservations in excess of the room block, based on availability.

Each individual is responsible for their own room, tax and incidental charges upon departure.  The Hotels accept the following methods of payment: cash, credit cards such as Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Carte Blanche and Diner's Club. 
Sleeping Room Attrition

This Agreement and the guest room rates negotiated are based on ACM using and paying for 75% of the guest rooms blocked which the Hotel has agreed to hold for the exclusive use of the Group.  Should ACM not pickup at least 75% of the guest rooms blocked, then ACM will pay the hotel the difference between the actual number of room nights used and 75% of the guestrooms blocked at a rate of $67.15 which represents 85% of the superior guest room profit only.  Hotel will make all reasonable efforts to re-sell rooms.

Occupancy Reports

Hotel shall provide Association with weekly group pick up reports starting nine weeks before the conference dates.  The Hotel will also provide Association with a post-con report including the number of rooms actualized on each night of the conference, total rooms revenue, total audio visual revenue and total food and beverage revenue no later than 7 days after last guest check out.  

Food and Beverage Functions and Audio Visual
Association shall provide Hotel with an estimate of the number of persons attending each food or beverage function at least 72 hours in advance of the function and a guarantee of the number at least 72 hours in advance.  Hotel agrees to set for 10% over the guarantee. 

Hotel will credit ACM for all events and hospitality suites hosted by exhibitors, sponsors, affiliates, and all other groups related to the Conference for the purposes of determining food and beverage performance. 
Firm prices for food and beverage functions and audio visual shall be established no later than nine (9) months prior to the Conference Period. In no event shall these prices exceed more than 5% above those listed in June 2004.
Master Account

Hotel shall establish a master account for Association.  Only those charges specified by Association shall be charged to the master account.  Association shall advise Hotel of the persons authorized to sign for these charges.  Individual attendees are responsible for the cost of their sleeping rooms and all incidental charges.  All undisputed charges on the master account shall be due and payable within 30 days after receipt and approval of the final bill from Hotel.  Disputed items shall not be payable until resolved.

Other Functions

Hotel shall promptly notify Association of any concurrent or overlapping meetings, conventions, special events or other attractions to be held in Hotel during the Conference Period.  Hotel agrees that there shall be no outside distraction that could affect the ordinary use of meeting rooms or other facilities to be used by Association and its attendees.

Construction and Remodeling

Hotel shall promptly notify Association in writing of any construction or remodeling to be performed in Hotel during the Conference Period.  Should Association reasonably believe that such construction or remodeling will interfere with the Conference, Association must notify the Hotel in writing within seven (7) days after the receipt of Hotel’s notice.  Hotel shall have seven (7) days to respond to Association in writing what will be done to prevent interference during the Conference Period.  If the Association is not reasonably satisfied with Hotel’s solutions, Association may cancel the Conference without penalty.  Should such cancellation occur within thirty (30) days to the Conference Period, Hotel agrees to assist Association in locating another suitable facility for the Conference and pay for the difference in meeting and sleeping room charges, if any.
Cancellation

This agreement may be cancelled by Association without penalty if there is any change in management or ownership of Hotel.  Hotel agrees to notify Association in writing if there is any change in management or ownership of Hotel.  Association must notify Hotel in writing within seven (7) days after the receipt of the Hotel’s notice to Association.
If Hotel cancels meeting, they are subject to provide Association with identical liquidated damages as stated on the agreement.  These funds will provide Association with the funds to re-publicize and relocate the meeting.  Association agrees to attempt to reasonably contain these costs.  Liquidated damages, if any, shall be due and payable thirty (30) days after the Conference Period.
Insurance

Hotel shall carry liability, fire, burglary and other insurance in such dollar amount as necessary to protect itself against any claims arising from any activities conducted in Hotel during the Conference Period and to indemnify Association as provided in this addendum.

Safety

Hotel confirms that it complies and shall comply during the Conference Period with all local, state and federal fire, safety and building codes.  Hotel further confirms that it maintains procedures and policies concerning fire safety and other safety issues and Hotel shall make all such procedures and policies available to Association for inspection on reasonable notice.

Special Needs

The Association shall notify the Hotel in advance of any special accommodations needed by meeting attendees when such needs are known to the Association.

Binding Addendum

This addendum contains all of the terms agreed on by the parties with respect to the subject matter of this addendum and supersedes all prior agreements, arrangements and communications between the parties concerning such subject matter, whether oral or written.  This addendum shall be binding on and insure to benefit of Association and its successors and assigns.  This addendum may be altered or amended at any time by the mutual written agreement of the parties.

Headings

The headings and numbers appearing in this addendum have been inserted as a matter of convenience, and this addendum is not to be construed with reference to them.  If there is any conflict between the headings and numbers and the text of this addendum, the text will control.

Conflict of Interest

No conflict of interest exists between any of the parties involved in this addendum, including volunteers or other individuals authorized to sign contracts on behalf of the Association.

The undersigned parties or their duly authorized representatives confirm that they have authority to enter into this addendum and hereby agree to the terms set forth above.  Agreed to as indicated:
