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Recommended Progress

I’d like to see the following steps taken to reach the desired goal of a full linux network with perks ;)

Step 1 Two Months

1. Build a machine to add to your current environment that will be a webserver running the accounts system. (Possibly utilize this machine as a proxy server at a later date who knows).

2. Develop, Create, Test Accounting System to be used on webserver

3. Install into your environment

Step 2 Two Months

1. Build Update Interface for Web Page (can batch unix to dial up IHUG and upload updates only to the web).

Step 3 Two Months

1. Build Interface for client access to automated system - ie checking accounts, shopping basket, hold system etc.

2. ISDN link or ADSL link and run own web server in full linux environment.
