· Copy of your passport or official ID card 
· English Proficiency Language test results
· Curriculum vitae in EuroPass format, with your photo on the first page;
Please note:
· We can only consider your application if all the necessary documents have arrived by postal mail within our application period: the deadline is December 1, 2018
· If your final degree certificate and final year transcripts are not yet available, you are kindly requested to submit an official provisional degree certificate and transcript or an official letter of your registrar, dean, or academic supervisor, listing the remaining subjects and the prospective grades as well as the prospective final grade average.
· Authentication of all documents will be accepted only if performed by a notary public, by the Embassy or Consulate in your home country, or by the institution that has issued the original document.
Application procedure and contact details
Student applicants should not send their application documents directly to the EMCL+ consortium or any of its partner universites but submit them to uni-assist, an agency specialised in managing applications to universities.

Any technical questions about the application procedure itself will only be answered by uni-assist. The contact partners of the EMCL+ consortium, reachable via info@emcl.eu will only answer questions related to the EMCL+/Erasmus Mundus programme.
 

Please also note that applying via uni-assist requires the payment of a non-refundable application fee. The general application fee amounts to €75. Please be aware that uni-assist will only start processing your application after having received the application fee! 
If you apply only shortly before the deadline we strongly advise you to include a document that confirms that the payment has been carried out (e.g. an account statement, confirmation of bank transfer) or to include the credit card payment form availabe in the FAQ-section on the uni-assist website  to speed up the processing of your application. Delayed payment of the application fee may have the consequence that your application will be considered late and thus discarded. Please read through the information on the uni-assist website carefully.
