Treasurer Ott presented the monthly treasurer’s report.  It was moved by Lance Murphy and seconded by Larry Brady to approve the Treasurer's Report for the month ending March 31, 2018 as presented.  Mr. Murphy asked for discussion. There was none

Mr. DeGrado said we have begun weekly park checks with Jeremy Weres and Pete Cesaroni.  With the month of April being cold and rainy, starting our low frequency playground inspections has been a challenge.  We now try to inspect at least two playgrounds each day as the weather allows.  Jeremy Weres has begun to do our sports field inspections before these seasons get under way.  We have started to over-seed specific turf areas this spring to replace turf that was lost last year during the fall sport season.  As of March 22, 2018 we have started working on the ball fields.  Commissioner Blankenship asked about machinery breakdown of field turf equipment.
Mr. Baum said we will start to see an increase in rentals due to upcoming graduations and summer rentals.  The Medinah’s Got Talent event went very well and the winners will have the opportunity to perform at the Family Fest August 18, 2018.  The Park-A-Palooza will take place on Saturday, April 21 from 10:00am – 12:00pm at Thorndale Park.  The Summer Brochure will be hitting resident mailboxes the week of April 23, 2018.  Resident registration begins upon the receipt of the brochure while non-residents may register beginning on April 30, 2018.  President Murphy asked about the date and time for the RMSBO opening day ceremonies.
Mr. Baum said Mark Goode attended the certified Playground Safety Inspector Certification. Mark has also begun working on one goal for this year which is to audit all ADA compliance in our parks.  We are coordinating with the Medinah Intermediate School to use each other’s facilities for shelter, if necessary, during any unforeseen emergencies.  Commissioner Brady asked about the ADA audit and whether information in it is still relevant due to its age.  Director Baum explained its origin and data complexities.  Commissioner Blankenship was concerned if new standards or regulations may be in existence based upon age of report.  Commissioner Ott asked about an accident during the Easter Egg Hunt. 
Ms. Piworski said that we have received our tax extension information from DuPage County and it looks like we will be extended $1,174,648 for our 2017 levy of taxes to be collected in 2018.  Our budget and tax revenue is very close to being what we estimated.  Our audit field work has been completed by Knutte & Associates.   Commissioner Blankenship asked about an item on the monthly revenue & expenditure report related to credit card charges.  These are costs associated with charges we attain for accepting credit card payments.  He also asked about Program Fees for the 2018 fiscal year.  Director Baum explained that these revenue projections, while aggressive, fall in line with actual 2017 revenue totals.
Mr. Baum said the Park Ranger report information is standard and he has given the Park Rangers a new cycle schedule for the spring and summer months.  We had a small incident related to a recent rental with alcohol in the parking lot.  Commissioner Blankenship asked about the van vehicle and its location during the weekend rounds.
Attorney Mraz has no report for the month. 
Mr. Baum said the NEDSRA 2018/19 annual budget was presented to the Board of Trustees on April 4, 2018.  Upcoming events which all partner Staff and Commissioners are invited to include the Golf Marathon Fundraiser on May 4 in Wood Dale and the 38th Annual Track and Field meet at Glenbard East H.S. in Lombard on May 19.
Mr. Baum announced that the RMSBO and Rampage organization’s 2017 seasons are underway.  RMSBO will have its opening day at the Claus Recreation Center fields on April 29, 2018 with a time to be determined.  Game schedules are being prepared for the May-early July seasons.  
Information was provided for the month of March, 2018 revenues and expenditures.

All necessary Commissioners and Staff have submitted their information. 
Mr. Baum said he will be attending the annual IAPD Legislative Conference in Springfield on April 24&25, 2018.  He has meetings scheduled with Senator Cullerton and Representative Winger.  He will be attending education sessions and multiple networking opportunities during the conference.
Mr. Baum said the Medinah Park District will have a unit participating in the 2018 Rose Parade, which is scheduled for Sunday, June 3, 2018.  Please let him know if anyone wishes to participate in the event.
Mr. Baum brought the Board up to speed on possible capital project options in 2018 as well as ongoing projects happening currently in and around the District.  Some of these include the construction project east of Goodenough Park, the planned budget purchase of the pickup truck through state bid, repair of kitchen refrigerator and purchase of a new phone system.  Mr. Baum brought forth options for spending the last $8,300 of the 2014 Bond Issue and asked Commissioners to provide input at their convenience.   
Mr. Baum reported on the enclosed copy of the 2018 1st quarter parking lot report for the West Lot at the train station.   A small correction in average daily parking data is required.
Mr. Baum said it is time to consider scheduling the annual tour of our parks by the Commissioners and Staff.  We have typically held this special meeting in June of each year.
Mr. Baum will send out an email with possible dates.  We can decide which date would be the best for all.
Mr. Baum said the ongoing Activity/Project Log is included for your perusal.  Staff would be happy to answer any questions related to the document.  A few items are now completed.
Mr. Baum pointed out the staff has included Strategic Plan document samples from various Park Districts in your packet for general perusal.  Staff also providing possible dates for upcoming special meetings to begin the Strategic Planning process.  Please provide feedback on the following possible date to hold special meetings.  John Blankenship said dates he could not be there are April 26th, 2018 and May 17th, 2018.  Jean Ott and Larry Brady would prefer week nights.  Questions on quorums were asked and answered regarding these possible scheduled special meetings.  Attorney Mraz provided legal insight.
Mr. Murphy asked if there were any comments from the Commissioners.   Commissioner Grygiel wanted to thank and congratulate Carol, Scott, and Frank for a fantastic job on Easter Egg Hunt and that the Talent Show was a great event.  Also, the Color Run, scheduled for May 4 has about 200 people are preregistered with the proceeds going to the Juvenile –Arthritis Foundation.  Commissioner Ott asked about construction easements/encroachments.  Commissioner Ott asked in February about a possible Coffee with Commissioners for residents.  Bruce said he would be very happy to set dates depending on the Board of Commissioners decision to move forward.  Jean Ott also commented about attaining volunteers for Family Fest and to consider Lake Park High School students, churches in the area and Honor Society.  Lance Murphy said he would check into the possibility and feels there would be interest by students.                                                                                              Commissioner Blankenship asked who the employee was working the front desk the day of the Pancake Breakfast.  Mr. Baum reported that the employee was Angelia Sanchez.  Commissioner  Blankenship said she handled the situation very well as she did not get nervous and was calm throughout the situation.  
Irene Jarocinski asked if the District had moved forward with the hiring of a Marketing Manager. Mr. Baum stated the District was still determining the need for the position and had no further details at this time.  Ms. Jarocinski also pointed out that certain information on the Web site was out of date.  Mr. Baum stated the site would be updated as time allowed.  Mr. Meyers mentioned that the Village of Roselle was no longer issuing Metra parking permits due to their lots being at capacity.  He wanted to make us aware of this situation and possible opportunity.
There was no old/unfinished business before the Board of Commissioners.
