Mr. Russell expressed his concerns by stating that he does not feel the district is in the position to permanently add this position with the pension plan being underfunded which may cause the district to raise taxes.  There is a huge hole in the state budget.  The union turned this position as temporary for an additional year, technology changes daily with the I-pad we may not need this position.
Mr. Bayer noted that he thought this was premature although it could be a valuable position.  He noted that the district needed to keep class number low in grades K-3 and pointed out that test scores have been improving.  There is also a possibility that we made need a first grade teacher.  This would be a non student contact position.

Mr. Safin pointed out that this position was grant funded and that we spent millions on the 


stadium and now we are concerned over things like this.
Mr. Safin also explained that the pension crisis has been coming, stating that the state and districts did not put in their share by cutting back when the stock market was good and now we have to pay.  Thanks to Cal U’s 9 mill contribution we have not had to raise taxes.

District Cyber School
On a motion by Mr. Hasbrouck seconded by Mr. Niccolai the Board institutes a district based Cyber School commencing the 2010-2011 school year.  

Board members discussed the subject.  Mrs. Watson stated that she does not like cyber school and that the students need social interaction and to learn responsibility.  She feels this may cause more students to enroll in cyber school and hurt enrollment.  She does not want to the in-house enrollment drop.
Mr. Bayer noted that there are currently 28 cyber students at a total cost of $300,000 (10 mils). We are losing students and reimbursement and have no control.  Students coming back to the district from cyber school are not up to speed and do not meet graduation requirements.  He also feels that this is premature without the budget being finalized but noted that he liked the idea o if being available for homebound, suspensions, etc.

Mr. Safin pointed out that the integrity is not guaranteed on doing course work.  What is wrong with coming to CASD?  Where is the phys ed in cyber school?  Obesity is a threat to national security.
Mr. Niccolai stated that it I not a good option under normal circumstances but adding our own does not change what is already present.  We can save money to add teachers.

Mr. Hasbrouck noted that the State dealt the cads and we must play them.

Mrs. Todd recommended a vote for the creation of the concept and not approving a company.  Get started and then find a company.

On a motion by Mr. Russell seconded by Mr. Hasbrouck the Board authorizes administration to pursue a district based Cyber School.  Roll call vote yes – 5 (Mr. Bayer, Mr. Hasbrouck, Mr. Niccolai, Mr. Russell, and Mrs. Todd) no – 4 Ms. Griffin, Mr. Safin, Ms. Watson and Ms. Zielensky).  Motion carried.
