This general plan change is being made across all teacher education programs. It cleans up verbiage and applies a progression of topics that is consistent across all teacher education program catalog plans. It also incorporates information that applies to all teacher education programs that was not included in previous catalogs. The only operational change is the admission requirement, which has changed from 45 to 30 credit hours. This is necessary to enable students to apply to the teacher education program and be admitted in order to begin taking program courses during their sophomore year, which will better ensure a timely graduation.

Emphases Changes:

This plan change is in support of MUP private lessons and ensemble course reorganization, which was approved by the UCC last year.  Upon further review, this proposal addresses some details that were overlooked.

Regarding: NCATE accreditation implications of the Music Education proposed program changes

I write in my capacity as the Northern Arizona University NCATE coordinator.  This review is in regards to compliance with NCATE accreditation and Arizona Department of Education approval to issue an institutional recommendation.  This memo addresses accreditation and state review issues only, and should not be construed as an endorsement of any proposed changes.
Additionally, this verification does not include evaluation of the content related assessments requires by individual Specialized Professional Associations (SPAs) if these assessments have changed drastically or for programs that have not previously submitted their assessment plans for a SPA review.  It is only the individual SPA review that can determine whether the assessments contain the specificity and rigor required for national recognition.

Accreditation Verification: The proposed program changes for Music Education BMEd, maintains documentation of candidate performance regarding institutional, state, and national level standards and criteria required for NAU’s NCATE accreditation status.

Rationale: The program changes involve changing the program admission requirement from 45 to 30 hours. This does not negatively affect candidates’ ability to demonstrate State, SPA, NCATE or Unit level standards.
