1) Submit abstracts via email to Annelie Landgren (landgrena@mail.nih.gov) in English in the space below (maximum text 250 words not including title and authors, no tables or figures) with the following subtitles: Title, Authors, Background, Material and Methods, Results, Conclusions. Save document as a WORD file Office 2003 for Windows.

2) Presenters will be notified upon acceptance whether they will be expected to give a 10 minute power point presentation (with five minutes discussion) or a poster presentation. 
3) Authors can submit abstracts containing unpublished data, accepted data or data ‘in press.’ 

4) Abstracts on topics related to brain tumour epidemiology, including studies of health outcomes and genome-wide association studies are eligible. Data from studies published before January 1, 2012 are not eligible.  

5) Time limits for presentations will be strictly enforced. PowerPoint slides, in PowerPoint 2003 format, can be sent to Ms. Benedicte Clement (bjboyer101@aol.com ) in advance or loaded on the computer the first day of the meeting.

The Brain Tumor Epidemiology Consortium (BTEC) announces the availability of two Junior Investigator Awards to its 2012 meeting at the Pullman Montpellier Antigone hotel in Montpellier, France, June 30-July 3, 2012.
