LOCATION

22, rue de Beaune is located in the heart of Paris on the famous Left Bank - near rue du Bac and Boulevard St Germain, the Orsay and Louvre museums, the Seine river, the Tuileries Gardens, Place de la Concorde, the Champs Elysées and the Latin Quarter.

TAXIS

WARNING: Do not use the metro with luggage. G7 taxis take credit cards (about $50 from CDG airport). For door-to-door airport shuttle, call toll free at 0-800-50-56-10.Taxis in Paris are not expensive in town ($8 to $10 usually). Nearest taxi stand is at corner of rue du Bac and Bd St Germain.

PARKING

Street parking is hard to find and expensive during the day ($2/h). Free at night, on weekends and in August. Public underground parking at rue du Bac and Montalembert ($20/24h).

DIGICODE AND KEYS

To enter the building, press button at top of digicode panel. Evenings and weekends, use code 36B45. To open the courtyard gate, swipe magnetic key by interphone in hallway. Go to left building, third floor, street side. Use KEY BIT for elevator

and MONO-BLOC key for two locks on front door. Lock both locks when leaving apartment. Keys are expensive ($50). The small key is for the mailbox.

BEDROOMS

The master bedroom has a hanging closet and shelves for guests. Bed sheets and pillowcases are in the closet. The armoire is reserved for owners’ use. The second bedroom has an armoire for guests.

UTILITIES

Utilities are expensive in France. Please switch off lights and heat when not needed. The water/radiator heater is in the kitchen above the oven. Always leave radiator heat on minimum in winter to prevent freezing of pipes. Otherwise turn to Water only. Leave trash bags downstairs in small room to the left of elevator.




APPLIANCES

Multilingual instruction manuals are inside the desk.

Oven is combination microwave/conventional oven.

Run dishwasher at least once a week and make sure to add salt with each load as per instructions. Do not exceed load limits for washer/dryer in bathroom: 10 lbs for washing and 5 lbs for drying.

NEIGHBORHOOD SHOPS

PROXI grocery store at 16 rue de Beaune is closest and friendly

(food, wine, baguettes and fresh croissants). Across Bd St Germain, the Codec store at 73 Rue du Bac is larger. The minimart at the Shell station at 8 Bd Raspail is open 24h a day. For gourmet shopping go to Le Bon Marche further up rue du Bac. Get the International Herald Tribune at 26 rue du Bac and Pariscope for activities in English..

RESTAURANTS

Many good restaurants nearby. Start with inexpensive Les Ministères at 30 rue du Bac. We also recommend Le Bistrot de Paris at 33 rue de Lille. Walk to St Germain des Pres for more choices, including Hemingway’s favorite hangouts. Rue du Dragon near St Germain des Prés has ethnic restaurants. Mussels lovers must go to Leon de Bruxelles on Place de l’Odeon.

BUSES AND METRO

Public transportation is great in Paris, especially buses. Bus 68

for the Opera, Bus 73 near Orsay Museum for the Champs

Elysees. Get a carnet of 10 tickets at any metro station or a 1, 2

or 3-day visitor pass, or even better an ORANGE CARD for only

$12/week (photo needed).

MUSEUMS

Avoid Sunday, Monday and Tuesday (crowded or closed).

TELEPHONE / INTERNET

Phone is expensive, even local calls. For international calls, dial ATT USA toll-free at 0-800-99-00-11. AOL Internet access: 0-800-97-44-44. Nearest Internet at CyberCube 5, rue Mignon, near Odeon. You can also use our French cell phone 06-79-74-95-00 if you buy a “recharge” at a Bureau de Tabac (Tobacco store).

LAUNDRY

Full service cleaner at 56 rue de Verneuil or laundromat at 69 rue du Bac: open from 8 AM to 9 PM. Requires four or five euro coins. Get change at bank if needed. Mme Flora can take care of your laundry for a small fee.
