	TOPIC:  Officer’s & Budget Meeting

	DISCUSSION
	· The Officer’s & Board meeting went very quickly.  We will be going over all of the same material today.
· The board voted on the new logo that will be used from today on.




	TOPIC:  Treasurer’s Report
	PRESENTER: Teri Neely for  Dale Armstrong

	DISCUSSION
	· Dale provided the Profit & Loss by Event dated January through February 2014, the Sponsor’s Report, and Collections Report (see attached).

· Teri noted that the profit from the 2013 ASD will be used to make deposit on the 2014 ASD.  As of this time, it looks like we are $3,000 in the black, there were 58 more attendee’s than last year possibly due to the increase in the economy, workshops offered and timing of the event.  We did receive survey results noting that the participants liked having the event earlier in the year. 

· 1099’s were prepared by Bliss & Skeen for services payments (i.e. speakers, KF Events).

· Tax acknowledgement form letters were sent to sponsoring companies.

· Dale is still drafting the credit card data protection policies.
· Teri will look into why we have not yet received payment for the VPPPA booth at GISHC. She is also working with L & I to see why some payments for attendees have not been received.

	TOPIC:  L&I Manager’s Report
	PRESENTER:  Bruce Zeller



	DISCUSSION
	· Labor & Industries will provide the Governor’s Conference a temporary staff person from June 1 – October 31.  Teri is working on the Position Description now, we hope to be holding interviews in May, start date June 1, 2014.
· Bruce provided the Board with a brief history of how the GISHAB was created, including that originally it was “Business” and “Labor” – not necessarily “Management” and “Labor.”  The Governor charged this Board with putting on an annual safety conference and to advise L & I on workplace safety hazards.  The “advisory” portion of this Board fell to the wayside about 14 years ago.  If this were just a “conference” Board we could understand why previous revisions were allowed to be incorporated into the bylaws, but the conference is just one small portion of why this Board exists.

· Bruce gave everyone a copy of the L & I booklet “Top 25 Hazardous Industries in Washington.”  In future meetings Bruce will be providing packets with a series of safety related questions, engaging the Board to bring back the “advisory” portion, we need to really work on the partnership.

· The bylaws have been discussed and debated by the Board for some time.  Bruce noted that the relationship between the Governor, Board and L & I is very clearly defined in the original documents.  The appointment process as well as the reappointment of Director’s is the Governor’s role and is not up for discussion.  Governor Gregoire delegated that authority to L & I.  Appointment to the Board is still a gubernatorial appointment.  Bruce and managers before him with L & I have let down the Board by dropping its process and this has had an impact.  It’s time to move on, get on to the real business of the Board.  Bruce will facilitate the changes to the bylaws.
· Bob Hollingsworth asked why anyone would want to be appointed to the Board.  Bruce replied that serving on this Board is an opportunity to save lives and educate workers.  Board Directors have quick access to L & I personnel to get questions answered quickly.  Many members of the Board commented on how networking with other members has been of benefit in their workplaces.   Recruitment to the panel committees as well as the Board is everyone’s responsibility.  Generally once you have served on a panel committee you are expected to be eligible for gubernatorial appointment to the Board.  
· The department has a new website called “Eye on Safety”, check it out at EYEONSAFETY.INFO The website will actually launch on June 2nd and the plan is to measure the number of “hits” and if we get good feedback we plan to add more videos to the site.  There are several short videos on the site meant for safety meetings or even a tailgater safety minute during the work day.
· OSHA has announced a National Stand Down on fall protection in the construction industry.  DOSH will be participating and our focus will be primarily slips, trips and falls.  We are looking to get a $150,000 budget to film short videos on the subject and have them shown in theaters as a trailer before the movie starts.  We are hoping this will get more folks engaged in safety conversations.




	TOPIC:  Conference Manager’s Report

	DISCUSSION
	· Teri provided a written Conference Managers Report (see attached).

· The Communications Team has prepared a short promotional video from the 2013 GISHC, they should be very proud of it because it is great!  We can all watch it during lunch.
· The Honor Guard as well as Laura Papetti for the Lifesaving awards has been confirmed.

· We will be meeting with Dale next week to start building the registration website for GISHC, we want to get it open and start advertising early.


	TOPIC:  Committee Reports

	DISCUSSION
	Agriculture Safety Day (ASD):  Corwyn reported the Agriculture Safety Day was a great success!  We had record attendance with 204 paid attendees, only 16 no-shows possibly due to the weather.  We had about a dozen exhibitors and sponsors for both the continental breakfast and prizes.  Hispanic attendance seemed to be down this year possibly due to pesticide certification not being available, and those that did come often attended the English classes.  The Farm Bureau sent eblasts to approximately 41,000 people.  PSM went very well.  Overall he believes employers are seeing value in sending their employees.

Construction Safety Day (CSD):  Doug Buman reported April 23, 2014 is Construction Safety Day and he expects attendance to be up.  The committee received a donation of $500 from GLY to sponsor 20 CWU students to the event.  Two scholarship applications have been received.  Doug Buman recused himself of the decision making process because he knew one of the students.  Don Coovert recommended awarding the scholarship to Shawn Houston of Port Ludlow, WA.  Shawn currently has a 4.0 in college, and provides “Leadership Safety” for local school groups during sailing trips. Doug commented that he would like to open the scholarship up to more folks, including those trying to better their education by enrolling in training programs other than higher ed.  Tom Odegaard of ESC said he is seeing many students pay for OSHA 500 classes themselves because scholarships are not available and not all employers will pay the cost.  Doug will have this discussion with the committee and bring a decision back to the Board.  Originally the Board approved up to $1000 annually, $750 earmarked for the scholarship and $250 for Career Day and other outreach type activities.  Doug noted that $750 is not drawing interest from students and requested the amount be raised.  Tony Howard made motion to raise the allotment to $1,250 beginning next year so the scholarship could be $1,000, motion passed unanimously.  Janice Camp said these students simply do not have the time to fill out all of the paperwork for scholarships, many are going to school full time as well as working one or two jobs.  Janice recommended going paperless with an interactive online form, and be very clear about the purpose.
Lifesaving Awards:  Teri reported that the Lifesaving Awards application is not on the website as yet.  Physical applications have gone out.  Teri believes the changes made to the application have made a positive difference. Laura Papetti has been secured as the MC for the 2014 GISHC.
Maritime Seminar:  Teri Neely reported the Maritime Safety event will be held October 22, 2014 in Bellingham.  The event will have multiple pre-cons including PMA doing a General Safety Training which means the participants will get paid to attend.  DJ is also working with someone to schedule a golf tournament.  Richard Prete would like to serve as a liaison for this event.
Material Handling/Forklift Rodeo:  Mark Ribich and Tim Eacrett reported.  The Eastern Regional event will be held in Spokane on June 21st , and the Western Regional event will be held at the Boeing Kent Space Center August 23rd.  Tim noted the group has bought a lot of new equipment hoping to make things much more professional.  

Poletop:  Bill Meyer reported the Poletop committee has met once, the next meeting is scheduled for April 9th.  They have 3 workshops set and Avista will have a mock accident presentation that is currently on You-Tube.
University of Washington:  Janice Camp reported that the 2014 GISHC Pre-Con will be “Sleep and Productivity.”  She also noted that it is helpful to know what the topics for the other pre-cons are because the UW barely makes any money as it is and adding other pre-cons may make it financially questionable.

Bylaws Review Committee:  Stephanie Arnold noted that the Bylaws committee will convene promptly at the end of this meeting.  Please stay if interested in participating with this project.

· Bob Hollingsworth noted that Burlington Northern is spending millions on rail.  He asked if we could do a class on worker safety around the issue of railroad accidents and spills.  Stephanie stated that she has spent the last two weeks in safety classes with the railroad association, maintenance inspection programs discussing derailments and collisions.  Stephanie felt that this is more of a political issue rather than a safety issue and should not be a topic for the GISHC.
